Invasion of Abyssinia by Egyptian
Troops.

The Suez correspondent of the. London
Telegraph sends an important despatch, to the
effect that an Egyptian army of 2,000 men,
with a reserve of 3,000 more, had advanced
into Abyssinia, with a view to conquer the
country, The Emperor Kassai was marching
against them with a superior force in pomnt of
numbers, but it was believed that, as the
Egyptians were provided with Remington
rifles and mitrailleuses, the Abyssinians would
be defeated. The Egyption troops will next
attack Magdala. The pretext to the move-
ment is the necessity of taking charge of the
route between Massowah and Bogos, along
which civil war and highway robbery have
made travelling impossible; but it is asserted
that the whole scheme is contrived to secure
to Egypt and a number of adventurers the
profit and plunder before Europe becomes
fully aware of what is going on.

How Germany Views the French
Loan.

- Although Germany is more interested in

nation, France itself excepted, the gratifica

tion félt in political circles in Berlin has been
tempered with grave concern. Of course it
is‘satisfactory to the Germans that they are
sure’ of their money, and certain therefore of
the fulfilment of the terms of the late treaty;
and as they have reserved the option of de-
ciding as to the how and the when of the ac:
ceptance of a financial fora territorial guaran

tee, - they are not bound to evacuate the de-
partment of Meurthe-et-Moselle and Belfort
even when France is ready to pay the rest of
the indemnity. - Nevertheless, the tone of the
Gierman press and the echoes from the capital
prove' the existence of very mixed feelings,
The French press, perhaps naturally, attribu-
tes this to jealousy and spite. Needy anhd
greedy Prussia, which was unable a few
months ago to float a small loan, is envious

of the¢ ‘confidence Europe reposes in “La

the success of the French Loan than any other:

Grande Nation-’’ Tt may be the case that the
Germans are not above such small sentiments,
but there is a more serious side to their dis-
satisfaction so far as it is real. If the sub-
scriptions to the loan had been confined to
France we do not fancy that Berlin politicians
would have cared greatly though it had been
covered twelve times over. But the vast pro-
portions of the foreign subscriptions introduce
a political element into the matter. = Ger-
many has no wish thatit should seem as if the
verdict of Europe were in favour of France as
against the Fatherland. Now, although no
one else may interpret the success of the
loan in that light, it is every way probable
that the French themselves will, It will not
be difficult to persuade them that Europe not
only sympathises with them in their mis-
fortunes, but that it has united to give them
the means of regaining therr old ascendenoy,
Thus the cry of ¢ Revanche” may be encour-
aged by an operation which ought to be view-
ed as' a purely financial transaction, for we
may be sure the European capitalists who
have subscribed so largely had no intention of
helping France to reconquer Alsace and Lor-
raine. :

It is the fear that such results may be pro-
duced on the volatile and enthusiastic Gaul
which for the most parf explains whgtever
uneasiness 1s felt in Berln, When the Na-
tional Gazette says “the French Loanis the
greatest humbug that has ever been seen,”
more paltry feelings may be at work; but
these are chiefly confined to the press. Prince
Bismarek, we may be certain, is only anxious
in regard to the effeets of the wonderful suc-
cess of the loan upon the French- people,
And with his accustomed- astutehess the Ger-
man Chancellor is already using means to
counteract its influence in this direction. 'The
meeting of the three Emperors in Berlin next
month may be due to the initiative of Count
Andrassy, but what was at first careful-
ly. described in - anticipation as a mere
visit of courtesy . with no political character is
being now magnified by the German press
into a matter of immediate and very grave
political importance. ' Indeed, the organs of
the Chancellor plainly insinute that the inter-
view of the three Emperors is designed to
counteract the effects of the loan upon tha -
too exultant French. - The political character
of the meeting is indicated by the announces«
ment that, in addition to the Emperors
Prince Bismarck and Count Andrassy, an
latterly it is said Prince Gortschakoff] will alsa
be present.— Pall Mall Budget, Aug. 9.
