BID ACCIDENT TO 
DRIVER SMALLWOOD

Had Hip Dislocated and 
Back Injured While Work­
ing Around his Engine.
J. C. R. Driver Smallwood met 

with a serious and painful accident 
at the I. G. R. station about 2.80 , 
o’clock Tuesday afternoon in 
Moncton.

Driver Smallwood was to have 
taken out the Montreal half of the 
Ocean Limited, and while kneeling 
on the driving rod of Iris engine 
the shunting engine ran against 
the other end of the train, moving 
it ahead about three feet.

In his position, kneeling ou the 
driving rod and leaning over doing 
the oiling, the rod raised with the 
revolution of the wheels, catching 
the unfortunate man and doubling 
him up against the upper part of 
the engine.

His leg below the knee was 
severely cut, his back was injured, 
and he received several minor in­
juries about the lower limbs an! 
body.

Ho made a hasty examin­
ation of Mr. Smallwood’s injuries, 
hut at the time was unable to det 
termine whether serious or inter­
nal injuries.had been received or 
not.

On examination of Dr. Price 
later, it was found that Mr. Small­
wood had his left hip dislocated, 
which was put back into place 
and also a deep gash was inflicted 
in his left leg below the knee, 
which was dressed.

Mr. Smallwood’s many friends 
will be very glad to learn that his 
injuries are not dangerous, as was 
at first feared, although he will 
he laid up some weeks.

duties of the said Committee, and the 
manner in which the same had been 
carried out. the Auditor General was 
appointed to go to Campbell ton and 
investigate the existing conditions 
and requirements and to report, the 
results to Council, which he has done.

The Auditor General reports, 
among Other things that “On thf 
19th of September, at Campbell ton [ 
met the Chairman of the Relief Com­
mittee, and the Chairman of the Fin» 
ance Committee, as well as other 
officers, who explained the mot ho n 
under which the several committees 
were working. These methods I 
found to be entirely satisfactoi y and 
would judge that every safeguard is 
being used for the < quitable distribu­
tion of the funçls and supplies.

All cash received for relief purposes 
is deposited in the three local banks 
in the joint names of the three mem- 
here of the Finance Committee, con­
sequently no monies can be drawn 
unless the checks bear the signatures 
of the three members of that com­
mittee

The total amount of cash received 
by the Relief Committee to the 17th 
of September inclusive was $98.206 - 
23; total expenditure to same dat. 
was $10,392.96; leaving a balance on 
hand of $87,813.37; $52 000 00 w., 
appropriate to the building committe 
to’ give aid to the needy in rebuilding 
their home, and also to pay for thin 
small houses now in course of erectiu 
at a cost of $300 each. The com­
mittee are in hopes that the tent- 
now in use as living quarters, m 
be entirely dispensed with by t‘ 
middle of October next.

To enable the committee to pro­
vide the poor with food and fuel dur»

ing the winter months, they estimate 
tlif»t $1:5,000.00 more will be required 
and "are lepending upon'" the good 
people of Canada to forward that 
amount.

The said report also gives a state­
ment. of the bonded debt of the said 
town which ar the time of the lire 
amounted to $800,400.00 the annual 
interest charge upon whioh was $12, 
9.0.00.

The amount required in the im- 
mediate future to provide for the 
usual town services, such :as tElectric 
Light Plant, Water & Sewerage 
Plant, Fire Protection Plant &cf, and 
for which it is proposed to make a 
new issue of debenture# is estimated 
at $136,919.00, which sum is reduced 
by insurance from old school build­
ing and Electric Plant to $113,119.00.

After a reference to the industries 
that are being rebuilt, and the epi- 
deVnic of typhoid fever and its causes, 
the report concludes with the state- 
men that “considering the great 
individual losses the people suffevei 
by the tire, they appeared cheerful 
and have strong faith in the future 
prosperity of the new Oampbelltoo.”

Upon considei ation of the, said 
report the Council is of opinion that 
the measures adopted t»v the Relief 
Committee of the town of Campbell 
ton t » meet the requirements of the 
unit vt unate situation in which the 
inhabitants of that town were placed 
in consequence of the almost total 
destru Jtiou of their hoims and effects 
have been in the best interest of the 
afflicted people, and that the distvibu 
non of the relief placed at their 
disposal has been made with due cave, 
honesty and impartially, and that 
their strenuous labour» merit com 
inundation and the committee of 
Council therefore recommend that 
upon ills Honour the Lieutenant 
Governor, approving this Minute that 
a copy thereof b- furnished the said 
Relief Committee,

There have been only 1C new stars 
found during the last 25 years and 
of these 13 have been discovered 
by the women assistants. The 
new star, whose approximate posi­
tion is right ascension IC hours, 31 
minutas, 4 seconds, declination 
minus 52 hours. 10 minutes, six 
seconds, was discovered by Mrs. 
Fleming in the constellation Ara., 
on October 13, 1910.
