The method adopted by Hon. W. T.
White, Minister of Finance, in provid-
ing for the war expenditure, has been
far-sighted, to a degree which is only
now becoming apparent to most Can-
adians.

shown in recent developments. The
loan, and the sale in New York of|
sterling bills, drawn against ship-'
ments of Canadian wheat to Great
Britain and Europe, have restored the
rate of ange on New York prac-|
tically to par, This is of very mater- |
ial nportance to Canada Three
months ago exchange belween this |
country and the United States was |
unfavorable to Canada, a premiumlm of
one haif to onc per cent. having to|
be paid on Canadian money to obtain |
funds in New York. In other words,
the American dollar was worth more
than the Canadian dollar. The Can-|
adian loan at once ameliorated this |
situation. The proceeds of the loan
were not brought to Canada at once
but were withdrawn gradually so as
to stabilize the exchange and gradually
reduce it. Upon the transfer of the
proceeds of this loan to Canada the
Finance Department made over $36,
000 in exchange.

It reduced and stabilized exchange
between Canada and the United
States, then unfavorable to Canada.
