STORMS ON THE ATLANTIC.

The continuance of stormy weather 
increases day by day the number of 
steamships overdue at tins port.

The S.S. Peruvian lias put into the 
river Richelieu for safety, and the Do» 
m-nion has followed her example, Both 
of these fine vesse.s are 111 safety 
although there is every possibility of 
their being detained for the winter. Uns 
fortunately much of the Peruvian's car» 
go is perishable. A telegram from Sorel 
Jus morning says ; ‘ The weather is calm 
but cold ; ice much thicker than yes ter-* 
day, a large quantity passing. Two tugs 
are now leaving here for tit. Peter to 
bring up lightships.’ At Three lhvers 
the weather is still extremely cold and 
the river full of ice. Two of Messrs. 
Allan's barges, in tow of the tug Mattawa 
an, broke away yesterday. One of them 
is of iron, however, and will stand con» 
siderable knocking about, fhe tug got 
safely into the rivet tit. Maurice for 
shelter.

The weather tonlay, though cold and 
clear, is not as pleasant as yesterday, 
owing to the absence of the clustering 
wind which made Tuesday re semble an 
unwelcome March day. Light r.-.ns are 
reported nf the E tsteru States and por­
tions of the tiouiti, and sno\V in parts of 
Colorado and Micuigan, At 9 a.m. tele­
grams were receiver! at the Produce Ex­
change from -Syracuse, starting that the 
thermometer stood, at 12 above zero ; at 
Rome it was lower, freezing, and there 
were no prospects of the boats moving. 
All are blockaded with ice, and the price 
of grain is bound to continue to lise.

and drowned , at 3.30 the mast fell and 
the vessel broke in pieces ; G. G- Snow» 
man and Wm. Snowman got upon a jdece 
of pZank, leaving three others o n the 
bow of the wreck ; at sunset Wm Snow» 
m in died from cold, and was washed off 
tne plank, and on the 25th G. G. Snow­
man, the only survivor, landed on the 
beach one mile north of this station, and 
walked to the light-keeper’s dwelling, 
having been in the sea about 10 hours 
and swam and drilled 15 m les. Vessel 
and cargo a tatal lo;S.

The S. S. Ottawa, of the Dominion 
Line, is apparently in a much worse corn 
dit.on than was at first represented. Al­
though a ‘great quantity of her cargo 
was thrown overboard yesterday she yet 
remains firmly aground. During Lst 
night she swung around, bringing her 
hull across the river. There is not much 
possibilty ot her getting off unaiued, as 
she has lost three of screw plates ; and 
so far every effort to render her assis­
tance having tailed.

THE CARRIER PIGEONS.

Mr. Van Opstal, of this city, is credited 
with possessing a breed of well trained 
earner pigeons, and he is regarded as an 
authority on such. He says the most 
valuable birds at present iu use are the 
Antwerp carier pigeon, which species are 
a cross between the owl, or English 
p geon and the Belgian cumulet (or high** 
liyei'X The cumulet is possessed of 
great * homing" qualities and besides rank 
high in mte.ligence, while the English, 
carier is lemar^able tor it» staying quali» 
ties or power of in lu ranee. Therefore,, 
when tae-e desirable qualities endur 
ance and speed—with the homing charac 
tenstic are combined in one bird the 
Antwerp camel* is found m the greatest 
perfection.

Their training commences when the 
birds are auout three months old. The 
initiatory step consists in; taking tlieni 
about a mile from the parent,’» coop'.an-i 
letting them loo»e. fhe -distance is 
double/!..tqe uiexij time, and so on pro» 
gvessiveiy. The cariier is larger than the 
common pigeon and measures about -fits 
teen inufies 111 length a ret weighs from 
one and a fourth to one and a hat i pounds, 
fhe neck is long and the pectoral^museles 
ire large. An appendage of naked skin 
hmgs a cross the bill and conntiCues 
down either side of the lower maudio e. 
fjpse pLgcO.ns aie con-idered the best 
that have.the appendage rising high on 
1I10 head, and of coast fera ble width act 
■ Oss the bill, and that are uLsO disting­
uished by a wide naked circlet around the 
eyes, in England it is usual to keep the 
birds in a darkened cellar where they are 
sparingly led, for six hours previous to 
their ti ght. The message as usually fasten» 
éd round the upper part ut tbvbird’s leg 
but care uuut be taken that it is not tied, 
so as to impede the bird’s flight

Fdr centuries the carrier pigeon served 
a purpose whioa is now served by the 
electric telegraph, and then* usefulness 
iias no-t yet entirely departed. It is 
known that these birds had been utilized 
to carry messages by the Asiatics and 
Romans and during the crusade of tit. 
Louis tney were so employed. Accords 
mg to Tasso carrier pigeons were used in 
the seige ot Jerusalem j and Ans to 
makes the Caste lan di Damiata sptead 
the news of Orriilo’s death by a messeiv 
ger duve.

[lie last seige of I’aris these bird» were 
employed to carry messages beyond the 
German lines.

lost sight ol by the French government 
and other European po vers. in the 
tiardin <i’Acclamation, Paiis, there are 
kept some five thousand carrier pigeons 
which ate trained to penetrate into the 
furthest recesses of the republic.

However on homeward jour* 
ley, business arrangements having di- 
reeled our course to the islands o 
Twilliagate a d Fogo, the absence oi 
uliis great boon at the places last men­
tioned, and the manifest ioeonvenienc 
irising therefrom, tended to impress 
uore forcibly up n our mind tlie snp- 
rior advantages enjoyed bjT the in­

habitants of the more distant section 
if the district referred to. During 
>ur progress through the various sot- 
Icments on these islands, we found 

that not alone to us, was the necessity 
or the télégraphié communication 
Ooked upon, as a greet public necessi* 
y, but that the inhabitants of the lo» 
Ntiity referred to were equally alive to 
the important advantages derivable 
rom so great a boon. Having con. 

versed with various leading men on 
vise suhj'-et, we were requested to bring 
the matter under the notice of the au- 
;.liorkie=, in the hope that at no distant 
lay, similar advantages might be con­
ferred upon these important sections 
of tlie district ot Twilliagate and 
Fogo.
