FARM AND FIRESIDE.
Timely Hints Useful to the Farmer 

and his Household.

Rules in Raising Corn.—1. Select a 
rich well-drained soil, choosing old sod, or 
else well seeded clover. Sod is counted 
equal to fifty or a hundred loads of barn 
manure to the acre.

2. Manure it in autumn or during winter 
by spreading unely or evenly with bam 
manure. Spread .on sod in autumn 
manure is worth twice as much as spread' 
in lumps in spring.

3. Plow at a moderate depth ; five or six 
inches at most will bring more com than 
eight inches.

4. Mellow the inverted sod thoroughly 
with spring-tooth, disc or smoothing har­
row.

5. Select the best seed. Repeated selec­
tion for many years will improve the 
variety if continued in the same locality.

6. Harrow well just before planting ; 
make the rows two inches deep, and plant 
in drills by running along the markings, 
which will place the plants slightly below 
the surface. Adopt the same course with 
check rows.

7. Run smoothing harrow or weeder 
five days over the whole surface, both 
before or after the com is up, to destroy 
all weeds before they appear, and continue 
till the corn is a foot high. Keep the 
surface of the ground flat.

8. Continue the work with a cultivator 
till the corn is breast high, keeping near 
the surface to avoid the roots. Avoid cul­
tivating in wet weather, and thus crusting 
the ground and making hard clods.

9. In selecting the ground for corn each 
year, bear in mind that good rotation is a 
matter of great convenience. A common 
good course is corn on sod the first year ; 
oats or barley the second; wheat the 
third with clover ; clover hay the fourth 
or more. This course may be variously 
modified in different localities.

10. In performing these different op­
erations, it is well to remember that young 
corn roots are more than twice as long as 
the height of the plants ; that no soil is 
too rich for com ; to plant when the 
ground is warm enough to start the seed ; 
to destroy all sprouting weeds before com­
ing up, at one tenth of the" subsequent 
labor ; to carefully select the begt ground ; 
and to pulverize the soil very thoroughly 
before planting.

DIFFERENT KINDS OF HAY.

Where the products of the farm are fed 
out to the stock on the farm, grass, both 
for pasturage and hay, is an important 
part of the farm crops, so much so that in 
many cases from one third to one half 
the acreage can be seeded to grass to ad­
vantage. In many cases,- however, in 
order to handle to a good advantage, it 
will be found a good plan to use two or 
three varieties, rather than to use only 
one. One of the essentials in having hay 
of a good quality, is to be able to harvest 
in good season. If cut too early there is 
too much water, and in consequence the 
hay is light and does not contain a good 
per cent of nutriment. If allowed to get 
too ripe more or less of the plant will 
turn to woody fibre, and there is a loss of 
putriment.

In order to handle economically, and at 
the same time get the work done in good 
season, it will be a good plan to sow two 
or more varieties. Orchard grass and red 
clover usually come in first, and can nearly 
always be cut and stored away before 
wheat harvest. Mammoth clover comes 
in a little later. Timothy is usually ripe 
by the time wheat is harvested and out 
of the way, and red top will ripen after 
timothy. These make a good selection, 
and in ripening after the other will 
lengthen materially the season of harvest­
ing.

Any of these if cut at the proper time 
and rightly managed will make a good 
quality of hay, and in many cases length­
ening the season will lesson the cost of 
putting up, as the farmer can do a large 
part of the work without the necessity of 
hiring extra help.

When the farm profits are small every 
advantage must be taken to increase them, 
and one important item in doing this is 
to lessen the cost, and tjiis can be done to 
a good advantage in a majority of cases by 
planning the crops so that they can be 
handled with as little extra help as pos­
sible, and with the crops grown for hay 
this can be done to a good advantage by 
grassing a variety of crops for hay.

GRAIN WITH GRASS.

Results of experiments to test the effects 
of a grain ration for cows at pasture, re­
ported in bulletin of the Ithaca, N. Y., 
station, are summarized as follows, and 
fail to sustain the impression, current in 
some quarters as to the value of the 
practice :

In 1889, in a season in which the pas­
turage was very luxuriant through the 
whole summer, with three cows in each 
lot, the grain fed lot gave considerable less 
milk, which was so much richer in butter 
fat that the total butter production was 
practically the same in the two lots. In 
this experiment the grain feeding was 
begun about a month after the cows had 
gone to pasture. In 1890, in a season in 
which the pasture was luxuriant, except 
for a short time in midsummer, with three 
cows in each lot, the total amount of but­
ter fat produced was almost exactly the 
same in both lots. In this experiment 
the grain fed lot continued to receive the 
same ration on pasture that they had 
been receiving during the winter on dry 
feed. In 1890, in an experiment on soil­
ing with grass alone, and with grass and 
grain, just about enough more butter was 
produced by the grain fed lot to pay for 
the increased cost of the grain ration. 
In 1891, in a season in which at no time 
the pasture was very luxuriant, with eight 
cows in each lot, the grain fed lot pro­
duced just about enough more milk and 
butter to pay for the increased cost of the 
grain ration. In this experiment the 
grain feeding was begun about two weeks 
after the cows went to pasture.

A COW KILLED BY A TURTLE.

