Borden Again 
liament

in Par

Hon. R. L Borden, Leader of 
the Federal Opposition, was elect­
ed to the House of Commons by 
acclamation for the County of 
Carfoton, Ontario, on Saturday 
last. The certificate of his elec­
tion was handed to the Clerk of 
the Crown in Chancery the same 
evening, and a copy of the certifi­
cate was given to Mr. Borden, so 
that he could take his seat on 
Monday. It was understood, how­
ever, that he would not be intro 
duced in the House till yëster- 
day. The returning officer, acting 
under instructions from the Gov 
ernment, used his efforts to have 
Mr. Borden returned as soon as it 
was possible for him to do so. 
For his services in this respect a 
vote of thanks was passed at a 
meeting held at Richmond on Sat­
urday after the nomination. A 
special train with nearly forty 
Conservative members of Parlia­
ment left Ottawa Saturday fore- 
nooo-for the Richmond nomina­
tion to give the glad hand of good 
fellowship to their popular leader. 
The meeting after the election was 
a most enthusiastic one. On be­
half of the twelve hundred Liber­
als who voted for him in the late 
contest in the county, Mr. Cald­
well the defeated Liberal candi­
date greeted Mr. Borden and also 
read from the platform a clause in 
favor of paying the leader of the 
Opposition a salary equal to that 
of a Cabinet Minister. Mr. Kidd, 
the member for Carleton, who re­
tired in Mr. Borden’s favor, was 
presented with an address and a 
scarf-pin. Mr. Borden in his ad­
dress expressed his hearty appre­
ciation of the proceedings. About 
thirty persons delivered three 
minute speeches. Mr. Caldwell 
again spoke and offered his con­
gratulations to the electors of the 
county on their new representa­
tive, especially to the Liberals who 
offered no opposition. Mr. Borden 
sincerely thanked Mr. Caldwell 
for his kind words. He then 
talked of the political issues of the 
day and said that the policy of 
the Conservative party is the same 
as in the late campaign.

Mr. Borden-received a most en­
thusiastic welcome upon taking 
his seat in the House of Commons 
yesterday. In reply to the greet 
ings he smilingly remarked that 
he had arrived a little later than 
he originally intended, but Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier would probably 
excuse this, having himself been 
delayed by a similar reason on a 
former occasion.

The steamers are at their moor­
ings at Georgetown and Pictou, 
and the prospects of making a 
move are by no means bright.

The terrific snow storm which 
commenced yesterday afternoon 
continued during the night and 
is raging to-day. The railway 
line is blocked for the third time 
within a fortnight. All regular 
trains left Charlottetown yester­
day afternoon, but none of them 
reached their destination last 
night except the train for George­
town. The east and west trains 
between Summerside and Char­
lottetown were both stalled at 
Kensington.

Steamer Struck a Rock

A Halifax despatch of yester­
day’s date says : In the blinding 
snow storm at three o’clock this 
morning the steamer Damara, 
Furness liner from Liverpool for 
Halifax, struck a ledge off Pleas­
ant Point, near Musquodobolt 
Harbor, fifty miles west of Hali­
fax, and was soon abandoned by 
the Captain and crew, who with 
three passengers took to the boats. 
One of those containing 18 people 
was in charge of Captain Gorst, 
while the 1st officer took the other 
boat with seven persons. With 
great difficulty the boats were 
launched in a heavy sea and head­
ed for the shore only a few miles 
distant. After starting they were 
able to see the steamer for only a 
few minutes and don’t know her 
fate. The shore was reached by 
the first officer’s boat which ar 
rived late this afternoon, and the 
people, who were about exhausted, 
were hospitably received. The 
other boat with its 18 persons has 
not yet been heard from, and if 
still afloat its conditions must be 
terrible for intense cold and fierce 
storm prevails. Wrecking steam­
ers are leaving Halifax in the 
hope of being able to save the 
steamer or find those missing. 
The Damara was engaged in the 
Liverpool trade.

8t Petersburg, Feb. 7.—News of the 
sseessination it Soisil on Soinien, of the 
Procurator General of Finland, though 
occurring before noon on Monday wee 
not generally known in St. Petersburg 
last night, but may be expected to pro­
duce an immense sensation when pub­
lished, as it will be regarded as the pre­
cursor of an era of terrorism from 
which the events of January in St. 
Petersburg and throughout Russia gave 
the signal.

London, Feb. 7.—According to the 
despatches in the morning newspapers 
of this city, the strikes in Russia have 
spread to several stations on the Trans 
Caucasian railway. A military train 
going to Batoum was derailed through 
the strikers tampering with the line—no 
loss of life.

