On inch * festal occasion the heart 
of the Cztholic turns instinctivaly to 
the sleeping places of so many hun. 
dreds of thousands of the early 
Christians, the Catacombs of Rome 
that great belt of subterranean ceme­
teries that surround the Eternal City 
where hunted and persecuted the 
converts of Peter and Paul found 
rest after lives of trial, ignominy and 
pain. In the Catacomb of S 
Callijto, the most important of the 

- -cemeteries, which has galleries that 
placed cne after another would, it is 
computed, stretch out for a distance 
of siy hundred and forty miles, there 
Is one spot which Christians hold 
the deepest veneration. This is the 
Chapel of the Popes, where ten of 
the early Pontiffs were laid to rest in 
their narrow clay beds excavated high 
up-in the walls of the underground 
edifices. These are : S. Zephyrnus 
(201-211); S. Pontianus (231-236) 
who died in exile in Sicily; S. An- 
theros, who was martyred qnc)er 
Valerian in 136 after reigning only 
one month; 8. Fabian (236-250) 
martyred under Decius ; S. Lucius 
(253-255) also a martyr ; 8. Stephen 
I, martyred while seated in the Papal 
Chair in 257 ; S. Sixtus II, martyred 
in 260 in the Catacombs of S. Pre- 
textatus ; 8. Dionysius (260271)1 

Eutychianus, martyred in 283 
and S. Caius (284-296) most of 
whose epitaphs have been found 
written in Greek. Perhaps of all the 
discoveries of thç archaeologists wt^o 
daring the last three centuries have 
passed so much of their lives in the 
bowels of the earth studying the pic­
tures and the tombs in the Cata­
combs, none bas a more interesting 
history attached to it than the Chapel 
of the Popes. De Rossi had already 
discovered the Catacombs of S. 
Callisto, after it had lain forgotten by 
Rome itself for eleven centuries, and 
he now set himself to find the Chapel 
of the Popes. front a study of the 
Liber Pontificals and other ancient 
writings, the great savant knew the 
tombs of many of the early Popes 
were clustered together in the Cata­
combs, but therç was pot the slic^te^t 
indication of the locality. At last 
the enthusiastic layman went to Pius 
the Ninth and exposed bis plans. 
Pins IX smiled quietly and called 
him a sognatore—a dreamer—the 
worltj exiled bin» a pa^zo—a fool. 
Nothing daunted De Rossi began 
excavations et the heed of a number 
of workmen; for the means had been 
placed at his disposal hy P10 Nono, 
who loved him as a son. The work 
beget many disappointments, until 
one day De Rossi found in a wine 
cellar a broken slab of marble with 
the letters engraven on it 1 NELIUS 
MARTYR.’ And then he bethought 
him of Cornelius, Pope and Martyr, 
of whose memorial this was a part. 
And setting to work wit 1 renewed 
hopes the great Archaeologist found 
the Chapel of the Popes, the tombs of 
the venerable Pontiffs ranged round 
the walls of clay, one above the other. 
Soon Pius IX with his Cardinals 
arrived at the Qatacomb and was 
conducted to the hallowed spot by 
De Rossi. ‘Look, Holy Father, 
there is the dream of the dreamer,’ 
cried De Rossi pointing to the trea­
sures. And there in the gloom and 
bowels of the earth the Sovereign 
Pontiff fell upon his knees, for he was

Apropos of the letter sent last week 
by the Holy Father to Peter Paul 
XIII, Patriarch of the Armenians, 
declaring as excommunicated from 
the Church all thoie who took part 
in bringing about his deposition by 
the Turkish Government, a bit of 
interesting history ia worth recalling.
For a good many years a body of 
laymen has been permitted by the 
Bishops to administer the temporal 
goods of the Armenian Church and 
to aid the clergy in a variety of ways 
Gradually the pretensions of the lay 
element grew. Led by a few ardent 
spirits, the body would like to alone 
control the Church goods, to mix 
themselves in things ecclesiastical, 
and, if you plea*, to have a voice in 
the election of Bishops ! As a mat­
ter of course they came into collision 
with the Patriarch, whose deposition 
by the Porte the rebels contrived by 
intrigue, and doubtless a liberal sup­
ply ol that powerful weapon,ubiquitous 
in the Orient, known as backsheesh. 
But since the threat ol excommuni­
cation bung over the bead of any 
cleric who should submit to an 
election for the appointment ol a 
successor, the laymen ended by es­
tablishing what they term an 1 Ad­
ministrative Council, the members of 
which Ptus N has now pronounced 
schismatic and excommunicated.

