“ I do icitify that I have truly and 
faithf ully to the best of uiy knowledge, in­
formation and belief, set down, in the 
above Militia Rolls, the names of all male 
persons within the Municipality, of (as the 
case mat/ be), liable to be enrolled by the 
Militia Laws of this Province;” and such 
certificate shall be verified by him, or 
them, ujion oath, before a Justice of the 
Peace.—Militia Act, ’27 l ie. cap. 2.

A terrible accident took place on the 
Grand Trunk, near Georgetown on Wed­
nesday the 10th ir.st., the particulars of 
which wo extract from the (Jbtbe :—

The Grand Trunk Railway, a short distance 
west of Georgetown Station, crosses over 
the Hirer Credit by one ol the largest bridges 
on the road. It is substantially eui.su u«ted 
in the usual manner, and is peculiar only us 
being one ol" the hi .-best-—if not the highest 
—-biidges on the road, it being no less than 
one hundred and twenty-live feet from the 
surface of the river to the floor of the bridge.
The river ul this point is very shallow, being 
at this season of the year not more than two 
or three feet in depth, and almost completely

About eight o'clock ou Tuesday m truing, 
as No. 15 freight train, from S ivniti, was ap­
proaching this bridge, it was noticed by those 
on the train that un uxlvt.ee of one of the 
rear cars w»'« broken. The engine driver,

They were, 
uf"eouise, smashed to mums, and three unfor­
tunate men, who u luom.-nt before were full 
of vigor and lit"-, w-t-re mangled in such 
horrible manner as to be scarcely dlstingu-sh- 
abre as human beings. Their arms, bodies, 
beads and legs were cut, and eiusbed into 
one sickening, aw ful mass of viveping, jellied 
flesh and bone. i be head of the unloi lunate 
conductor could, ut first, nowhere be found, 
but after searching fur a while amongst the 
ruins, pieces of skull, face and brain, all that 
now remain of it. were picked up and gather­
ed togelli'-r. Information of the terrible 
catastrophe was at once communicated to 
G-uelph, when assistance was sent, and the 
mcngled bodies gathered up ui best they 
could, and sent to Georgetown.

Frankfort-on-thc-Maik. Jan. 23—Even­
ing.-—At yesterday's silting of the Federal 
Diet the question of the withdrawal of the 
Austrian and Prussian reserves from the Fed­
eral Corps of Execution, was discueeed. It 
was resolved that fresh reserves of Federal 
troops should Ba maintained, and that the ac­
knowledgments of the Diet shou'd be express­
ed to Gen. Hake for hi* conduct in reference 
to the question of the occupation of Settles- 
wig.

Berlin, Jan. 23.—A debate on the Budget, 
as amended by the Chamber of Deputies, took 
place in to day's silting of the Upper Rouse. 
The amendment was rejected by a large ma­
jority. and the Government Budget was 
adopted by 58 against 17 votes.

Paris, Jan. 23.—A debate on the para­
graph of the address relative to Algeria, took 
place in the Corps Legislatif. M. Picard ex­
plained the amendment of the left, proposing 
to assimilate Algeria to France, ana to grant 
libetal institutions to that country, with the 
right of electing Deputies.

Gen. Allaid opposed the amendment, and 
M. Jules Favre made a speech in reply.

The amendment was finally lost by 
against 18 votes.

Vienna, Jan. 23.—The request for a loan 
of 50,000,000 francs, to the Bank of France, 
from tbs National Bunk of Austria, was mad» 
to the latter by Paris financiers. The nego* 
liai uns are still in a preliminary stage.

A warm debate commenced today in the 
Finance Committee of the I<owcr House of 
the Reichsratli, upon the credit demanded by 
Government to cover the expenses to be In­
curved for military in Schleswig.

Count Uechberg, who spoke in the aaaie 
of the Government, entered into an historical 
explanation of the position of Austria ia ref­
erence to that question.
