The Railway Policy.
From the Monetary Times,

The Pacific Railway policy of the Gov­
ernment is in the main sound, and as 
such has been accepted by the country. 
One of its principal features lies in the 
postponement of the section that would 
pass over |the rugged and difficult coun­
try north of Lakes Huron and Superior, 
the Thost expensive to construct, and at 
present the least needful. The north 
shore can bo penetrated by moans of the 
rivers with which it is intersected, as 
far as the agriculturist, the miner, or 
the lumberer will need to go for some 
years to come. Xu the meantime, we 
are to utilize the navigation of those 
great inland seas in summer, and to 
reach Fort Garry in winter through the 
States, as wo now reach the Atlantic 
sea-board. From the east we are pro­
mised a section of road connecting the 
mouth of French River with the south 
eastern point of Lake Ni pissing; and 
thence eastward another railroad b to 
be extended till it connects with rail­
roads already in existence. We do not 
know, of course, on what information 
th,e practibility of a railroad south of 
Lake Nipiesing is assumed. It is a 
point of contention; and the question is, 
whether there be in existence reliable 
evidence by which it can be se’tied. 
From tho west end of Lake Superior a 
railroad is to bo made to Fort Garry, 
and another from Pembina, both of 
which will bo collateral branches of the 
main line, when the whole work is com­
pleted. When Fort Garry is reached, 
progress is to bo made towards the 
Rocky Mountains, at such rate of speed 
as the circumstances and the ! finances of 
the country may require. SVork is to be 
commenced oil the Pacific section at the 
same time as on the eastern sections. 
The section most urgently demande 1 is 
that from Pembina to Fort Garry. 'The 
next in order' would naturally ho the 
section from Lake Superior; and next 
after that, if it be not, as it probably 
will, be going on at th** same time, the 
connection east of Lake Huron, from the 
mouth vf French River, This road, as 
•re undeistand it, is to be built Ly a 
private company, aidud by a subsidy 
from the Government, either in land or 
money, or both. If land, the Govern­
ment of Ontario will bo required t«« 
make a grant. British Columbia will 
have to be asked, the Premier informs 
us, to extend the tiiqe—now only eight 
years—for completing the whole work. 
The request may be supported by the 
argument which the burning of the rail 
way records at Ottawa supplies. When 
wo once reach Fort Carry, tlie interior 
of the country can bo penetrated, by 
navigating the Saskatchewan, to near 
the Rocky Mountains. Over the 
mountains we believe the building of a 
wagon road, as suggested, would be pure 
waste. Whenever we sot to work to 
obtain the means of crossing the moun­
tain, the railroad is tho only instrument 
worth thinking of for this purpose.

When wo have achieved what is here 
sketched out, we must remember 
that, with the exception of the Pembina 
real, we riiall have only the mesas of 
summer communication. Bat we be­
lieve this means will suffice to eaable us 
to throw populous settlements into the 
Valley of the Saskatchewan. The only 
difficulty will be in winter. Water car­
riage for produce is so much mure eco­
nomical than railroads tha£ we may 
count on its continuing to be used for 
long distances after the railroad has 
been completed.

Now that it is decided that the Gov­
ernment shall build the railroad, with 
out employing the agency of a private 
company, some decided measures will 
have to be taken to prevent members of 
Parliament being interested in the con­
tracts. Much noise has been over the 
discovery that a member <#f Parliament 
was interested as a stockholder with one 
of the thirteen directors appointed by 
the late Government. If the possession 
of that interest would have been liable 
to influence that member in his veftes 
on this question—and it was always con-

PnbUeXwsaa the Press,

It will be a rery gloomy day for this 
country, when there it net a consider­
able number of newspaper! able and 
willing to candidly examine the charac­
ters of public men- If we reflect an in­
stant, we shall see that the existence of 
an intelligent, firm, and disinterested 
press is an indispenaible condition to the 
success of representative government in 
modern times. We could not make 
free institutions work without it. We 
are not a community of Atheniairdemo- 
crats—wo cannot all get together in a 
public place, and talk over the claims to 
eonlidence of public men. most of whom 
we know personally. We must have 
tho best agents we can get to. transact 
our public business and we can only 
select them on the knowledge wo get 
through the newspapers. Very few of 
us hnyo any other means of information, 
and tho intimate knowledge a few in- 
tiivmtial men may hayo concerning can­
didates for public favour, would be use­
less in our country if it could not be 
communicated through the papers.

