LETTER FROM FRENCH SHORE.”

Editor E‘ve‘nmo Tetearam

SIR,—As a result of the ‘¢ Bait Act” passcd
by a commercial principled Government we are
threatened by retaliatory measures by the
Freach. As tbis means enforcing their treaty
rights on the so-called Freceh Szuore, i is a
much simpler matter thaa the general publie
seem to think. Let any person take a map of
Newfoundlznd and beginning at Cape Ray
follow the coast-line of the west cosst until he
reaches Cape John on the east ¢oast, snd then
remember that on all this longshore, embracing
hal¢ of our entire coast-line, Francs claims the
exclusive right to fish, and remewber that they
not only claim the right, but have uiwass en-
forced it when they have seea fit.

Forty years ago they enforced their cinims
everywhere along the west shore, but iateiy they
have relaxed their vigilance. The failure of
the fisheries has led to the abandonment of
large areas to the English settlers. Remember,
the French never had or claimed to have any
rights to the land except for their use during
the fishing season ; in fact they always had to
leave Newfoundland by the 20th September
each year and could not leave even one man to
protect their property. But the fishing:
privileges they rigidly conserved ; they would
not allow the winter guardian .f their property
(always an Eoglishman) to c.ich fish except
for his winter use. Even the salmon rivers
were all claimed and fished by the French
until about twenty-five years ago when
they gave way on this point; siccz then the
salmon fisheries have been held by the settlcrs.
The Attorney General stands up in his place
and says, ‘“ We will allow the settlers on the
French Shore to sell bait.”” How the French
consul must smile : *¢ allow the settlers to sell
bait.”” Why the French can, by simply
enforcing their treaty rights, prevent the set-
tlers from hauling the bait. With the settle-
ments they cannot interfere, but they own the
water rights as they ¢laim exclusively. Again,
we are told that the French wiil aot b= allowed
ta establish lobster factories. Qae thing we
do know, that the French will ot aliow the
seitlers to establish lobster factories, except as
a favor in some unfrequented localities.

Some people talk about British gunbeats
protecting the British flag, &c., but how many
a poor Newfoundland fisherman could tell a
tale of being towed out of his v=n harhor by
French men-of-war. It has bcen done hun-
dreds of times, and will be done again. Not
more than three years since a whole fleet of
Newfoundland vessels were driven out of St. ]
John Islands Bay, and ignominiously dmen'
out too, by the French man-of-war, and when
they called on the British vessels for pretec-
tion they were laughed at and told they had no
business there.

Lt some of the Government memb. rs who
langh at French retaliation charter a vessel
and go on the so-called French Shore on a
fishing voyage for cod, lobsters, &c., and they
will come home wiser and sadder men.

The French have been attacked and defied
by the passage of the ‘¢ Bait Act.”” The fish-
ing interest is strong enough in France to

cause measures to be adopted for the enforce-
ment of their treaty rights that will bring pov-
erty and distress and consequent depopulation
to all the districts on the French Shore.
Whether they will enforce their righte, we can-
not say; but their rights have always been
allowed un the FRENCH SHORE.

He
finds companions in the rushing winds—the
sunny streams babble like Nature’s children at
his feet ; high above him, in the purple sunset,
are domes and minarets and palaces, such ss
no mortal man hath built, in and out of whose
flaming doors the glorious angels of the sun
do move continually. And then there is the

BE CALM, @TLEMEN <

IN spite of the very urgent nacessity that
exists for calmness and pradence in discessing
the question of Confederstion, we regret to
observe that already a comtrary disposition
manifests itself on the part of a certain sec-
tion of the local press. This is most unfortu-
nate, and can accomplish no ‘ earthly good ”
here or there. Tall, highfaluting talk about
selling the country snd ‘* taxing tBe people s
may sound very well in the ears of » few in-
terested parties, but in the opinion of all intel-
ligent men it has only the ring of the sound-
ing brass ” and the ‘¢ tinkling symbol.”

What we want, and what the people gene-
rally went, is to have the case fairly placed
before us in all its details, and then to be al-
lowed to base our verdict on the evidence ad-
duced. It is highly improper for newspaper
men, at thie ear]y stage of the discussion, to
give rein to their personal prejudices and pre-
dilections. No good can possibly he accom-
plished by such a course of conduct ; while, on
the other hand, recklessness in this respect
may seriously affect some of the most import-
ant interests of the country.

So far, we have only before us the despatch
of Lord Lansdowne to Goverxor Blake invit-
ing a delegation to Ottawa merely (o ialk over
the matter and hear the terms Canada j8 pre-
pared to offer. Surely there can be no harm
in this. We will be jast as free after the
proposals shall have been laid before us as
we are at the present moment. Where, then,
is the excuse for unseemly exhibitions by ibe
prees in this connection? Respectable New-
foundlanders everywhere will read with feel-
ings of indignation the insolent and iadecemt
remarks which have lately been made in re-
ference {0 the despatch alluded to.
Blake has o far acted in a constitational and
popular manner, not_only with respect to this
affair, but also in regard to every other matter

amongst us. Therefore, the insinuations in
qaestion are as uncalled for as they are vulgar
and disrespectful. Such proceedings tend to
show what little reliance can be placed upon
some people in times of emergency, and how
antagonistic their natoral inclinations are to
any and every movement having for its object
the unity and strength of the Empire.

