The World’s
Deadliest Pooisn

Although it has been stated that 
hyoscin—first heard of (>y most iieople 
in connection with the Crippen case 
the other day—is the deadliest poison 
known to science, this is not quite 
correct.

It is true that no more than half a 
grain " is sufficient to destroy life, so 
that a single pound of tfie horrible 
substance would be capable of caus­
ing the deaths of more tl^an 16,000. 
But there are other clrugs ^hat are 
even more deadly, although luckily, 
they are never found outside the la­
boratory of the professional toxicolo­
gist

Tetanine is one of these. It is what 
scientists call a microbic poison, the 
product of the microbe of tetanus, or 
lock. A fatal dose of tetanine would 
be but a fifth part of a similar dose of 
hyoscin. Or .put another way, while 
a pound weight of hyoscin would suf­
fice to kill above 16,000 people, a 
pound of tetanine wquld kill over 75,- 
000. By actual experiment it has 
been proved that a fifteen-hundreth 
part of a grain of tetanine will kill 
a horse 600,000,000 times its own 
weight.

It is probable that this is the dead­
liest poison known, although there 
are several others that run it a fairly 
close second. For example, pure hy­
drocyanic acid (not that usually sold 
in chemists's shops, which is only a 
2 per cent, solution) is so- exceedingly 
poisonous that the mere inhalation of 
its emanations will causes instant 
death, and in fact, Scheel. its dis­
coverer, lost his life in this manner.

Woman’s Death Follow 
ed Quarrel Over 

a Cabbage.
CHARLOTTETOWN, Oct. 8—A war­

rant was issued to-day for the arrest 
of Victor Hudson, of Stanhope 
charged with having caused the death 
of his aunt, Johanna Hudson, on Tues­
day last. Mrs. McMasters, a sister of 
the deceased, told the officers whe 
went yesterday to investigate the 
case that after she had taken the 
cabbage from his field he followed 
her to their home. She barred the 
door, and a fight took place at the 
window between Johanna and Vic­
tor, each armed with sticks. The 
nephew f wrestled the stick from the 
old lady "And Mrs. McMasters went to 
the kitchen to get another. When she 
returned Johanna was lying insensi­
ble on the floor. Victor lifted her 
np trying, to restore her, but in vain.

The nephew denies that he struck 
her, but admits having quarreled over 
the taking of the cabbage. An in­
vestigation will be held at once. The 
two old ladies though very wealthy 
lived alone In very humble style. The 
doctor, who was called in shortly af­
ter the affair, pronounced death due 
lo heart failure, as a result of shock. 
He says that he saw no marks on her 
body.

Rat'Proofing a City.
San Francisco is being ‘rat-proof­

ed.’ The word has become part of 
the San Franciscan vocabulary, like 

! ‘water-proofing,’ and refers to a style 
I oi brick and concrete architecture 
I that is enforced by condemnation pro­

ceedings in portions of the city, until 
now the centres of rat population.

Eighteen months have passed since 
the last capture of a rat afflicted with 
the bubonic plague—the "Black Death’ 
of history, which fleas borne by rats 
spread to human hosts. But the fight 
to exterminate the rodents goes on. 
According to the report of Dr. G. M. 
Converse of the United States Public 
Health and Marine Hospital Service, 
the sewers are being poisoned and the 
rats are being caught in cages and 
snap traps at the rate of 8,600 month­
ly. In "Butchertown,’ in the congest­
ed Japanese quarters, and in the 
wholesale fruit and produce section 
oi the town, the ramshackle buildings 
are being rat-proofed in their base­
ments or entirely replaced with solid 
structures.

Wreck of the
Schr Torpedo

The crew of thé wrecked schr. tor­
pedo, whose loss we refer elsewhere, 
had a perilous time of it before leav­
ing her. She was coming from the 
Labrador coast to St. John's when she 
struck the big gale qf Monday night, 
about 20 miles south, of Groais Is. 
The vessel was badly battered In the 
e'ements. had all her canvas torn in­
to shreds and the seas made a clean 
sweep over her as she ran before the 
blast, everything movable was swept 
oft the decks, the booms were broken 
and one of the masts were sprung. 
While it was dangerous in the extreme 
for the men to hold the decks. The 
vessel laboured so heavily in the sea 
that the topping lift gave out, the 
sheets of the main boom pulled the 
sheaves out of the blocks, when they 
gave way the boom had full play and 
came very drear killing one of the 
crew named Snelgrove who was 
standing in the companion and haul­
ing him overboard. To make matters 
worse water was discovered in the 
hold, the vessels seams opened, and 
all hands had to man the pumps to 
try and keep her afloat. For hours 
the men worked hard at this, and on 
Tuesday it was decided to run her 
for St. Julien’s and beach her. About 
four hours before this was done the 
v.ater had gained so rapidly that it 
was over the cabin floor, and if the 
crew were compelled to .remain on her 
for an hour or two longer she would 
have foundered with - them and .all 
would' have gone to bottom with her. 
They beached her in a gulch, and the 
men had a very difficult task to get 
cut of her safely in the high sea 
which ran. Capt. John Cook who was 
in command of her, and who has 
made several foreign voyages, says it 
'K the worst experience he ever went 
through. He and his crew of 6 men 
lost all their clothing and effects, and 
the captain lost a'number of nautical 
instruments. It was a fortunate thing 
that the fish taken by the vessel was 
shipped away on the Labrador coast. 
She had a large quantity of oil’ on 
board and this was all lost. It was 
a difficult task to roufid the point off 
St. Julien’s. Had she gone in there 
all would have been loàt. Several 
other schooners were in company 
with the Torpedo and had their salts 
tern, booms broken and sustained 
other damage. The vessel was in­
sured in the Bonavista scheme.

