The s.s. Portia, Capt. T. Fitzpat­
rick, arrived here at l.s6 p.m. yes­
terday from the westward after a 
very stormy trip. leaving here on 
Wednesday, the 10th inut., she met a 
W.N.W. blizzard, and did' not reach 
Cape Broyle until 4 p.m., and then a 
terrific snow storm raged until 3 a.m. 
Thursday, the. 11th, during which time 
the ship lay in port. She reached 
Ferryland at 10 a.m., and then con­
tinued on to Fermeuse. She left there 
at noon and took 7 hours to get to 
Trepassey. Trepaesey harbor was 
filled with ice and the ship forced her 
wày to the wharf and landed 
her freight. There being only 11 feet 
of water there, the ship caught fore 
and aft and was aground for about 
an hour. Later the ship put out two 
anchors and rode out a heavy storm 
until 4 a.m. Saturday. Before she 
reached St. Mary’s another snow 
storm overtook her with a gale of 
S. E. wind, which lasted until 4 p.m. 
She then went up to Salmonfer and 
on returning to St. Mary’s went up 
to Riverhead and remained until 4 
a.m. Sunday, then started for Placen­
tia and was there at noon and had 
to haul to thé railway pier, the Roads 
being blocked with ice, and here a 
number of passengers were taken on 
board, including the crew of the 
wrecked schooner Portland. She left 
Placentia at 1 p.m.

Bait Depots
Required.

From Capt. Fitzpatrick of the Por­
tia we learn that there is plenty of 
codfish up on the West Coast, but 
during the past two weeks stormy 
weather has prevented the men get­
ting on the ground, except for two 
days. There is a fair complement of 
bait brought from Bonne Bay and Bay 
of Islands and a considerable reserve 
of salted squid. There are no her­
ring either at Fortune or Connaigre 
Bays and the outlook for bankers fel­
ting early bait is poor indeed. Capt. 
1 itzpatrick says it is a crime that 
there is not a supply of frozen squid 
in cold storage depots on the S. W. 
coast. These fish are on the coast in 
myriads from August until late in 
November, but beyond a few taken 
and salted, none are cured for bait 
purposes. Next spring fully 100 bank­
ers, he says, will be ready to prose­
cute the voyage by the latter part of 
February and the 1st March. Having 
no squid, these vessels, manned with 
3,600 men, will be idle for 30 days, 
whereas if cold storage depots for 
squid were in existence, they could 
go to the Banks with their fresh froz­
en squid and would take big fares. 
He thinks that each of these vessels 
in that period would average 500 qtls. 
cod, which would realize $300,000 at 
least if they had the frozen squid bait 
This is a - great loss both to the peo­
ple of the places along the S. W. 
coast and the country generally.

Household Notes.
A few drops of paraffine added to 

the shoe blacking will impart a good 
polish to damp shoes and also help to 
preserve the leather.

Combs will soon warp and break 
if washed with water.

Cables from Tunis give details of an 
engagement between the Turks, Arabs 
and Italian column near Ghirgarish, 
Oasis, 10 miles along the coast of Tri­
poli, reached here, show that at the 
time of fighting the Italian destroyers 
had temporarily withdrawn and boats 
laden with contraband approached the 
shore opened a heavy fire on Italian 
forces.

Son Vaf Sen 
4 s Prisoner.

Narrative of His Gaoler in Portland 
Place.

Chinas first President is about 45
ears old, and was born near Canton, 

the son of Chinese Christian parents. 
For years he has been an exile from 
China with a price of £50,000 on his 
head on account of his revolutionary 
propaganda. He was in America 
when the present revolt started, and 
came to London, leaving here for 
china on November 25 last. He ar­
rived in Shanghai from Europe re­
cently.

Some recollections of the time 
when Dr. Sun Yat Sen was a prison­
er in the Chinese Legation, Portland 
I’lace, are given by George Cole, who 
was then hall porter at the Embassy.

About October 9, 1896,” says Cole. 
"Sir Halliday Macartney, the English 
adviser of the legation, told me that

they were expecting a man who was 
a bit wrong in his head, but quit.» 
harmless, and that I ' was to find a 
room strong enough to hold him for 
a few days. Would I care to act as 
a warder to him? he asked, and I said 
‘Yes.’

