In fact, you would |
find that an ice factory is very little |
colder than an ordinary City Office,
and in the engine room, where two
eLCIMOUsS ammonia compressors are
at work the heat is almost unbearable.

In the freezing room of the factory
there are fifteen tanks built under the
floor, each one being about nine feet
long, four feet wide, and four feet
deep. These are partitioned off by
walls of thin metal‘ into eighteen sec-
tions, known as “cells,” which are
filled with the water to be frozen. The
walls are quite hollow, and it is
through these that brine, which has
been reduced to' a temperature of
about fifteen degrees below zero, is
allowed to flow.

Immediately the walls are filled
with this brine the water round the
edges of the cells begins to freeze, and
as soon as it is all partly frozen, iron
hooks, neary a foot long are placed in
the water and allowed to freeze into
the ice. This enables the huge
blocks to be lifted from the tanks as
soon as the water is.(-ompletely fro-

This makes
the ice slide easily out of the cells on
to a huge crane, which places them on
a platform outside the room, and from
there they are loaded into the great
ice vans.

When the brine has reached a high-
er temperature, which it is hound to
do in performing its duty, it is pumped
back into the brine tanks and cooled
with ammonia, and then allowed to
flow back into the hollow walls of
the cells again. The presence of im-
purities always prevents freezing,
which accounts for the fact that the
temperature at which sea water
freezes is very much lower than the
freezing point of pure fresh water.
So, in order to free the water fl;()nl
air and all impurities, a small ma-
chine is kept swaying from side to
side at the bottom of each tank.

This motion keeps the water con-
stantly on the move, and drives all
the air and impurities to the surface.
Were the water kept perfectly calm
the ice would be dull instead of crys-
taline, and would take much longer to
freeze.

The ice made by this method is call- |
ed “cell-ice,”” and the average pricé of ‘
it is one shilling a hundred-weight.

Another, and perhaps a better qual-
ity ice, is that used by hospitals,
which is known as ‘“plate ice.”

All kinds of fresh water ice are ex-
tremely brittle, and huge blocks may
be broken into the smallest fragments |
by a needle or a knife being thrust
briskly in one side. And yet at the
same time the ice is remarkable for |
its plasticity, and it may be moulded |
into any form by the application of |
pressure. But salt water ice is found 5
much more difficult to break because
of the substance it contains. |

S. Sagona arrlved here at 9.30
last night from the Labrador and
brings very cheering accounts of the
fishery at that important place. From
Captain Parsons we learn that inter-
vals of dense fog made navigation dan-
gerous and this danger was intensified
by the presence all along of numerous
icebergs. For some time also heavy
rain was experienced and on Thursday
last a gale of wind from the N. E.
made matters very uncomfortable as
the Bhip came south. Saturday last it
was very foggy with a S. E. gale and
the ship time and again went in rail
under.

A Fireman's Daughter.

Miss Smith is the second daughter
of James G. Smith, superintendent
of the London Fire Department,
one: of the medal of honor men
among London’s fire fighters.

Mr. Smith is prouder by far of
his family of three beautiful daugh-
ters than he is of his own honors.
All three of them, the Misses Nellie,
Lily, and Gwendoline, have been
expert swimmers since infancy.

Lily by reason of her daring and
powerful build, began to display
championship calibre when very
young. Before she was fifteen years
old she earned the title of ‘‘champ-
ion of all London’’ in open comy.etit-
ion. Before she was sixteen she
accompained Jabez Wolffe for four
hours and half on his attempt to
swim the Channel.

Her record has been a continuous
seccession of triumphs, In 1907,
when seventeen, ghe competed a-
gainst thirt{ -four men in the fifteen-
mile swim from Richmond fo Black-
friars, beating twenty of them and
covering the distance in four hours
and eleven minutes. S8he was on this
occasion the first woman swimmer
to compete against men.

of the Past

The adverusement of one's personal
concerns is by no means, as some may
think, a modern usage. In the old
days there was scarcely a fashionable

wedding recorded that did not have,
as an accompaniment, an advertise-
ment setting forth the bride's. fortune.
Thus, in the “Gentleman’s Magazine of
March 15, 1735, one may find:—

“John Parry, -Esq.,- of ' Carmarth-
shire, married to a daughter of Walter
Lloyd, Esq., member for that county;
a fortune of £8,000.” ~

This was a regular custom in the
reign of George 11., and was continued
for a considerable time later. In 1731
you may find this advertisement:—

“Married, the Rev. Mr. Roger Waina.
of York, about twenty-six years of
age, to a Lincolnshire lady, upwards
of eighty, with whom he is to have
£8,000 in money £300 per annum and
a coach and four during life only.” In
the same paper is this:—

“The Earl of Antrim, of Ireland, to
Miss Betty Pennefeather, a celebrated
beauty and toast of that kingdom,”
which would seem to indicate that the
lady had beauty in place of fortune.

Towards the end of the century
such wedding announcements were
given with less glaring precision. In
the Gazette of January 5, 1789, you
find:—“Sunday, se'nnight, at St.

Aulkman’s Church, Shrewsbury, A. |

Holbeche, Esq., of Slowley Hill, near
Coleshill, in the county, to Mrs. Ashby,
of Shrewsbury, a very agreeable lady
with a good fortunme.” Or, “On Janu-

ary 3rd, at St. Martin’s Church, Wil- |

liam Lucas, Esq., of Holywell, in
Northamptonshire, to Miss Legge, only
daughter of the late = Mr. Francis
Legge, builder of this town; an agree-
able young lady with a handsome for-
tune.”

One of the latest of these personal
advertisements occurs in the Birming-
ham Gazette, July 14, 1800, being the
notice of the wedding of the Right
Hon. George Canning, Under Secre-
tary of State, to Miss Scott, “with
£100,000 for a fortune.”
