For the Foot Bath—A teaspoonful of fluid added to the water 
will be found most beneficial to those troubled with tender feet.

Laundrymen and Others will find that for foul and dirty linen 
an admixture of fluid sufficient to make the water milky will 
prevent any noxious vapour arising therefrom.

France, Nov. 8, 1915.
Dear Father,—It seems to me a long 

while • since I white you persorially, 
but nevertheless it’s not that I don’t 
think of you, for you are scarcely 
ever out of my thoughts.

You never fail to write me often 
and this I don’t forgèt, though it’s ut­
terly impossible for me to write you 
as often as I would wish. Place, con­
ditions and facilities for writing are 
the chief reasons for this, but never 
forget that I think of you all none the 
less.

I am writing this in my dug-out, 
just a small placé only enough for two 
of us to crawl in out of the weather, 
and often we are in the open; but we 
must only make the best of it all and 
let us hope there are better days to 
come. As I am writing our big guns 
are thundering over my head ; it 
shakes the ground where I am lying.

Father, war is hell, and it takes one 
who has gone through it to know. 
Now about my trip to London: Well, 
I must say that I spent the most en­
joyable time in my life there. I left 
the firing line on the 3 p.m. train Oct. 
3rd (Sunday), arrived at Boulogne, 
France,, on Sunday night at 9 o’clock; 
crossed by boat to Folkestone, Eng­
land, at 10 o’clock, took the train from 
there and arrived in London 3 o’clock 
Monday morning; cabled to Woodley 
^bout 9 a.m. same day.
* I left for the firing line again at 

5.40 Sunday evening, Oct. 10th, having 
spent a most enjoyable time in the 
city of London. The troop trains were 
given a great send-off. My friends in 
London wrote and told me it was a 
sight they won’t soon forget. The 
soldiers and civilians gave a tremen­
dous cheer as we moved out. . You 
could scarcely move through the 
crowds at the station. I know a little 
of London now, that being my third 
trip since leaving the land of the 
maple leaf. Tell mother I received 
the box O.K. containing the socks on 
Sunday afternoon, Nov. 6th, and I have- 
them on now, they are fine and warm. 
She can send as many pairs of them 
as she wishes, they are just he- kind 
one needs out here.

1 am sorry to hear of the death of 
poor Rupert Watts. Your letter was 
the first intimation I had of his death. 
He used to treat me good whenever I 
could go to s€e him, which was often.

Don’t fail to write soon. Please 
thank Mr. F. Sullivan and Master Hal 
Oke’for their presents and thoughtful 
remembrance of me on the battlefield 
of France. For now, good-bye, with 
love to all till we meet again.

Dominion War Loans.
Early in the year when 
the Government at Jiome 
found their hands full in 
financing the war for 
themselves and their 

weaker allies and in advancing loans 
to the Dominions, the Colon!». Office 
suggested to the Dominions that they 
should endeavour to float the loans 
they needed, and that they would ren­
der Indirect war aid to the Empire if 
they left London and the homeland as 
a preserve to meet the immense bor­
rowings which the War imposed on 
the home government. The Common­
wealth of Australia took the lead in 
raising a large sum within her own 
jurisdiction. Some months ago the 
Commonwealth Government determin­
ed to raise a hundred million dollars 
locally at 4% per cent. Twenty-five 
millions was issued as a first instal­
ment, and this was subscribed for 
more than two and a half times over. 
So assured is the Government of float- [ 
ing 'the whole of the $100,000,000 that | 
it is said a second loan for one hun­
dred and twenty-five millions will be 
proposed. The wealth of Australia is 
considerable. Its five million people 
at the end 'of last year had 425 mil- , 
lion dollars on deposit in the State 
Savings Banks, and the assets of the ( 
various Australian cheque-paying 
banks, including the Commonwealth 
Bank of Australia, amounted to over 
900 million dollars. The Labor Gov­
ernment’s of the Commonwealth have 
taken a clear lead among the Domin­
ions in organizing an army, a fleet and 
in local financing.

