Italians Have Reoccupied all Ground

Held by Austrians.

Profound Dejection

in Vienna. Germans to Punish Russia.

WAR SUMMARY.

While the Italians ha;'e been busi-
ly engaged cleaning up the Piave
front gathering together the spoils of
war and making straggling Austrian
prisoneers, the American troops sta-
tioned in the Belleau Wood northwest
of Chateau Thiery have been devoting
their time to showing the Germans
again the fighting timber of which
they are made. Following up their
recent attack as a result of which
they occupied the wood in its entirety,
they have advanced their lines ma-
terially northwest of the wood and
took prisoners 264 of the enemy, in
addition to inflicting heavy losses in
men killed or wounded. The attack
was launched Tuesday night with the
purpose of driving out the few re-
maining nests of Germans in the wood
from which enemy parties eonstantly
were harrassing the Americans. It
followed a hurricane of artillery, the
intensity of which stunned even those
of the enemy who previous had gone
through the terrific drum fires of the

British and French. The hammering
of the guns was kept up for thirteen
hours before the infantry set out to
accomplish its task and the havoc
wrought by the American shells, many
of them of high explosives was evi-
dent from the number of enemy dead
strewing the ground, and the state of
the general demolition that prevailed:
The capture of Belleau Wood is of
considerable strategical importance
owing to the fact that the enemy hadi
been able to take positions on all
sides without further artillery. Its
northern edges also cammanded the
rear: behind, the enemy line running to
Chateau Thiery. All thé’ positions
held by the Austrians on the Lower
Piave constituting the Capo Sile
Bridgehead have been taken by the
Italians, and the whole bank of the
Piave is clear of the enemy. Aside
from the fighting there has been little
activity in the south section of the
Italian sector. In the mountains,
however, bombardments are in pro-
gress in many sectors and intensive
artillery operations are going on
along the whole front. The Rome
war official reasserts that all the ter-
ritory lost by the Italians to the Aus-
trians in the initial stages of the
fighting has been recaptured. On the
front in France and Flanders and in
Picardy, Allied troops have carried
out successful encounters against the
Germans.

AMERICANS ATTACK.

PARIS, June 26. (Official.)
American troops carried out a bril-
liant attack near Belleau Wood last
night, capturing 150 prisoners, one of
whom was a captain, according to the

statement by the war office to-day.

AUSTRIA DEJECTED.

GENEVA, June 26.

La :Suisse says it learns the Austri-
an defeat in Italy has caused profound
dejection in Vienna, where demonstra-
tions are taking place in the streets,
and at Prague, where the inhabitants
are demanding peace. The German
press is sarcastic concerning the re-
treat of the Austrians. As an exam-
ple the Stanz Zeitung asks, “Must
German troops be continually diverted
from the important Western front to
bolster up our weak Allies?” It is re-

PARIS, June 26. (Official.)
The French carried out a number of
raids during the night in the regions
of Mailly Raineval '(Somme gector),
Meliceuq (west of the. Oise), Vinly
(north of the Olignen River), and
northwest of Chateau, Thiery, and-at
Mont Carnillet (east of Rheims), cap-

turing prisoners and machine guns.

GERMAN DEPRESSION.

WITH THE BRITISH ARMY IN
FRANCE, June 25.  (By the Associa-
ted Press.)—The kAustrian reverse in
Italy is becoming|khown within the
German lines, and is causing depres-
sion, according to prisoners captured
by the British. The German soldiers
are surprised at the Austrian defeat,
as it was believed firmly that the of-
fensive movement, which was intend-
ed to administer a knock-out blow to
Italy, would be a complete success,
and thereby hasten an early peace.

