|| Medical Men of St. John’s Strongly Commend Maternity Home Project to Favorable
Attention of Our People—Read Their Signed Manifesto Given Below.

SOME weeks ago, a number of the 
registered medical practitioners of 
the city of St. John’s attended by in­
vitation a meeting at the residence of 
Dr. Macpherson tx* consider the Sal­
vation Army proposition for a ma­
ternity hospital as presented by the 
representative of th#t organisation, 
Staff-Captain W. H. Burrows.

******
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The subject was considered first 
from the standpoint of necessity. On 
this point there was absolute agree­
ment of opinion and the following re­
solution was carried unanimously : 
“Thatfffie establishment of a matern­
ity hospital in the city of St. John’s 
is desirable and necessary and meets 
with the approval and support of the 
medical profession of the city.”

The meeting considered the ques­
tion of the attitude of those present 
as medical practitioners to the pro­
position that the Salvation Army 
build and administer such a matern­
ity institution. This point was fully 
discussed, the meeting being told of 
the experiences of a number of prac­
titioners in connection with the Sal­
vation Army institution now oper­
ated here. These doctors strongly 
commended the methods of the Sal­
vation Army in this connection, they 
claimed that the organization gave 
their patients the very best profes­
sional service and that they could be 
trusted to administer properly from 
every standpoint the institution in

which it was proposed to carry on the 
work on a larger scale an<j with even 
more up-to-date methods.

The following motion was then car­
ried : “That in the opinion of the medi­
cal practitioners of St. John’s the 
scheme of the Salvation Army for a 
maternity hospital is feasible, desir­
able and commendable.”

******
Now that the organizers of the 

movement «are about to appeal to the 
general public for support, the un­
dersigned registered medical prac­
titioners who approve of the scheme, 
think it advisable an<^ecessary,'for 
the assurance of the*success of the 
movement, to inform our citizens 
generally as to their reason for en­
dorsing the plan of the Salvation 
Army to construct a large, modern 
and well-equipped maternity hospital 
in St. John’s.

No reasonable layman, and certain­
ly no experienced medical practition­
er, can honestly declare that the 
necessity for a maternity hospital m 
St. John’s does not exist. Such an ift- 
stitution is the one great essential for 
coping effectively with the problem 
of healthy and comfortable mother­
hood of survival of new-born infants 
and of child welfare generally.

Our citizens know that one of the 
great obstacles to comfortable, and 
healthy living generally in this city 
is to be found in extremely backward 
housing conditions. And if these con­
ditions militate so strongly against 
the health of youth and adults it sure­

ly is evident that they severely tram­
mel both the mother and infant who 
are strugglin^towards health from 
the trials and extreme weakness of 
recent childbirth. There are hund­
reds of houses in St. John’s to-day in 
which unhealthy and uncomfortable 
conditions threaten to turn the scales 
completely against , the mother and 
the infant.

******

An adequate and properly conduct­
ed maternity hospital such as the Sal­
vation Army proposes to construct 
and maintain will give many of these 
people a fighting chance for life and 
for the up-building of health and 
strength to a degree commensurate 
with the trials and demands of after 
life. ******

The problem of obtaining properly 
trained nurses for service during con­
finement and for the treatment of 
mother and child afterwards, is one 
of the most difficult the medical pro­
fession of the city have to face. It is 
frequently impossible, (no matter 
what salaries are offered, or how de­
sirable the home conditions in which 
services are to be rendered), to ob­
tain efficient nurses to look after 
expectant mothers. The result 
is that there are now practising 
in the city and throughout the 
country, women who pose as mid­
wives, who have had neither the ex­
perience nor the training essential to 
the due performance of their most 
important tasks. With a maternity

home established in the city, the pro­
per training of mid wives can be un­
dertaken. This privilege would be one 
not only available to St. John’s but to 
all sections of the country, whence 
suitable women can be brought under 
government auspices, trained in the 
maternity home, and sent back to 
their homes, where their services 
would be available to the very large 
number of mothers who cannot get 
the skilled services of doctors during 
the confinement period.

