A LIGHT TO SHINE OUT OF DARKNESS-
The fire which laid the Methodist College in ruins on Mon­

day last has been referred to as a disaster, and a disaster it was 
without a doubt to the Methodist body in particular and to the 
community in general. Having recovered, however, from the 
immediate effects of the shock, and having witnessed the prompt 
and businesslike manner in which the College authorities and 
their supporters have applied themselves to the task of reor­
ganization, the community has reason to feel proud that the 
same indomitable spirit is as strongly in evidence to-day as in 
the past, and that difficulties, however insuperable they may 
appear at first sight, are but turned to account in climbing to 
heights of greater achievement.

The fire which brought destruction in its wake* kindled at 
the same time a train of thought in the minds of many, which, 
if by God’s grace it may lead to practical results, will turn the 
disaster into the greatest blessing that could befall this country. 
To our mind there has been no time in our history more oppor­
tune than the present moment to take definite action with regard 
to the question of inter-denominational education. Not only is 
the time ripe for such a movement, but circumstances urge the 
necessity for it. Not only do circumstances urge, but duty 
points that way. It is a grave issue upon which we are called to 
give a decision, but other countries have been confronted with 
the same problem and in the actual tackling of it have found 
that the mountains of difficulties have proved nothing more 
formidable than crumbling mole hills.

We refer to it as a grave issue, not because of the difficul­
ties that have to be overcome, but because of the responsibility 
which will be ours of perpetuating a faulty system by failing to 
avail of the opportunity when it was within our power to discard 
it.

Few will deny that the educational system as it applies to 
the whole country leaves much to be desired, but even our most 
outspoken critics will readily admit that the failure of the sys­
tem has not been due to lack of effort on the part of the differ­
ent denominations or even to parsimony, and in these days at 
least, the wretched educational facilities cannot be said to reflect 
indifference 6n the part of the community to the value of educa­
tion. What then is the reason for our failure to raise the stand­
ard to the level which has been reached in other countries ? 
Surely it is that our effort has been individual effort, that it has 
lacked the factor essential to success in any great movement— 
UNITY. We have unity of purpose ; we are each striving to reach 
the same goal ; we are all urged by the same high lofty motives, 
and yet we have individually and collectively failed to accomplish 
our mission.

Glance for a space back over the most momentous event 
which occurred in our own lifetime, the Great War. Year after 
year Britain and her gallaqj allies hurled themselves without 
counting the cost against a foe which presented a solid front. 
At last the day came when it seemed that their heroism and 
their sacrifices were to avail them nothing, and that the result at 
best could only be a stalemate. Then urgent necessity and com­
mon sense providentially overcame petty jealousies and preju­
dices, and to unity of purpose and unity of motive was added 
UNITY OF EFFORT. From that hour victory was only a mat­
ter of time.

The position in St. John’s to-day is practically analogous to 
that which existed on the western front, and if the various edu­
cational bodies will take the lead in uniting forces now, it will 
not be long before the same system is applied throughout the 
Island and we shall have triumphed over our greatest weakness.

Methodist College is a heap of ruins and must be replaced 
at all costs by a larger and more modern building. Bishop Feild 
College has outlived its usefulness as a building, and in a short 
time a new school must be built to meet the needs *of the present 
day. In both cases the initial outlay will be heavy, and from 
past experience it is only too evident that when the buildings 
have been erected, it will be a practical impossibility to make 
them self-supporting. Further, in striving to keep down expen­
ses, the governing bodies will as in the past be compelled to 
economize on staff and equipment, thereby placing a check oh 
the essential development of the institutions.

A United College offers a solution of the practical difficul­
ties, and if these were all that have to be overcome, it would be 
comparatively plain sailing. What appears to be the insurmount­
able obstacle is the question of religious teaching. This, how­
ever, is hypothetical rather than actual. In fact in a 
community where religious feeling is so strong, it is 
safe to say that this important subject would be more 
effectively taught than at present. With the children 
all' assembled under one roof, the opportunities for in­
structing them would be far greater than they are to-day, and 
a far more systematic method could be devised than has hither­
to existed. Anyone who is familiar with the personnel of the 
various Colleges is aware that the students are by no means all 
of the same denomination in the one institution, and that when 
religious instruction is given, care is taken to separate those 
whose doctrine differs from that which is being taught. The re­
sult is that the few receive no instruction whatever and at the 
same time an undesirable distinction is made between the one 
fold and the other. ,

Chief among the considerations bearing on this issue is the 
question of elementary education. There are centrally situated 
Colleges in the city, but the East and West Ends are under a 
great disadvantage in the way of educational facilities. Tiny 
children, no matter what/the weather is like, have to travel back 
and forth practically four times a day to reach the colleges. 
With an elementary school situated in the East End and another 
in the West, and the same system and curriculum as that of the 
college operating in both, the hardship at present imposed would 
be obviated, educational facilities would be placed within the 
reach of everyone, .and there would be no further excuse pos­
sible for any child to grow up handicapped by illiteracy.

