Sad Case of Suleide in Hamilton.

About nineo’elock on Wednesday morn-
ing & most lamentable occurrence took
place in Hamilton, whereby Mr. Robert
White, aged 23 years, son of Thomas
White, late Collector of the Inland
Revenue, took his hife under distressing
circumstances. It appears that he has
been engnge& in the lumber business in
the township of Mulmur,county of Simeoe,
and in this business he and his father had
a large amount of eapital invested.

Now a days,
for the most part, candidates wait to
be asked before they take the field,
and the free and enlightened elec-
tors, unless on very rare occasions,
and in a very few cases, do not lose
their senses in ihe excitement of an
election contest. We congratulate
all and sundry on the great improve-
ment which has taken place, and ex-
press the fervent hope that sucha
commendable state of things may
long continue. At the same time it
is to the interest of every ratepayer
to see that he gives hisinfluence and
vote for the election of representa-
tives at the Council Board, who un-
derstand, or who will take the trouble
to make themselves acquainted
with, our municipal affairs; men in
whose judgment we can depend ; and

whose ability, influence and position |y

will sustain the character of the Coun-
cil, and be a guarantee to the public
that the business of the town will be
properly transacted, the duties par-
taining to their particular offices
efficiently discharged, and its inter-
ests faithfully guarded and prudently
fostered.

The year on which we will soon
enter will be one of the most im-
portant in our municipal history.
The whole subject respecting the
settlement of the indebtedness of
Municipalities to the Municipal Loan
Fund has been taken up by the On.
tario Government, and a measure for
finally settling that vexed question
will doubtless be brought in during
the ensuing session. The Town of
Guelph is vxtu.lly mterested in this
matter. The $80,000 which we bor-
rowed from that Fund were, every
cent of it, paid for the construction
ofa mllway which,while it benefitted
the Town, was also of equal benetit
to all the surrounding Townships.
We bave paid a portion of this loan,
we are in debt for the remainder,
and we claim that our case, being an
exceptional one—every cent of the
money borrowed having been spent
on a public railway—merits due con-
sideration at the hands of the Gov-
ernment. Whoever are to represent
us in the Town Council should ac-
quaint themselves . thoroughly with
the whole subject, so that if it is
necessary for the Council as a body
to take any action in the matter, or
bring our claims under the notice of
the Goyernment, every member may
understand what he is doing, and be
able to give a reason for the course
adopted, A very large amount of
our debentures—a fourth of the
whole sum—issued for the construc-
tion of this railway, mature during
the year on which we will soon enter,
and although we have the deben-
tures of other Municipalities matur-
ing about the same time, which will
nearly balance those of our own ma.
turing, still it will require judicious
financing to get the transaction sa-
tisfactorly settled. There are other
important matters which will also
engage the attention of our repre-
sentatives, and which will require
such wise und Jjulicious legislation as
will give renewed rnpetus to the
growth and prosperity of the Town,

We have as yet heard of only one
entleman who is likely to be
brought forward for Mayor, and that
is Mr. Adam Robertson, the oldest
Councillor at the Board, "and one of
our most experienced "and efficient
representatives. Mr. Robertson is
anold and faithful public servant,
and has invariably . discharged his
duties in a most thorough and con-
scientious , to the setisfacti
of his ts and the
ers at large He has never been
greedy for office, but when called
upon by the people he has never
shirked the work, nor refused to give
his time and talents for the further-

. ance of their interests. Ifsuch offices
are looked upon as the reward for long
and faithful services, then Mr. Robert-
son deserves the honor which at-
taches to the Mayoralty, and we fully
believe that a large majority of the
ratepayers will coincide with us in
our opinion. We hope that he will
