Cincinnati, O., March 12.—The Ca­
tholic Temperance Journal publishes a 
letter from Archbishop Purodll on the 
Women's Temperance movement. Ho 
does not in open terms condemn the 
movement, but says that all extremes are 
bad and no iron rules can be laid down 
for observance by everybody. He quotes 
the Scripture largely to show the use of 
wine has Christian and Apostolic sanc­
tion. He says he himself has practised 
total abstinence for two years, and still 
practises it. He says that while total 
abstinence might be the only safe aud 
proper thing for some persons, reason­
able use of liquors might bo .just the 
thing a laborer who had to carry brick 
and mortar throe stories high on a hot 
summer day might need. He says, “I am 
in favor of license for liquor dealing bo 
high as to inexorably close by all the 
lenalties known to the law those vile 
iar rooms where liquor is sold to minors1 
and drunkards by men or women, who 
are now pests of society, a disgrace to 
their lamilies, and who are teaching by 
word aud example the broad way to per­
dition.”

The business of the breweries is very 
perceptibly feeling the effects of the 
temperance agitation. Wholesale whis­
key trade has fallen off from 10 to 30 
per cent according to the locality of the 
dealer’s custom.

Mr. Rykert moved a resolution in fav­
or of allowing the ratepayers to deter­
mine for themselves whât way the money 
allotted to muicipalities under the Muni­
cipal Loan Fund Act of 1873, should be 
appropriated.

The Attorney-General thought it would 
be inexpedient to re-open the matter. 
The measure of last year had been sur­
rounded with very great difficulties, and 
he was disinclined to disturb its arrange­
ments. The policy of the Act was that 
tho money should bè invested in a way to 
show practical results, .

A lengthy discussion took place, which 
was adjourned on the arrival of recess.

A number of Private Bills were advanc­
ed a stage..

The House went into Committee of the 
Whole on the Medical Bill, which was 
passed without further amendment.

The debate on the motion , of Mr. 
Cameron, touching the administration of 
the oath to Ministers ot the Crown called 
to appear as witnesses before Commit­
tees, was then resumed.

Mr. Meredith’s amendment, compelling 
committees under all circumstances to 
examine witnesses under oath, was lost 
by—Yeas, 17; Nays, 48.

Tho Attorney-General moved an 
amendment asserting the right of Minis­
ters of the Crown to assume the respon­
sibility of deciding what revelations it 
was consistent with their public duty . 
they should make to the House or to 
Committees of tho House.

Mr. M. C. Cameron challenged the 
constitutionality of the proposition.

On a division, the amendment of tho 
Attorney-General was carried by—Yeas, 
45; Nays, 19.

Mr. Prince’s Bill respecting line fences 
was then read a third time and passed.

The Home went into Committee on Mr. 
Sexton’s Bill respecting Joint Stock Road 
Companies.

The House adjourned at midnight.

Heavy Fire in Sarnia.

(By Snecial Telegraph to tho Mercury.)
Sarnia, March 12.—Last night about 

half-past twelve pur citizens were 
aroused by hearing the cry of lire. On 
proceeding to learn- the cause, flames 
were seen to be issuing from the brick 
building occupied by the 'Phoenix iron 
works, and owned by Mr. G. Blakie. 
The fire engine was almost immediately 
on the spot, but,owing to defective hose, 
could not get to work before the building 
was almost totally destroyed. Valua­
ble patterns and almost all the boxes 
were destroyed. The fire is the supposed 
work of an incendiary, as there was no 
fire in the building for over five months. 
The loss is estimated at 92,600—partially 
insured.

On Tuesday evening a number of friends 
of Mr. J. G. Buchanan, of the Hamilton 
Times, met and presented that gentle­
man with a very flattering address, ac­
companied with an extremely handsome 
watch.

During the year ending 1871 there hfd 
been a decrease of 4 per cent, in the 
consumption of spirits in Canada, and 
an increase of 27 per cent in the con­
sumption of beer, in proportion to the 
population. So that beer is going up,and 
whiskey declining, in general estimation.
„ Brockvillb has been put upon its met­

tle by several burglaries which have oc­
curred there of late. The police have 
received orders to patrol the streets at 
night well armed. They Will question 
persons found on the streets after 11 
o’clock, and arrest any who have a sus­
picions appearance and who cannot give 
a good account of themselves.

Queer accident.—A sleigh heavily 
loaded with wood broke down on a rail­
way crossing at Billing’s bridge, on the 
St. Lawrence & Ottawa R., on Monday^ 
Tho driver had only time to unhitch 
his horses when a train came thundering ' 
along, scattered the sleigh and cordwood 
in all directions, and went on uninjured. 
Tho engineer was unable to stop m time, 
owing to a curve in the road. The bank 
is high and steep at that place, and had 
tho engine been thrown from the track, 
several persons no doubt Would have 
been killed aud wounded.

A Ypsilanti (Mich.) paper tells a good 
story of two prominent citizens of that 
town who recently “swore off” 'from 
drinking, and made a solemn pledge 
that neither was to drink any intoxicat­
ing beverage without the consent of the 
other. * A few days afterwards one of 
them ' had occasion to visit Chicago. 
There he was beset by the wiles and 
blandishments of the tempter, but he 
stood up bravely and went through the 
terrible ordeal of seeing a lot of personal 
friends get very hilarious while be was 
equally abstemious. Finally his friends 
determined to telegraph to the other 
oath-bound gentleman in Ypsilanti, and 
see if he would not grant a temporary 
iudulgonce. They did so in the follow­
ing terms : “Jerry is getting awful dry. 
He is dying for a drink. Can’t you let 
him off this once? ” The noble Spartan’s 
reply soon flashed back over the wires, 
and it was thus : “ No! If he must die, 
let him die sober.” Jerry still lives, 
but says Chicago is a very hard place on 
a new convert to temperanc&qmnciples.

