While the
Jmperor was subservient and a mere
figurehead the Dowager Empress per-
mitted him to remain in peace. ‘But as
soon as he attempted to act as his own
initiative his practical deposition was the
result. His principal adviser, Kang
Humoi, the Cantonese reformer, fled in
hopes of the vigorous attempts made to
arrest him and it is said he is now on
his way to Shanghai. The effect of
the change must be great and in all prob-
ability Li Hung Chang will be reinstat-
ed in power and Russian influence in-
erease. The hopes of reform so ardently
cherished by the intelligent factions of
the Chinese are now impossible. The
suddenness of the coup is said to be
due to the desire of the Dowager Em-
press to prevent the mission of Marquis
Ito from being successful. The Japanese
statesman recently came to Pekin with
the object of trying to bring about an
alliance offensive and defensive between
Japan and China.

THE DREYFUS AGITATION.

France Drifting Towards Another Revo-
lution—The Fugitive Esterhazy
Intérviewed.

Paris, Sept. 21.—The situation here is
generally admitted to be grave by both
press and people.

A LONG LIVED RACE.

Probably few persons outside  statis-
tical circles are aware of the fact that
the Jews are considerably longer lived
than any other civilized race, says the
New York Commercial Advertiser.

Of 100,000 Hebrews born on the same
day, there will be 50,684 males and
49,316 females. At the end, of the first
year the 100,000 Jewish infants will
have established in a most remarkable
way their superiority in point of vitality,
for only 8,091 will have died, as com-
pared with 14,192 in the English experi-
ence, and 16,706 Americans. _

Striking as this difference is, it will
be found to be practically maintained
throughout the later stages of life. _At
the end of five years, only 13,844 Jewish
children out of the 100,000 will have
died, while out of a similar numlge}' of
English children, 24,697 will have joined
the great majority, and America ygxll
still keep her bad pre-eminence with
26,912 angels. :

Making a leap to the middle age, the
deaths at 50 years of age will have begn
26,519 Jews, as compared with 47,579
English, and at the age of 65 the mor-
tality returns = will stand 37,442 and
66,110, respectively. X ¥

‘But the full force of the comparison is
hardly seen until the point of extreme

fewer than 23,135 of our 100,000 Jews
will be still living, while the survivors of
the English band will be 2 meagre 5,566.
Besides the curious reversal of the
nsual proportion of males and females,
there is another unique feature in the
Jewish. statistics. The general experi-
ence is that the average duration of
life is higher with the female than with

the Jews. Of the 25135 Jewish sur-

16,225 men and only 8,910 women—a
pgcentage of 64.60 males and 35.40
females. The English experience shows
that at that age 59.90 per cent. of the
survivals will be  females and 40.10

males.

A DISGRACE TO FRANCE.

Suspect in Dreyfus Case Publicly States
Fear of Murder. in Prison.

Paris, Sept. 21.—The papers here say
that the minister of war has examined the
documents in the Dreyfus case and ordered
the prosecution of Col. Piquart on the
charge of forgery and of using forged docu-
ments. ‘The trial of Col. Plequart dnd L.
Leblols, the lawyer, on the charge of re-
vealing documents concerning the national
defence, commenced to-day before the cor-
rectional tribunal. The public prosecutor
asked for an adjournment on the ground
that the prosecution of Ceol. Picquart on
on the charge of forgery and of using
forged documents had been ordered by the
minister of war. M. Laborie, counsel for
M. Zola during the latter’s famous trial,
indignantly opposed the adjournment,
which he said was ar attempt to hand
over Col. Picquart into the cl}:tches of the
military authorities.

Col. Picquart en made a statement
which caused a sensation. He sald: ‘“This
is perhaps the last time I shall speak in
publie. shall sleep perhaps in the mili-
iary prison of Cherche Midi; therefore I
wish to declare that if T am found dead
there by the strangling cord of Le Mer-
cier Pleard or the razor of Col. Henry,
it will be murder, for I have no Ildea of
committing suicide.”

The audicnce was intensely moved and
shouted ‘‘Vive Picquart.”” The j Y
however, after a short deliberation, de-
cided to indefinitely adjourn the case and
Col. Picquart was led away between two
policemen.

The ma-
tineers, it appears, overpowered and mur-
dered their guards and then stormed the
military storehouse and seized the arms and
ammunition there.

According to the despatch they are now
besleging the principal. prison and it is
feared they may succeed in freeing the
four thousand convicts confined in the
building. Reinforcements have been tele-
graphed for to the island of Martinique,
but are net expected to arrive in time to
suppress the mutiny.

Devil’s Island, where Dreyfus is confined,
is not far from Cayenne, where the mutiny
of convicts has just taken place, and it
is not improbable, therefore, that he may
be shot by his guards, as it is understood
the latter have strict instructions to kill
their prisoner if any attempt is made to
release him, or If there is any possibility
of his escaping.

CHINESE REFORM VETOED.
The Emperor’s Pr;n;;)ter Ordered From
Pekin and Li Hung Chang’'s
Chances Better.

London, Sept. 22.—The Pekin corres-
pondent of the Times says: ““The recent
imperial decrees are mainly due to the

ulﬂme'ncg of the Cantonese reformer,
Ix_ang Yu Moi, who had the Emperor's
private ear.  Now Kang Yu Moi has
 been ordered to leave Pekin, and the
Empress Dowager. has assumed charge
of the govermment. She will attend all
cabmet. meetings and audiences, see all
nmemerials and approve all edicts before
they_' are isswed.

Zurlinden, therefore, waited®mtil he had
resumed the military governorship of
Paris, when he acted upon his ewn aith-
ority.

THE DERVISHES' RUSH.

Details of Their Onslaught en the Brit
ish Troops—Fine Work of
the Natives.

London Standard.

After the repulse of the enemy’s first
attack on the position occupied by the
Sirdar's forees, the British brigades
were ordered to advance, the Egyptians
and Soudanese having been sent out to
clear the way. The enemy, who had
rallied on a height, now renewed the at-
tack, -directing it this time against the
Khedive's troops. Streaming down the
deeclivity, the dervishes were received by
the Egyptian and Soudanese brigades
with a courage and coolness that would
have done credit to veterans. Along the
whole line of Gen. Macdonald’s front—
its right resting on the river, its left
reaching to the ridge—the Khedive's
troops stood as firm as if on parade.
There was no sign of wavering at any
point, even where the rush threaténed.
to be fiercest. Their fire diseipline, too,
was excellent, their bullets telling heav-
ily on the dense mass of ‘the enemy, who
must have numbered here from 10,000
to 15,000 men.