One day last week Richard Mock, of 
Miller county, Georgia, after milking a 
fine milch cow he owns, turned her out in 
the woods, and she wended her way down 
to Aycock’s creek to slack her thirst some 
time during the day, and while engaged 
in drinking was seized by the nose by a 
loggerhead turtle and her head pulled 
under the water and held there until she 
drowned. Failing to return home that 
night, Mr. Mock made search for her, and 
found her lying with her head under the 
water, her body on land, quite dead, the 
turtle still having his hold. Mr. Mock 
called help, and, dragging the cow out, 
drew the turtle out also, he refusing to let 
go the cow’s nose. The turtle was killed 
and weighed fifty pounds, his shell being 
as large as a large bread tray.

HOUSEHOLD HINTS.

Such as Young Housewives May Well 
Make a Note of.

Do not use feather dusters on furniture; 
a soft cloth is much better.

To remove soiled spots from light 
painted doors, use kerosene on a flannel 
cloth. •

To remove blood stains, dip the fabric 
stained in kerosene, and then wash 
thoroughly.

A good cement is melted alum, but it 
must never be used when water and heat 
are to come in contact with it

To purify the air in a newly painted 
room, put several tubs of water in it, and 
it will absorb much of the odor.

Turpentine and black varnish is the 
blacking used by hardware dealers for 
protecting stoves from rust. If put on 
properly it will last through the season.

Ceilings that have been smoked by a 
kerosene lamp may be cleaned by wash­
ing with water in which soda has been 
dissolved — the proportion is not import­
ant.

Turpentine is the best known substance 
for removing stains of paint, and if it is 
possible to apply the liquid at once, not a 
vestage of the spots will remain.

Add a tablespoon ful of borax to a pan 
of hot soapsuds ; put your table silver in 
it, and let it stand two hours. Rinse it 
with clear water and polish with a soft 
cloth or chamois.

After thoroughly sweeping a dingy 
carpet, wipe it with a damp cloth par­
tially wrung out of a mixture of water and 
ox-gall in proportion of two tablespoonfuls 
of the latter to a gallon of lukewarm 
water.

Oilcloth which has been in use and is 
oiled should be scrubbed clean, using as 
little soap as will be necessary for the 
purpose and then varnished with oil­
cloth varnish, which costs about fifty 
cents a pint.

In using gold or any other of the 
bronzes never mix the medium with the 
powder, if you wish to obtain the best 
effect. In painting dip your brush first 
into the liquid then into the powder, 
kept in separate saucers.

To tighten caneseat chairs turn up the 
chair bottom and wash the cane work 
thoroughly with soapy water and a soft 
cloth. Let it dry in the sun and it will 
be as firm as when new, provided the cane 
has not been broken.

Dissolve a little gum arabic in a little 
water, so that it is rather thick, put 
enough plaster of Paris into this to make 
a thick paste. Cement broken pieces of 
china together, and in half an hour they 
cannot be broken in the same place. Hot 
water seems to make it more firm.

Rattan and willow chairs should be 
cleaned, like straw matting with salt and 
water. First thoroughly remove the dust. 
Then ring a clean cloth out of salt and 
water, rubbing chair or matting dry with 
the other hand as quickly as you can, so 
that it may retain none of the moisture.

Kerosene will take iron rust and fruit 
stains from almost every kind of goods 
without injuring the fabric. Wash the 
soiled spot in kerosene as you would in 
water. The spots must be washed in 
kerosene before they have been put into 
soap and water, or it will do no good.

To wash Madras curtains, beat and 
shake out the dust very thoroughly, and 
then wash in bran water. Boil a quart of 
bran in a bucketful of water, strain and 
put the curtains in while it is yet moder­
ately warm. Rinse in more bran water 
and hang up smoothly in the shade to 
dry. Press them on the wrong side with 
a not very hot iron.

Common dry salt is said to be one of 
the best agents for cleaning marble, such 
as wash basins, sink fixtures and the like. 
It requires no preparation, and may be 
rubbed directly upon the tarnished sur­
face, removing any incrustations or de­
posits at once, leaving the marble shining 
and clean. This is well worthy of remem­
brance, as it is often found to be provok- 
ingly hard to clean the marble thoroughly 
without injuring the surface.

After thoroughly dusting and cleaning 
off whatever specks may be on the furni­
ture mix and apply the following : Take 
one teaspoonful of pure cider vinegar and 
add to it one gill of pure raw linseed oil. 
Shake it thoroughly until mixed. Apply 
with a soft woolen rag, rubbing gently. It 
is only necessary to dampen the rag with 
the mixture, and not to thoroughly wet 
it. It soon dries and leaves the article 
with a bright new face. This prepara­
tion has the advantage of not gumming— 
as oil will do— but giving a fresh look to 
every article of furniture it is applied to. 
Grained or stained wood can be freshened 
up in the same manner. White spots, so 
disfiguring to furniture, can also be re­
moved with the same preparation. Many 
housekeepers use coal oil or turpentine to 
rub their furniture with, but either one 
will soon destroy the gloes.

The best way to renovate old feathers 
is to put them from the ticks into a barrel 
of hot suds. They should be shaken out 
under the water after thoroughly washing 
them in two or three barrels of suds. 
Rinse them thoroughly. Spread them on 
a paper on the floor in a small, warm 
room, after wringing them thoroughly in 
a cloth to extract all the moisture that 
can be taken out in this way. Leave 
them over night to dry on the sheet, then 
remove them to another and beat them 
with a stick, tieing a veil over the face to 
prevent the breathing the fluff of the 
feathers that rises. In a few days the 
feathers will be fine and dry. They can 
also be dried by putting them in a bag 
of white mosquito netting, hanging them 
in the sun, and turning and beating them 
occasionally.