Tiflis, Feb. 7.—A crowd of 300 strikers 
carrying red flags, Invaded the centre 
of the town on Sunday morning, dis­
tributing proclamations, and fired re­
volvers at the gendarmes who tried to 
seize the flags. Two gendarmes were 
severely wounded with bullets and 
third with a dagger. The police dis­
persed the demonstration, and arrested 
thirty persons, and pursued others into 
a tavern where several of the rioters 
were so badly injured they had to be 
sent to the hospital.

Helsingfors, Feb. 7.—The Assassin of 
the procurator General of Finland has 
been identified as Karl Lenard Lohen 
thaï, a student at the Imperial Alex­
ander University.

Russian Intelligence.
Warsaw, Feb. 3—According to the 

best information obtainable, the official 
ilst of perrons killed during the disturb­
ances here, contains over three hundred 
names in addition to the many uniden­
tified bodies lying at the receiving vault 
in the cemetery where the latter will be 
buried to-night. A group of soldiers 
outside a liquor store last night fired on 
passers by without warning, killing a 
shop keeper and wounding another 
man.

The Storm, the Trains 
and the Mails.

By Friday morning the railway 
track was again clear, after the 
storm of last week, with thé ex­
ception of the eastern end of the 
Souris line from New Zealand. 
The delay here was caused by 
an accidenton Friday, which wreck­
ed the regular tri-weekly freight 
train from Charlottetown. The 
train was equipped with two en­
gines, a snow plough, Hanger, bag­
gage car and coach. At the New 
Zealand Station crossing, when the 
train was making between twelve 
and fifteen milles an hour the snow 
plough left the track and plunged 
into the ditch on the right side, at 
the same time the front engine 
was turned- off to the left, and 
settled down on its side across the 
track. No. 26 is a new heavy 
engine, and sustained much dam­
age in the wreck. A wrecking 
train went from the city Friday 
night, and Saturday evening the 
engine and snow plough were 
righted. On Sunday the train 
reached Souris, and this was the 
first train to reach there since the 
previous Tuesday. Sunday after­
noon the wrecked train was 
brought to Charlottetown. A 
mail and passenger train also came 
in from Souris the same afternoon.

The mail that was brought 
across the Straits on Tuesday of 
last week reached here, together

VVareaw, Feb. 3.—Serious disorders 
broke out this morning at Ladz, where 
twenty-five thousand men are on a 
str ke. Some of the emyloyees of the 
lace factory attempted to return to work, 
and the remainder forcibly prevented 
them. The strong military patrol was 
summoned, and attacked and fired on 
the strikers, who replied with revolver 
shots. The fighting still continues.

St. Petersburg, Feb. 4.—It is the in­
tention of the Government to bring 
Maxim Gorky and several authors to 
trial on political charges. Governor- 
General Trepeff, who received the Asso­
ciated Press correspondent Friday p. m. 
said that the whole case was now in the 
hands of the Minister of lustice, who is 
conducting the investigation, at the 
proceedings of which the Prosecutor 
General will decide whether the prison­
ers shall be tried by a civii.br military 
court. Turning to the question of the 
present aspect of affairs, the Governor- 
General said : “ We have every reason 
to feel satisfied—masters and men are 
on excellent terms, and work is pro­
ceeding everywhere quietly.” The re­
ception of the workingmen’s deputation 
by the Emperor has created the beet 
impression.

About noon, on Saturday last, Daniel 
McCormack, aged 20, hired man with 
John T. Poole of Woodville Mills, 
Lower Cardigan left for his home on 
Grand River Road. On Sunday morning 
at 10 o’clock, he was found in an uncons­
cious state on a snow bank about a mile 
and a half from Cardigan Bridge. Both 
legs were frozen up to the knees, his 
hands and face were also frozen. He had 
been ouc all night, and in his wanderings 
had waded into the ôpen creek near 

where he was found. His rescuers, 
instead of putting the frozen limbs into 
cold water, and keeping him in a cold 
room, unfortunately used hot water, and 
it is feared that serious results may 
follow.

The Revere House, Pictou, was burned 
Saturday morning. Total loss is about 
$9500. There is some insurance. Fire 
was discovered in the house at two o’clock 
in the morning, and made such progress 
that the stairs oould not be usfld. The 
guests escaped through windows, more or 
less in peril. A servant girl, Mary 
McEichern is missing. Doherty proprietor 
is badly burned, W. E. Whiteman jumped 
from a window and received severe 
injuries. The unfortunate domestic, 
Mary McEtchern, failed to make good 
her escape from the building and was 
burned to death. He charred remains 
were found in the ruins.