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Imperial Preferential Tariff

No one should, at this stage, 
need to be reminded of the 
object of President Taft’s 
scheme of reciprocal trade 
relations between Cauada and 
the United States. He has 
made it sufficiently clear in 
his public speeches that the 

-agreement with Canada was 
intended to destroy for all 
time the ‘ Imperial commer­
cial band reaching from Eng­
land around the world to 
England again.” Referring 
to Reciprocity he said : “ We 
must take it NOW or give it 
up for ever.” If Canada 
were tied up in a Reciprocal 
Trade Agreement with the 
United States which, as Mr. 
Taft has so candidly admitted, 
would ultimately transfer all 
her bank credits and every­
thing else to Chicago and New 
York, and make her an “ ad­
junct of the United States, 
Imperial Preference, of which 
the arrangement with the 
West Indies will form a part, 
would be obviously impos­
sible.

No bettet argument in sup 
port of President Taft's opin­
ion that mutual Preference 
within the Empire would be a 
danger and a menace to the 
trade of the United States, is 
needed than the information 
which follows :

Toronto, July 3.—A des 
patch from Port of Spain, 
Trinidad, says that “ through­
out the West India Islands 
and in British Guiana the flour 
and produce merchants of the 
United States have been 
doing everything possible to 
prejudice the West Indians 
against the proposed Red 
procity Pact with the Domin­
ion of Canada. Bluff after 
bluff has been made with but 
poor result, and as a last re­
sort the New York Produce 
Exchange and United States 
milling interests have sent 
down a representative, a bar 
rister named John Foster 
Dulles, to see how far intimi­
dation will go in the islands. 
Mr. Duties has been intro 
duced to principal merchants 
of the different islands by the 
United States consuls there, 
and thus apparent weight has 
been lent to any statements 
he has made. This repre­
sentative of the New York 
Produce Exchange has been 
threatening retaliation on the 
part of the United States right 
and left, varying the articles 
on which the United States 
will discrimate according to 
the chief industry of the par 
ticular colony he is visiting.”

Why are the flour and pro 
duce merchants and the mill­
ing interests in the United 
States resorting to intimida 
rinn and threats of retaliation 
against the West Indies ? 
What are they afraid of ? 
They realize that by this mea­
sure of mutual preference 
between Canada and the is­
lands they will lose the West 
Indian market. Canada will 
secure the trade that has 
hitherto been putting money 
in their pockets. This des 
patch presents two facts that 
must be patent to all intelli­
gent readers. It shows the 
advantage, which even its 
enemies admit, of mutual pre­
ference within the Empire, 
and that no mutual trade 
preference within the Empire 
would have been possible if 
equal concessions had been 
given to the United States.

.In the face of such emphatic 
proof of the sinister designs 
of the United States in this 
matter, the Liberal party and 
a section of the Liberal pnis§

express the hope that a pre­
ferential tariff between the 
different sections of the British 
Empire may not come about, 
and blush not to declare them­
selves in favor ot Taft's con 
tinentalism, as above outlined. 
To show how vain are their 
hopes can be gathered from 
the following extract from a 
speech of Mr. Austin Cham­
berlain, at a banquet to Hon. 
George E. Foster at the Con­
stitutional Club in London on 
Tuesday of last week :

“ It is to Canada under its 
late Government.” he said, 
“that we owe the first step 
towards a system of Imperial 
Preference. To the already 
good fortune of Mr. Foster in 
linking Canada with the West 
Indies by a Trade Agree­
ment, he is now engaged in 
an effort to link up the 
Dominions among themselves 
by a system of Imperial Pre­
ference . We blush to think 
that for the moment you, Mr. 
Foster, are precluded from 
the hope that the Motherland 
itself should take part in such 
a commercial union, but for 
the moment only. Before 
long, however, we will have a 
different Government. Each 
bye-election brings the day 
nearer, and before long there 
will be a Government that will 
grasp the hand you have ex­
tended to us, whose first task 
and whose proudest duty it 
will be to co operate with you 
in creating these bonds of 
Commercial Union which will 
foster and cement the strength 
of the Empire. Canada is a 
great Imperial sanatorium, fit 
to rejuvenate our nationality. 
It offers us, if we want them, 
employment for skilled work­
men and a field for invest­
ment fully reproductive. Im­
perialism is the sentiment 
which has a practical applica' 
tion and I believe that the 
practical application must 
be given if the best is to 
be made of the Empire 
and all its parts. I am still a 
preferentialist. To bind the 
people of an Empire together 
I know of no other way so 
effective as the interchange 
of sentiments and products 
Even now, when the idea of 
Preferentiallsm has not been 
taken up by all parts of the 
Empire, good work is going 
on underneath, because the 
commerce between the differ­
ent parts is continually in­
creasing, and as it increases so 
will they be brought more 
closely together.”