Most people, even tho sensitive public 
servants we have referred to, will ac­
knowledge these truths in the abstract. 
But they shrink from their application. 
Yet we must have them applied. The 
people must know all they can fairly

oy. In his private 
ness, every careful citizen investigates a 
man s character before he trusts him., 
lie often investigates a great many 
things likely to throw light on character 
which is unpleasant for tho employee to 
have looked into. He does not hesitate 
to enquire as to a clerk’s associates, or a 
cashier's habits of expenditure, or the 
places in which a book-keeper passes his 
leisure hours. Every publid mail must 
be read y to submit,not to these enquiries, 
f,,r they concern private relations, but 
to such as will throw the same light on 
their fitness for public trust, which these 
throw on fitness for private trust, 
doubtless the result is not always 
agreabl, to those whos^career is the 
subject of enquiry, neither is tho pro­
cess agreeable to those who go through 
with it. It Is often laborious, some­
times tedious and vexatious and very 
apt to bo thankless. The appreciation 
of such services by the general public 
would afford but a very slight compen­
sation for the performance necessary, 
and they are, generally rendered pre­
cisely as the best services of men in 
public are rendered, from an honorable 
desire todo some good work in the little 
time that each has to labor.

Nothing can be plainer than that the 
most careful scrutiny of the history and 
character of public men aot only is 
proper, but is a duty, to which the press 
is boomL It is a duty, too, not leas to 
tho community itself. We shonld have 
small faith in the progress and prospei ity 

>f newspapers in this county, if w« did 
not know so many of them are conduct­
ed by holiest and courageous men, who 
cannot be bought, and who have too 
much sense to become subservient to 
any sot of selfish men. It is upon such 
men that the life ot the press and its 
usefulness and growth in power depend. 
The politicians who would make tlie 
press their fool would soon run it, as 
well an inflict lasting injury on the 
country.—-V. Y. Times,

TMe 
husk, preserved in syrup when young, 
is a fivourite sweetmeat in the Seek1 
Indies. Under this husk is the bright 
red mace, which is carefully flattened bj 
hand and dried on mata in the sun. It 
loses its riel scarlet and becomes a dull: 
orange colour, and requires to be kept 
perfectly dry to preserve its flavor. 
After the mace is remeved from the 
fruit, the nuts, in their brewn shells, 
are placed on hurdle» over a slow fin, 
which is kept constantly burning under 
them for two months. The nuts then 
rattle in the shells, which are cracked 
with a wooden mallet, the sound nuts 
selected a6d packed in wooden cases and 
sprinkled over with dry, sifted lime, 
and are then ready for market. "The 
best nutmegs am dense, emit oU when 
pricked with a pin, and can always be 
known by their heavy weight. Poor 
ones are light and easily knowll.

lac Ideal of the Battle of Lundy’s 
Lane.

After that most fiercely contested and 
bloody battle of Lundy's Lane, during 
the war of 1812-15, the Americans being 
dtiycn from tho field, it remained for 
the British to take care of the wounded 
and dispose of the dead. By way of 
retaliation for the enormous barbarity 
of the Americans in burning the hospi­
tal at Chippawa iu which was a number 
of British wounded, who nearly all 
perished in the flames, it was resolved 
to burn the American dead on the bat­
tle field. A poor gratification indeed, 
but revenge is sweet, and to taste of 
that sweetness even British magnanimi­
ty stooped te consign to the flames the 
remains of those poor follows who had 
fought their last tight and were sleep­
ing their last sleep. In ths midst of 
the field waa erected the pyre. There 
in a promiscuous heap was thrown the 
debris of the battle field and the dead 
blue coated warriors of America. It 
was a sad sight, but when the torch was 
applied to the pile and the crackling- 
biasing flames licked the flesh from ths 
bodies, and charred the bones, it was an 
extremely repulsive spectacle. From 
a distant part of the field two officers 
wore to be seen approaching the burn­
ing pile—the one' a Cplonel, the other a 
Captain. They -were discussing the 
events of the day, when they came up­
on the corpse of a large fleshy American 
soldier. Tlie Colonel ejaculated, “Cap-' 
tain, they ought to have that fellow on 
the fire, how well he would bum.” Be- 
fote the Captain had time to reply, a 
musket in the burning pile discharged, 
the hall striking in thejsand between our 
officers. ,The seeming rebuke visibly 
affected both. ' The Colonel gazed on 
the distubed «and meditatively. The 
Captain after a moment's silence forced 
up enough leyity to «ay: “Colonel, 
when the dead Yankee» bégin to fire at 
us, it is time to retreat.” In silence 
they made their way from the scene.