Mind you, reader, the TELEGRAM is net an
advocate of Confederation. The fact is, we
have always been opposed to union with the
Dominion of Canads, and always shall be,
until it can be distinctly shown that the people
of Newfoundland generally wounld benefit by
such an alliance. And even then we shall
insist upon the question being fairly submitted
to the country, at a general election, after
ample time has been allowed for thoughtful
consideration. We can assure the different
districts, then, that there is no cause for alarm
at present. Nothing definite will be done
without consulting them. We say this, not
that we have any confidence in the men who
now direct our public affairs, but because we
happen to know that it is the wish of the Im-
perial Government, as well as the Government
of Canadsa, that, in any case, the people of
Newfoundland should decide this question for
themselves.

Just a few words more. Indealing with this
subject we should try to act an unselfish part.
If we cannot be entirely unselfish, let us en-
deavor to be as unselfish us we can, and, as
our Harbor Grace correspondent says in his
telegram of to-day, let us select the best men
we have as members of the delegation to
Ottawa, if we send any delegation at all. No
one has any confidence in the present Execu-
tive, we admit ; but there are other public men
with whom we may safely trust the interests
of the colony. Prominent among these
stand Sir William Whiteway and Mr.
Robert Bond, the incorruptible member
for Fortune Bay. The former, it is
true, has aiways been a confederate. Still we
muast not forget that he is a man of means,
with a heavy stake in the Commonwealth at

SUPREME COURT.

(PRESENT : THE CHIEF JUSTICE, [31R F. B. T. CARTER,
AND MR. JUSTICE LITTLE.)
O’Dwyer vs. O’Dwyer.

THE parties to this case are Mrs. O'Dwyer,
plaintiff ; and John O'Dwyer, defendant. Both
live together and up to the present have carried
on a licensed spirit retail trade in a store on
Duckworth Street near the Beach. Twenty
years ago they were married, at which time she
was doing a thriving trade in her own right,
being the sole proprietress of the business in
question ; and he had just relinquished the
occupation of a bread-cart driver. Asthe law
then stood, everything she possessed became his
and all he owned, which was nothing, was his
own. Sinee that time the accumulations of
the trade amounted to twelve thousand
dollars ($12,000), to which, although it was
earned largely by her own bard exertions, she
bad no title. This abnormal state of things
occasioned disagreements, and as by recent
'legislation a wife is permitted to own property
and oarry oa trade independently of any par-
ticipation or interest therein by her husband,
the plaintiff, Mrs. O'Dwyer, at last stood on
her legal rights. The result was that she
signed an agreement with him by which she re-
sumed absolute possession of the business in
consideration of her yielding up to him sole
possession of the twelve thousand dollars, and
also paying him one hundred pounds a year
for life. Rid of all legal verbiage, it is the
validity of this agreement that is now before
the Supreme Court, counse! for plaintiff con-
tending that it was in fraud of her rights as a
womsn, and from the faet of her acting without
independent legal advice that such an agree-
ment was signed by her.

James Dooley vs. Elias Goudie.

This was an action of trespass tried in the
fail term of the Supreme Court before Mr.
Justice Little and a special jury—a verdict
' was returned for the defendant. At the close
iof the term, the plaintiff obtained a rule nis:
‘calling upon the defendant to shew cause why
the verdict was entered for the plaintiff, on the
.grounds that the verdict was contrary to evi-
dence. In the post-terminal sittings of the

Supreme Court in January, cause was shewn
to the rule and it was argued both on the part
of the plaintiff and the defendant. To-day
their Lordships gave a judgment on the rule,
making it absolute, by stating that they were
all of opinion that the verdict for defendant in
this case should be turned into a verdict for the
plaintiff for ten cents damages.

A NEW STEAM LAUNCH.

A sTEAM launch of large dimensions is being
built at Mr. James Angel’s engine works,
Water Street, for Mr. Foote of Grand Bank.
It is 50 feet, length ; 11 feet 6 inches, beam;
and 7 feet 9 inches, depth. Her engines are
of the compound type and she will have a
speed of about ten miles an hour. She is
regularly fitted up with cabin and forecastle
and her hold will contain a large quantity of
merchandise. She will be employed in visiting
the three lobster factories owned by Mr. Foote
 in Fortune Bay and will facilitate their opera-
' tions and increase the qnantity of their output

to an extent that will more than compensate
for the extra cost of using steam. The enter-
prise shewn by our people in the lobster pack-
ing business is well up to, if not ahead of, any
similar display by our provincial competitors ;
and this past winter tens of thousands of tin
cans made by machinery have been tarned out
in this city by those interested in this trade.
So energetiecally has this field been covered that
some fear the trade is being overdone; but
there ought to be no fear of this, in view of
the fact that there are many new markets open
to the consumption of this class of fish, beside
the English. As well as the launch mentioned,
there are also four engine boilers and two
engines in process of manufacture at these
works, and business was never so good there
as at present, necessitating the employment’ of
additional workmen. Seventy hands all told
work there at present.

.

A sTRETCH of open water can be seen from Signal
Hill, extending beyond the limits of the ice-fleld,
which latter is less than two miles wide, A slight
off-shore wind would facilitate navigation.

‘It is true that the oatmeal millers have
formed an association and fixed prices on meal
sold in Canada ; but that does not affect the
price on meal exported out of Canada, and as
you do not belong to the Dominion, we can
sell at any price we see fit. We did not think
of this when making you the last quotation.
We are limited to a very small output, about
one-fifth of what we could make, and on all
over that we have to pay the association 35
cents per barrel ; so that we would save that in
selling to you. We would make the price to
you at 45 cents per barrel less than the asso-
ciation prices, and will also cut on the price of
our flour lower ihan we are selling for here.”