Two were 
going to Musgrave and two to Trinity. 
They must have met the full force 
of the storm, as they did not have 
time to get to any port of shelter. 
The applications for insurance tend­
ered by Interested parties this morn­
ing would n9t be accepted.

Work 0! the Storm
The northeast gale which started 

this morning about one o’clock in­
creased in violence as the hours 
passed and was accompanied by 
heavy rain, alternating with snow 
showers. A tremendous sea runs out 
sjde and no craft could enter the Nar­
rows this morning. The sea runs 
away up on the cliffs at either side 
the entrance to port and a big swell 
is heaving In the harbor all day. 
Several schooners which left here 
last evening for the northward had 
to run back early this morning to 
the shelter of the port. In the lower 
part of the harbor there is a big un 
dertow running and vessels had to be 
given extra moorings to prevent their 
doing damage to the wharves at which 
they are tied up. Messrs. Walsh 
Kearsey and Squires, watermen, each 
had their boats destroyed by being 
beaten up against the breastwork of 
the King’s wharf at an early hour 
this morning. One boat was driven 
In from the collar out in the Nar­
rows and floated up the harbor hot 
tom up, while it is known that some 
of the stages and flakes on both sides 
cf the harbor are badly damaged and 
may be totally destroyed. The pilots 
owing to the big sea on could not a: 
tempt to run outside. The sea is 
sweeping in Blackhead and Fresh 
water Bays and it is thought will 
create much havoc in these places 
People who came in from Torbay this 
forenoon say that there is a terrible 
sea running in that section and they 
believe that there will, be a le petition 
of the destruction done there in the 
fall of last year. Several boats were 
broken up this morning and others 
swamped on the collars, and it is be­
lieved that mostly all the stages will 
be swept away at Torbay, Outer Cove, 
Pouch Cove and Flatrock. If such 
occurs it will be a great blow to the 
fishermen, as after last year’s storm 
all the stages were rebuilt in these 
places. At Blackhead and Petty Har­
bor the fishermen were up all night 
getting their boats up on the beach 
out of the reach of the sea. If a whari 
was erected at the side of Petty Har­
bor Gut it would be a great protec 
tion for the fishing boats in stormy

Sawdust Instead of Soap.
All kinds of dyes are now manufac­

tured from sawdust, and are both 
cheap and permanent. A pound of 
sawdust dye, for instance, costs only 
about half as much as the same 
quantity of logwood extract, while 
possessing four times the dyeing 
power.

Ordinàry sawdust is used by jewel­
lers to clean tarnished silver, and 
beech sawdust is the best polishing 
powder for gold. Sawdust is also 
used in laundries in lieu of soap, 
since friction with it is very efficaci- 

1 ous in removing dirt.
Tens of thousands of tons of saw­

dust are pulped and made into paper 
every year. Pressed into round 
moulds, it is made into stoppers for 
bottles, into flat moulds with dyes, 
it comes out in the form of coloured 
piaques and tinted wooden tiles. 
Sawdust Is now used for the cheaper 
kinds of linoleums, instead of the 
more expensive cork dqst, and tessel­
lated floors are laid with small blocks 
of coloured sawdust "granite," ar­
ranged in patterns.'

I egarded by owners of saw-mills as 
I io much waste, to be got rid of any-. 
I low, and as quickly as possible.

To-day all this is altered. Sawdust, 
o far from being looked upon as 
ubbish, is greatly prized, and is 
urned to account in a hundred différ­
ât ways in arts and manufactures. 
Sugar, for instance, is made from it. 

lo, too, is alcohol, which is, of course, 
he basis of all spirits. At a recent 
lanquet, attended by famous chemists 
rom all over the world, excellent 
brandy" was served which had been 
listilled from sawdust.

Gas for lighting purposes can be 
manufactured from sawdust equally 
is well as from coal. In the lumber 
egions of Canada, where sawdust is 
■heap and plentiful, many towns and 
/illages are lighted with sawdust gas. 
The mode of production is the same 
as is used for coal gas. The saw 
dust is baked in retorts, and yields 
>cm twenty to thirty thousand cubic 
feet of gas per ton.

What is known as wood-meal fod­
der for cattle is just sawdust, mixed 
into a mash with hot distillers’ wash 
and flavoured with rock salt. It can 
te fed to the beasts in its fresh state, 
or it can be dried and pressed into 
moulds like oil-cake, or it can be 
baked in the form of dough. Similar 
sawdust dough is made into bread, 
and eaten by the peasants in some 
ports of Russia and Germany.

Mortar made from sawdust is now 
largely used in building operations. 
Jn fact a house could almost be built 
of sawdust throughout, for there is 
sawdust stocco on the market, and all 
kinds of imitation wood is made of 
sawdust, from plain deal planks to 
the most elaborate oak and mahog­
any mouldings, ornamental doors, 
windows, and bo forth.

Then there is wood marble which 
Is used tor mantelpieces, and which 
la sawdust combined with ivory waste, 
and coloured with certain pigments.