“On October 11, about eight o’cldck 
in the morning, while I was cleaning 
the hall, three Chinamen whom 1 
knew—they belonged to the legation 
—came in with a stranger, took him 
into the morning room, and sent for 
Sir Halliday. He came, and in a lit­
tle while he rang for me, told me the 
man had arrived, and that I had to 
take him to the room (a bedroom on 
the fourth floor! and stay there with 
him all the time.

“Then, by Sir Halliday’s orders, I 
searched the man. He let me do it 
without any trouble. He had a lot of 
papers of one kind and another, 
which I sent down to Sir Halliday, 
and he had four £5 notes, two sov­
ereigns, and some odd silver. I was

] ordered outside while Sir Halliday 
Macartney and two members of the 
Embassy had a long Interview with 
Sun Yat Sen. Afterwards Sir Halli­
day said to me: ‘There is no doubt 
this man will ask you to take letters 
out and will offer you money. Take 
the money and keep it for yourself, 
but bring all the letters to me.’

Notes to Dr. Cantlie.
“Sure enough next day Sun Yat 

! Sen asked me if I could take out any 
j letters for him. I said no I was prac- 
; tically as great a prisoner as he was. 
j Could I drop them from the window" 

he then asked. I said I would do my 
j best. He wrote some, always putting 
! a coin in the envelope to weigh it. I 
sent them down at once to Sir Halli- 

j day.
“I had by that time come to the 

conclusion that he .was not a mad-, 
man. I as.ked him to tell me exactlv 
what he was there for, saying I would 
then consider whether I would take 
a letter or not. He was very grate­
ful. He pressed me to accept the £20 

; there and then, whether I helped him 
| or not, saying the notes were no use 
to him, as he knew he would not be 
there many days. I accepted the 
money.

“He told me a lot about himself.
I about what he. had been doing In 
I China, and about the narrow escapes 
1 he had had for his life. He gave me 
a letter to Dr. Cantlie. I managed 
to get out that night and consulted 
my wife, and then I decided to do it.

“On three occasions I took notes 
to Dr. Cantlie, and carried back a few 
words of reply written on a visiting 
card. Dr. Cantlie was in communica­
tion with the Foreign Office, and I 
told Sun Yat Sen that it would be 
many days before he was free."

As soon as the matter came to the 
ears of the Foreign Office, Lord Salis­
bury, who was then Prime Minister, 
and Secretary for Foreign Affairs, 
sent for Sir Halliday Macartney. Sir 
Halliday pleaded the doctrine of 
“extraterritoriality" — that is, the 
King’s writ does not run in a Foreign 
Embassy. Lord Salisbury made short 
work of this. In effect he said, “I 
have nothing to do with the Chinese 
legation, but you are a British sub­
ject, and if you don't release this man 
it will be worse for you.” This threat 
was effective. Two men were sent 
from Scotland Yard to the Legation 
and Sir Halliday Macartney was re­
quired to deliver the prisoner. He 
hamded the key of the room to one 
of the detectives and showed them

the -way upstairs to the room where 
Sun Yat Sen was confined. In a few 
moments Sun Yat Sen was conducted 
downstairs, a free man. None of the 
Chinese members of the legation ven­
tured to put in an appearance at the 
final scene.—Daily Mail.

That Accident on 
the Portia.

From Capt. Fitzpatrick of the Portia 
we learn particulars of the death of 
the map. Sesk which occurred at 
Ferryland on Thursday the 11th Inst. 
The man was a passenger or. the ship 
for Ferryland and had a skiff load of 
freight on board. He sent two friends 
who were on the ship ashore In the 
mail boat to call his sons and tell them 
To come with a skiff to take the freight 
and at 7 a.m. they loaded their skiff by 
the ship’s side. The man’s sons were 
hi the skiff and Sesk was on the deck. 
The second mate told the men to drop 
the skiff along to the ladder so that 
the man might get into the skiff safely. 
Instead Sesk caught a rope hanging 
over the ship’s side tod as he went to 
drop into the boat lost his hold and 
fell striking the gupwhale with great 
force. The mate called Capt. Fitzpat­
rick and told him the man’s head was 
badly cut and bleeding profusely. The 
man was not unconscious. He was 
taken from the boat and brought into 
the ship’s music room and Dr. Thomp­
son of Hermitage Bay who was a pas­
senger on board and Rev. Monsigttor 
Walsh of Renews attended to him. 
He was then wrapped up in rugs and 
quilts and sent ashore in the skiff. 
Neither the doctor nor the priest 
thought the man seriously hurt as he 
was conscious, but he died shortly 
after and before he reached his home.