Turning now to the Dominion of 
Canada, we find that she has also been 
very successful in her financial opera­
tions. She raised her first war loan 
in New York. This was for 25 million 
dollars. She is paying Five per cent 
interest on it. She is now engaged in

tional Nickel, Imperial Oil Co., and 
the Commercial Cable Company. As 
the subscriptions offered were almost 
double of what was asked, the issue 
has been increased to $100,000,000. The 
feature of the Australian subscrip­
tions was the large number of small 
subscriptions.

tion of last year’s rules with few 
changes. In the Senate practically 
nothing was done except election of 
Senator Clark, Arkansas, President, 
pro tempore, Vice-President Marshall 
was absent because of the illness of 
his wife. Both Houses then after 
sending a joint committee to the White 
House to give official notice of the 
opening of Congress, adjourned until 
to-morrow, when the real business of 
the session begins with President 
Wilson's address to^ a joint session 
of the House at 12.30.

CONSTANTINE’S LATEST MOVE.
ATHENS, To-day. 

Constantine, King of Greece, re­
ceived the correspondent of the Asso­
ciated Press on Saturday and gave 
him a message for America on the 
attitude which Greece has assumed 
iu the world war and the reasons for 
the policy which has been folowed by 
the Greek Government. I am es­
pecially glad to talk for America, 
said the King, for America will un­
derstand - Greece's position. We are 
Loth neutral and are together deter­
mined if it is humanly possible not to 
court destruction by permitting our­
selves to be drawn into the frightful 
vortex of the present European con­
flict. America is protected from im­
mediate danger by the distance which 
eparates her from the battlefield. We 

too, thought that once, but the battle- 
eld shifted and may shift again. 

What is happening in Greece to-day 
may happen in America, Holland, or 
any other neutral country to-mor­
row, if the precedent now sought to 
be established in the case of Greece 
is once fixed. The interview with the 
King took place at noon in a smaller 
palace which is the King’s personal 
residence, and the audience lasted .an 
hour. From time to time emphasizing 
the earnestness and sincerity of what 
he is saying, ' he thumped the table 
soundly with clenched fist, despite 
the serious subject he was delivering. 
The fundamental cause of the entire 
threatening attitude of the Entente 
Powers towards Greece to-day and of 
the painful situation of my country, 
said the King, is the Entente’s own 
assumption without the slightest 
reason therefor, that Greece is ready 
to betray the Entente to Germany at 
the first favorable opportunity. It is 
reasonable to suppose such things. 
From the very outset of hostilities in 
the Near East, Greece’s neutrality has 
been stretched to the utmost to ac­
commodate the Entente Powers, for 
whom wé have always felt the keen­
est sympathy and deepest gratitude. 
The Dardaneles operations, were 
directed from Greek Islands occupied 
by the Allies' troops. When #ie Ser­
bians were endangered by the com­