THE AUSTRIAN ROUT. \

ITALIAN ARMY HEADQUARTERS,
June 26. (By the Associated Press.)
—_Under the fire of Iatlian machine
guns and artillery, which were brought
up rapidly, the. Austrian withdraw:al
across the Piave soon became 'a dis-
orderly rout. It is estimated the Aus-
trian losses total more than two hun-
dred thousand. It was a terrible sight
as the maddened Austrians fled under
the deluge of Italian bullets and
shells. They leaped into the river
and grabbed pieces of wood or any-
thing that would aid them. They tied
themselves to mules and horses, but
their efforts were in vain, for as the
enemy troops reached the opposite
bank they were again canght by'the
fire of the Italian guns which had
been trained accurately:on the east-
ern bank for some days. On the Mon-
tello the slaughter was terrific. Bod-
jes of Austrian troops were mowed
down almost in- their entirety at the
crossing at Nervesa. -Both banks of
the river were strewn with dead and
dying, while hundreds of bodies were
carried down in the current to the
sea. At one place the éorrespondent
counted three hundred bodies while
walking a distance of half'a mile. One
regiment of troops which originally
was composed of more than two thous-
and men, had left Monday morning but
eight or nine men to the company, and
these were prisoners. . Along the Low-
er Piave the Austrians found them-
selves, if possible, in a worse position,
and sustained heavy losses. A single
episode shows how and why the re-
treat started. On Satrday the Aus-
trian command’ sent the 91st Schuet-
zen Brigade, composed of regiments
numbeer 31 and 32, with orders: to
widen the Austrian breach at Lam-
pol and to do this at all hazards. The
brigade attempted to carry out this
order and fought like wild men, but
the Italian pressure was so terrific
that they were unable to accomplish
their object, which was to-succor the
Austrian divisions already surrounded
in this section. After six ‘attacks,
which continued Saturday night and
Sunday morning, there remained at 1
o’clock Monday only 90 men of this
brigade. The others were either pris-
oners or wounded or dead. The com-
manding officer- then committed - sui-
cide and the ninety men surrendered.
Yesterday was the anniversary of the
battle of Selferino, in which the
French and’ Italian armies defeated
the Austrians fifty-nine - years- ago.
The victory was proudly emulated by
the Italian army in the present fight-
ing. In fleeing, the Austrians left be-
hind them much war  material, the
enemy troops even throwing away
their rifles and hundreds of machine
guns which werec to have been us-
ed to protect the retirement. From
the first day of the offensive the Ital-
ian morale was of the highest among
both the troops and civilian popula-
tion. Venice apeared to be little con-
cerned over the fact that the enemy
was striking in her direction, only 20 |
miles away. To-day, however, Venice
awoke to celebrate the Italian victory.

SENSATION.

PARIS, June 26.

(Via Havas Agency.)—Acknowledg-
ment by Foreign Secretary Von Kuehl-
mann that Germany cannot be certain
of winning the war by force of arms,
caused an indescribable sensation in
the Reichstag, says a Zurich despatch
to the Petit Journal. His prediction
that the war might last through a fifth
winter was received in silence, and
there was much consternation among
the members of the right, The de-
bate which followed the Foreign Sec-
retary’s speech was very storfny, pan-
Germanism speeches being interrupted
by the left.

WARNING TO SHIPPING.

WASHINGTON, June 26.

Shipping operating in the area east
of longitude forty, between tne lati-
tude of Cape Race and Bermuda, has
been warned of enemy activity, the
Navy Department to-day announced.
No explanation was given, but a: re-
port of a German raider in that vicin-
ity was brought to an American port
yesterday by an incoming steamer.

DILLON’S VIEWS.
DUBLIN, June 26.

The Irish Recruiting Committee pro-
fesses to look for active support from
the Catholic Church and the National-
ist Party, said John Dillon, in address-
ing a meeting of the United 1rish lea-
gne here Monday night, but they will
get neither the support of one nor the
other until they hand over to Irishmen
the Government of their own country.
The Irish Nationalist leader suggested
that an all-Ireland conference be held
next autumn with the object of devis-
ing a scheme for national unity, re-
iterating that the Nationalists would
never adopt the aims and methods of
the Sinn Feiners:
ed that the Government was employ-
ing the Sinn Fein party in order to
create a situation which would . dis-
credit the Irish race throughout  the
world.

DISCUSSING IRISH QUESTION.
LONDON, June 26.

In appealing to the Government to
refer the Irish question to the Do-
minion Conference, former Premier
Asquith in the House of Commons last
pight said that the relation between
the two policies of Home Rule and
Conscription from the beginning had
appeared to him obscure and indeter-
minate to the last degree. He agreed
with everything the Prime Minister
had ‘said about the urgency for an
Irish settlement as a necessity of the
war, ‘and added: “I again venture to
put forward the suggestion which I
made to this House something like fif-
teen months ago. I would ask if it
is not possible, and I speak not to
Irishmen alone, to take advantage of
the presence herc of the representa-
tives of the great Dominions from all
parts of the Empire, to suggest, advise
and present some scheme of settlement
which might be acceptable to all par-
ties in Ireland and to the people of
Great Britain. I do not believe the Im-
perial War Cabinet could perform a
task more' vital to the interests of the
Empire, or more valuable to the pro-
secution of the war than to pave the
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Mr. Dillion dectar- ’

in trying to find a settlement He
would say to his fellow Irishmen,
whether from the north, south or west,
“For Heaven's sake vindicate your
country and your honor and take your
share in the war for freedom.”

| - Sir James H. Dalziel asked how long
,the Government was going ‘to allow
. the scandal of young men going to Ire-
tland to escape military service. Chief
! Secretary Shorrt, in reply, agrced that
the scandal existed for a cousiderable
time, but after consultation with the
law officers it has been decided to is-
sue immediately a proclamation call-
ing these men for service.