It might be pointed out, too, that 
such a maternity home as the Salva­
tion Army proposes to establish here 
would also afford nurses in training 
at the General Hospital opportunity 
to complete their training on a basis 
which would afford them recognition 
in Canada and the United States, a 
privilege which the Newfoundland 
diploma does not confer on them, be­
cause they lack training in midwifery. 

******

From a professional standpoint 
there appears to us to be no real rea­
son for objection to be found in the 
fact that two classes of cases are to 
be treated at the proposed Salvation 
maternity home. The wards for the 
two classes are kept entirely distinct. 
Entirely separate staffs are maintain­
ed. Even the entrances are separate. 
There is as much reason for object­
ing to a general hospital because cer­
tain classes are admitted there as 
there is for objecting to a maternity 
home because in one of its depart­

ments rescue cases are looked after.
******

We regard the scheme of the Sal­
vation Army for a maternity hospital 
as feasible, because this organization 
has had practical experience along 
those lines throughout the world and 
has shown in its present institution 
its great capability for administering 
such institutions scientifically and in 
a generally satisfactory manner; we 
regard the scheme as desirable be­
cause of the great needs it will meet 
and satisfy; and we commend it be­
cause, in our opinion it will confer 
tremendous benefits upon all classes 
of our population.

We do not anticipate that the Sal­
vation Army institution will result 
in the complete abolition of the draw­
backs under which family life labors 
in this country. We do regard it as a 
step towards that desirable result— 
the first practical step that has been 
proposed. We are anxious to see this 
movement for a maternity home suc­
ceed, because the proposition is a de­
finite one and places within our 
reach means of early relief from 
many of the drawbacks under which 
mothers and children labor in this 
city and throughout the country 
generally.

For many reasons, therefore, the 
registered medical practitioners of 
this city urge upon the public gener­
ally the duty and the privilege of sub­
scribing to the fund now being raised 
for the erection and the equipment of 
a Salvation Army maternity hospital.

HUBDEB ON HIGH SEAS.

Overcrowding.

Editor Evening Telegram.
Dear Sir,—If the present habit of 

overcrowding amusement halls is to 
be permitted, this city will certainly, 
too soon perhaps, witness some ter­
rible horror or catastrophe.

During the past few weeks, I have 
visited certain of these places and 
was much alarmed at the toleration 
exhibited by the police in permitting 
such an outrageous violation of com­
mon sense conditions, for I under­
stand the police authorities are re­
sponsible to the public for the ne­
cessary precautions to safeguard hu­
man life in respect to these places.

I contend, Sir, that when the or­
dinary seating capacity of a hall is 
filled the police should see that no 
overcrowding Is permitted, not, as 
we see it now so often, with all the 
aisles and entrances and exits block­
ed beyond the possibility of a safe 
and orderly retreat in case of dan­
ger. And not alone this, but outside 
of these places solid masses of peo­
ple are permitted to form up, scores 
wide and hundreds deep, pressing so 
heavily against the entrance doors 
that were an alarm to be raised in­
side with a full house present, prob­
ably the great majority df human be­
ings therein would meet some terri­
ble fate before they could escape by 
way of the single narrow exit that 
alone seems to be provided. The 
police authorities should teach our 
people to line up in single file when 
approaching the entrances to public 
halls, railway ticket offices and such 
places, as is done in all civilized 
cities abroad, otherwise we run the 
risk of appalling danger as well as 
continue to be looked upon by stran­
gers as only semi-civilized In modern

"Let us remember:
“That the United States was not 

invaded by the Huns because of Great 
Britain's fleet.

"Let us remember all this and 
swear upon the swords which we have 
drawn In the name of Liberty, that: 
Our ears shall be deaf, our eyes shall 
be blind now and forever to all forms 
of German propaganda aimed to de­
stroy the friendship and the unity of 
two great nations, Great Britain 
and the United States."