There are too many aspects of this important question to 
enable one in a separate article to deal with them fully, but we 
trust that what has been said here and elsewhere will sufficiently 
intensify the keen interest which is being taken to move to de­

heart. The time fqr action is now, if ever, and it behooves us to 
seise the golden opportunity which is unlikely to come again inx 
our time. Were a round table discussion arranged in the first 
place by representatives appointed by the different educational 
bodies, and in the event of a workable arrangement being de­
cided upon, a public meeting called to ascertain the real feel­
ings of the community in the matter, there would then be some­
thing of a definite nature to lay before the various authorities 
with whom the decision finally rests, and can anyone doubt the 
outcome?

SHADOW BRUSH PASSES DYER 10 
MILLIONS.
NEW YORK, Jan. 24.

A rapidly vanishing streak of dark­
ness was daubed to-day over 4,000 
square miles of Canada and the United 
States, and a partial streak over a 
much larger area in the path of the 
celestial shadow brush formed by the 
Sun and the Moon. Thus was this 
morning for the first time In modern 
days the aspects in the largest city In 
the United States, much of New York 
State, parts of -eight other States, 
Minnesota, Michigan, Wisconsin, 
Pennsylvania, New Jersey, Massa­
chusetts, Connecticut, Rhode Island, 
and a part of Canada, the Province of 
Ontario, The solar eclipse affected ac­
tivities of more than ten million peo­
ple living in the totality area. Strik­
ing the earth at Red Lake, Minna., 
the Moon’s shadow, about 100 miles 
wide, swept eastward in a curve at 
the rate of 4,200 miles an hour to the 
Atlantic Ocean. Aeross the Atlantic 
It moved to disappear Into space at a 
point near the Shetland Islands after 
streaking the earth for 3000 miles.

REICHSTAG ADJOURNS FOR TEN 
DAYS.

BERLIN, Jan. 24.
Having heard the program of the 

new government and registered its 
approval of the ministry’s policies as 
enunciated by Chancellor Luther yes­
terday, the Reichstag voted itself a ten 
day recess to-day, adjourning until 
Feb. 3.

U. S. SENATORS CLASH OYER 
FRENCH WAR DEBTS.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 24.
The Senate again debated the 

French War Debt to-day with Chair­
man Borah, of the Foreign Relations 
Committee, reiterating his declaration 
that France made no unrepaid gifts 
to the United States Colonies during 
the revolutionary period. Taking ex­
ception to the speech delivered by 
Mr. Borah yesterday, Senator Bruce, 
Democrat, Maryland, read a letter of 
Benjamin Franklin, expressing appre­
ciation for a French gift of six mil­
lion livres. "How can anyone read 
these stirring yrords,” asked Senator 
Bruce, and not feel the same appre­
ciation, or Indulge in the historical 
misinformation such as put forward 
by the Senator from Idaho? Has the 
Senator any evidence of his own to 
offer, asked Senator Borah. “When 
a gift is thus labelled a gift it must 
be admitted to have been a gift,” was 
the reply; no evidence Is necessary.” 
Senator Bruce asserted that Senator 
Borah’s speech fairly reeked with 
errors.

RERBIOT EXPLAINS WITHDRAW­
AL OF FRENCH EMBASSY 

FROM THE VATICAN.
PARIS, Jan. 24.

The Chamber of Deputies to-day 
was the scene of the greatest disord­
er that ever had been witnes^fd there. 
The trouble arose over the failure of 
the chamber to vote an order for the 
posting of the recent speech on the 
subject of inter-Allfed debts made by 
Deputy Marin. Bitter criticism was 
launched against the Government ma­
jority by Deputy Desjardins because 
of its refusal to adopt the theory of 
Marin with regard to Frances debt and 
after twenty-five minutes of uproar. 
President Painleve suspended the ses­
sion. Nevertheless the excited de­
puties remained at their desks shout­
ing and gesticulating until finally 
Premier Herrlot ascended the rost­
rum. He was greeted with a mixed 
reception of applause and shouts of 
derision. When a degree of quiet had 
been obtained M. -Herrlot said that he 
would not discuss the debt question 
but would take up the matter of the 
suppression of the French Embassy 
to the Vatican. - In the course of 
a three hour speech the Premier laid 
before the deputies his arguments for 
having decided to withdraw the Em­
bassy. The complete Independence of 
the State from the church, the holy 
see’s singular neutrality during the 
war, the failure of the Embassy to Hie 
Vatican to prove of any benefit tb 
France’s exterior politics, the alleged 
Interferences by the Church. In 
France’s internal affairs were tho 
main lines of M. Herrlot’s argument 
for the suppression of the Embassy.