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"Death of Charles Sumner.
One of the foremost statesmen, and 

one ot the first orators, of the 
United States, has passed away. The 
Hon. Charles Sumner died in Wash, 
ington on Wednesday after a brief 
illness. He was born in Januaryf 
1811, and at Harvard received the 
best education that well known 
University could give. He studied 
law, and-was railed to the Bar in 
1884. He commenced to practice in 
Bdston, and soon gained a high place 
in the ranks of its lawyers. From 
the first he espoused the a.iti-slavery 
cause,' opposed the annexation of 
Texas to the Union on the ground 
that it would add to the power of 
the slaveholders, and in 1848 sup­
ported Van Buren for President on 
the anti-slavery ticket. On the 
death of the distinguished orator 
Daniel Webster, in 1851, he was his 
successor in the Senate, and held 
this seat till his death.

From his entrt nee into public life 
Mr. Sumner took a prominent place 
among the noble band who made 
the abolition ot slavery the great 
theme of their speeches and the 
great object of their agitation in and 
out of Congress. Associated as he 
was with such men as Garrison, Chun-* 
ning, Wendell Philips, Theodore
Partcer, Horace Greeley, and a host" , . ... . fU .

whole time and talents to the great 
cause in which they were enlisted. 
He beheld with indignation, which 
found utterance in fierce denuncia­
tion, tie high-handed proceedings of 
the pro-slavery pai ty m Boston and 
other eastern cities, when the Fugi- 
tive Slave Bill became law, and when 
slaves were dragged through the 
streets in chains and sent back to 
their Southern masters. He raised 
his eloquent voice against tho slave- 
holding interest when they sought 
in the teeth of the protests and 
struggles of a free lopleto force 
slavery into Kansas, and it was while 
vindicating the rights of the people 
of that. territory that the bully 

- .Brooksstruckhim down-in the streets 
of Washington. From the eilects of 
that blow he was long an invalid, and 
it is said lio . never fully recovered 
from it.

That blow, however, if it maimed 
the Senator for life, intensified the 
feeling in the North against slavery, 
and nerved her people to yet greater 
efforts for its suppression. In all 
these Charles Sumner in and out of 
Congress took a prominent part. 
Matters were rapidly coming to a 
crisis. The election of 18G0 gave tho 
ascendancy to the Republicans, the 
war followed, the emancipation pro­
clamation of President Lincoln in 
due course appeared, and slavery as 
a recognized institution ceased to 
exist in the United States. To Mr. 
Sumner, among others, belongs the 
honor of having labored unweaiiedly 
for this glorious result, and his name 
will for ever be associated with these

against Mr. Cavruthers and his 
friends of having regularly organized 
a system of bribery and intimidation, 
and they are said to he actuated by 
a feeling of deep rooted personal 
malignity; but no confidence that 
the protest will a failure is expressed.

A Temperance Colony is* being 
founded in Muskoka, on a tract of 
land in the townships of Perry and 
McMurrich, Parry Sound District.

Superannuated Teachers’ Fund
Hon. Mr. Mowat" has introduced a 

series of resolutions for placing the 
Superannuated Teacher»’ Fund on a 
p -oper basis. They provide that every 
teacher who, while engaged in his 
profession, contributes to the Super­
annuated Teacher.»’ Fund shall, on 
reaching the age ol sixty years, be 
entitled to retire from the profession 

, at his disef-etion, and receive an al­
lowance or pension at the rate of six 
dollars per annum for each year of 
.flucli service, and such pension may 
bo supplemented out of local funds 
by any public or High School Board 
or Board of Education, at its pleasure. 
Every teacher under sixty years of age 
-who lias contributed to the Fund,and 
who is disabled from practising his- 
professioii, shall be entitled to a like 
pension, or local supplementary aL 
lowance, upqn furnislnnsatisfactory 
evidence of liis being disabled. If a 
teacher entitled to a pension holds a 
first or second class Provincial Certifi- j 
cate, or is an authorised Head Master j 
of a High School or Collegiate fiisti-1 
tute, he shall, in addition to said a!-1 
lowance or pensionné entiled to re- 
•cetve a"further allowance of one dol­
lar per annum for every year ot ser­
vice while he held such certificate, or 
while he acted as Head Master of si 
High School or Collegiate Institute. 
•ThO retiring allowance shall cease at 
the close of the year of the death of 
the recipiènt, and may be discon­
tinued at. any time should the pen- 
aion fail ,to maintain a good moral 
character. If, any pensioned teacher 
shall, with the consent of the Coun­
cil, resume the profession of teaching 
the payment of his allowance shall 
be suspended for the time of his

46. That the Foremen of all the de­
partments should at first he single men, 
who should reside on the farm and re­
ceive their lodging, board, and washing, 
as part compensation for their services ; 
but that the permanent pian-of the farm 
should provide for tho future erection of 
cottages for them on sites convenient for 
their special work and fur protection of 
the property.

47. That there should be a house­
keeper of large and matured experience 
in the management of young persons, 
who would take active control of the do­
mestic affairs of the boarding house, aud 
personally interest herself iu the health 
and comfort of the pupils.. Sho should 
be a widow or singlo person without en­
cumbrance, and give her whole" timo to 
her duties. . She should employ and 
change from time to time the domestic 
assistants required tb aid her, who should 
be women of matured experience iu the 
care of young persons.

48. That every effort should be put 
forth to obtain yearly from the farm a 
satisfactory financial return ; that the 
aim should be to produce from it the best 
classes of animals, seeds, plants, fruits, 
\egetables, Ac., and that the surplus 
products should be disposed of, as far as 
possible, at periodical sales by auction.