Meanwhile the Sirdar, who had al-
ready -begun about 8:30 a.m. to advance
on Omdurman, saw what was happening
on his right, halted the British division,
changed front, and went straight to the
assistance of Gen. Macdonaid. Well
as they had fought, and grandly as they
were holding their ground, the gallantry
of the Egyptian and Soudanese troops
had been sufficiently tested. They bad
already exhausted 120 rounds of ammu-
nition per man. Still, asa matter of
fact, the victory was all but won, and
the only British regiments brought into
action to support them were the Seaforth
and Cameron Highlanders. Thaus it
may fairly be said that to the Khedive's
Soudanese and Egyptian troops belongs
the credit for the repulse of the enemy
at this, the turning point in the second
phase of the engagez;xent.

At the same time invaluable aid was
given by the Maxim batteries and the
Thirty-second field battery, Royal urpl-
lery. The hill on the east, on which
the Sirdar and the British division halt-
ed, was found to be beld by a few der-
vish sharp-shooters. These men, how-
ever, were soon driven off. Then up a
ridge running from the hill, on the side
commanding the valley where the fight
between. the Khedive's troops and the
enemy was in progress, guns and Max-
ims were dragged in an incredibly short
space of time. Soon they were in posi-
tion, and a storm of shot'and shell was
falling fast and thick on the masseés of
Baggara in the broad valley below.

MAILS ROBBED AT SEA.

Confession of Third Officer of the Brit-
annic—Conspiracy Planned by
the Ship’s First Officer.

New York Commercial Advertiser.
John Kynaston, third officer of - the

White Star line steamship Britannie,
who was arrested at a bank in Jersey
City on August 5, while endeavoring to
cash coupons that had been mailed to a
New York firm, and which had been
stolen from the mail room of the steam-
ship, has confessed his connection with
the theft.

The confessicn exposes a conspiracy to
"defraud the American customs by smug-
gling lace. The plan was prepared by
William Jago, the first office of the Brit-
annic, who corrupted some of the men
in the steward’s department of the ship
and induced them to enter the conspir-
acy. Jago was the chief of the gang.
Robbing the mails was a profitable en-
terprise, but not the chief- one, which
was smuggling.

In his written confession, read in the
Bow street police court on September 6,
Kynaston revealed the plot to rob the
mails. In it he said: ;

“ About two days before . reaching
Queenstown on the passage home, Jago
came to me and proposed to get one of
the mail bags ou{ot the mail room. I
hesitated about it, and asked him how
we were to get into the mail room, when
he produced three keys from his drawers,
saying, ‘'Ihese are the keys, and they
belong to me; and when I go in there
I use this one, which opens the Torward
door. Now, I find it too much te man-
age alone, though up to now I've always
worked it by myself; but if you'll come
in, 1'll see you don’t go short. It's quite
safe, and if the chief officer can risk it,
surely the third officer can. All you've
got to do is to get me the bag out, and
T'll do the rest’ The result was that
night, between 12 and 2 a.m,, he gave
me the key and said he'd fix everything,
and get the stewards that were on watch
out of the way. He did so by keeping
them in ‘conversation when they came on
the bridge to report, ‘ All's well below.’
In the meantime, I went down, opened
the door, took out a bag and placed it in
a corner of the baggage room. en
I went on deck and told Mr. Jago that
I'd got one out, and where it was. He
then told me to relieve him on the bridge
whilst he went below for the bag, as no
one would think anything of him brihg-
ing anything from below. He took his
clothes bag below with him and put the
mail bag into it and brought the same
to his room, where he commenced opera-
tions.

“ He relieved me on the bridge again
shortly before four bells. The first offi-
cer relieved him, and he went below to
his room. I followed shortly afterward.
On going into his room, I found him
with various letters open, and he work-
ing on others and looking through them,
He told me they were no good, as there
were ‘no registered letters in the bag,
and that the mext time he'd show me
how to tell the registered bags. 1 left
him busy at the bags, after offering to
assist him. = He said he did not want
me, as I would spoil them, and, there-
fore, I returned to the bridge and my
duties. I looked in his room again
about 3:30 a.m., and asked him, ‘What
luek? to which he replied ‘So far, there's
two' and a half dollars for you.’
grumbled and said it wasn't worth the
risk. He proposed another bag, and I
declined, as it wasn’t worth it. I left
his room then, and he busy packing up
the letters and fixing off the bag. Idid
not see him again till 8 a.my, when he
told me he had returned the mail bag.
“From that time until arriving in
ae abont the
age (July 28) I heard no more abou e
bggs oryanything else, July 28, on
anchoring in Queenstown, Mr. Jago said
o me: ‘When the mails come on
you'll go below and see them properly
stowed.” ' I refused at first, and tol
him my place was on the tender, and I
wouldn’t go below unless the captaip
gave orders to that effect. It wasn’t
customary for the third officer to be
there. Shortly after that, when I was
by myself, he came to me and tpld me
that he had a good thing on this time
in regard to the mails, and that he’d
told the capiain that he wanted me be-
low to see the mail room propgrly stow-
ed, as there had been eomplaints about
the stowing. Just before the tender
came off, and while I was on the bridge,
the captain said to me, ‘See them rooms
properly filled this time, Mr. Kyan_st'qn,
to which I answered, ‘All right, sir, at
the same time reporting to him that I
was going below to the maik room. Wlnle
passing the hatch the first officer said to
me: ‘Oh, Mr. Kyanston, did the chiet
tell you anything about going below to
the mail room? I answered Yes. en
bere are the keys. See you lock the
docrs when full, said Jago. 1 said ‘All
right.’ YWhile going below the chief
came to me and said: ‘Now, as the bags
come down; I want you to feel ‘them,
and all double bags marked “London,
city distribution, : New York,” you put
on one side for me to look at again.’ The
mail came down, but too quick for me
to do anything. The mail rooms were
full and I locked them; so the remainder
of the mail was stowed in the body, of
the hatch and covered over by tarpaulins.
I came on deck and took the keys to the
purser and barkeeper, who were stand-
ing together. They said, ‘These are not
our keys, they are Mr. Jago's! I then
took them to the chief and told him:ev-
erything was all right below, but I did
noi get a chance to pick out any bags,
as they came down too quick. ‘l‘fever
mind, then,’ he said; ‘I’l arrange it all
to-night.’ I

Argument lat Anglican Conference
on the Work in British
Columbia.