IN A WHALE’S BELLY.
A Sailor Is Swallowed by a Whale and 

Remains there for Several Hours.

Last February the whaling ship Star of 
the East was in the vicinity of the Faulk- 
land islands searching for whales, which 
were very scarce. One morning the look­
out sighted a whale about three miles away 
on the starboard quarter. Two boats 
were manned. In a short time one of the 
boats was near enough to enable the 
harpooner to send a spear into the whale, 
which proved to be an exceedingly large 
one. With the shaft in its side the animal 
sounded and then sped away dragging the 
boat after him with terrible speed. He 
swam straight away about five miles,when 
he turned and came back almost directly 
toward the spot where he had been har­
pooned. The second boat waited for him 
and when a short distance away from him 
he rose to* the surface. As soon as his 
back showed above the surface of the 
water the harpooner in the second boat 
drove

Another Spear Into Him.
The pain apparently crazed the whale, 

for it thrashed about, and it was feared 
that the boat would be swamped and the 
crew drowned. Finally the whale swam 
away dragging the two boats after him. He 
went about three miles and sounded or 
sank, and his whereabouts could not be 
exactly told. The lines attached to the 
harpoons were slack, and the harpooners 
began slowly to drag them in and coil 
them in the tubs. As soon as they were 
tautened the whale arose to the surface 
and beat about with his tailjn the maddest 
fashion. The boats attempted to get be­
yond the reach of the animal, which was 
apparently in its death agonies, and one 
of them succeeded, but the other was less 
fortunate. The whale struck it with his 
nose and upset it. The men were thrown 
into the water, and before the other boat 
could pick them up one man was 

Sunk to the Bottom,
the survivor rowed back to the ship. 
The whale was dead and in a few hours 
the great body was lying by the ship’s 
side, and the men were busy with axes 
and spades cutting through the flesh to 
secure the fat. They worked all day and 
a part of the night. They resumed oper­
ations the next forenoon and were soon 
down to the stomach, which was to be 
hoisted to the deck. The workmen were 
startled, while laboring to clear it and to 
fasten the chain about it, to discover 
something doubled up in it that gave 
spasmodic signs of life. The vast pouch 
was hoisted to the deck and cut open, and 
inside was found the missing sailor, 
doubled up and unconscious. He was 
laid out on the deck and treated to a bath 
of sea water, which soon revived him ; 
but his mind was not clear, and he was 
placed in the captain’s quarters, where he 
remained for a fortnight a raving lunatic. 
He was carefully treated by the captain 
and officers of the ship, and he finally 
began to get possession of his senses. At 
the end of the third week he had entirely 
recovered from the shock and resumed 
his duties. His face and hands were bleach­
ed to a

and the skin was wrinkled, giving the 
man the appearance of having been par­
boiled. Bartley affirms that he would 
probably have lived inside his house of 
flesh until he starved, for he lost his 
senses through fright and not through 
lack of air.

This sensation lasted but an instant, then 
he felt that he had more room. He felt 
about him, and his hands came in contact 
with a yielding, slimy substance that 
seemed to shrink from his touch.

KIDD’S TREASURE.
The Diggers and Their Disturbers et 

Saunder’s Cove.

’Tis an old story now, that hunt for 
buried treasure at Saunder’s creek, Kenne- 
becasis ; but many have not heard it and 
to these the tale will be new. About 1840 
there appeared to be a mania for digging ; 
coves, creeks and shores were explored in 
all sections of the province ; in fact the 
mania extended to Maine where it was 
carried on with even greater assiduity 
than in this province.

A man, whom we will call Jones, 
dreamed nightly for weeks that at a cer­
tain point in Saunder’s cove “ Capt Kidd 
as he sailed,” had deposited a large 
amount of bullion.

His dream growing apace, his mind 
turned to the best way of securing the 
treasure, so he confided in a young man 
of the neighborhood whose money was as 
plentiful as his many schemes for mis­
chief. The young man hired two others 
to help Jones in digging and employed 
them for a month, should the treasure be 
unearthed before that time they were to 
have wages for full time.

They got all necessary tools and on a 
foggy night when there were only occa­
sional rifts in the fog to let the moon 
peep through they landed and set to 
work. About midnight while they were 
delving away, Jones spied a full rigged 
ship, with tapering spars gliding calmly 
into the cove. They heard the rattle of 
the chain and the splash as the anchor 
struck the water. As the boom of a can­
non rang out on the still night air, they 
rushed from the pit and with screams of 
affright sought a shelter in the forest.

Regaining their courage by dawn of 
day they reassembled at their temporary 
camp and when evening came, pale and 
trembling got down once more into the 
pit and began to remove the earth. As 
the hour of midnight approached a pecu­
liar feeling overcame them as though a 
ghostly visitant was approaching. Look­
ing up to the mouth of the pit, there in 
plain sight, relieved by the back ground 
of sky, was a headless man. There was 
no way to get out without passing him 
and neither one would make the attempt. 
Jones, however, was armed, and taking 
deliberate aim at the midnight visitor, he 
pulled the trigger. The loud report 
awakened an owl on the other side of the 
cove and set him to hooting at the dis­
turbers of his peace, but the headless 
man still stood at the mouth of the pit. 
Another shot was fired with the same re­
sult, except that the intruder, with a 
wave of his long bony arms, vanished into 
thin air. The party could work no more 
that night but returned to their camp 
pretty badly frightened. Next night they 
tried again, being liberally supplied with 
liquor. Clang 1 went a crowbar as it 
struck some metallic substance under 
ground. Digging went on with a rush, 
already the lid of an iron chest was ex­
posed, all that was necessary was a few 
ahovelfulls of earth removed and the 
treasure was theirs. Oh! how rapidly 
they worked. The perspiration rolled 
from their brows, they hardly took time 
to breath, when “ crash ! ” The woods 
were alive with fire, balls of blue flame 
rolled about in all directions, hissing and 
screaming like snakes the flames shot up 
the sides of the pit, throwing sparks in the 
feces of the gold seekers and driving them 
before them into the woods.