In line with these senti­
ments is the following extract 
from a speech of Lord Curzon, 
an ex Viceroy of India, in the 
House of Lords on the sub­
ject of an Imperial Conference :

“ I believe,” said Lord Cur­
zon, “ that India, if I have 
any right to speak on her be­
half, will gladly join in a con­
ference such as I have spoken 
of, and that she would welcome 
any practical scheme of fiscal 
reform embracing preferential 
tariffs within the Empire, be­
cause she is already in favor 
of the main principles which 
underlie that reform, and be* 
cause she has already put into 
practical operation some of the 
most effective means of carry 
ing these principles into ef­
fect.” In the case of Imperial 
Preference it is only the “ Free 
Trade" Asquith Government 
which lags behind.”

So far as the sentiment and 
aspirations of Canadians is 
concerned, no more fitting ex 
pression could be given to 
them than that presented by 
Hon. Mr. Foster in a recent 
interview in the London 
Morning Post. He said :

“In all my long political 
experience I have never wit­
nessed anything more remark­
able than the growth of Im 
perial sentiment on the part 
of the great Oversea Domin­
ions, the inflexible resolve of 
the men of all shades of polit­
ical opinjon to forward^ the 
cause of Imperial Trade Pre­
ference until it embraces every 
self-governing territory in the 
Empire, and, above all, the 
sincere, earnest, almost stre 
nuous anxiety to share not

only the privileges but the 
burdens of the Empire.’’

Canada is fearlessly pur­
suing the work of linking 
up the Empire, which Mr. 
Asquith’s “ Free Trade " 
Government, palsied by Cob- 
denism, is both unwilling and 
impotent to attempt. When 
the negotiations now proceed­
ing with Australia are success­
fully concluded, Canada will 
have reciprocal tariff relations 
with all the principal self- 
governing countries of the 
Empire except the Mother 
Country, and even in the 
latter case, as Mr. Foster 
added, “ The Canadian door 
stands as wide open as ever.”

Visit of the Ministers.

Hons. J. D. Reid and W. 
T. White, respectively Min­
isters of Customs and Finance 
in Premier Borden’s Cabinet, 
arrived here via Summerside 
on Friday evening last, on a 
brief visit. The Ministers 
were making a flying tour of 
the Maritime Provinces for 
recreation and observation, 
and as a matter of course, in­
cluded the Garden Province 
in their itinerary. It is a good 
time to visit the Island Prov 
ince, as it is the season when 
nature exhibits herself in most 
inviting garb. The ministers 
enjoyed every hour of their 
stay in our midst and carried 
away with them the most 
pleasing memories of their 
visit. They were met at 
Point du Chene by D. Nich 
oison, M. P. and other lead 
ing members of the Conserv­
ative party, and when the 
steamer reached Summerside 
Premier Mathieson and other 
members of the Executive and 
a number of other Conservât 
ives joined them and accom­
panied them to Charlottetown, 
Early on Saturday forenoon 
the Ministers, Premier Math­
ieson, Messrs. McLean and 
Nicholson and a number of 
others went on a drive to 
Shaw's Hotel, B rackley 
Beach, where a very pleasant 
day was spent. On return to 
the city Saturday evening the 
ministers were entertained at 
dinner at the Victoria. On 
Sunday they took an excursion 
up the West River and at 2 
o’clock the Ministers left here 
for Pictou on the Government 
steamer Brant. The ministers 
expressed themselves as de­
lighted with the heartiness of 
the welcome extended to 
them, the beauty of our nat­
ural scenery and the evidences 
of prosperity on all sides. 
Come again !

Eorty-one persons were killed 
and between fifty and sixty in­
jured. Many of the victims were 
holiday excursionists bound to 
Niagara Falls, who had boarded 
the train at points along the 
Lackawanna from Hobroken to 
Buffalo.

The wreck was the worst in the 
history of the road. Its cause ac­
cording to Engineer Schroeder of 
the express, was his failure to see 
the signals set against his train. 
The morning was a foggy one and 
he said he could not make them 
out.