The Croatian Sleetloaa
The elections for members of the Ho­

minien Parliament en Thursday of last 
week resulted as we expected—in giving 
back seats to the party of John A. Mac­
donald, the supporters of and participa­
tors in the Canada Pacific Railway 
charter frauds. In the Parliament just 
elected, the Refermer»,under the leader­
ship of Premier McKenzie, will haye a 
very large majority, and their hold 
upon the reins of government will be 
determined by the manner in which 
they fulfil their pledges to the country. 
Many of ths McKenzie Ministry were 
returned by acclamation, while several 
of the ex-Mini*ters (Macdonald s Minis­
try) secured their return by a bare 
majority, and others .wiye overwhelm­
ingly defeated. Sir John received but 
36 majority in the city of Kingston, a 
constituency which has heretofore been 
peculiarly bis own, and his Postmaster 
General was defeated in Essex (j'»‘ 
across the river from Detroit) by the 
largest majority over given any parlia­
mentary caadiiiato in that constituency, 
notwithstanding he bad a majority of 
some 700 vote* at the previous election. 
Thus do the " Canadians ser™
ietssnd from them dispeople of theUmtod
States might take a profitable lesson on 
this point.—Detroit Admrtittr.

The Public Accounts of the Province 
of Ontario for 1873 were submitted to 
the Legislative Assembly lut week. 
The total expenditure for the year was 
$2,460,212 23 against *1,847,956 57 in 
1872, an increase of *612,265 66. Of 
this sum 1*543,968 is represented by the 
following items, — Colonization Roads, 
$70,150; Public Works and Buildings 
(capital account),$287,625; Immigration, 
$101,428; Education, $41,703; Munici- 
palities Fund (a matter of account on­
ly), $43,062; Crown Lands, $9,776.

Murdoch. The promise was repeated 
to Bishop Tache, who, Riel further de 
dares, gave him personally, as a Cana­
dian Commissioner authorized to speak 
for the Government, “his word of honor 
“that a general amnesty would be pro 
“claimed before the installation of any 
“Canadian Lieut.-Goyernor.” That the 
amnesty thus distinctly premised by the 
late Government was not proclaimed as 
agreed upon, Riel says was owing to the 

‘fact that the fanatical Mackenzie and 
his company raised the prejudices of 

“Ontario, by crying out for death on the 
'murderers of Scott.” The document 

is of value in that it shows that Sir 
John promised the amnesty, and that it 
would have been proclaimed on the ar­
rival of Governor Archibald at Fort 
Garry, but for the opposition of Mr. 
Mackenzie and the Reformers of On­
tario.

There ts at present a bill before the 
Ontario Legislature to modify and im­
prove the School Law in some respects.
It proposes to remodel the Coi Belli of 
Public Instruction by adding t 
members, elected by ihe Public School 
Inspectors, the Teachers of the High 
Schools and the Teadhers of the Public 
and Separate Schools, respectively. The 
law for enforcing compulsory attend- 

at school is strengthed by the 
imposition of a rate of one dollar a 
month on all parents neglecting to give 
their children the benefit of the educa­
tional advantages afforded them by our 
school law. The Book Depositary sys­
tem at Toronto is so far liberalized as 
to allow trustees and teachers to pur­
chase prize books from booksellers under 
certain restrictions, the 100 per cent 
heretofore allowed by the depositary 
being paid them in cash. This is a step 
in the right direction. The book de­
positary however good it may have been 
at the time it was established, has 
ceased to fill the useful position it once 
did, and has become to a great extent a 
monopole, injurious to the general book 
trade.''4Ve are glad to see a change 
made that will give booksellers through­
out the country an opportunity of com­
peting with it. In this connection we 
had pleasure in perusing a letter ad­
dressed to Hon. Oliver Mowat, by GTM. 
Adam, a leading bookseller in Toronto, 
pointing out the evils and the expense 
the depositary monopoly. It is an able
production, and though wo cannot agree 
with all it contains it certainly makes 
out a strong case in favour abolishing 
the monopoly. The proposed legisla­
tion will we trust, have the effect of 
making our school system more efficient 
than ever.