Schooners Clear.
Seven American herring vessels 

which were frozen in at Bonne Bay 
since the 10th of Jap nary were towed 
out to open water by the S. S. Portia, 
Capt. Fitzpatrick, last week while the 
steamer was there on her regular call. 
Capt. Fitzpatrick took out a single one 
in the first tow and then two at each 
trip. It is likely that the vessels would 
be frozen in all the winter were It not 
for the action of Capt. Fitzpatrick. 
The vessels are loaded'With herring 
for the Gloucester njhrket.

She 
left here last Saturday for Pernam­
buco and in a storm with all sail set 
had her head gear carried away and 
jib-boom smashed off, etc.

WEST COAST FISHERY. — Very 
little fishing has so far been done on 
the S. West Coast the past two weeks 
owing to stormy weather. There was 

good supply of frozen herring 
brought up from Bay of Islands by the 
S. S. Portia. There is also an ample 
supply of salt squid on hand, and 
should the weather remain cool no 
doubt good work will be done.

HALIBUT FISHERY. — We learn 
from Captain Fitzpatrick that the hali­
but fishery on the West Coast has 
opened successfully. There is a good 
sign of fish on the grounds and with 
favourable weather the fishermen are 
hopeful of doing good work. At Fran­
cois Cove one boat’s crew have done 
remarkably well. There is a brisk 
demand for the fish just now in Nova 
Scotia towns.

On the morning of the 11th Inst, l 
sad and lamentable occurrence hap­
pened at Ferryland, when a fine 
sturdy fisherman, while trying to get 
his goods from on board the S. S. 
Portia, received serious injury and a 
chill, which resulted a few hours later 
in his death. The accident happened 
as he was letting himself down by a 
rope from the steamer’s deck to his 
own boat, which lay alongside, partly 
loaded with freight, and just as he let 
himself over the ship’s rail, the rope 
suddenly gave way, precipating him 
into the icy waters, his head striking 
the gunwhale of the boat in the de­
scent He waft immediately pulled 
out in a half unconscious condition by 
the men in hi» boat A storm, with in­
tense cold, was raging off shore at the 
time, and the Portia, being further off 
in the harbor than usual, considerable 
delay occurred before he was got on 
shore to warmth and medical treat­
ment. In fact, poor Sesk was chilled 
to the heart, and In as much danger 
from the chill as from his Injury when 
they got him to his home. Captain 
Fitzpatrick is blame# for the delay in 
the landing of the unfortunate man, 
and the fishermen of this place are so 
aroused over the state of affairs in 
general, which led indirectly to the 
untimely death of their comrade, that 
a public meeting was held here on the 
15th, when the following resolutions 
were drawn up and unanimously 
adopted:—

BE IT RESOLVED that we, the 
fishermen of Ferryland, deeply deplore 
the sad fate of William Sesk, one of 
our most Industrious and sober fish 
ermen, who died a few hours after re 
ceiving serious injury and a chili 
while trying to get.his goods from 
the S. S. Portia on the morning of the 
11th inst.;

BE IT RESOLVED, we claim that 
the late William Sesk was not under 
the influence of liquor when the fatal 
accident occurred;

BE IT RESOLVED, that we con­
demn the unkindness of Captain Fitz­
patrick, who refused, when asked by 
Sesk’s son, to move the ship near 
Messrs. Goodrdige & Sons’ wharf, to 
admit of his father being speedily 
landed to receive medical attendance, 
as there was a storm raging off shore 
and the men in Sesk’s boat feared they 
would not be able to reach land with­
out a lot of time being lost, they re­
alizing, and rightly so, that delay un­
der the weather conditions then pre­
vailing, would possibly prove fatal to 
the injured man;

BE IT RESOLVED, that we deeply 
sympathize with his widow and or­
phans in the loss of their bread­
winner, a good husband and a kind 
father;

BE IT ALSO RESOLVED, that we 
deeply deplore the want of a public 
wharf here and take this opportunity 
of calling upon our representatives to 
take this matter in hand during the 
coming season of the House of Assem­
bly;

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, 
that these resolutions be sent to the 
press for publication.