bined Austro-German and Bulgarian 
attack, the Allied troops landed un­
opposed on Greek soil from which, 
with a second city of Greece as a 
base, they prosecuted not only unmol­
ested, but aided in every way. Finally 
I myself have given my personal word 
that the Greek troops will never be 
used in an attack on British forces in 
Macedonia, merely to allay unjusti­
fied suspicions. Yet despite all these 
evidences of the good faith of Greece, 
the Entente now demand in a form 
which is virtually an ultimatum that 
Greek troops be withdrawn from 
Salonika, and that means all Mace­
donia, leaving our population unpro­
tected against the raids by Bulgarians 
or all the horrors of war which lay 
Belgium waste, should the Allies be 
driven back within our frontiers. 
Just suppose the Germans were in a 
position to demand that your coun- j 
try concede the use of Boston or Sea- I 
ttle as a base for an attack on Can- ! 
ada, what would you say? And if all j 
your military experience and advice | 
your general staff told you that such j 
a landing was doomed to failure, be- ; 
cause made with an inadequate force 
and you realize that British troops 
in Canada would pursue the retreating 
Germans across to Boston, destroying ; 
as they went, would you accept the ! 
prospect without struggle? But had ' 
not Your Majesty German assurance 
that Greek territory will be rekpect- j 
ed? the King was asked. Of course 
and an Entente assurance too and 
similar assurance from Bulgaria, and j 
Germany, said the King, has given as- ( 
surance for herself and her Allies, 
but that does not prevent the German- 1 
Bulgarian armies, as a measure of 
military necessity, from pursuing the 
retiring French and British into 
Greece, fighting in Greece and turning j 
Greece into a second Poland. I have 
that assurance and also that Greek 
frontiers will be re-erected after the 
war, but that does not rebuild towns 
or compensate my people for months 
perhaps years spent living in misery 
and fugitives from their own land, 
when their country is not at war and 
had nothing to gain by risking devas­
tation. Why the Entente Powers 
treat we as if I were king of a central 
African tribe to whom the sufferings 
of his own people were matter of in­
difference. Having been through 
three wars I know what war is. I do 
not want q|iy more, if it can be hon­
orably avoided. My people do not 
want any more and if they and I can 
help it we shall not have any more. 
Then your m.v'csiy dries not believe 
thaf intervention poney cf fermer 
Pre. iier M. Venizelos, really express­
ed will of Greek people. I know 
it did not, replied king forcefully. 
When people re-elected Venizelos 
they elected him, not his policy. The 
great mass of the people of Greece 
did not and will not understand any­

thing about Venizelos’ foreign policy 
j They like him and they elected him, 
j but it would be the maddest folly 
assume that because they voted for 
man personally popular, they there­
fore, voted to throw country into the 
whirlpool of European war. They 

' did no such thing. War is the last 
thing they want. Ask them, they will 
tell you so. It is said that I have ex­
ceeded the constitution. What I have 

I done is to apply the constitution. Con­
stitution gives me power to dissolve 
the chamber to prevent just such dis­
asters as following the Venizelos pol­
icy would have proved 'at this junc­
ture. My duty under constitution 
was to exercise that power. I did ex­
ercise it and will continue it so long 
as it is necessary to save my people 
from destruction. Another thing I 
want to make clear, it is said that M. 
Venizelos with my assent invited the 
Allied troops come to Salonika. 
Nothing could be further from truth. 
M. Venizelos may have expressed per­
sonal opinion that if Allied troops 
landed at Salonika, Greece would not 
resist. How could she resist it, but 
that M. Venizelos ever as responsible 
head of the Greek Government form­
ally invited foreign troops to enter 
Greek territory is wholly untrue. 
Your Majesty believes the Allied Bal­
kan expedition is doomed to failure? j 
Certainly it is doomed to failure if 
undertaken with no more men than 
are now there or in the war. Britain 
does- not seem disposed to send an 
adequate force and France cannot do 
the job alone. The minimum army 
that can hope to accomplish any­
thing in the Balkans is four hundred 
thousand*men. As that number is not 
being sent that is my proof that it is 
Greece that must suffer. Greece that 
must pay for the failure of the Allied 
Balkan venture. If the Entente will 
assure me that when they are driven 
back in Greek territory, they Will 
consider the Balkan game ended and 
re-embark and leave, I will guarantee 
with my whole army to protect their 
retreat against Germans, Bulgari­
ans or anybody else and give them 
time to embark without being en­
dangered. Then I would be legiti­
mately protecting my frontiers. It 
would not involve Greece in further 
risks, more I cannot do. The En­
tente demand is too much. They try 
to drive Greece out of neutrality, they 
come into Greek territory and Greek 
waters as though they are theirs. 
At Nautlia they destroyed tanks of 
petroleum intended to kill locusts, on 
the excuse that they might be used by 
German submarines. They stop 
Greek ships, they run Greek com­
merce as they have done with Ameri­
can ships, too, they want to seize our 
railways and now they demand that 
we take away troops guarding Greek 
frontiers, leaving my country open to 
invasion or any lawless incursion. I

We shall protest to 
the whole world that our sovereign 
rights are violated, and shall resist 
pasively as long as we humanly can, 
from being forced by measures what­
soever into a coursé which we know 
will be prejudicial to our liberties 
and happiness of our people. And 
when you cannot hold out any longer.