German Junkerism.

Dr. Von\Kuehlman, the German For-
ign Secretary, addressing the Reich-
stag on Monday, endeavoured to find
another scapegoat upon which to place
responsibility for the war and this
time fixes on Russia. This speech is
more characteristic than ever of the
made in Germany type and it is plain
that the Herr Doktor has heen in-
structed by higher authority. to make
this new departure. The German mind
is not easily comprehensible, but it is
wonderful how it persists in imagin-
ing that no one but Germany knows
anything of Germany. Having blam-
ed Serbia and Belgium, England and
France for instigating the war, and
having had, in each case, the accusa-
tion refuted, we now find that the
mind of the Hun has switched around
and the chief culprit named is Russia.
Shortly we may expect to hear that it
was America’s fault, as when Russia
proves that she was not the cause, it
will be up to the Prussian Minister to
nominate some other country. of
course it would not do to leave Eng-
land and France out of complicity in
the Russian attack n Germany in
August, 1914, consequently thcse Pow-
ers are named as being next in the
order of culpability. France played
the role of villian to Russia, and Eng-
lard’s policy has dark pages to show.
Each and every one of the allies had
deep and secret designs on the Ger-
man Empire, because of her wmany
successes in the world’s market, of
which thpgy were jealous; hence Russia
backed up by Great Britain and
France, attacked the peace loving
Prussians with the intention of put-
ting them out of business as competi-
tors. For home consumption this
must surely be intended. No sane man
weould expect trashy utterances of
this mature to be accepted seriously
outside Germany, and perhaps to-day
the masses of the people of that Em-
pirc are not necarly so credulous as
they were at the beginning of the war.
But the setting forth of Germany’s war
aims brings in a new phase of the
situation, .and none of the allied na-
tions will be sceptical of their true
meaning. The world has experienced
something of German Kultur and has
no desire to have it imposed on hu-
manity. The spirit of fair play, of
equality of freedom, of liberty, does
not nor cannot exist in a land whose
statesmen have lied again and again:
whose generals and soldiers have per-
petrated the most savage barbarities
on the peoples of the countries they
have overrun: whose admirals and
sailors have sullied the traditions of
the sea by their dastardly acts and
whose airmen takes a fiendish de-
light in bombing unfortified towns and
slaughtering innocent women and
children in cold blood. How can any
spirit of justice be found in a land
which rejoices over all the atrocities
committed by its forces in tke name
of war. And Germany’s war aims as
announced by the Von Kuehlman, are
“For the German people and our Al-
lies, a free, strong, independent exist-
ence, with boundaries drawn for us
by history. A desire for overseas pos-
sessions correspoanding to our great
ness and wealth and.the freedom of
the seas carrying our trade to all
parts of the world.”

Were any of these ever denied Ger-
many? Did she net possess them all
long ere the war cloud broke? Then
why the outlining of her purpose now?
If this foreshadows another peace of-

The Minister of Finance and Cus-
toms authorizes the announcement
that applications for more than
the two million dollars of the Victory
Loan, held for allotment in the Col-
ony, already have been received, and
that as it is desired to“accommodate
all persons who wish to participate
in the Loan, especially those in the
outports who have not yet had an
opportunity ©of forwarding their ap-
plications, the Government has de-
cided to increase the amount of the
Loan by Order-in-Counecil, so as to
accept all applications that may be
received up to the 27th of July.

He explains, that, in thus deciding,
our Government is following the
same policy as was adopted by the
Canadian Government in connection
with its first Victory Loan, when sub-
scriptions for fifty million dollars
were received. The Ottawa Cabinet,
in that case, decided by Order-in-
Council to enlarge the Loan to the
full sum, and the Minister of Finance
is very hopeful thmat in our own case
it may be possible to announce after
July 27th that applications for the
local part of our Loan will be for
hdquble the amount first offered and
reach the equally satisfactory total
of four million dollars.