We heartily congratalate the police 
on the stand they have taken in con­
nection with the article entitled “A 
Suggestion," published by us a day or, 
so ago. It had only to be brought be- i 
fore thë attention of the Inspector 
General to have new and much-needed

reached the point where patience 
ceasesXto be a virtue, and Germany's 
organised forces of land and air, are 
now to be demobilized under the 
direct supervision of the army of oc­
cupation, and none will he allowed to 
retain arms, excepting the few 
divisions for police work and to 
keep down any internal disorders that 
may arise. At the beginning it was 
thought that as demobilization pro­
ceeded the allied troops could be re­
duced in proportion, sufficient how­
ever being kept in Germany to ensure 
safety of command, but this has not, 
so far, been found practicable, the 
récent disorders and strikes, coupled 
trfth Spartacan and Bolshevik out­
breaks requiring that ample armed 
ttttces be maintained to cope with 
gpy soldiery the revolutionaries may 
be able to bring to their side. The 
cost of upkeep of the allied army in 
Germany is tremendous, and Britain, 
France and the United States would 
be glad indeed if any diminution of 
their forces under arms could be 
made without jeopardising the gains 
already to their credit.

Of course it Is obvious that the Ger­
mans have been playing a big game 
of bluff, but at the same time there is 
a peril in not calling their hand. Poli­
tics, too, have been introduced in the 
game, not national, but purely of the 
party form," In order if possible to 
catch the populace, who no matter 
how they suppress their feelings, yet 
regard with hate those, whom they 
certainly consider the Invaders of 
their territory. Again there is reason 
to believe that the present German 
Government is not so democratic as 
it would have the world believe, that 
it has assumed the gulee of democ­
racy, hoping thereby to make better 
peace terms with the Allies than are 
outlined in the general programme. 
Those who have studied German ac­
tivities declare that since the signing 
of the armistice, there has not been 
any sign of repentance on the part of 
the German people, or any indication 
that the peoples at large fee) that the 
German nation is a criminal one, or j 
one which deliberately sinned against j 
civillytiion and humanity to an extent j 
unknown in history. The infamous j 
Count Bernstorff has been very prom- • 
inent in ruling circles at Berlin and : 
his activities are being looked upon 
with suspicion and distrust by those 
in close touch with doings in the Ger­
man capital.

That thé Allied Military Chiefs have 
now come to realise German decep­
tion and procrastination to its full Is 
evidenced by the demand for the im­
mediate delivery of all German ship­
ping, and their determination to in­
sist on Germany carrying out the con­
ditions of the armistice as a prelimin­
ary to the conclusion of peace. Force 
is the only thing comprehensible to 
the German mind, and by applying 
the screw only will the Allies be able 
to show Germany that she must fulfil 
her contract

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Evangelists in 
Newfoundland.
A Review of Their Work.

We have now written of the prin­
cipal Evangelists who have visited 
our city within the past forty-three 
years; and we trust that what has 
been said was worth while. The sec­
tors In those scenes have mostly pass- 
edaway, and only a small percentage 
of our readers will recall those events. 
Personally I met all those people of 
whom I have written, and their faces 
are still fresh in my memory, and 
their various traits of character are 
well remembered. I learned a great 
deal from them; and having spoken 
in public myself for most of the peri­
od mentioned, I have had a special in­
terest in such people, and have been 
a sort of fellow-worker with them.

Those were the prominent men of 
their class; but there were others 
whose names are worthy of being 
mentioned ; and who, though their 
stay was brief, rendered masterly 
service. Foremost among these 
stands the world-renowned name of 
Mark Guy Pearse. None but have 
read and heard of him, but not so 
many of us have heard his voice, for 
it is only by a rare chance that such 
masters come this way,' and when 
they do come, the field is too small 
for them to stay very long.

It is some fourteen years since 
Mark Guy Pearse honored St. John’s 
with a visit; and the lectures which 
he gave at that time must still be 
fresh in many minds. If nothing else 
be remembered, the vast assemblage 
of people who sought entrance to his 
meetings, will be sufficient memento 
to his popularity. Of his lectures, 
two stand out in bold relief, as mas­
terpieces of oratory, and as up-to-date 
subjects then; and the same would 
apply to them now. One was his lec­
ture on “Christian Socialism,” and 
the other was that of “A Bit of 
Bread.” The first aroused a keen in­
terest among those who lean to ex­
treme socialistic views, and who, be­
cause of their extremes, are carried 
away with their own particular side 
of the question.