The many matter» arising 
from this Conference have been some­
what overshadowed by the Memorial 
and by Veterans' Week, but when the 
resolutions then passed will have been 
put through, veterans wfll regard this 
Conference second only to the forma­
tion of the Association.

Then came the raising of fund» to 
cover the expense» of Veterans' -Week. 
This was a long and arduous task 
which took a lot of time from Asso­
ciation matters, but which at the same 
time was necessary for the proper re­
ception of our distinguished guests.

The Spring Elections 
and the resultant Bye-Election ren­
dered matters somewhat unsettled, 
and coupled with the Immensity of the 
work surrounding the “Haig Week" 
celebration», occasioned unavoidable 
delay.

However, a Committee is now ac­
tively engaged on the matter, and the 
case will be presented to the Execu­
tive Government in the near future, 
asking for favourable recognition for 
ex-Service men applying fpr positions 
in the Civil Service, all things being 
equal.

MEMBERSHIP.
The closing year shows an en­

couraging increase in membership, 
and while this Is indeed gratifying 
there are yet many ex-Servlce men 
whose support Is needed to give addi­
tional strength to the Association.

The G.W.V.A. is a recognized fac­
tor which makes for the welfare of 
ex-Servlce men and it Is a duty owed 
by every ex-Soldier and Sailor of the 
country to give his unstinted support 
to the cause, for only by continuous 
endeavour and close co-operation can 
success be attained. It Is hoped that 
those who are not members will Join 
up and help to keep the Association 
In the proud and distinctive position 
which it has won.

This involved daily attention and su­
pervision of work from the time the 
Irst blast was fired until the last 
jtone was placed in position. In the 
successful completion of this task the

The Dedica­
tion Tablet Is now In course of pre­
paration.

There is just one other matter In 
connection with our National War 
Memorial I hope to he in a position, 
to have a tablet placed in the floor ot 
the plateau commemorating Sir 
Humphrey Gilbert and the planting ot 
the first British Flag Overseas.

Sunday, December 88th, was an­
other exceedingly cold day, though 
not as cold as the previous Sunday, 
the thermometer dropping to 10 be­
low, but as there was a high wind it 
was almost equally as uncomfortable. 
While at lunch we were called u; 
by Mr, J. Stadier, who invited us te 
be his guests at the New Year sup­
per at the Hotel on New Year’s Eve, 
a courtesy which we gladly accepted. 
He had followed by the express after 
us to spend Christmas with his fam­
ily in Montreal, intending te return 
to Corner Brook sometime during 
next month,

Monday, December 89th i—The fore­
noon was spent preparing fer the 
Conference, and it was held, as al­
ready stated, after luech, .and the 
outcome of which it is net possible to 
state here, further than to say that, 
as the Prime Minister has already an­
nounced, "a long step was made to­
wards an understanding.”

Tuesday, December 86th: — We 
were entertains! to lunch at the SL 
James Club by Mr. W. B. Walker, 
the Manager of the Canadian Bank 
of Commerce. The company on this 
occasion being much the same as 
those at oar previous luncheon 
there—merchant princes, and others 
interested directly or through their 
Investments in this country and its 
development.

Wednesday, December . 31st,—We
were occupied in making ready for 
cur departure, having decided to leave 
by the Ocean Limited at 7 o’clock on

New Year’s evening. In t^e afternoon
6r. Higgins and I, through the court­
esy -of Senator Casgrain, were able to 
make a thorough Inspection of the 
offices and warehouses ot the Quebec 
Liquor Comthlsslon. At 10.30 Mr.
Stadier with his party came to the 
hotel, and we entered the main din­
ing room, where we had secured a 
table. This ushering in of the New 
Year wa* a big affair in all the Mon­
treal Hotels. In our hotel there were 
2,100 people taking part. They were 
disposed of in four rooms, the main 
dining room, and the Salle Doree, or 
Golden Room, on the main floor, and 
the Banquet Room and Ballroom on 
the top flat of the building, nine 
storeys up. There was a separate or­
chestra in each room and dancing, of 
course, and a separate staff of waiters 
served the meal. A véry noticeable 
circumstance was the very few who 
showed any evidence of overin­
dulgence in liquor, and the_good or­
der which prevailed was to my judg­
ment a striking evidence of the sanity 
of the present Quebec Liquor Law.

Thursday, January IsL—We visited 
the Caledonian Curling Club at noon 
for a farewell luncheon.

We had sev­
eral invitations, but decided to ac­
cept this, as it was the first club that 
had invited us to play.