’

The Task Undertaken Ahead of
the Claims of a College
in Japau.

‘As briefly /reported by telegraph, the
possibilities of Chinese work in British
Columbia were the subject of an ani-
mated discussion at the Anglican synod
in Montreal last week. The Women's
Auxiliary had preferred a request to the
board‘of management of the Domestic
and Foreign Missionary Society, asking
that this body designate the object to
which the next' triennial thank ‘offering
of the society should be devoted. The
latter, or rather a section of it, met and
considered the request, finally agreeing
to recommend the Women’s Auxiliary
to send the thank offering to the Chinese
weork in British Columbia.

When the general board of missions
met in the afternoon (that is to say, all

" the mémbers of the Synod sitting as the
general board of the missionary socie-
ty), exception was taken to the action of
the board in the premises. It was held
that the general soclety should have
been consulted before any such action
was taken by the board of management.

A very considerable section was in fa-
vor of the money being given to complete
the hospital at Nagano, in Japan, upon
which a considerable sum had already
been expended, and which -was in an
incomplete and useless state. This view
was supported by the Rev. T. C. Mack-
fem, who moved an amendment looking
to the recommendation to the Women's
Aduxiliary that the money should be giv-
en to the hospita,] which was seconded
by Bishop Hamilton. Fourteen hundred
dollars had already been spent upon it;
it was incomplete; the work which the
hospital might do would be exceedingly
 valuable; why not send the money to
finish: what would be an enduring monu-
ment to the zeal and love of the women
of the church? ;
. On the other hand Bishop Baldwin, who
' confessed that he was the guilty party
who at the meeting of the board of man-
agement had suggested the Chinese work
in British Columbia, said that he had
been to the Coast and had seen the con-
ddition of the twenty thousand Chinese
who were living in Canadian territory.
That condition was deplorable in the ex-
#reme. The call to the church was urg-
«ent to help in the evangelization of this
multitade of people living in heathen
«darkness. There was a great field for
‘endeavor en the Coast; any work done
-hy the .church would tell to her credit,
.and  while the other Christian bodies
were laboring among the Chinese with
8uccess, could they stand by and refuse
to offer the glad message of the Savior’s
dove?

Bishop Dunn earnestly supported the
«original proposal of the board of man-
-agement.  He, too, had seen the distress-
ful condition of the Chinese on the Pa-
cific Coast, and felt that the work was
anost urgent. The hospital at Nagano
‘would not be neglected. It would be
tfinished in good ‘time. Perhaps the re-
wommendation ‘of the board was a little
jremature, but he hoped there would be
;umanimity, and seeing that the object
‘had already been designated, it seemed to
him ungracious that there should be a
«division of opinion. :

. Rev. Mr. Waller, just returned from
Japan, supported the claims of the hos-

pital, while he had heart% sympathy for| o

the work among the Chinese, which
work, however, 'needed immediate aid,
whereas the money to be given to it
would not be forthcoming for three
years, 4

Mr, Justice Hanington = favored the
Nagano hospital, and gave it as his opin-
don that it was almost impossible, if
.not quite impossible, to evangelize the
«Chinese at least in Canada. The Chi-
nese came to this country simply to
‘make a living. They sent their money
hime., At death their souls returned to
«China. (Laughter.) On the other hand,
‘there was an admirable work being done
by the church in Japan. That work
wshould be strengthened.

_Archdeacon Davis and JudgeeMacdon-
ald indignantly controverted the position
of Judge Hanington that the Chinese
could not be Christianized, arguing that
this vely statement was the most elo-
quent argument that could be adduced
for the allotment of the money as had
-been originally designated. The arch-
deacon maintained that if even one soul
among the Chinese on the Coast could be
brought to the knowledge of the truth
it would be worth all the cutlay and
labor; for such would bring the news to
his countrymen in China, while Judge
Macdonald related instances in which

. ‘Obinese had been thoroughly Christian-

ized in this country.

There were resolutions, amendments
and sub-amendments; speeches by the
dozen and a marked degree of excite-
ment and feeling. Finally, the original
designation of the thank offering was
sustained by a large majority, and a re-
solution was passed expressing grateful

. appreciation of the noble work done by
the Women’s Auxiliary.

A suitable resolution was passed in ref-
erence to the death of the Rev. W G.
Lyon, missionary to the 8. P. G. So-

" .clety, who was drowned whilst on his

;. way to engage in ministerial work in
the Klondike. It was decided that Mr.

.4 “Lyon’s place be filled as speedily as pos-

sible, and strenuous efforts be put forth
to assist the Bishop of Selkirk in the
Klondike.

“= ‘Bishop Dart, of New Westminster,
gave some account of the work in his
own diocese, and said that with regard
to the proposal to send a missionary to
thé Klondike, that matter should be

. carefully considered because the Klon-
dike fever was dead, and people were
©coming out instead of going in. He re-

' ferred to the progress that had been
'made in the country since he became
head of the diocese in 1895, and, said
‘that ‘the Anglican synod ought to be
gending ministers to her own people, for
past experiences had shown that if only
~the right sort. of clergymen were sent,
‘they would, in the course of a few years,
gather round them self-supporting con-
gregations. He asked. all possible aid,
and concluded by speaking to the work
#that was being doné among the Indians.:

FROM TESLIN LAKE.