With feces blood-stained and scratched, 
clothes in rags, the party gathered at the 
camp and there decided to disband. All 
these ghostly manifestations may be ex­
plained in a few words. When one party 
was hired to dig another party was hired 
to disturb them and drive them away if 
possible. The ship was a woodboat that 
with temporary poles put across the 
masts well supplied with grey cotton was 
sculled silently past the diggers. The 
headless man was not afraid of bullets 
because the pistols of the party were ex­
amined each evening before they left 
camp. A board put across his head with 
a blanket covering it passed very well in 
the dark for a headless visitant. The 
balls of fire and hissing snakes were only 
rockets and Roman candles that at that 
time were not so well known in rural 
sections as at present.

But the diggers never knew what 
plans had been deyised to drive them 
from the work. They believed that they 
saw the treasure ; that inhabitants of the 
lower regions guard it and that they 
made a miraculous escape. They told 
their story and it has been handed down 
and is yet told to the visitor with an ap­
parent belief in its truth that it is almost 
a shame to disturb, by giving the other 
side.

A short distance below the junction 
proper is the remains of the old mill. 
Slowly crumbling to decay it yet remains 
as a monument of the good old times be­
fore the ravages of the Saxby gale. The 
last owners, Robinson & Robinson, were 
doing well when the gale and fires swept 
away all the lumber and left the mill a 
useless piece of machinery, an elephant 
on their hands. Thomas, one of the firm, 
is at present running the Blackville mill 
for Alex. Gibson, the other, Alfred, has 
passed away to the

Great Hereafter.
About three and a half miles from 

Fredericton' Junction is Tracey Station. 
This was for many years an important 
milling centre, but the fires also swept 
away a world of lumber wealth. There 
is enough lumber growing, however, to 
supply the wants of the neighborhood 
and the mill does considerable work. It 
is believed that the district is rich in coal, 
the specimens found being of the best 
quality, and steps are to be taken the 
coming summer to make a thorough test 
of the quantity of the mineral. Should 
there be any considerable quantity of 
coal as is believed, the future of the vil­
lage is assured. There are many fine 
farms and several good stores, but we 
have not time just now to go

Into Particulars.
Central Blissville is a beautiful farming 

locality, the land being principally inter­
val, with a surrounding border of high 
hills. Most of the houses are built on the 
high intervals, and are nearly all good 
structures, with some very fine buildings. 
One of the pleasant old gentlemen to 
have a chat with is Deacon Alexander. 
Most of his life he followed lumbering, 
but has now retired to farm life, and is 
well known and well informed on the 
general history of the province. This 
district has many fine colts by the 
Knight of Chester and one of the Cleve­
lands. An account of some of these will

In Another Issue.
Coming back to the junction and taking 

the train to Rusagomis Station, we there 
leave the track and strike off eastward 
“ across the lake ” as it is generally 
termed. The lake is known as French 
lake, and is a favorite duck and wild 
goose ground, besides being a favorite re­
sort for gaspereau. It is one of the places 
where three crops can be gathered, gas­
pereau in the spring freshet, a crop of 
grasswvhen the water has gone down and 
ducks and geese when the fell freshets 
come. The first object that attracts the 
attention is the remains of a lime kiln, 
and limestone of a good quality is found 
in abundance. The business was carried 
on for many years but has come to an 
end. The land is well adapted to fruit 
growing, especially apples, and the 
orchard of Oliver Stanick is one of the 
largest and best in the province. The 
farms are all seemingly well cultivated 
with good houses and

Large Herds of Cattle.
This is the home of the Morrows who 
suffered so heavily by the fires on the 
Oromocto and its lakes. The general 
store and post office is kept by Geo. N. 
Armstrong. He keeps a good stock, and 
besides being postmaster is also the vil­
lage squire.

One thing may be said to belong 
equally to all of the places mentioned in 
this article and that is the courteous 
treatment accorded to all who may visit 
them.

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NEWFOUNDLAND.

Matters respecting the attitude of New­
foundland as regards Canada remain un­
changed. That province seems deter­
mined to remain in bad humor with this 
dominion, and obstinately refuses to ac­
cept the olive branch held out by our peo­
ple. On Tuesday a reply was received to 
the despatch sent some time ago in which 
Canada proposed a conference and sug­
gested that in the meantime Newfound­
land suspend her unfriendly action and 
Canada would again allow Newfoundland 
fish to egter Canada free. The answer is 
unfortunately not made in a friendly or 
concil lia tory spirit, but is simply an inti­
mation that no concession can be made 
unless Canada first agrees to withdraw all 
opposition to the ratifiaction of the Bond- 
Blaine treaty. This leaves matters as 
they were, and for the moment there does 
not seem much immediate hope of any 
change in the unfriendly attitude of our 
sister colony.