The wrecked train stood on the 
main track blocked by a crippled 
extra freight train. There was no 
flag out according to Engineer 
Schroeder. All the signals which 
he declared it was too foggy to see 
were just around the curve

The flying exprese plunged past 
them and crashed into the rear of 
No 8, bringing death to more than 
two score of its passengers. 
Twenty have so far been identified.

Schroeder had taken train No,
11 at Elmira 15 minutes before It 
was a few minutes late. The stretch 
of trrck from Elmira to Corning 
is fitted for fast running and he 
was sending his train along at the 
rate of 65 miles an hour,No. 8. was 
supposed to be half an hour ahead 
of him. He never had any warn­
ing until he made out the outline 
of the rear coach of No. 9, through 
the fog that was crawling up the 
mountain from the river below.
He saw the lights ahead and threw 
on the reverse without shutting oft 
steam. The shock threw the train 
of the track and the locomotive 
plunged on a few rods farther to 
splinter the two day couches fil­
led with excursionists and tear 
through the last of the Pullmans. 
Schroeder said that the impack 
was so great that it threw him 
from the cab and threw him on 
his shoulder on the roadbed pra­
ctically unhurt.

The one hundered ton monster 
continued its plunge through the 
middle of the train, grinding 
everything in its path. It seemed 
as if it would cut through every 
car. Then when it was finally 
blocked by a mountain of debris 
piled in frount of it, it remained 
on the road bed in the midst of 
the desolation its plunge had ere 
ated while thousands of persons 
rushed in every kind of vehicle to 
the scene to lift and pry the dead 
and injured from the tangled mass 
of wrekeage.

Rescuers were quickly on the 
scene. There was plenty to do, 
and their work was difficult. In 
what seemed an incredibly short 
time hundreds of automobiles had 
ined the highway which led to 

t& the wreck, and the work of 
getting the injured to the hospitals 
and the dead to the morgues was 
impeded by the blocking of the 
road.

A détail of police from Corning 
did their best to keep the rescuers 
path clear and by 8 o’clock phy­
sicians, who had been rushed to 
the scene in motor cars had star­
ted all of the wounded on their 
way to the hospitals or were giving 
emergency attention to victims on 
the scene

PINNED IN DEBRIS.

The only exceptions were a few 
persons who had been pinned be­
neath wreckage so difficult to 
penetrate that it was some time 
afterwards that they were released 

Most of the bodies found were 
badly mangled, their condition 
testifying to the terrific driving 
power of Schroeder’s train as it 
crashed through the fated train 
The cars themselves were one 
heaped up mass of wreckage, teles 
coped into each other. The last 
two cars on train No. 21 remained 
on the track and later were used 
as hospital, coaches,

At Corning Hospital, which has 
accommodations for only forty pa 
tients, some of the injured had to 
lie upon the floors until the physi 
cions could give them the neces 
sary attention.

Those who visited the scene of 
the wreck before the hospital 
forces had had time to finish the 
work of removal, witnessed many 
scenes of horror. One man picked 
up a small white sheet wfiiçh lay 
upon the ground only tq firaw 
back, ashen faced as his act revea­
led the body of a baby only a few 
months old. At a late hour the 
child had not been identified.

tonight that a flagman had been 
sent back in the rear of No. 9 
when she was held up.

Four of the unidentified died at 
the Corning Hospital where they 
were removed after the accident. 
Several of the injured who are 
unconscious had nothing about 
their persons by means of which 
they could be identified.

La Trobe, Pa, July 5.—Seven­
teen persons were killed, a num­
ber fatally injured and thirty 
others hurt at 4.30 this afternoon 
when a passenger train on the 
Ligonier Valley Railroad was 
smashed from behind by a doable 
header freight train. Only one 
passenger escaped without injury.

The passenger train had started 
from Ligonier. It consisted of an 
engine and coach, the engine push­
ing the coach. The freight train 
was made up of many coal cars 
and was being pulled by two 
heavy locomotives.

The impact was terrific. The 
passenger coach was practically 
laid open and the passengers either 
crushed or thrown like shot 
through the air.

It was the first fatal accident 
it is said in the history of the 
Ligonier road for the past forty 
years.

A majority of the injured, thirty 
in all, were residents along the Wil- 
pen branch. They were brought 
to a hospital here or sent to hos­
pitals at Pittsburg when it was 
found they were in a critical con­
dition. Among them were Dr.
J. B. Johnson, of Ligonier, hurt 
internally, will probably die.