Tfce Elections In England.
The returns up to last Saturday show 

thst 638 members have been elected to 
the British House of Cemmens of whom 
342 are Conservatives and 296 Liberals 
and Irish Home Rulers. It is thought 
that Mr. Gladstone will resign at once 
and it is also reported that he will be 
raised to the peerage. In «peaking of 
the result of the elections a contempor­
ary remarks,—

The defeat of the Gladstone Ministry 
at the polls, though not so complete ar 
that of Sir John Macdonald, is far more 
surprising And equally suggestive. No 
minister of the present century in Eng 
land has accomplished nearly as much as 
Gladstone has done during the last five 
years. He has abolished an established 
church, revolutionized the land law* of 
a Kingdom, given a school law to both 
parts of Great Britain, reduced taxation, 
paid off debt, carried on wars out of the 
revenue, introduced the principle of ar­
bitration for the settlement of interna­
tional disputes, and given the poor and 
dependent both$he protection and se 
canty of the ballot. Yet no minister 
who came into power with such a ma­
jority as Gladstone had, five years ago, 
has lost support more rapidly or has had 
hie triumph so speedily turned into 
humiliating defeat. He has alarmed the 
timid And comfortable with fears of revo 
lution, while he has disgusted oral least 
disheartened the dissenters—the ad­
vanced guard of liberalism—who have 
always been his most energetic and en­
thusiastic supputera.

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▲ Temperance Crusade.
During the last few weeks a remarka­

ble temperance crusade has been going 
on in Southern Ohio, and it is gradually 
extending to other places. The women, 
moved apparently by a sudden impulse, 
have undertaken to suppress the liquor 
traffic. Failing to influence the liquor 
dealers by moral suasion to abandon the 
traffic, they invade the saloons, hold 
prayer meetings in them and sing tem­
perance hymns. They keep up these 
demonstrations till the dealer is led to 
“surrender,” or till his place is deserted 
because people are ashamed to enter it, 
If the saloon-keeper has Intimation of 
the coining of these moral reformers and 
locks his dears and entrenches himself 
against them, they build a booth outside 
and hold their meetings there. iThe 
meetings are kept np all day and even 
ing by relays of women, and those who 
hays undertaken the work seem to be 
terribly in earnest. In soiie places 
business of all kinds is entirely suspend­
ed. the schools closed and the work pro­
secuted most vigorously. Hundreds 
have been induced to sign the pledge, 
and in one town, ont of twenty-three 
saloon-keepers, sixteen have giyen up 
their buiineu and become temperance 
men. Of course the action of these 
women is illegal, but where the authori­
ties have been appealed to they have 
declined to interfere, no doubt believing 
that the end justifies the 
Doubtless much good is being accom­
plished in the mean time, but we doubt 
if the benefit will be very lasting. Till 
publie opiniee is educated to ei 
point ee to consider the liquor traffic de 
grading and demoralizing, and till tin 
masses are brought to seethe eyil effects 
of dram drinking any 
snch as that going qn in Ohio, will se­

ed to a seat in the Dominion Parliament, 
would have to resign the local premier- 
ship.Dr. Helmcken probably trusted lli.it 
by raising a feeling he would be able to 
succeed to the position, but in th.it he 
has been frustrated.

LOSS $16,000,000. 
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To (he Chairman and memlxit of Oode~ 
rich Board of Publie School Trxutcc* : 
Gbntlmbn,—I have the honour to 

present iny annual report on the stitte 
of the Central and Ward Schools in the 
Town of Goderich, and in doing éo 1 hsve 
great pleasure in bssring testimony to 
the seal and energy of the teacher* gen­
erally, and also to the very satisfactory 
manner in which the pupils acquitted 
themeelree at the several examinations

_ je difficulties of introducing the new 
limit table have been overcome, and the 
school is now working in accordance 
with the programme of studies prescrib­
ed by the Educational Department. 
Three additions hare been made to the 
staff of teachers, the accommodation for 
pupils ie quite ample, and there is every 
reason to believe that our schools stand 
fair to equal, if not excel, thoee of any 
other town in the province- 

In August I had the honour to report 
the result of the midsummer examinat­
ions and in that report to speak in compli­
mentary terms regarding the work in 
a large number of the classes. In re­
torting on the Christmas examination 
am in a position to state that in all cases 

the work was well done and in some 
rooms a most decided improvement has 
been effected , since last examination. 
To show that the work in the school has 
been thorough, 1 may here state that 
at the last examination for entrance to 
the High School all the pupils going 
from it, with one exception, passed. 
This has not been the case generally, a 
very large proportion in many places 
having failed to make the requirer num­
ber of marks.