WANT ARMY CHIEFS “SCRAPPED.”
NET/ YORK, To-Day.

A cable to the K -ra u from London 
this morning says: Responsibility 
for the repulse in Mespotamia, where 
the British forces were overwhelming­
ly outnumbered and were driven back 
by the Turks a hundred miles from 
Bagdad, the disaster at Loos where 
the British on the edge of a great vic­
tory were checked because reserves 
were not ready, the tragedy at Suvla 
Bay where the Anzacs were mowed 
down because the gallant landing par­
ties, it is alleged, were not covered 
by the protecting fire of warships, 
and lack of troops in the Balkans 
where the Serbs have been crushed 
by the enemy, will be the subject of 
questions in Parliament this week. 
The British press and public and mili­
tary experts are still unshakable con­
vinced that the Allies will win the 
war, but there is a feeling, and it is 
growing, that those responsible for 
the British disasters in the war on 
land should be “scrapped" in order to 
make way for those who have shown 
the initiative and won. That there is 
something radically wrong with the 
organization which has permitted 
blunders to be piled up “like Pelion on 
Ossa” is the opinion of nine out of ten 
Englishmen, and while there is a firm 
belief that the organization of a su­
preme General Staff, which is meet­
ing in Paris, made up of soldiers who 
have borne -the brunt of the fighting, 
will prevent a recurrence of blunders, 
there is a feeling that men responsible 
for them, no matter how high, should 
be forced to make way for others who 
have been tried on the battle fronts 
and not found wanting, but while this 
feeling is dominant, and there is small 
w’onder it should be, there is not the 
slightest evidence that Britain or her 
Allies think of making peace until 
Germany is thoroughly beaten. I 
know personally that England is full 
of officers and soldiers eager to fight, 
that hundreds of thousands of trained 
men are held at bases where’ they are 
“eating their heads off”, and yet Gen­
eral Townshend has been compelled 
to retire before an overwhelming 
force of Turks, and Generals .Sarrail 
and Mahon are hampered by a lack 
of reinforcements in Serbia.

Will Be Up To-Morrow

Edison on Cigarettes.
A writer in ‘Harper’s Weekly’ says: 

“Cigarettes are not mere rolls of to­
bacco. They are not drugged with 
expensive poisons as charged, but they 
have a peculiarity. The combination 
of burning paper and tobacco makes 
a compound which is neither tobacco 
smoke nor paper smoke, but has a 
name which chemisits know and a 
smell which everybody knows. There 
is not much of the new compound, 
but in what there is of it lies the 
idiosyncrasy of the cigarette. Thom­
as A. Edison may be supposed to 
know- what he is talking about when 
he sajre: ’Acrolein is one of the most 
terrible drugs in its effect on the hu­
man body. The burning of ordinary 
cigarette paper always produces 
acrolein. That is what makes the 
smoke so irritating. I really believe 
that it often makes boys insane. We 
sometimes develop acrolein in this 
laboratory in our experiments with 
glycerine. One whiff of it from the 
oven drove one of my assistants out 
of the building the other day. I can 
hardly exaggerate the darigerous na­
ture of acrolein, and yet that is what 
a man or a boy is dealing with every 
time he smokes the ordinary cigar­
ette.’ ”

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Letters and Parcels 
for the Dardanelles.
POSTAL ARRANGEMENTS.
I Daily Telegraph, Nov. 19.)