Consolidated Statutes, ag
amended by Section 4, Cap. 9,
1899, will be enforced. Thig
Act provides that when any
birth takes place information
of the same shall be furnished
or posted within forty-eight
hours thereafter to the proper
officer appointed to receive the
same, under a fine not exceed-
ing $10 for every neglect to do
so.
The obligation to furnish
such information rests in the
first instance upon the father
of the child; or, in the case of
his death or absence, upon the
mother; or, in the case of the
inability of both parents, then
successively upon any person
standing in their place, the
nurse in attendance, or the oc-
cupier of the house within
which the birth occurs.

As the Office of the Registrar
General is situated in St. John’s,
it is ordered that the notifica-
tion of all births in the City of
St. John’s from 1st July next
shall be furnished or posted
within forty-eight hours there-
after to the Registrar General
of Births, Marriages and
Deaths, 268 Duckworth Street,
upon cards which may be pro-
cured from any Post Office or
Postal Telegraph Office in the
City. Such cards when filled in
and signed may be mailed free
of charge.

It is not intended that the
notification of births as set
forth ‘above shall interfere with
tlge reporting of births for re-
gistration at present -carried
out by the Clergymen, who will
still continue such registration,
transmitting a correct copy of
the same to the Registrar Gen-
eral as usual.

FROM A CANADIAN SOLDIER'S.
LETTER.

After a long period of heavy prain

{and -bitter cold the weather has chan-

ged at last.
of the birds hih;ecgz; o:n;h ihsmgm‘
e voice
of the turtle is heard in our land, For.
us there is no magic of spring; we
went to sleep in winter, and lo! we
have .awekened on a summer morn-
ing; where yesterday great lakes of
water were, to-day-green grass, sprin-
kled with unfamifiar flowers, is way-
ing in the balmy. breeze. A host of
little creatures have arisen with the
sun, and crawl, hop, fiy, and scurry
upon a thousand household duties.

After the weary sand of Sinai; after
the dust of Gaza; after the months of
fighting,.and these latter weeks of tor-
rential rains and biting cold, we lift
up our heads in thankfulness and feel
that life is good.

If I look out from my dugout I see
the barrenness and desolation of No
Man’s Land, its only crop the wire,
its only furrow a trench. But if I look
backwards I see green pastures roll-
ing down to golden sands lapped by
& wondrous sea. Yellow broom is
growing on the hillside with scent as
sweet as on the hills of home; the
grass is gay with tulips and lilies and
little dwarf sweet peas; and a multie
tude of wild flowers, strange to me,
but how familiar, I love to think, to
that dreaming Boy who roamed the
flelds by flowery Nazareth.

In a near-by lake frogs croak In
chorus all night long; sleepy tortois-
es bagk by my dug-out door; swift
flashing lizards dart past in the sun;
dragon-flies and droning bheetles fiit
through the air.

Through that same soft, warm air
there screams, alas, the blasting shell;
and the peace of the summer morn-
ing is }'iven by the ghastly rattle of
machine guns, or the loud hum of air-
craft high above.

You will not have leaped into sum-
mer as wo have, but we can envy you
for other joys. Here are no snow-
drops, fair maids of February, cool
and sweet im the dewy grass; no trim
array of gorgeous crocuses no yellow
primroses on the mossy braes; no
scented hawthorn on the hedges; no
tiny buds on the trees.

The graves around Jaffa were be-
decked for a brief day or two with a
wealth of lemon and orange blossom,
but these are gone like wedding flow-
ers, So, too, when the angry sun has
scorched the grass to brown, and the
parched flowers are all withered, and
a tortured world groans beneath the
flail, there will be sweet pink rose-
buds in English gardens, fresh leaves
on every tree, and fairy pools of dew
each morn on every blade of grass.
There will be fragrant heather on the
Scottish hillsides, dear homely flow-
ers in tidy gardens, long lingering
twilight in the summer evenings, and
cool, soft breezes whispering in-the
night.

Though one is thrilled by the his-
torical associations of Jaffa there is
little of interest to be seen. They
show you the house of Simon the Tan-
ner, but it is obviously only a few
hundred-years pold, though it is unmis-
takably in the tannery quarter. In
these narrow, ancient streets it is easy
to picture the great disciple preaching
His strange tidings to a wondering
crowd; see Tabitha sitting at her
door; see Jonah gazing on the restless
sea. What a history! . A.city before
the flood, sacked and destroyed times
without number, and always rising
phoenix-like from its ashes. Here the
stately galleons came IJaden with
riches for Solomon’s temple; here
Roman legions thundered; here
our own Crusaders came full of great
hopes. Here Alexander slaughtered
and Napoleon betrayed. All its con-
querors seem to have razed it to the
ground and left desolation and death
behind.—Canadian Churchman.