One particular statement of the 
lecturer was very obnoxious to these 
friends, and in conversation with 
some of them afterwards, they repu­
diated the principle which the great 
man had stated. Here is what he 
said: “Socialism aims to pull down 
that which is up; Christian Socialism 
aims to lift up that which is down.” 
A few such sentences, aà that, embody 
a great amount of hard fact, and they 

* go to illustrate the greatness of the 
man of whom we now write. The 
sentence is pregnant with meaning 
to present day disputes, and it was 
the utterance of such sentiments, and 
.'the authorship of such sentences, 
both in print and on the platform,

that gained for Mark Guy Pearse, 
that fame, which is so justly his.

The second topic seemed a rather 
simple one on the face of it; but 
when the master touch of the lecturer 
had presented it, there was a dignity 
and a value attached to it, which at 
once elevated it It was only a bit of 
bread; and yet upon that apparently 
insignificant factor, depended the life 
of the whole world. To have listen­
ed to the story of the evolution of a 
bit of bread, from its first stages in 
the sowing, until, and all through, its 
last stages in the reaping, was to see 
how really great the bit of bread is, 
and how really small, and utterly de­
pendent, a man is. At the time it 
looked that way; but the late war 
has confirmed all that the good man 
said; for the whole world has learn­
ed the value of a bit of bread.

Such men as Mark Guy Pearse ever 
stand out as leaders in their calling; 
and every generation is the richer be­
cause of their work. The last half 
of the nineteenth century produced 
many such great men, among all the 
churches, and their impress upon so­
ciety has been deep and abiding. In 
Church, State, Art and Literature, 
these master minds have ruled ; and 
all their teaching has been in the 
march of advancement. No mere su­
perficial theories did these men 
teach. They penetrated into the cer­
tainties and meanings of life; and im­
parted the highest ideals to the peo­
ple.

Some people say that the first half 
of the twentieth century, so far, has 
not produced such a great class of 
men of this character, as was pro­
duced in the last half of the nine­
teenth century. This opens up a big 
question. True it is, that there is 
more invention, and that education is 
more generally advanced, and that 
science is daily adding to its laurels ; 
but, confining the question to its lim­
its, have the churches and the states 
as many great and outstanding lead­
ers to-day, as were in evidence a 
generation ago? A man to lead to­
day should be greater than one who 
led in the past. The people are not 
so confiding now as they were, and 
that which drew the crowd once, has 
lost its attraction. A man great in 
the past would not be so great at the 
present; and it is beginning to look 
as if the people intend to do more of 
their own thinking than they have 
hitherto done—such at least is the 
tendancy of modern education.

But whatever turn the wheel may 
take, and whatever power Democracy 
may attain unto, it must still stand a 
principle among men, that somebody 
must lead; and it is of these leaders 
we have been writing, and foremost

Heroes.

Editor Evening Telegram.
Dear Sir:—Please allow me space

Crowds were 
around awaiting to hear the whistle 
of the train, or the faint sound of 
sleigh bells in the distance. All at 
once sleigh bells were heard, but 
great was the disappointment when 
it was found to be some one coming 
bringing the news that the train with 
the boys would not be due until 10 
o’clock next morning. It was a very 
disappointed crowd who then wended 
their way home to wait until the next

morning. However their patience 
was rewarded the next day at 11 
o’clock, when the train whistle was 
heard at the station. We knew it 
would take about an hour for them 
to drive out, and quite a crowd gath­
ered around to await their coming. 
When suddenly the joyful sound of 
sleigh bells were heard, and we could 
see them coming In the distance, 
cheers arose from all present, 
and I tell you It was an exciting 
time when the sleighs with four of 
our boys (one stayed behind at St 
John’s) stopped right in the midst of 
the crowd.

But with all the 
joyful excitement, there was still a 
sadness as the father of two of our 
brave boys, "who had made the Su­
preme Sacrifice,” went forward with 
tears rolling down his cheeks to wel­
come home the companions of his two 
dear lads who had lost their lives. 
On Monday, Feb. 17/ the W.P-A. gave 
a reception in the schoolroom in hon­
or of our returned heroes, when the 
boys and their parents with a number 
of other friends, about 100, sat down 
to a hot dinner at 7.30 p.m. After 
dinner was over (and I think it was 
enjoyed by all), ice cream was serv­
ed to the guests, and after the tables 
were cleared the doors were opened 
for all who wished to come in to the 
entertainment, when the following 
programme was rendered :

Song, “Welcome Home,” by Mr. and 
Mrs. Arnold.