Many Prospectors In the Country—Ash-
croft and Edmonton Men Only
Now Arriving,

Having spent a number of months
prospecting in the Teslin lake country,
Mr. Sidney S. Norton returned yesterday
by the Amur, leaving behind him three
members of the party who went up the
Stikine with him last spring. He re-
ports that the water in the river is now
very low, and that the steamers found
some difficulty in getting down from
Mmoo sroSuossed 219YM ‘JIBUM ]1BOQUIBIIS
Glenora to Wrangel. The Mona, Monte
Cristo and Strathcona got down last
week, and the Mona is the only one
light enough draft to try to get back to
Glenora. She left Wrangel on Sunday
on her way up river again. The trail
between Telegraph creek and Teslin
lake is a first-class one, Mr. Norton says,
four feet wide from the head of the
wagon road . which leads 18 miles to
the top of Telegrdph summit. Carts and
horses are now being used all the way
from the Stikineé to Teslin for packing
supplies. The trip can be made over the
trail in six days. - Travel was livelier
on the trail when Mr. Norton left tham
he has seen previously, as the Edmon-
ton and Asheroft people were beginning
to arrive. The HEdmonton people had
started from their Northwest town no
less 'than 15 months ago, but had found
good feed for their animals all the way.
They had prospected en route, but Mr.
Norton did not think with much success.
The Ashcroft men had had a very hard
time of it, however, and great hardship
on the way, and Mr. Norton heard that
one man had been two days without
food, and had saved his life by eating
the meat from the carcase of a dead
horse he happened to come across.

Speaking of mining, Mr. Norton said
that so far the prospecting around Teslin
lake ‘had not resulted ' in’ any finds of
quartz or placer that amounted to any-|
thing. There was an excitement a short
time ago at a place about six miles from
Glenora, but his opinion was that the
thing was a fake. To the northeast of

Teslin lake, however, and en the head-|

waters of the Big Salmon there was a
country that would turn out well, he ex-
pected, and he and his party would make
for there when he returned to Teslin
‘mext February. @ Coarse gold had been
found, as well ag quartz, some of it very
rich silver-bearing rock, as well as finds
of gold and copver ore, and he had s
high opinion of the country.

Since the

ime river, no less than 16 bodies have
been found near the mouth of the river
of victims who perished on the way in
months ago. One of these bodies was
that of a young man who, while pro-
ceeding up the ice with his brother last
spring, broke through the ice and was
carried away before help could be ren-
dered. On the body was found $1,165.
The name of the man Mr. Norton had
heard but could not recollect.

CONFLICT OF AUTHORITY.

Does the Corporation Have to Meet All
Bills of the School Trustees ?

Mayor Redfern a few days ago notified
the board of school trustees by letter
that the council had no further funds
for school purposes beyond the amount
required for the payment of teachers’
salaries up to the end of the year. This
action of the corporation in declining to

allow the school board the full amount
asked for by them for school purposes
will bring to a crisis a question that has
ieng been in dispute between the two
bodies. At the beginning of the pres-
ent year the school trustees sent a re-
quisition to the eouncil for $52,000, -the
amount that they estimated would  be
required for school. purposes for. thq
year. The council replied that they
could not allow any more than $43,000,
that being the amount realized from the
per capita tax and the special tax of two
mills for school purposes. The school
board retorted that they were entitled by
law to receive whatever amount they
demanded, irrespective of the amount
realized from the taxes for school pur-
poses. Mayor Redfern suggested that
the question be referred to the Supreme
court. and that if the decision went
against the trustees and the amount of
the school taxes was not sufficient to
maintain the schools that the legislature
be asked to increase the amount of the
special school tax. The trustees declin-
ed to go into court and continued to
make expenditures under their estimate
of $52,000. They have now expended
all but what 1is required to pay the
teachers’ salaries to the end of the year.

Mayor Redfern said last evening that
the question was one that would have to
be settled véry soon. The cost of main-
taining the schools was increasing while
the civie revenue was not. It was not
io- be.supposed that the fixed and other
expenditures of the corporation, were to
be contingent on the amount demanded
by the trustees for school purposes. Per-

sonally he would be willing, if the decis-‘

ion went against the trustees, to allow
them a grant to finish up the year, with-
out admitting that they were entitled to
any more than the per capita and special
tax.

The trustees will probably take some
action at their next meeting.

CARE OF DRESS.

For the removal of iron rust the
Scpringfield Republican gives the follow-
ing warranted direction: Rinse the
stained part o fthe garment in cold water
dip it for a moment in a mixture of
oxalic acid and boiling water, and rinse
egain in cold water, If the last rinsing
i3 neglected the acid will eat the cloth.
It also says blood stains can be remov-
ed by soaking in cold water—hot water
sets the stain,

Another authority says a cake of mag-
nesia and a clothes brush are good frieds
to. an econgmical and careful woman,
“After brushing a dusty gown, and then
rubbing both sides of any soiled spots
with magnesia, it should be hung away
for a day or two, and then brushed again.
The spots will be found to have disap-
peared. Care taken with dainty gowns
is the secret of dressing well on a limit-
ed allowance.” *

Sometimes a jagged rent in a gown can
be best mended by-the use of green tis-
sue. Lay the tear right side up over a
piece of tissue, which can be purchased
for a few cents at almost any shop. Ar-
range the threads to cover the break,
then cover with several thicknesses of
cloth, being careful not to disarrange the
threads, dampen the top layer and press
for a minute or two (not longer) with a
hot iron.

To straighten bent whalebones and
make them fit for use again, soak them
in hot water, then press under a heavy
weight until dry.

_In mending gloves, use fine eotton as
silk is far more apt to cut the kid. If the
rent is in a seam, turn the glove inside
out and sew them over and over. If the
tear is in.the glove, set a piece of kid
under it and secure with a .few stitches.
- 'When packing has wrinkled or crushed
thq clothing, a vigorous shaking, after
which to hang or spread it out in a hot
room for some hours, will greatly im-
prove the appearance.

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Large Number of Men Retfurn

From the North on the
Amaur.

Stories of Men Who Have Hunted
for Gold in the Far
North.

Budget of ,Views From Cassiar,
Alaska, Dawsou, and the
Yukon Valley.