The trouble appears to be that Canada 
would not grant certain concessions to 
Newfoundland, as for instance, the free 
importation of her fish into this country. 
The sister province had then to seek else­
where for concessions and made a treaty 
with the United States. This treaty does 
not suit Canada, and so the endeavor is 
made to get the island to withdraw from 
the articles of the treaty, even if her fish 
have to be allowed admittance free of 
duty.

There are, of course, complications on 
account of the French having certain 
rights in the island that must be respected, 
but it is very plain that the dominion 
government made a mistake in trying to 
force a tribute from Newfoundland, and 
that now seeing their mistake they are 
trying to secure the country’s favor even 
by granting the concession which caused 
the trouble. All despatches show that 
the Newfoundland government is a little 
suspicious of the intentions of our execu­
tive, and will not assent to any condition 
unless specially prepared by themselves. 
The trouble can have but one termination. 
If satisfaction is not got from Canada the 
sister province will throw its sympathy 
and trade into the scale with the United 
States.

Now that the dominion parliament is in 
session, it would be well should the friends 
of Mr. Temple urge him strongly to press 
on the executive the necessity of making 
a large grant for navigation purposes 
between this city and Woodstock. Five 
thousand dollars carefully and wisely 
expended would allow the Florence ville 
to run most of the summer. Only a few 
obstructions would have to be removed to 
enable her to do so. It is only justice to 
the residents of the river parishes that 
this should be done. It would be a great 
help to this city also as much of the freight 
that now finds its way by McAdam, would 
then pass through the city, and where the 
freight goes there is always increased 
passenger traffic. If the same steamboat 
accommodation is afford#! the people 
this year as last, there will be reason for 
an increased exodus from up river.

As a result of the unsatisfactory showing 
of the census, Queens and Sunbury have 
been merged into one constituency, 
whether for the purpose of lessening the 
expense by curtailing the number of 
members or of ensuring a seat at the next 
general election to a conservative. Mat­
ters political in Queens for some time 
have not been just as the dominant party 
would wish, and this may be intended to 
teach electors there that they must do as 
desired or feel the whip. York has been 
left severely alone, whether because at 
present it is so represented that it does 
not count on either side, or because no 
scheme could be devised to hold it as a 
conservative constituency.

Reports from the sections visited by W. 
W. Hubbard, dairy agent for district No. 
2, are to the effect that all the meetings 
have been well attended and the people 
are eager for information respecting the 
best plans for building and equipping dairy 
factories. No wiser step has ever been 
taken by any government than this and 
it would appear at present as though the 
scheme will meet with unlimited success. 
The aim of a good government is to im­
prove the welfare of the farmers especial­
ly and our local government by its horse 
and cattle importation, as well as by this 
plan for stimulating dairy enterprise must 
receive the hearty and cordial support of 
all.*

HOT SHOT-

The Caron Charges In the Dominion 
Legislature.

After the impeachment of Judge Elliott for 
misconduct in connection with thejxmdon 
election case in the dominion parliament on 
Thursday, Sir Richard Cartwright resumed 
the debate on the Caron charges and ridi­
culed Thompson’s pretense that the charges 
were not specific and that the house had no 
right to investigate the allegation, that $100,- 
000 of public money had been used to pur­
chase constituencies. What troubled min­
isters was not the vagueness of the charges 
but their directness. He quoted the declar­
ations of Messrs. Thompson and Abbott, 
promising full investigation of all charges 
of wrong doing. Now that the charges were 
brought forward the ministers repudiated 
their pledges. The conduct of Messrs. 
Thompson and Abbott was more calculated 
to degrade the country and parliament than 
even the conduct of which Caron stood ac­
cused. Those who expected better things 
of Sir John Thompson had been much dis­
appointed ; the argument meant that if 
cabinet ministers could cover up their tracks 
till the election courts had discharged their 
functions they should escape exposure and 
punishment. The opposition proposed to 
try Caron’s case before the committee on 
which his supporters and colleagues had a 
large majority, yet the government were 
afraid to go before such a tribunal. If an 
investigation be had the people would see 
that never had such a system of organized 
corruption existed, as that by which the 
tory party had been maintained in office for 
ten years. Whether the inquiry was refused 
or not, the charges would not rest. The 
ministers would, if an inquiry was refused, 
be forced to bring actions at law or sit down 
silent and dishonored.

Mr. Dickey followed in defence of Caron.
Mr. Edgar said he was prepared to prove 

by sworn testimony every statement he had 
made in the formal charges. He pointed 
out that when the chaiges had been pre­
ferred against Bowell and Rykert, those 
gentlemen had asked for inquiries. But 
Caron and Thompson seemed afraid to have 
the charges now before the house inquired 
into. Caron had returned $904 as his elec­
tion expenses in 1887, whereas he could 
prove that Caron spent ten times that 
amount with his hands. The question of 
expelling Caron was not now before the 
house, though it might arise later on. He

quoted precedents showing that no govern­
ment, either in England or the colonies, had 
ever dared to refese Inquiries into charges 
such as those he preferred against Caron. 
He charged Caron with robbing the public 
and with conspiring to plunder the public 
treasury. An inquiry was to be refused 
through that corruption of th e conservative 
party would be exposed. The whole gov­
ernment Was responsible for Caron’s con­
duct and profited by it. The honor of Can­
ada and its representative was at stake. 
Caron had evidently told his colleagues they 
must hang together or hang separately, and 
therefore they proposed to refuse an inquiry. 
They were afraid to quarrel with the post­
master general. The charges made by Tarte 
last session were not as direct or specific as 
those now preferred by him (Edgar), but 
an inquiry was granted. If his motion for 
a committee was refused him he intended to 
appeal to the press and public and the mat­
ter would not rest.