The ini 
juries of the others were all wvere,
consisting of broken legs: 
and contusions.

The train was well crowded, 
every seat in the lone coach being 
occupied with persons returning 
from a Fourth of July holiday 

The freight engine ploughed 
through the wooden coach, crush 
ing it as it would paper. The 
coach was ripped to pieces. All 
the occupants were hurled to the 
roadbed. Some fell in the path 
of the on-rushing engines, while 
others were imbedded partly in 
the cinders and crushed stones 
beside the rails.

The first engine of the freight 
train stopped soon after tearing 
through the passenger train, turn­
ed half around and fell over on 
its side. Engineer McOonnaughy 
was scalded to death, while his 
fireman, George Byers, jumped 
only to fall on the track and met 
death under the wheels. Engineer 
Smith P. Beatty, of the second 
engine, jumped and sustained a 
broken leg. His fireman, John 
Arkney, fell beneath a car. His 
legs were severed and he died en 
route to the hospital. Engineer 
Dunlap, of the passenger train, 
and his fireman remained at their 
posts and escaped with slight 
injuries.

A pathetic feature of the wreck 
was the injury of Miss Esther 
M. Matthews, a nurse, and the 
death of two and the injury of 
four children she was taking to 
the woods near Wilpen for an 
afternoon’s outing,

Farmers near the scene of the 
accident and workmen employed 
at a race track in the vicinity, 
were at the wreck within a few 
minutes. Messengers were started 
at once to Ligonier, while the 
others, assisted by Engineer Dun­
lap and his fireman were busy 
getting the dead and injured out 
of the wreckage, An hour and 
a half after the accident phy­
sicians, nurses and railroad offi 
cials had reached the scene. From 
that time on the work of rescue 
and tending to the suffering was 
effective.

While drifting with a companion off 
Escnminae, N.J 6. Wm. Dntcher fell 
over board and waa drowned He waa 
23 yeare of age.

Julia Conner* aged 12 years, while on 
her re torn from confession last Saturday 
afternoon In New York, waa attacked 
and murdered.

Cyrne Sencabongh of Beach Point, 
fell dead on board bla vessel shortly 
afternoon July 8th. Heart disease was 
pronounced the cans».

On Thursday laet the house of Jowpb 
Martin, Lower Harcourt, N. B. caught 
fire while he was ont working and Mrs.

Beet for the spirit­
ual or for the temporal well being of 
mankind, and what section of man­
kind Î For the early Aryans the beet 
book was the Rig Veda; but who 
would call it the beet for Eric Grs- 
bam? Isaac Walton’s ‘Complete 
Angler’ was perhaps tbe beet book 
lor the English aoglere st tbe time 
it was writtee ;-but bow Would it 
count for Norway or Newfoundland 

Soooeeding to the list of book 
comes the list of tbe world’s greatest 
men. But first we bave to settle 
what constitutes s great man ; and 
then wbat constitutes tbe different 
degrees of greatness. The most 
superficial measure would be the 
amount ol difference a man bas made 
to tbe world by having lived in it 
There is no doubt that Alexander 
and Julius Caesar and Napoleon 
made a great difference in the world

Moreover, there are men who 
have made a great difference to tbe 
world without any greatenee- el 
character at back of their influence 
The first discoverer of fire made 
much difference to the world. But 
quite probably be discovered it by 
accident while playing the fool with 
a bit of flint, and ran away Irigbten 
ed oat of bis wits as soon ae tbe spark 
came. Tbe recent lose of the Titanic 
was due simply and solely to lb? 
first invention of the boat, thousands 
of years ago. Why, then, not raise 
a monument in the middle of the 
Atlantic to tbe primeval author ol 
that gigantic misfortune? One of 
the cost important discoveries in 
marine engineering was bow to pass 
tbe exhaust steam direct from tbe 
high pressure to tbe low pressure 
valve box; and yet that discovery 
was the product of a bumble breio 
whose biography ie totally lost. All 
tbe greatest beads of Rennie's were 
disenssiog tbe problem. They speni 
months trying every possible dodge, 
bat failed. Then one day up comes a 
common workman, and touches bis 
hat and says : 1 Sir' why not Knock a 
bole through the back of the tjide 
vale V

The big bead smiled at tbe naivete 
of tbe small bead. But thinking it 
over they (onnd be was right. Tbe in. 
venlion revolutionized marine engine 
building, and the firm got the credit 
of it ; but the real inventor’s name is 
unknown. Is he to be put among tbe 
world's greatest men ? Probably he 
holds as good a claim to it as moat of 
tbe inventors who stand perched on 
marble pedestals.