From the annual report prepared for 
the department we note that there were 
entered on the General Register during 
1*73, a total of 1082 names, 20 of these 
being over 10 years old. No. of girls 525, 
boys 557. The average attendance 
during the first six months was 693J, 
the last six months was 534J annual 
average being 6G9,

The number of pupils in the first class 
was 303, sepfad 243, third 317, and 
fourth 154.

Religious denomination of teachers is 
as follows: Baptist 1, Church of Eng­
land 3, Methodist 4, Presbyterian 5.

The accommodation provided in class 
rooms as required by law is sufficient 
far 1014 pupils.

The school is very well furnished with 
maps and apparatus, and the Library 
has supplied 621 books to the reading 
public during the year.

Two teachers resigned during the 
summer, and two at the end of the year. 
The number of changes is less than dur 
ing last year, and the school has gained 
in consequence, as frequent changes are 
very detrimental to the best interests of 
any school. It i» of the utmost impor­
tance that teachers be retained as long 
as possible, if a loss is sustained it is 
generally o:i the part of the children 
and parents.

The semi-annual examinations as 
usual have been conducted in writing, 
and at th# last examinât!^,4hs»ugh the 
action of the Board, I was permitted t« 
place printed papers before each candi­
date in the higher classes. This method 
giyes each p i pit a fair and equal stand 
ing with his follow, and I trust that^he 
success attending the last examination 
in this respect will induce the trustees 
to provide such papers at each su Use 
(uent examination,

I present fur your consideration the 
following tabulated statement showing 
the result of Lite examination as al»' 
the following as the number of promo 
tions at the List examination from each 
room.

The annual meeting of tho Dominion 
Telegraph Company was held in Toronto 
ou the 11th inst. The report showed 
that 400 milesxjf new line had been con­
structed during the year and 233 itiilcs 
of wire added to existing lines. These 
additions bring up the Company’s 
p<»le mileage*to 2,585 miles, with 4.574 
miles of wire,and 231 offices; 99,000 more 
messages were dispatched in 1873 than in 
1872. The general manager reported that 
590 miles of r.ewr pole lino and 1,000 
miles additional of wire would be need­
ed during the present year, and the 
directors were authorized to issue$109,- 
090 ne n capital stock, in such amounts 
as were needed for this purpose. Hon.

THE EXCITEMENT SUBSIDING.

Victoria, B. C., Feb. 11 .—On Monday 
afternoon citizens numbering nearly one 
thousand marched to the Parliament 
Buildings in an orderly manner, A large 
police force was on hand, but there was 
no disturbance.

Dr. Helinicken presented the petition 
passed at the meeting on Saturday, the 
germ of which was that this meeting 
deems it inadvisable to enter into any 
negotiations for capitalising the dry dock 
guarantee, or to borrow any money from 
the Dominion Government, until the 
scheme of the Mackenzie Ministry, for 
the revocation of the terms of union, 
shall be made known : and further, that 
is is distinctly opposed to the Provincial 
Government interfering in any manner 
with the terms, or agreeing-to any new 
terms offered by the Mackenzie Govern­
ment, until they shall have been submit­
ted to the people for adoption.

An application by the Ministry for a 
gunboat to be stationedvàt the Govern­
ment buildings was refused by the com­
mander of the fleet.

A resolution was also sent to the city 
members who support the Government, 
calling upon them to resign. The same 
afternoon De Cosmos resigned, and has 
since left the city, it is said, to stand for 
an outside" district for the Commons. 
To day, Walkein, Attorney-General of 
De Cosmos’ Ministry, was called by the 
Governor to form a Government, and it 
is understood that he makes no changes 
in the pcrsjnnelof tho Cabinet. Consider­
able excitement still prevails.

Mr. Horton, one of the leaders in the 
attack on the Parliament buildings, is 
out for the Commons, and Higgins, 
another leader, haying been threatened 
with arrest, publishes a card, accepting 
the entire responsibility of the démon­
stration. The House meets on Friday 
when the petition will be considered.

Government says, that nothing but dis­
solution will satisfy the country, and 
charges that the attempt to change the 
union was done to violate tho railway 
clause.

Mr. Lauder moved f<>r a return cf 
•.it-rs in Council, covrvspondenc^and

Loan Fund Readjustment Act of last 
session. He complained of delay in lay* 
ing this information before the House, 
and charged the Government"with alter­
ing thv schedules.