Mr. l’ike Pease, the Assistant Post­
master General, has made a state­
ment in regard to the postal arrange­
ments in the Dardanelles, in the 
course of which lie says :

I’nder existing conditions all let­
ters and parcels for the troops in the 
Dardanelles are despatched first of 
all to the base Army post office at 
Alexandria. Letters are forwarded 
with the civil mails for Egypt via 
Marseilles. Parcels are despatched 
by the long seà route. On arrival at 
Alexandria, the whole mail, both let­
ter and parcel, is carefully checked 
by the Army Post Office staff against 
the way bills which accompany it, 
and it is then sub-divided and reway­
billed for transmission to the Dardan­
elles.

For the transmission from Alexan­
dria onwards we are entirely depend­
ent on the transport service. The 
transports do not run at any regular 
intervals, and the time the mail may 
wait in Alexandria before it can go 
further may in certain cases be quite 
considerable. This particularly ap­
plies to parcel mails, as, whenever 
the accommodation in a transport is 
limited, preference must naturally be 
given to the more important letter 
malls.

From Alexandria to Gallipoli.
Transports from Alexandria, under 

present conditions, naturally take 
some time to reach their destination. 
When they reach Mudros Bay, Lem­
nos, where the advanced postal base 
is situated, the mails are again tak­
en over, and exhaustively checked by 
the postal staff, and transferred to the 
smaller fleet sweepers, which are re- 
gulàrly despatched from Lemnos to 
the various beaches in Gallipoli. 
Here, again, owing to the difficulties 
of transfer in an open harbor and the 
fact that often two or three trans­
ports with several thousand triail- ( 
1 ags arrive together, there is often 
r delay of two or three days. On 
reaching the beaches the mails are 
again transferred from the fleet 
sweepers to lighters, landed on the

ore, and carried up to the various 
Army post offices, where, after a fur­
ther exhaustive check, they are hand- 
' over to the post orderlies of the 
various units, who, in turn, distri­
bue the letters and parcels to the 
men.

The conditions are such that it is 
fi"; possible to give a service approxi- 
i uing in any way to that afforded in

anee, where the means of trans- 
j’oi t-are practically those of peace 
iifne. A letter can on the average 
hardly be delivered under three weeks 
while parcels may take four or five 
weeks, or in some cases even six 
weeks. It will be realized, therefore, 
that even in the letter post it is liard- 

- lv possible to obtain an acknowledg­
ment under about six weeks, while 
in the case of parcels the time may 
easily be seven or eight weeks.

Losses in the Post.
Of course there have been a largq 

number of complaints of loss of let­
ters, and, to a greater degree, of par­
cels despatched to the troops in Gal­
lipoli ; and a special study of the 
•vostion was made by one of the chief 
officials of the Post Office, whom Mr. 
Samuel recently sent out to carry out 
investigations on the spot.

So long as the mails are actually in

the custody of the Post Office loss is 
almost unknown. The records show 
conclusively that not more than one 
mail bag has been actually lost while 
in the charge of the Post Office 
through the whole campaign. Now 
and then there are cases in which mail 
bags are found to have been tampered 
with while on the transports, but the 
losses due to this cause are infinitesi­
mal. The real reason for the undoubt­
ed failure of a large number of mails 
to reach the addressees must be 
sought elsewhere, and it is due to two 
main causes.

The first of these is the inadequate 
packing of parcels. The public who 
send the parcels to the Dardanelles 
certainly do not realise that before a 
parcel reaches the addressee it is 
transferred from quay to ship, ship to 
lighter, &c., no fewer than nine times. 
Mr. Samuel hopes that a great deal of 
good may be done by the issue of a 
leaflet with detailed instructions as 
to packing, which he has decided to 
have distributed to everyone who pre­
sents a parcel for transmission to the 
Mediterranean.

The second cause of the complaints 
of non-delivery is the difficulty ex­
perienced in disposing of letters and 
parcels addressed to men who have 
been wounded and sent from their 
unit to hospital. There are at pres­
ent between 50,000 and 60,000 entries 
on the hospital list, and a number of 
men are employed for their whole time 
on keeping the list up to date.