Chorus, "Three Cheers for the Red, 
White and Blue.”

Recitation, Mrs. E. Sweetapple.
Address, Pte. John Wells.
Solo, Mrs. B. Burry.
Recitation, Miss Maggie Arnold.
Chorus, “Hard Times Come Again 

no More.”
Several other pieces were prepared, 

but owing to the lateness of the even­
ing we had to cancel them. Pte. 
Wells gave us a very interesting ad­
dress, and showed some curios, 
among them being a German helmet. 
He told us that he took it from the 
head of a German. Some one in the 
audience asked, “What became of the 
head,” at which Jack (as he is most 
commonly called), turned. and said, 
Ah, that’s telling,” and we were left 

to form our own opinions as to how 
he got it. The young people were 
then given the use of the school for 
games, etc., until 12.30, after which 
hour all dispersed’feeling quite tired 
out, but delighted with the evening’s 
programme.

Coal-tar—a cheap by-product in the 
manufacture of ordinary gas—is an ■ 
exceedingly complex organic com­
pound, out of which the chemist seems 
to be able to dig almost anything he 
wants, from a dye to a perfume, from 
a disinfectant to a grease-spot eradi- 
cator, and from a pain-killing drug to 
a war explosive.

It is almost a century since naph­
thalene was first derived from coal- 
tar. We are most familiar with it to­
day as the substance out of which 
moth-balls are made. But from it have 
also been obtained some beautiful 
colour dyes—buttercup-yellow, a vari­
ety of scarlets, pinks, and greens.

Known to Every Household.
Next came benzine—discovered five 

years later, in 1825. There is a little 
bottle of it In every household be­
cause of its property of dissolving 
fats, and therefore effective as a re­
mover of greage-spots. What is known 
as the “dry-cleaning” process—a mys­
tery to most folks—is simply washing 
with a mixture of \strol and benzine 
soap.

Many years ago a clever chemist 
was trying to make an artificial quin­
ine from benzine treated with nitric 
acid. In this attempt he failed, but to 
his great surprise his process yielded 
cheaply and in quantity, “aniline"— 
the stuff that is to-day the source of a 
whole rainbow of wonderful dyes.

In My Lady’s Boudoir.
From benzine also is derived an 

artificial oil of bitter almonds,. used 
by the hundreds of tons - for the 
sçenting of soaps. And likewise ob­
tained from coal-tar—black and evil­
smelling—are many exquisite per­
fumes, such as “white heliotrope,” 
for my lady’s toilet.

Most widely used of all coal-tar 
products is carbolic acid. It was the 
original germ-killer,. the first one 
used by Lister as a disinfectant in 
surgery.

In conclusion it may be pointed out 
that your gas has been of such poor 
quality during the war because many 
ingredients previously allowed to 
remain were extracted to enrich the 

i coal tar from which superlatively i 
high explosives were manufactured.

PRISONER ON HUNGER STRIKE.
PARIS, March 6.

M. Jonuent, manager of the news­
paper Libertoire, who was arrested 
after the attack on Premier Clemen­
ceau, as the result of the discovery 
In a secret printing plant of a block 
used for the reproduction of a leaflet 
supporting Bolshevism, is on a hun­
ger strike. He began it because his 
demand to be treated as a political 
prisoner was not granted. To-day j 
was the fifth on which he had not 
eaten. Forcible feeding has been 
proposed by the prison doctor, but 
the prisoner's lawyer has entered ob­
jections to this, characterising it as 
“degrading.”

PRESCRIBING BT WIRELESS, e
V NEW YORK, March 5.

The wireless telephone and wireless 
telegraph were used in mid-ocean by 
Lieut Commander A. E. Younie, Sen­
ior Surgeon on board the transport 
Sierra, to prescribe for patients on 
the transport Powhattan and the Brit­
ish steamer Pollac, which were many 
miles away. The Sierra, which ar­
rived here to-day with the Powhattan 
received a wireless message in mid­
ocean from the captain of the Pollac 
saying that one of his crew had been 
taken ill. The message gave symp­
toms and asked for diagnosis and 
treatment Acting on this informa*- 
tion, and subsequent messages con­
cerning the sick man’s case, the 
Sierras’ doctor prescribed treatment 
by radio, and at last reports the sick 
man was considerably improved in 
health.