Following closely on the Al-Kij,
which brought over two hundred pas-
sengers from the north, the steamer
Amur reached. port yesterday morning
with 105 passengers, including men from
every section of the Yukon Valley; Nor-
thern British Columbia and Alaska. A
few brought out fairly large quantities
of gold dust for late arrivals, but the
majority were men who went in last
spring, secured claims and were now
down for their winter supplies, or men
who have arrived at the concluSion
that there is no gold in the frozen north
for fhem, ' and left before the. winter
shut them in. = Most of the Dawsonites
came up the river on the second trip
of the steamer Columbian and on the
Ora, but there were some who left Daw-
son early last month and have been
spending sometime in the north. “The
last party to arrive left Dawson as late
as September 4. They report - that
Gognmissioner Ogilvie reached the in-
terior capital a few days before they
left and had taken over the government
of the district.: Great things are ex-
pected of him by the miners. Purser
Harman had in his care on the down-
ward trip 'about $10,000 in dust, $8,000
of which was from the Canadian cus-
toms house at Log Cabin. The miners
who had gold took care of it themselves.

The Amur was delayed in Lynn
Canal for twenty-four hours by a severe
wind storm, . which was accompanied
by_ heavy rains and snow or the moun-
tain tops, so that the trails are now
getting pretty rough. The White Pass
railway, however, is now running to
White Pass® City and work is being
pushed on the road’ from that point te
the summit. 4

From Wrangel the Amur brought
quite a number of passengers and a
large number ‘of horses and mules in-
clading Frank Durand’s and one of the
Hudson Bay companies pack trains,
which have been brought here for the
winter,

Mr. W. H. Bullock-Webster, chief
constable for Cassiar district came down
from Wrangel, having been ' recalled
by the government. - Constable Stewart
Jackson, who ‘was also recalled was an-
other passenger. This leaves Tele-
graph Creek and Teslin Lake without
police protection. The officers report
that en August 30, G. E. Richardson, of
Battle Creek, Mich., who went in over
the Ashcroft trail, committed suicide by
shooting himself. He rode out from
Telegraph Creéek, to the summit of the
ridge, and standing beside his horse,
fired a bullet from a 38 calibre Colts,
through his'head. His body was found
by a party, who were searching fo1
horses and the matter being reported to
the police an inquest was held and a
verdict of suicide brought in, The sui-
cide was. the .result of crippled fortune
and health, resulting from the long trip
from Ashereft to the Stickine River.

Constable, Jackson also reports. that a
rich placer strike was made about
séven miles below Glenora and when he
came down the river, quite a number of
men were on the way there,

Among the passengers just out from
the interior'is Major Talbot, pay-master
of the Yukon force, who comes from
Fort Selkirk. He left this morning
for Quebee, where Mrs. Talbot lies
dangerously ill. - The last of the troops
reached Fort Selkirk a few days ago,
on barges, on which Faith Fenton and
the Yukon & nurses - were passengers.
They had sixty tons of supplies with
them. Colonel Evans will have to pur-
chase a second winter’s supply for the
Lroops, as the boats owned by the Ameri-
can company, to whom the Canadian
government gave the contract, for trans-
porting the goods to Dawson, are strand-
ed in the lower river and ecannot get the
necessary supply of wood to continue
the trip.

A good many of
the best elaims on the Klondike sold at
the beginning of the strike - for = sums
from $10,000 to $25,000, but these days
are past. There is not a locator on
Bononza or Eldorado, who could not
have sold his holdings at any time with-
in the past year for $50,000 up and now,
after the claims have been worked for
two ‘years ‘and hundreds of thousands of
dollars worth of-gold has been taken out,
they can be sold for $100,000 or more
each.”

Mr. Dunlap says that Dawson is good
for many years yet. He believes that
it will continue to be the greatest mining
camp in the world from  her , placers
alone long after the present generation
has passed away. He is confident that
quartz will be found on the Klondike, or
in that district, very shortly and says
that indications point to quartz dis-
coveries ~everywhere throughout the
Yukon valley.

Joseph Monteith, of Hants county, N.
8., is now one of the claim-owners ‘on
Bonanza creek. He returned from the
North with his brother-in-law, Robert
Douglas. .

The Le Roi one day last week eclipsed
all records ever made in the camp in
the way of ore production. During the
24 hours ending at 6 p. m., the mine pro-
duced 19 ears of ore, averaging 231% tons
to the car, which made the total output
barely less than 450 tons. Of this, 200
tons came from the dump, and the rest,
about 250 tons, from the underground
workings of the mine. There are now
261 men: at work in the property, and
they are operating 26 machines. Of
these six are engaged in stoping, and the
remaining 20 are employed in develop-
ment work, either drifting, sinking, rais-
ing or crosscutting.

One of the most surprising and inter-
esting recent developments has been the
find of ‘rich gold quartz on Boulder
creek, -which promises to be richer than
anything heretofore found in the dis-
trict, says the Fort Steele Prospector.
The quartz is, of surprising richness, and
small samples, when panned, give large
returns in gold. The loecation of the
new discovery is on the west side of
Boulder creek, about 215 miles from
Wild Horse, and not over seven miles
from Fort Steele. The ledge is visible
for about 400 feet on the surfaee, and
the ore chute has been followed for a
distance of 150 feet.

Messrs. P. Burns and W. J. Wilson,
who control the West Kootenay district
meat supply, are said to be negotiating
with the Kettle River Dressed Meat and
Provision @Qo., with a view to buying out
that company and extending their busi-
ness. to the Boundary country.

The house
has been informed on the oceasion of
every recent budget speech, and in the
course of other debates, just as the peo-
ple have been informed through the
press, that it was the intention of the
government to ~ proceed with public
works more rapidly than the revenue of
the province would increase and thereby |
render the treasury unable to meet the
outlay out of the current receipts.