MILLVILLE.

April 28.—We are enduring quite a 
lengthy term of cold, windy weather 
which, I should think, would be dis­
heartening to the lumber drivers. Mat­
ters in our town, politically, are very 
quiet. Socially there seems to be quite 
a hum and the sound of the merry, merry 
marriage bells is getting to be quite loud 
and distinct. Gossip says the happy con- 
sumation will come with the May flowers.

Isaac Greenlaw, sen., one of our oldest 
settlers, passed to his rest on Sunday 
evening.

AROUND THE WORLD.
The Week’s «Vente In Brief-The Cream 

of our exchanges.

Capt. St. Louis, for many years deputy 
harbor master at Montreal, died on Wed­
nesday.

Fire on Wednesday destroyed the bam 
of J. 8. Murchie, Calais. Two valuable 
horses and a cow were burned. The 
building was worth about $1,500 and was 
insured.

Rev. Thomas Todd,Centerville, Carleton 
county, formerly of St. Stephen, was pros­
trated bÿ a partial attack of paralysis, 
Saturday morning, 16th inst. He is re­
covering.

Additional troops are en route to sup­
press the revolt in the state of Matto 
Grosso, Brazil. Five thousand infantry 
and artillery in all have been sent to the 
scene of the rebellion.

The Nova Scotia house of assembly de­
feated the bill abolishing tax exemptions 
for churches and charitable institutions in 
Halifax. The vote was a tie, and speaker 
Power gave his casting vote against the 
bill.

Another batch of 100 Jews sent by the 
Baron de Hirsch colony committee, left 
Montreal for the Northwest, and 300 more 
are expected to follow. These are all 
heads of families, which will follow when 
land has been taken up.

In the house of commons Sir Albert 
Rollitt*s woman suffrage bill was refused 
a second reading by a vote 152 to 175. 
The debate was conducted entirely with­
out respect to party lines.

A terrible snow and wind storm com­
menced in Manitoba Thursday. In the 
western part of the province snow is over 
a foot deep and fears are expressed that 
the train service will be badly blocked.

John Good, one of the heaviest manu­
facturers in the Cordage trust, has with­
drawn from the combination and pro­
poses to run his factories to their full 
capacity. He thinks he can supply half 
the country.

Some of hon. Alexander Mackenzie’s 
admirers are anxious to start a fend to 
erect a monument to his memory in Ham­
ilton. Two subscriptions for that pur­
pose have already been offered to the 
Times of that city.

It is estimated that fifty new canning 
factories will be opened this season be­
tween Shediac and Eecuminac. This has 
given a good deal of employment in mak­
ing traps and boats. The demand for 
fishermen was never so great.

The Melbourne Standard says it is in a 
position to announce, without reserve, 
that Deeming confessed to his lawyers 
and doctors, who examined him, that he 
committed the majority of the Jack the 
Ripper crimes in Whitechapel district, 
London.

Chas. Langelier and Ernest Pacaud, ac­
cused of conspiracy to defraud the prov­
ince in connection with contracts for 
s ationery, appeared in the Quebec police 
court Thursday morning in answer to 
summonses served on them. Their cases 
were postponed till May 3rd, as being 
more convenient to the crown prosecutor.

Four brothers, named Ganong, went 
out in a boat on the St. John river, near 
their home at Oak point, Queen’s county, 
Sunday. The boat upset and one of the 
boys was drowned. Another attempting 
to swim ashore was seized with cramps 
and went down. The drowned boys, 
Willie and Edgar, were 8 and 11 years old.

Fire at Dorchester on Wednesday 
totally destroyed the house and outbuild­
ings of capt. DeMille Buck, on the road to 
Dorchester Cape. Nothing was saved. 
The loss is placed at $2,500. There was 
no insurance on the buildings except on 
the house, on which there was $1,000 in 
the Western. Captain Buck is away from 
home.

A copy of Audubon’s Birds of America 
was recently sold in London for £345. 
This is a work which is steadily rising in 
value, for it rarely comes into the market, 
and the last copy which changed hands 
realized £300. A copy of this work, pre­
pared especially for Louis Phillippe, 
adorns the legislative library at Freder­
icton.

When the province of New Bi uns wick 
entered confederation, it was entitled to 
fifteen members of the house of commons. 
The census of 1871 gave it sixteen mem­
bers. The census of 1891 takes away the 
one gained in 1871 and one other, reduc­
ing the total to fourteen. This is a result 
of misgovemment which compels people 
to go out of the province.

While a drain was being dug in Monc­
ton, a few days ago, the remains of an old 
coffin were found. This is the second 
discovery of this kind within a year or 
two, and there is no doubt that the earliest 
French settlers occupied the river bank at 
that place as a graveyard. The coffins are 
of the rudest sort and must have lain in 
the ground upwards of a hundred, per­
haps two hundred years.

The destruction of the Grand Central 
theatre by fire at Philadelphia, proves 
far more terrible in results than antici­
pated. Six members of the Devil’s 
auction company lie dead beneath the 
fallen walls of the building. Nearly three 
score people are in a hospital suffering 
from burns. Of the men and boys in the 
hospital the recovery of seven is doubtful 
—all members of the audience. Fully 50 
others are being treated for minor injuries.