It is obaraotenstio of the general 
absence of definite Cbrislain ideal in

tbe modern mind that a discussion to 
decide tbe twenty greatest men in 
tbe world’e history ie instituted in 
the current " Review of Re­
views,’’ without giving any pre­
liminary étalement ax to what 
constitutes human greatness. Nor 
does any one of tbe twenty odd con­
tributors of lieu give any olear idea 
of bis particular standard, Mr. 
Carnegie, wbo opens tbe debate, 
thinks no one great wbo was not a 
discoverer or inventor, with tbe ex­
ception of Shakespeare and Burns I 
Mr. Frederic Harrison baa little dif­
ficulty in showing up Mi, Carnegie’s 
limitations, and then copies out e 
part of tbe Poeitiviet calendar, be­
ginning with Moseeand ending with 
Comet. And various other celebrities 
similarly reveal tbeir tastes and pre­
judices, In a few oases only do we 
find the Christian standard put for. 
ward as a test : St. Paul gets eight 
votee, St. John one, St. Peter none 
at all. Saints Benedict, Agustine, 
Francis, of Assissi, Bernard and 
Xavier, get one each. Blessed Tho­
mas More and Blessed Joan of Arc 
are also mentioned, but only St. 
Paul finda a place on the final list, 
sharing that dubious honor »rtb 
Martin Luther I It eeeme to be intel­
lect rather then morels, talent rather 
then the use of it, that qualifies for 
inclusion in these lists. Only one or 
two competitors think of asking 
themselves what man has most 
nearly approached the ideal of hu­
man perfection set by God Incarnate; 
no one tries to estimate tbe relations 
his particular set of heroes bore to 
tbeir Creator, cr the likelihood ol 
tbeir having accomplished tbe end 
of tbe creator. Tbe fact that men 
(like Bruno or Voltaire) bitterly 
opposed the religion established by 
God upon earth is felt by some of 
these eymposiaste no bar to tbeir 
oanonizatiou, so completely has the 
moderon non-Catbolio mind lost all 
sense of, or care for, God’s point ol 
view. Tbe one compiler who shows 
some evidence of a spiritual outlook 
is Dr. F. A, Meyer, of the Free 
Church Council, and tbe wiseet of 
those approached by Mr. Stead was 
Sir John Gorst, who declined tbe

The above is a convenient illus­
tration of the confusion of ethical 
standards introduced into tbe world 
by the revolt from the teaching 
Church. The same phenomenon is 
constantly to be observed all through 
our current literature. Lip-homage 
is generally paid to tbe Obristian 
standard, bat the nuderlying prin­
ciples are utilitarian. The world for 
instance, is very properly shocked 
if some saying is unearthed from 
Catholic moralist, which may he 
nterpreted as implying the theory 

that evil means may be employed 
for a good end, but in its own esti­
mates of its heroes it habitually con­
dones practices embodying Ibis 
theory. In a 1 Times' review of a 
recent Life of Cavour, it is stated, in 
reference to that statesman^ com­
plicity in Garibaldi’s Sicilian expe­
dition notwithstanding official dis­
claimers, that 1 Cavour was a past 
master of the art of maintaining s 
correct’ attitude whilst engaged in 

very incorrect activities. ’ And this 
is in no way held to detract from his 
reputation. Again we are told that— 
It Cavour had been Minister of a 
powerful State instead of a weak one, 
we may be sure that he would have 
used gold and brown rather then the 
‘subtlety’ (Anglioe. treachery and 
lying) for which he himself as natur­
ally a man of honor, was fain to 
apologize on the plea, sound as we 
belive, of necessity (heavy type ours) 
That is, according to the moralist, an 
honorable man my nee dishonorable 
means, if they are necessary to gain 
his end.

This preversity [of ethical judg­
ment is' of course, more pronounced 
amongst those who are farther from 
the outward restraints of civilization, 
lu the latter part of 1911 a white 
jury made itself partioeps oriminis 
by acquitting tbe murderer of 
black eheepsteafer at 
violation of justice wbiuh actually 
found a defender in Sir Henry Selon 
Kerr who in the‘Times’ advanced 
the extraordinary plea that tbe 
morality of the action should be 
judged by local opinion, and tbe 
local of opinion of Mombaea even 
that of the blacke, was on tbe side 
of tbe murderer, We must add that 
the ‘ Times’ and other English pa­
pers condemned that immoral view1