The Attorney-General rebuked Mr. 
Lauder for his indiscriminate attacks on 
the actions of the Government, and de- 
clarvd that the recklessness with which 
the charges of the member for South 
Grey were made, destroyed any confi­
dence the country might otherwise place 
in them. He quoted the Act of last 
Fossil in to show that full authority was 
therein given to the Government to cor­
rect any inaccuracies in the appropria­
tions under the Act, and assured the 
1 louse lie had been careful to observe 
closely the terms of the resolutions 
agreed to by the Legislature on which 
the Act w as subsequently founded.lt had 
hwn suggested by Mr, Lauder that the 
settlement with the municipalities in. the 
cmmty of Wellington had been made in 
order to atiect the late elections, but the 
Attorney-General showed that long be­
fore those events transpired, the matter 
ha l been in course of settlement.

In reply to Mr. Sinclair, the Treasurer 
explained under what circumstances the 
Railway grant was made to the munici­
palities above referred to, and not to 
the county of Bruce, which at one time 
was expected to receive it. He showed 
that the strict letter of the law had been 
complied with in awarding the money 
to the municipalities in question. Bruce 
had contributed not to the Wellington, 
Giey, and Bruce Road as a whole, but 
only to so much cf the line as traversed 
the county itself. Hence* it had no 
claim to the grant in respect of the 48 
miles from Guelph to Harriston, in 
which the municipalities mentioned had 
therefore participated.

Mr. Rykert argued that the altera­
tions made in the schedules showed they 
should not have proceeded in haste with 
such a measure. fle believed they 
would yet find the scheme iiStnature, 
and some of the appropriations moor- 
rect.

Bonkbee thought Government 
would act Wisely i( they submitted all 
the changes m the appropriations to the 
House before acting upon them.

Mr -Pardee said the Government 
desired that the people ehonld watch 
the,r proceedings. With respect to the

; .u’fwin and invested their surplus 
iiioiioy in bonds and stocks, when they

ii,_ and in o*her ways improving them. 
Tim country where we bad cast our lot, 
was a at and good one ; but there 
was. a great amount of ignorance rnani- 
fvstvil m regard to it in the Old Coun­
try, and even in the States, and many 
an.-urd ideas wore formed of it. He 
gave scyvral amusing illustrations to 
show this ; they were ignorant of its 
climate, hut we had no need to be 
ashamed of it, as be thought it was tlm 
best climate in the world, and passed 
an eloquent- eulogy’ upon the seasons as 
timv passed in grand procession ; and. 
as a fruit country, Canada was the best 
in the world. He contrasted our climate 
with that of countries where they had 
no winters, and showed that with all* its 
rigours it gave us advantages that were 
not possessed by them. Ho had travel 
I.d a good "deal but did not know a bet­
ter country than Canada in the world. 
The United States held out their vast 
prairies as inducements to immigrant*, 
but young and old would only require to 
spend a few months on them to be con­
vinced of the superiority of Canadian 
soil, and showed that the western farm 
er was unable to make farming par, as 
they bad too .much to pay for the ship­
ment of their grain, and their farms were 
as a consequence nearly all mortgaged. 
In many instances it cost them three 
bushels of corn to get one to market ; 
while they were almost destitute of tim­
ber. The speaker dwelt at considerable 
length upon the difficulties to be met 
with in connecting with farming in the 
west, and showed that the balance of 
advantages was y>n the whole on oui 
side, and that erroneous views of Cana­
da as a farming country were being dis­
pelled. He urged the cultivation of n 
national feeling ; thought thaêslow and 
sure progress was the best for countries 
as well «a® individuals. Every country 
hwl a peculiar style of-agriculture, and 
Canada’s was that of a new country, and 
it was an honor to those who had met 
the difficulties to be contended with and 
overcome them, lie ursred thq applica­
tion of manure, and the growing of root 
crops in order to preyent exhaustion of 
the hind, anil if f Armen went into délit 
it should be for manure. Farmers took 
much off their land, and something 
should be done to improve this state of 
things. China and Japan furnished ex­
amples in this respect. The Rev. 
gentleman then dxve’t en the soils and 
manures, and gave some good informa­
tion on these subjects, urging the com­
posting principle, and the application of 
leeched ashes as mallure and better til­
lage of leas land, aa tillage was almost 
equal to manure. Thistles and weeds 
should be exterminated ; Mr. Stirton's 
thistle Bill was a move in the right di­
rection, and if more farmers were sent 
to parliament, the interests of agricul­
turists would be better attended to and