Under the most favourable condi­
tions a parcel for a man who has 
been sent down from the front may 
not reach him in hospital until seven 
or eight weeks from the date of post­
ing, and unde$ unfavourable condi­
tions this period may be considerably 
increased. The news, therefore, of the 
arrival of a parcel cannot reach the 
sender in England until ten or eleven 
weeks‘from the time of posting. In 
the case of letters the delay is not 
quite so great, but it is still consider­
able. In many cases the wounded man 
has returned direct to England, in 
which case it is impossible to obtain 
the hospital address in Alexandria: 
and letters and parcels have to be re­
turned to the original senders, who, of 
course, only receive them many weeks 
after their despatch, and when they 
have long given them up for lost.

Acceleration by Transport.
One of the greatest difficulties of the 

service, viz., the very slow transmis­
sion of the mails, will shortly he re­
medied, as the French War Office have 
now kindly allowed us to make use for 
our letter mails of their transport ser­
vices running direct from Marseilles 
to Mudros. This will enable us to re­
duce the course of post by about a 
week. We have also been able to con­
cert arrangements with the Admir­
alty which will, it is hoped, enable us 
to make a similar reduction in the time 
of transmission of parcels. The ac­
celeration will react on the whole 
service, as it will, of course, not only 
allow of letters reaching the Dardan­
elles sooner than at present, hilt it 
will also ensure a correspondingly 
earlier return of letters for casualties 
to the base post-office, and a much 
prompter delivery of correspondence 
to patients in hospital.

It should perhaps be added that par­
cels over 11 lb. in weight are not de­
spatched through the Post Office, but 
through the Military Forwarding Of­
fice. They apparently take longer in 
transit than post parcels, and they are 
not delivered to the addressee direct: 
they have to be called for at some con­
venient point. ______________

Lord Haldane.
What He Knew in Berlin—Why He 

Did Not Tell the People.
(Daily Mail.)

Lord Haldane some time ago laid 
the blame of the Government’s inade­
quate military preparations on the 
people of the country for not insist­
ing on action by the Cabinet.

Last night he said that he brought 
back the “tip” from his visit to Ber­
lin (when Germany's plan to tie our 
hands in war was clearly shown), but 
told it only to the Cabinet, not to the 
people, or, as he said, “not to where 
it would simply leqd to mischief.”

Lord Haldane cannot have it both 
ways.

Lord Haldane, speaking at the 
Hampstead Garden Suburb Institute 
last night, said:

I have been criticized as not having 
warned my countrymen (after his 
mission in Berlin in 1912) and warned 
the Government about the war itself. 
My knowledge of what took place was 
substantial. Such information as I 
got—and I got a good deal—was care­
fully recorded and communicated 
without a moment’s delay to the Gov­
ernment of which I was a member. 
(Hear, hear.)

More than that, not only did we im­
mediately take counsel over what we 
ascertained, but we also took immedi­
ate action on it, and if we had not ta­
ken action on it you would not have 
commanded the seas to-day and the 
Germans would have been in Paris 
and perhaps in Calais. That did not 
prevent us from doing all we could 
ta try to get the ideas of aggressive 
policy of war out of the heads of oth­
er nations on the Continent. My 
most earnest desire weIs to keep 
peace, and I did everything in my 
power to keep it. (Hear, hear.)

But I was painfully conscious that 
there was at least the chance of a ter­
rible war, and I did all that in me lay 
to bring home that information, not 
to where it would sinmply lead to 
mischief, but to the minds of my col­
leagues and to those with whom I was 
working, with the result that at least 
we were not taken unawares, and we 
were able to mobilize not only the 
fleet but the army in the first mo 
ment of the outbreak of the war.

I do not want again to leave even 
a pretext for it to be said that warn 
ing has not been given. When the 
time comes and the records are dis­
closed warnings about the war and 
the steps that were taken will become 
known to the people. They are all 
there, and I am not in the least afraid 
of the advent of the day of judgment.

The rest of the speech was about 
the need for education to meet the 
situation after the war, “We shall 
be face to face with the advent of de­
mocracy, and let us see that we do 
our best to educate our masters be­
fore they can exercise the mastery ov­
er us.”