PARIS, March 5.

The French Government is asked to

‘causing devastation in the occupied 
regions of France, in the report made 
by Senator Reynald, on behalf of the 
Senate Committee, which recently 
visited the devastated districts. The 
report asks for the ' Government to 
call the attention of the Allied pow­
ers to German methods of destruc­
tion, and urges the Government to 
obtain restitution of stolen property. 
The Government is urged to hasten 
material réconstruction and to aid the 
economic life of the people affected.

CLERGY FOB ORDER.
OMSK, March 5.

After having remained neutral for 
two years, the clergy in the govern­
ment of Omsk is now bitterly attack­
ing the Bolsheviks. It has gone .com­
pletely over to the cause of Admiral 
Kolchak, Governor of the Government 
of Omsk, and is expressing its senti­
ments in a manner which has deeply 
impressed the entire country.

NEGOTIATING A SETTLEMENT.
NEW YORK, Mar. 5.

Traffic in New York harbor re­
mained virtually tied up at the enl 
of the second day of the Marine 
Workers strike, but James L. Hughes, 
medator of the Department of 
Labor, reported to-night that pro­
gress had been made towards effect­
ing a settlement between the rail­
road administration and its employees 
who man forty per cent of the craft, 
but private boat owners and their 
men, apparently, were as far as ever 
from an agreement. Railroad ad­
ministration officials met a committee 
of the strikers in the offices of J. 
Stone, Federal manager of the Erie 
railroad late to-day. After the con­
ference Mr. Hughes announced that 
“very satisfactory progress was made 
towards a settlement of the contro­
versy, and a further meeting will be 
held to-morrow.”

NOON.

GOVERNMENT RETAINS CONTROL.
WASHINGTON, March 5.

The Government to-day determined 
to retain control of the railroads, de­
spite the failure of Congress to pro­
vide funds for the railroads’ adminis­
tration, and to have the roads finance 
themselves for the next few months, 
through private loans on the open 
market or through advances by the 
War Finance Corporation. Efforts 
will be made to maintain operations 
on a normal scale, and to carry on as 
much of the improvement programme 
as possible, in order to avoid throwing 
employees out of work or otherwise 
disturbing industrial conditions. No 
attempt will be made to solve the 
problem by raising rates.

MUST BE PAID FIRST.
LONDON, March 5. 

(Via Reuter’s Ottawa Agency.)- 
Replying to a deputation from the 
Mercantile Marine Service, in regard 
to reparation to relatives of sailors 
murdered during the war, the num­
ber of whom, the spokesman of the 
deputation estimated at 20,000, Pre­
mier Lloyd George, yesterday, paid a 
tribute to the heroism of the mercan­
tile marine in saving Great Britain 
from starvation and the Allies from 
collapse. He denounced German sub­
marine warfare as the most cruel and 
infamous exhibition of piracy ever 
seen, and announced that the British 
delegates to the Peace Conference 
had 'been instructed to submit, as 
their first demand, full compensation 
for losses at sea, including compen­
sation for' other expenses. He con­
cluded by urging that claims be im 
mediately submitted to the Foreign 
Office.

AQUITANIA LIBELLED.
NEW YORK, March 5.

Three libels were filed here to-day 
against the s.s. Afiuitania and the Cu­
nard Steamship Company, in connec­
tion with the sinking in New York 
Bay on February 28, of the freighter 
Lord Dufferin, rammed by the Cu- 
narder. The Aquitania, scheduled to 
sail from here to-morrow noon, was 
placed under attachment pending de­
cision in the Admiralty Division of the 
Federal District Court to-morrow on 
the question of jurisdiction.

BERLIN, Mar. 5.

Thé' Vorwaerts, the Socialist organ, 
reports that the result of the secret 
ballot taken on the strike issue in 
eighty Berlin plants, shows that more 
than twenty thousand workers were 
opposed to, and that 7,900 were in 
favor of a strike. The workmen in