In 1895 a.loan was floated by the pro-
vineial government, and it was expressly
announced at that time that another
loan would be put upon the market in
1808. Reference to the prospectus of
the loan of 1895 will show that such a
course was in contemplation. Mr. Tur-
ner, who at that time was Finance Min-
ister, was closely in touch with the Len-
don money market, and ~knew what
s cunt it was advisable to place at
one time. This was, a8 he was very
well aware, muach less than the constant-
ly increasing wants of the province de-
manded, but it was all that, according to
the views of the finaneiers whom he con-
sultéd, it was well to place then. He
ascertained, however, that if the progress
of the province was as steady and rapid
as then appeared probable, it would ‘be
an easy matter to g0 back to London
during the present year and procure an
additional amount. Returning with this
knowledge, he publicly avowed his in-
tention, as leader of the government, to
‘pursue a policy of free expenditure, any
deficiency over the loan then made and
the revenue that would come in, to be
met by another loan. This accounts for
the large expenditures of 1897, and the
exceptionally large amounts voted in
1898. The government stood eommitted
to a policy of expenditure; the . House
endorsed it, and the country approved of
it. . Indeed, as the Colonist has on more
than one occasion pointed out, the leaders
of the opposition in the House freely
expressed themselves in favor of going
§n debt for public works, confining their
criticisms to the manner in which the
money was used, and not objecting to
the principle of meeting the growing
seeds of the province by borrowing
money.

The judgment of Mr, Turner has been
borne out by events. The expenditures

- which he asked the House to sanction,
have contributed to the development of
the prevince in an unprecedented degree.
Consequently the revenug has been re-
markably buoyant, so that there was
every reason to believe that the public
works loan of 1898 would be taken up
by London with alacrity, and the treas-
ury be recouped for all that had been
expended or appropriated in anticipation
of a new loan. :

There has been no mystery about this.
It people did not understand that this
was the financial policy of the govern-
‘ment, it was not for lack of explanation.
Time and again it was pointed out that
the development of the province called
for large outlays, and justified pledging
its credit for the money. Mr. Martin
may be ignorant ‘on this point. He has
been identified for so short a time with
the public life of the provinee that his
ignorance might be excusable; but this
does not justify him in decrying the
credit of the province abroad by seeking
to create the impression that the country
has been running behind.

It is proper to point out in this con-
nection that the manner in which the
public accounts are kept in British Col-
_umbia is such that it is not always clear

ABOUT POULTRY.

Charcoal is excellent for poultry; . so
8 corn burned or charred on the ear.

One way
take beets or carrots, cook them for the
fowls, feed them, and in two days there
will be a change; the yolks will be as
yellow as desired.

On_e of the most important things in
feeding poultry, yet too often neglected,
18 a supply of good, pure drinking water,
and a fowl drinks every 10 or 15 minutes
In warm weather. Impure water is
one of the most fruitful sources of dis-
ease.  Cholera, for instance, is in all
probability often due to the drinking of
water that is not pure. Snow water
will reduce flesh as mgidly as a sharp
attack of diarrhoea. The best thing is
to have a stream of running water., A
few rusty nails in the water are good, or
a few drops of tineture of iron every
other day. 'The vessel must be kept
clean, and water should be warmed in
winter for fowls, or it will chill them,
but in summer it should be cool.

BUTTER IN SEALED TINS.

Dominion Dairy Commissioner Robert-
son is developing another scheme to make
the farmers rich. It is the exportation
of Canadian butter in tins. The butter
is to be wrapped in wax paper and
pla, in hermetically sealed tins. It
is ¢ imed that when packed in this way
butter will keep good in any climate, ‘and
Prof. Robertson believes that a large
trade ‘may be" developed with China,
Japan and other Oriental countries. Prof.
Robertson has had 'a number of tins
made in Montreal for this purpose, and
4 shipment of butter in tins has already
been made from the dairy station at
Calgary to the Yukon district. This
method of packing butter is not a mere
experiment. It has already been tried
with: very great success in France, and
Prof. Robertson - states = that the tins
made in Montreal are fully equal to
those made in France. Accustomed as
the public is to the idea of packing fruit,
vegetables and meat in tins, it seems
strange that some one did not long ago
think of packing Canadian bufter in tins
for export. . i

PRESERVING EGGS.

Take a common starch box with a slid-"
ing lid. - Put the eggs in the box, and
upon an oyster shell or other suitable
substance place a teaspoonful of sul-
phur.  Set fire to the sulphar, and
when the fumes begin to rise briskly
shut up the lid, make the box tight and
do not disturb it for half an hour. Now
take out the eggs, pack in oats, and the
job is done. If the oats or packing ma-
terial be subjected to the same process,
it will be all the better. If-a barrelful
is to be preserved, place the eggs in a
tight barrel two-thirds full;, with no
packing whatever. Fire a pound of sul-
phur upon a suitable substance on top
of the eggs in the vaeant space over
them, shut up tightly, let stand an hour
and then take out the eggs. As the
gas is much heavier than air, it will
sink to the bottom, or, rather, fill up
the barrel with fumes. In another bar-
rel or box place some oats, and treat in
the same way. Now pack the eggs in
the oats, head up the barrel and turn
the barrel every day to prevent falling
of the yolks, using each end alternately,
and they will keep a year, or, according
.to efficiency of the operation, a shorter
or longer time, says the Poultry Keeper.
It will be seen by the above that the
process is a dry and neat onc aud very
inexpensive. sulphur being a very cheap

article. This process was soid several

RAISING GEESE.

It.is useless to attempt to raise geese
successfully if they are afraid of their
attendant, says Samuel shman in
Country Gentleman.® They should be
treated with great gentleness and have
full confidence in their keeper. A nerv-
ous, quick-motioned, excitable or rough
person may keep them so distributed that
they can not thrive. :
If cooped at night in a tight house, or
one. having open windows protected by
wire netting, loss from dogs, cats and
other animals is prevented but the bed-
ding must be renewed daily and remov-
ed frequently. If this is not done or they
are crowded too much and do_pot have
sufficient air, their growth will®be much
less than if left out in the open. To
make the best growth they should have
succulent green food before them while
they can see to eat. If shut in for a
short time, they should have a continual
supply of freshly-mown rye; oats, clover
and corn fodder. Otherwise they will
fret .and lose much in weight.

They may be pastured from the start
on growing rye, oats, millet and other
green crops to their great advantage, or
may be turned on to these crops when
grass becomes old or dries wp in hot
weather. If shut off the plat before it
is eaten too close, it will grow up again
and may be thus eaten down -several
times, Such crops should be thickly
sown. Mr. James Rankin, who grows
rve and oats for his ducks. sows five
bushels of seed to the acre. By planting
one piece after another, a succession of
green crons mayv. be had that will fur-
nish the best of sufficient food through
the hot weather. . !