St. Lake’s church, Woodstock, was the 
scene of an interesting event Wednesday 
evening, the occasion being the marriage 
of Miss Helen King, third daughter of the 
late Dr. King, and Charles Upton, son of 
Wm. Upton of that town. The ceremony 
was performed by Rev. Canon Neales. 
The bride, who was prettily attired in 
pale blue brocaded satin, was given away 
by her brother, Arthur King. The 
bridesmaids were Miss Della Drysdale and 
Miss Jennie King,sister of the bride,while 
Chas. Peabody officiated as best man.

Rev. Geo. A. Hartley, of Carleton, SL 
John, received a recompense for a service, 
a few days ago, which is quite unusual. 
He was asked to attend a funeral in a 
country village and on his return to the 
city was told by a friend that he had 
something to hand to him for his trouble* 
The rev. gentleman was very much sur­
prised to receive $111.65, being a deposit 
of $100 and the interest on it. This sum 
had been given by the deceased to the 
friend with the request that if rev. Mr. 
Hartley performed his funeral service he 
should receive the fund.

Enterprising.— D. F. George and R. A. 
Estey are wasting no time in getting their 
lumber shipped. The Mary George was at the 
Gibson wharf loading with shingles, the 
wood boat Pursuit has gone with a load as 
also has the River Home. These gentlemen 
find a large amount of work for the people 
and it would be better for the city were there 
more like them.

On a Visit.— Frank Carr, of Geary, Sun­
bury county, who has been in northern Wis­
consin for the past four years, arrived in this 
city en route to his home on Friday morn­
ing. He met quite a number of the boys 
from this city and vicinity in that state and 
says that times just at present are not brisk 
on account of the extremely low water. He 
intends returning.

Trotting to Be.— Shareholders of the 
Fredericton trotting park association will 
hold a meeting at the Queen hotel on Mon­
day evening next, when directors will be 
chosen for the coming year. The board will 
hereafter consist of twelve instead of seven, 
as formerly. Steps will be taken to get up a 
series of races on the 24th if possible. A 
full attendance is requested.

Bon Voyage.— The attorney general and 
Mrs. Blair left by theeleven o’clock train on 
Monday for New York, whence they sailed 
on Thursday for England.

Reports from up river are to the effect that 
the snow has not as yet wasted to any ex­
tent and that there will be fair driving when 
the rains come. There is sufficient water at 
present to break the brows, so that every­
thing will be ready

The 
Press should shave the doctor’s head or give 
him some of his own medicine. Marcus is 
not in it, politically speaking.

Blase at Victoria Mill.
There was quite an «vilement in town 

on Tuesday afWtoon when it was learned 
that thti dwellings round Victoria mills, 
better known as Estev’s mills, below town, 
were on fire and the chances were good that 
the whole village would be wiped out. The 
mill men and others worked like Trojans to 
protect the buildings but one after another 
gave up the task as hopeless. The wind 
was very strong and the mill building was 
oîi fire several times. Mr. Hale telephoned 
to the city for help and engineer Lipsett 
with chief Hawthorn of the H. L. and P. 
Co., and capt. Rutter of No. 4, with a strong 
force from the central station were soon on 
their way down. Johnny Orr with the 
“Alexandra” trotted down in lively shape, 
the engine appearing glad, so the boys said, 
at a chance to show that the water works 
had not completely annihilated it. Two 
houses occupied by Lem. Blizzard, Wm. 
Kelley, Wm. Bonner, Mrs. McLean and 
Andrew McIntyre, were burned but were 
covered by insurance in Frank I. Morri­
son’s offices. The firemen worked with a 
will and have won the best wishes of the 
residents of the place. They were royally 
entertained by A. J. Hale.

The mill owners, Hale and Murchie, will 
rebuild at once, the intention being to put 
up three buildings further back from the 
road than were the old oqes, thus lessening 
the danger to the mill in case of another fire.

Lumber Trade.
I*3i«t advices in England concerning the 

tradiKn lumber are not very encouraging. 
All the great shipping centres report stagna­
tion in business With here and there a better 
feeling but not much promise of improve­
ment. There is little doubt that the strikes 
have had a depressing effect on the sales of 
lumber. Timber trades journal says :

So far there is nothing at all bright to 
report as to the state of trade here. When 
there is business at all it is on old orders 
not yet completed. With the single exception 
of house building, there is absolutely no 
business moving. In the docks it is like a
Sunday,more especially in Tyne dock ; little 
or no coal is being shipped, and the river is 
quite full of vessels laid up for want of 
e^çÿoyment. Trade is practically paralysed 
all over the district. So far there is not a 
rift in the cloud, except that of a very 
melancholy kind—that great destitution is 
experienced in certain districts, and this, 
probably, may work its own cure. Seldom 
has the position or outlook in these parts 
been of a more melancholy kind, for one 
trade effects another.

Death of Mrs. Mitchell,
The death is announced of Mrs. Mitchell, 

wife of hon. Peter Mitchell, who has been 
living for some time in Toronto in retire­
ment. Mrs. Mitchell is a sister of the hon. 
S. S. Carvell, lieutenant governor of Prince 
Edward Island, and of Lewis Carvell, Esq., 
ex-government superintendent of railways 
in this province. Her first husband was 
James Gough, a Portland policeman, who 
was assassinated on Main street about 1849. 
Neither the assassin or the motive for the 
deed was ever discovered. Mrs. Gough’s 
son, Jacob Gough, at one time was a con­
spicuous figure in New Brunswick politics 
and led the opposition in the local assembly 
to the King government. Mrs. Mitchell 
was a woman of great energy and strength 
of mind, and in her active life had a large 
circle of friends. She was a devoted leader 
in local mission and evangelistic work. 
There is one child, a daughter, by her 
second marriage, who lives with her father.