What Lord Haldane vy*te in the» 
Nation of August 7tfi' iSst, following 
his speech in the National Liberal 
Club to the same effect on July 5, 
was:

“The public did not insist that the 
unrest of Europe should be the fore­
most subject of political considera­
tion. . . . The democracy in
this country was not disposed to lis­
ten to the few who preached.”

CHAPTER IX.

There seems hardly a place around 
our Island that one may visit from 
which volunteers have not gone, and 
scarcely a home that is not affected by 
the call of Empire. And so we found 
it in our rambles, and sometimes un­
der most unexpected conditions. 
Hence while at Searston, when visit­
ing the church, we met one lone wo­
man who had come to pray. She 
showed the marks of anxiety in her 
face, though not very old. I was 
standing by the marble bust of the 
late Rev. Father O'Regan, and was 
reading the brass mural tablet close 
by when the good woman, having fin­
ished her devotions, passed by. On 
nearing me I spoke to her and told 
her that I had been acquainted with 
the rev. gentleman whose tablet I was 
reading. She at once told me of the 
young priest’s devotion to duty, and 
how he had built the church, and how 
in storm and tempest he had been lost 
with all his ship’s company.

She then spoke of the war, and how 
close it came to her heart, and how 
her only child had fallen in the fight. 
As she continued her tale she said: 
“and yet he was not my real child, 
sir, but not having any children my­
self I adopted him when he was a 
babe, and was left motherless, I rear­
ed him and trained him to be true and 
faithful to his church, and I thought 
more about him in a sense than if he 
were my own child. It broke my 
heart to part with him, and two weeks 
ago he died of wounds at Gallipoli. 
My name is Roach, but his name .was 
Fred Columbus.” I knew the wo­
man’s feeling well," and expressed to 
her my deepest sympathy, as one of 
my own sons had left the previous 
Wednesday for the front.

On leaving the church I went into 
a house on the adjoining property, 
and there, too, found a mother "whose 
boy was at the front’ She showed me 
his photo, and told me how she hoped 
for his safe return, and how hard it 
was to say “good-bye” to him. His 
father was dead and therefore she felt 
it all the more. And so the chapter 
runs on; the chapter of a thousand 
heart-breaks, the same the world 
over since man was created and will 
continue the same until the close of 
the volume.

All the while my uppermost thought 
was of thq young clergyman who went 
down into the sea, and who, amid the 
roar of the waves, faced the final sum­
mons. The bust in the chapel is of 
white marble and is very ornate aiid

well executed, and was made in Italy. 
The church is large and very com­
fortable, and stands upon one of the 
most suitable sites and most beautiful 
slopes that could be desired for a 
place of worship. The people atr 
tend from a radiius of-three or four 
miles, and fill the building to its ut­
most capacity. At the Presbytery we 
were well received by the Rev. Mon­
signor Sears, who, with his brother, 
has devoted his life to the good work 
of their high calling. The churches 
and the clergymen represent what is 
best in life, and every edifice that 
rears its steeple skyward, is a monu­
ment to their zeal, and a perpetuation 
of their faith.

At Little River a new church was 
opened by His Lordship Bishop Pow­
er, just before he took his departure 
for Canada, and as the place assumes 
larger proportions; other buildings of 
a similar nature will be erected. If 
the clergymen and the school-teachers 
keep in the van of colonization, then 
the right foundation will be laid, and 
the super-structure raise its walls an 
ornament and a stronghold.