Some of
these plants are sterile to their pollen,
others ripen their pollen and pistils at
different times or in different flowers.
The hairs of insects become covered with
pollen as they work, and so the visitors
ar it from blossom to blossom, and
,the result is fruit. Some vegetables also
are dependent upon the visits of insects.
This “is true in the case of pumpkins,
squash and cucumbers, the pollen of
which is produced in one flower and the
fruit by another. There‘will be no fruit
unless the two be brought together.
Again, at least two kinds.of grain—
buckwheat and field peas, are depend-

fife, not from their own |,

ent upon the visits of inseets, and
among them the honey bee is the most
useful. Marked on a scale of ten, at
least six points should be given to this
one insect, as against all others. The
bumble bee should receive two points.
Butterflies, skippers, flower flies, moths
and solitary bees perhaps collectively are
entitled to the remaining two points.
Plants that are fertilized by the wind,
as -Indian corn and grasses, are not in-
cluded in this  list, of . course. The
showy petals and scent of honey in any
blossom may be taken as an index_that
it is dependent upon insects for fruit.

ORIENTAL NEWS.

Tale of Russian Atrocities in Manchuria
—Cotton Combine in Japan—
Miners Entombed.

Reports come in of the arrogance and
atrocious cruelty of the Russiains along
the line of the Manchuria’ railway in
China. The women are grossly insulted
in open daylight at their farm houses
and if the men remonstrate they are
ordered to cut down their own millet and
other growing grain for the convenience
of the railway, being threatened with dis-
grace and imprisonment under terms of
the contract with the government if they
don't.

Any supplies needed aré taken from
shops without payment, the shopkeepers
being threatened with imprisonment if
they objéct. Chinese farmers have ap-
pealed to the working miners in the dis-
tricts where the Russians are posted.
The miners, 2,00 in number, recently
returned from the war with the rebels
and are armed with rifles. Another
band of 4,000 under freebooter Pein-Wei
have joined:-the miners. ‘Pein-Wei is a
Chinese Robin Hood and his followers
worship him, At a word from him for
which the 6,000 armed Chinamen are
waiting they will attack the Russians.
These 6,000 troops are sworn to prevent
Russian advance into their territory.
They have instituted a republican form
of government among themselves.
Cotton importers throughout Japan
have combined to better competition
against the Bombay cotton combine. All
Europeans are admitted but for some
obscure reason Americans are barred,
During a violent thunder storm two
ships in Looggway Canal, China, load-
ed with powder were struck by lightning.
The explosion was so violent that the
whole country side thought an parth-
quake had occurred. It is claimed the
shock was felt in Shanghai 20 miles off.
The walls of the Kinka mine, Formosa,
cellapsed during a storm and 83 miners
were buried alive.

Dysentery is terribly prevalent in Ja-
pan. According to statistics at the home
department 877 cases were reported on
the 30th ultimo alone, 191 persons dying.

;h:r;e have been 40,667 cases, 8,132 being
atal. ;

The government of Japan has instruct-y
ed the minister of education, Mr. Ozaki,
to order all teachers of native schools.to
instruct school children to treat foreign-
ers with respect and not seoff and stone
them, as is prevalent in the country.
Father Fleury, a French priest, whose
mission was destroyed by fire and ths
inmates murdered, is still held by Chi-
nese bandits, who demand enormous
ransom. The priest writes that he is
ireated well but longs for his liberty.
The priest’s parents are poor and they
are asking agsistance from the Freneh

The Yellow river has overflown its
banks north of the Anshan mountains,
and the North China News claims that
hundreds of thousands of dwellers along
the bank are absolutely destitute and
homeless.

BORING FOR SALT IN CHINA.

_Chmese salt-well borning procesges, says
the Engineer, are slow but unuvsually affect-
ive. Salt wells and petrolenm wells cover

an area of about 2,500 square miles in the
Setchouen, Yunnan and Shansi districts,
and about 1,200 salt wells are now worked
by com&a.nles or familles. These wells are
from six to elght inches in dlameter and
from 575 to nearly 1,200 feet deep, through
rock. The drilling instrument resembles
a string of thick iron sausages,

strong tempered steel point. The cable is
made of thin strips of bamboo, not twisted,
and {s worked from the end of a strong,
elastic rod, resting on a roller and with
a small platform at one end. The free end
of the rod is worked by four or more men
like ‘a see-saw. The drill Is withdrawn
from time to time and water is poured
into the hole, and the muddy lquid is ex-
tracted by a bamboo piston. ’Eo prevent
the walls from ecaving in, cylinders of cy-
press wood are used, connected by nails.
If the cable breaks it Is fished up by a
varlety of  ingenious hooks patiently ap-
lied; and if the iron perferator breaks it
8 pounded out of the way by the slow fall
of heavy weights. While an ordinary well
can be bored in six to ten years, some wells
have required 40 years of incessant toil.
The salt brine is ‘extracted gg 4 bamboo
cylinder with a valve in the ttom, hoist-
ed by a bamboo cable rolling over a small
wheel and around a huge horizontal wheel,
with buffaloes as motive power.

OPERATIONS ON "CHANGE.

Movements Towards a Rise in New York,
but Drop at the Close.

New York, Sept. 20.—The stock market
presented all the characteristics of genuine
reaction to-day. Last week’s sharp recov-
ery eliminated the short interest very
largely and the liguidation for profits had
been mostly completed during the previous
continued decline. The market was thus
left free to a great extent from technieal
influences and inclined ‘to respond to the
prospects for general business in the coun-
try. Its failure to do so yesterday was at-
tributed to the unsettling influence of the
slump in Sugar. The bears were evidently
timid about continuing their campaign fur-
ther and were inclined to cover so that
this Influence towards the reaction was re-
covered. Nevertheless, the market dropped
heavily towards a lower basis, with gne or
two exceptions, and closed only barely
steady at a level generally I per cent. or
more below last night’s close.