A Choice Situation.
No better site could be chosen for a 

creamery than the Mouth of Keswick as it 
affords a cheap power, has good springs in 
the vicinity and there would be no difficulty 
in getting the requisite number of cows. 
Keswick Ridge and the valley up to Zea­
land station with Stone Ridge, Scotch Set­
tlement and the upper part of Douglas, 
would furnish more milk than one estab­
lishment could care for. In speaking of the 
exertion of the government to benefit the 
farmers, the St. Croix Courier editorialy 
says :

“The provincial government certainly 
deserve credit for the steps they are taking 
to encourage and develop the dairying in­
terests of the province. As our readers are 
probably aware they have made an appro­
priation of $10,000 for this purpose and, if 
the money is judiciously expended, most 
beneficial results should follow.

Business Changes.

There is quite a change apparent along 
Queen street in business lines. F. B. Edge­
combe is to open out the store lately vacated 
by Thomas W. Smith, which he will oc­
cupy as well as his old stand.

The Gleaner has gone up and Miss Wil­
liams has opened that office as a milinery 
store.

C. H. Thomas <fc Co., have left their old 
stand and taken up their quarters in Oak 
Hall, opposite the post office square.

A. F. Morrell has taken half of McCath- 
erin’s shop, which he will in future occupy, 
his old stand will be opened in a few days 
by Wm. Garten, druggist, late of Davis, 
Staples & Co.

Howard & Crangle are getting into their 
new building on Carleton street, the upper 
flat of which is occupied by the Farmer.

The Gerrymander.
The late gerrymander bill, called the re­

distribution bill, has reduced the represen­
tation of St. John, and has united Queens 
and Sunbury as one constituency. It was 
expected that a part ot York would be 
added to Carleton, but as both counties are 
liberal there would be no benefit derived, 
and Dr. Colter’s election shows Carleton to 
be decidedly liberal. Queens ranks as 
strongly liberal while Sunbury is the 
reverse, therefore it was thought that by 
uniting these the balance of power would 
remain in the hands of the conservatives. 
It would appear as though New Brunswick 
was not so prosperous as the Sun and 
journals of a like kidney would make the 
people believe.

To be Seen no Mere on Earth Forever,

Isaac Greenlaw, one of the pioneers of 
Howland Ridge, was buried on Wednesday 
afternoon last at the Millville cemetery, 
Rev, J. Prosser and F. B. Trftfton attending 
the services.

deceased was a daughter of Mr. Benjamin 
Hawkins and was much esteemed by the 
residents of Bright. She was in her fortieth 
year. Her death occurred on Monday. A 
very large number attended the funeral.

Mrs. D.Casey, a respected resident of George 
street, this city, passed away to her rest on 
Wednesday morning. Cause of death, con­
gestion of the lungs. She had been ill for 
a long time and death was a release from her 
sufferings. She had reached eightvyears of 
age. The funeral took place on Thursday 
afternoon at half past two, many attending 
the obsequies.

Miss Margaret Jamieson, who was widely 
known in the city and vicinity, died on Sat­
urday morning last at the residence of D. 
M. Campbell, King street. She had been a 
sufferer for many years from a severe type 
of neuralgia. She was found lying on her 
bedroom floor about eight o’clock in the 
morning dead. It is supposed that she had 
got up, perhaps, to call some one, when she 
died. The interment took place on Monday 
morning, the Rev. Mr. McDonald officiating.

Although dangerously ill, yet it was 
thought by many that the Hon. Gaius S. 
Turner would recover from his serious ill­
ness, yet be took a bad turn on Sunday and 
died at half past two on Monday morning.

In the general election of 1878 
he was elected to the local legislature, and 
re-elected in 1882. In the following year he 
was called to a seat in the present executive. 
In 1889, having resigned his seat, he was 
again elected. During his severe illness Mrs. 
Turner never left his side. The remains 
were taken to the 3.35 train on Monday after­
noon and thence carried to his late home at 
Harvey Bank, Albert. Hon. Jas. Mitchell, 
Wm. Wilson, speaker White and Thos. 
Colter, M. P. P.’s, followed the remains of 
the late statesmen to the train. Much sor­
row is expressed here for the widow thus 
suddenly bereft in the midst of strangers.

operatives would afford temporary shelter; 
and to diminish the chances of carrying 
infection, each prisoner was carefully ex­
amined by the attending physician, and 
then furnished with an entirely new suit 
of clothing.

When the nature of the epidemic could 
no longer be concealed from the inmates, 
instinctive horror drove them from the 
neighborhood of the victims, and like 
frightened sheep they huddled to remote 
corners, removed as far as possible from the 
infected precincts, and loath to minister to 
the needs of the sufferers.

Two men, and as many women, selected 
and detailed as nurses in their respective 
wards, openly rebelled ; and while Dr. 
Moffat and Mr. Singleton were discussing 
the feasibility of procuring outside assist­
ance, the door of the dispensary adjoining 
the hospital opened, and Beryl walked up 
to the table where medicines were weigh­
ed and mixed.