The vicinity of Little River, as our 
readers are aware, is the rendezvous 
of the disciples of Isaac Walton. The 
locality is indeed an ideal one for the 
purpose, and one that offers many at­
tractions for the angler. To the man 
who is confined in an office, and who 
may be fortunate enough to get a 
week or two off, at no better place 
could he pitch his camp than near 
some of the “shady nooks” which 
abound along the shores of Little Riv­
er. A large increase may reasonably 
be expected in this direction, and 
every inducement should be held out 
so that these avenues of income may 
be more fully developed and the best 
possible returns received from them. 
The Game Board has done excellent 
work in this direction so far, and it 
is to be "hoped that they will be en­
abled to continue their efforts, for by 
so doing they both encourage tourist 
traffic and conserve the public rights. 
Sometimes there has been misunder­
standings as to the rights of sports­
men who visit our waters, and no lit­
tle time has been lost thereby; but 
the Game Board has adjusted many of 
these matters and now there is a bet­
ter understanding with the result 
that harmony prevails. Every avenue 
of revenue that our country offers 
should be availed of, and our sport­
ing grounds and salmon pools, and 
our trouting streams should prove 
very supplementary to the Treasury.

Spread. of education, moral suasion, 
and other influences tending to better 
the physical condition of animals.

Institution of agencies of the As­
sociation throughout the Colony to 
further its objects.

Enrolment as -members of persons 
who shall subscribe their names as 
such and who shall contribute, whe­
ther in monqÿ or in services, towards 
the advancement of the Association.

Prosecution of proceedings accord­
ing to law against persons violating 
the law relating to cruelty to animals.

Introduction of legislation to amend 
the law. y -

Receiving, collecting, holding and 
applying funds, donations, contribu­
tions, or legacies intended to promote 
the Society’s aims.

Taking over the duties and continu­
ing, and extending the operations of 
the Society, which since the year 
1888, has been established in the Col­
ony, and known as “The Society for 
Prevention of Cruelty to Animals,” 
etc., etc., etc.

For the information of your read­
ers, I annex hereto a Synopsis of the 
work performed by the Society last 
year. Let them carefully consider the 
data therein contained and judge for 
themselves whether or not the facts 
thus set forth show cause why the ex­
istence of this Society should be con­
tinued. The work that the Society has 
performed has been done under the 
handicap of a more or less limited 
membership, and this connotes the 
disability of laboring with scanty 
funds. Every earnest additional 
member obtained means not alone an 
increase in the revenue of the Society, 
but the additional security that the 
Society’s interests» are being protected 
and its aims and objects furthered by 
yet one other additional individual. In 
this way, its influence for good will’be 
extended, aqd as the " sphere of its 
usefulness Widens, so will tangible re­
sults become still more aparent, un­
til, perchance, thç time will come 
when the alleviation of the condition 
of dumb animals, their protection 
and humane treatment will no longer 
be ideals to be striven after, but re­
alities to be permanently fostered. 
With these objects in view steps are 
now being taken for the enrolment of 
new members. With the Society's re­
cord before the public detailed as 
above, 'may not one with confidence 
predict a practical public endorsa- 
tion of the Society’s efforts?

I would ask all members who have 
not forwarded their 1915 subscrip­
tions, to place them in the hands of 
the Hon. Treasurer with as little de­
lay as possible.

Let me deal with one other point: 
All criticisms, complaints, suggestions 
or recommendations, proffered by any 
bona fide person will be cordially wel­
comed, and, in fact, I would request 
all friends of the Society who, in their 
wisdom, know of any way in which the 
administration of our duties might be 
more fruitfully accomplished, to com­
municate with me. Their communi­
cations will be carefully considered 
and treated with the utmost confi-

Inspector visited steamship and rail­
way termini, with the object of see­
ing that every precaution was taken 
to ensure animals against accident or 
avoidable discomfort when being un­
loaded from steamers and trains, also 
superintended the housing, tying up 
and driving of animals, insisting upon 
proper food and wafer being supplied 
during transportation and on arrival 
at destination; 3,388 animals of all 
kinds were thus protected from risks 
and dangers that might eiftail suffer­
ing, He' was, moreover, responsible 
for seeing that animals were carried 
below deck in the winter weather.

The Workhorse Parade organized 
under the auspices of the Society did 
much by awakening sentiment and 
friendly rivalry to inculcate in drivers 
care and affection for their charges, 
and the realization that they are in­
telligent animals rather than unfeel­
ing machines without the right to en­
joy life.