The Evening Post’s London financial ca-
ble says: ‘The stock markets here open-
ed steady, but closed generally dull on the
unexpectedly large influx on gold from the
Bank of England. Americans were good at
one time on German orders to buy Erie,
Union and Northern Pacific common. The
other markets hardened sympathetically
but there was no public support here and
the close was dull in the absence of New
York buyers, A small feature is the revival
of speculation in Nitrate shares. Spanish
fours were firm on Paris buying, and ex-
change on London fell sharply to 39.80
against 40,88 at the ‘opening.” I have in-
formation from an excellent gquarter that
negotiations by the Hongkong and Chinese
governments for railway shares are proceed-
ing most’ satisfactorily for British -inter-
ests.  Consols were lower to-day on the
gold movement and on an unconfirmed re-
port that the Bank of England is seeking
to gain control of the money market by
borrowing on consols.  This point, if true,
would be most important, but I cannot ex-
press a definite ollelnlon at the time of
cabling.

Charges Preferred by Ald. Bragg ¢
Against the Caretaker
Investigated.

Complaints of Trouble Among the
Gardeners and a Suggested
Remedy.

The charges preferred by Ald. Brags
against Mr. Robert Allen, caretaker of
Ross Bay cemetery, were inqu into
by the cemetery committee last evening,
Mayor Redfern presiding. = The charges
were contained in a letter written by
Ald. Bragg to the ‘council, and were
specified as follows: * During the early
part of last month Mr. Allen asked Mr.
Boddy, a mechanic of this city, to give
him a price to build brick walls for a
grave. Mr. Boddy gave Mr, Allen a fig-
ure. - The caretaker closed the bargain.
Mr. Boddy did the work, and Mr. Allen
paid him the amount. Another feature
of the case is this: Whereas clause 20
of the cemetery by-law, governing this
particular work, reads .thus: ‘Brick
graves. must have eight-inch walls of
the best hard brick, laid in cement,” yet
Mr. Allen, the caretaker of the ceme-
tery, appointed to see the law earried
out, enters into a. .contract with Mr.
Boddy and allows him to put in four-
inch walls, just half what is called for
in the by-law. Whether it is because
the brick came from a ‘yard ‘that the
chairman of the committee s familiar
with, is a question I must leave to Mr.
Allen to explain. It certainly is not in
the by-law.” i
Ald. Bragg made a short explanation,
stating that he made the’ complaint not
from a personal . but from a: public
standpoint. i
Mayor Redfern asked Ald. Bragg if he
had any evidence in support of his com-
plaint, and the alderman said, pointing
to his letter, * There is my evidence.”
The Mayor—That is not evidence; you
must call witnesses in support of it.

Mr. Boddy, the man who did the work,
was therefore called, and testified that
he had built a brick grave at the request
of Mr, Allen, who paid him $17 for the*
work. He gave Mr.: Allen a receipt,
made out in Mrs, Swale’s name, for the
money, As to the bricks, he had pur-
chased all his bricks this summer from
Humber & Sons. . 3

Mr. Allen said: he acted for Mrs,
Swale in the matter simply as an act of
kindness, and he received no remunera-
tion for his services. 'All brick graves
of the character referred to had four-
inch walls. :

Mrs. Swale testified that Mr. Allen
had, at-her request, got a price for the
work, and when it was completed she
handed him $17 to pay Mr. Boddy. She
paid Mr. Allen nothing. for his services.
Mr. Charles Hayward said that the
section that called for eight-inch walls
for brick graves he interpreted as refer-
ring to graves that were built from top
to bottom. 'What was referred to in
the complaint was simply an enclosure
for a casket, to take the place of the
usual wooden box. There were a lot of
similar enclosures in the cemetery, and
all had but four-inch walls. Mr. Allen
had been a very accommodating care-
taker and at the same time a caréful

PRIMITIVE CHRISTIANITY.
Not“i:lillﬁy people who talk of primitive

if pessible, to be restored, have given
much thought to what it is for which
they express a greference. Some religious
sects hold that, if the Bible is taken as
the rule of life, Christianity in its primi-
tive form will be nealized, forgetting that
to the early Christians the Bible, as we
know it, was mon-existent. The sacred
books.of the Jews, embraced in what we
call the Old Testament, were available
them,. but no argement is mecessary to
show. that the original disciples of Christ
were not probably familiar with Jewish
literature. The New Testament had, of
course, no existence. What the earliest
church knew. of the life of Christ was
derived either from the personal observa-
tions of its members or from hearsay.
The Gospels were not written until some
years after the Crueifixion, and the same
observation applies to the other New
Testament books. Even when these

copies must have been exceedingly few,,
and doubtless - the churches at some
places. were quite ignorant of epistles
written to the churches at other peints.
It is‘evident, therefore, ‘that whatever
may have been the guide of the primitive
Christians, it was not the Bible as we
have it to-day. Nor must it be forgotten
that the first Christians were Jews. They

books came to be written, the number of |

man progress—the only one which, after
niineteen centuries of vicissitudes, is as
full of wvitality as ever, and apparently
only -on the eve of its greatest triumphs.
Philosophy suggests that under such eir-
eumstances -it would be wise to seek for
the explanation of this difference be-

tween ‘Christianity and the teachings of
other sects and systems, and it is surely
not unréasonable to hold that im the
gbove-mentioned unique features of the
(Christian faith the solution may be
found. i

A belief in the resurrection might very
well be a great stimulus to heroic devo-
tion to thé cause of the mew religion,
but when we seek for the great potency
of -primitive Christianity, we find it in
fhe inflnence of what is called the Holy
Spirit. One of the difficalties attaching
to all philosophical inquiries arises from
‘the necessity of finding names for things.
‘We use such words as faith, belief, spirit,
soul, and so on, Without quite under-
standing ourselves what we mean by
them, and with the full knowledge that
those to whom they are addressed will
put their own interpretation upon them,
Hence when the expression Holy Spirit
is used, the person employing it or the
person to whom it is addressed may not
have 'a very definite idea of what is
meant.  In this respect it is like the
word “eleetricity.” It is a name for a
force that is understood only so far as

The Holy Spirit«is an agency, and 80
far as the observation of mankind goes, 4
the mest subtle and powerful agency

the whole Universe of God. It may well
be that it is the creative and supporting
ageney of that universe, of which the
anknown  philosopher who wrote . the
Epistle to the Hebrews thought when he
used the expression, * by whom also He
made the worlds.” The lesson which
primitive Christianity teaches—and - we
believe it to be its great lesson—is that
