CHOLERA AT PORT ARTHUR.
St. Petersburg, Sept. 24.-6:10 p. m.— 

Although no confirmation has-been re­
ceived at this hour at either the war 
office or the admiralty of the report from 
Tsingau that cholera had broken out at 
Poort Arthur, it is admitted that possi­
bly it is true owing to the terrible un­
sanitary conditions around the fortress 
arising from the number of decaving 
corpses there. But until confirmation is 
received the Tsingau despatch will not 
be given out to the press in order to 
avoid giving needless alarm to the rela­
tives of the brave defenders. The an­
nouncement, nope the less, has caused 
the deepest concern. The chief danger 
lies hi the overcrowded Chinese quar­
ters, but it is believed that comparative­
ly few natives are left at Port Arthur. 
It is pointed out that if the epidemic 
despite all precautions obtains a foot­
hold; it is likely to affect the Japanese 
as well as the Russians.

The admiralty has not yet received 
any confirmation of the report that ves­
sels of the Vladivostock squadron have 
put to sea.

Vancouver, Sept. 23.--Ttie Province 

publishes a statement that it has it from 
the most reliable source that the Great 
(Northern intends to rush a line into the 
Similkameen at once. " That twenty 
miles from Midway to Hedley have been 
surveyed and the rails have actually 
been shipped in from Bellingham, and 
that the men and material will be 
placed on the ground at once.

Speculation was rife yesterday as to 
the cause of the visit of R. 1. Farring­
ton, second vice president of the Great 
Northern; F. E. Ward, general mana­
ger, and J. C. Eden, assistant general 
traffic manager. To reporters the offi­
cials would say nothing, but to friends 
they talked more freely. It obtained on 
enquiry that Mr. Eden had been sem 
•through the Similkameen country in ad­
vance and had been through the finest 
sections, by Manager W. K. Rogers of 
the Nickle Plate mine. Mr. Eden thinks 
the Nickle Plate the biggest gokl mine 
in the world. The company in its forty 
stamp mill is saving $700 a day on tlie 
plates, and $200 more in the concen­
trates. Mr. Eden remarked that the 
Similkameen and Nicola were certainly 
marvelously rich valleys. He was par­
ticularly impressed with the fruit sec­
tion in the South Similkameen, which 
he pronounced better than the fruit sec­
tion ill the same belt south of the line, 
where land is now selling at from $300 
to $1,000 an acre.

Knoxville, Tenn., Sept. 24.—The most 
disastrous railway u*eck known to tins 
section occurred at 7:15 o’clock u..« 
morning on the Southern Railway about 

and one-eighth miles west of Hodges 
station and eighteen and one-half mi.es 
east of Knoxville. The result of the 
collision of two 'passenger trains is that 
about fifty people are dead anu ovx-i 
125 injured. The colliding trams 
east-bound through passenger trains, No. 
12 from Chattanooga to Salisbury, N 
C., leaving Knoxville at 9:35 a. m., and 
west-bound local passenger train No. 15 
from Bristol to Kuqitirille, due to arrive 
here at 11 a. m. According to the best 
information the wreck was due to a fail­
ure of the crew of the west-bound tram 
to carry out its orders to meet the 
bound passenger at Hodges station. In­
stead of taking the siding at 
it proceeded toward Knoxville. Both 
trains were running on time and with 
a speed of about thirty miles an hour 
The locomotives were demolished and 
the major portion of each train was 
completely wrecked with the exception 
of the Pullman sleepers, none -of which 
left the track. The coaches were filled 
with dead and injured and the rescue, 
work was accomplished with great diffi­
culty. A wrecking, special relief train 
left this city as soon as possible after 
the news of the disaster had been re­
ceived here. The removal of the wreck­
age and the rescuing of the dead and 
Wounded commenced immediately' after 
the arrival of this train.

Runnipg on a roadbed in a supposedly 
high condition of maintenance, and hav­
ing about them every safeguard known 
to modern railroading, two trains on the 
Southern railway, carrying heavy lists of 
passengers, came together in a frightful 
head end collision! near Hodges, T
today, sending 54 persons to death___
injuring 120, several of whom will pro­
bably die. This appalling loss of life 
resulted, railroad officials claim, from 
disregard of orders given to the two 
trains to meet at a station which has 
for a long time been their regular meet­
ing point. However, nothing is known 
save that the orders were not obeyed. 
The trains were on time and not making 
over 35 miles an 'hour, yet the impact 
as they rounded a curve and came sud­
denly upon each other, was frightful.

•with the mill which is entitled to sei 
the goods, and the customer has nothing 
to say as to what mill he shall deal 
with. The lumber mills at one time at­
tempted a similar scheme, but opposition 
from the trade prevented the consum­
mation of the plan.

Genoa, Sept. 23.—Komulo O. Aleivar, 
a Mexican passenger on board the Ham- 
burg-Amerioau liner Prinz Oskar, which 
sailed from New York September 6, 
became suddenly insane upon the arrival 
©ï the steamer here today and made an 
attempt to kill Captain Dugge, of the 
Prinz Oskar, and Frank R. Shattuck, a 
lawyer of Philadelphia. Aleivar first 
•fired a revolver at Captain Dugge, whom 
he shot in the mouth, and then discharg­
ed the weapon at Mr. Shattuck, the 
bullet taking effect in his left shoulder. 
Aleivar was overpowered and taken to 
an insane asylum.

New York, Sept. 23.—The Hamburg* 
American line received another despatch 
from Genoa saying the injuries to both 
men were slight. Mr. Shattuck was 
very little inconvenienced and Captain 
Dugge has resumed his regular duties. 
The passenger list of the Prinz Oskar 
on the trip just ended contained the 
name of Romulo Aleivar, but the steam­
ship company, officially, is unable to 
give any informtaion concerning him.

St. Petersburg, Sept. 23.—(3:20 a.m.)- 
.ine Japanese advance towards Mukden 
continues slowly, according to informa- 
tiop received here. Marquis Oyama’s 
advance guard is 30 miles south of Muk- 
den. Stories printed in the foreign press 
that a great battle there has already 
begun are disproved by the actual de­
velopments at the scene of operations, 
brorn the importance of Mukden as a 
winter base, it is believed that the Japa- 
nese probably will have to reckon first 
with a stubborn defence of the Rushan 
mines, where the next important fight 
is expected.

Judging by present developments, Mar­
quis Oyama is giving up the idea of 
cutting General Kuropatkin’s communi­
cations to the northward and contenting 
himself with advancing on the Russian 
front and flank in such fashion as to 
force the evacuation of the town and 
compel the Russians to retreat further north.

According to the best information, 
Oyama has three armies concentrated 
south and southeast of Mukden, a fourth 
corps, consisting of two divisions com­
posed of men drafted from the armies

September 20, 1904.Venice, Sept. 23.—The report pub­

lished in the United States by a 
agency that an attempt had been made 
to assassinate Don Carlos, the Spanish 
pretender, is without foundation. The 
only news here touching Don Carlos is 
that he is having trouble with his son, 
Don Jaime, who is with the Russian 
army in the Far Bast and who is said 
to have written against Catholicism 
which niight have an effect with the 
Carlist party in Spain. Don Carlos 
has also been informed that Don Jaime 
has been forbidden by the Russian au­
thorities to write any more letters to the 
Italian press on the situation in the Ear 
East.

Montreal, Sept. 22.—Alex. Bélanger, a 
rag picker, aged 52 years, was probably 
fatally shot by Leon Lecaillon, a saloon­
keeper, as a result of a dispute 
mutton pie in the latter’s saloon at the 
corner of Dominion and Nôtre Dame 
streets. Belanger claimed that it was 
not fit to eat and grabbed Lecaillon, 
when the fight occurred. Lecaillon struck 
Belanger with a rubber hose loaded with 
lead and put him out of the saloon. 
Belanger returned with a stick and aim­
ed a blow at Lecaillon, who then nred 
a revolver, the bullet from which enter­
ed near the region of the heart. Belanger 
now hovers between life and death. Le­
caillon is under arrest.

Washington, Sept. 23.—Captain Shoe­
maker, chief of the revenue cutter ser­
vice, has received a report from Captain 
Kilgour of the Rush, dated Juneau, 
Alaska, September 13th, giving the de­
tails of the rescue by his crew of the 
American ship McLauren on August 30 
last. Aboùt ten miles from Dutch har­
bor, Unalaska, the Rush sighted an open 
boat from which signals were made. The 
boat was found to be manned by a mate 
and four men, including the superintend­
ent of the cannery company, which 
owned the McLauren. The men when 
taken aboard stated that while trying to 
work through Unimak pass in the heavy 
gale, the ship had lost her rudder, and 
that all efforts to prevent her drifting 
had been unavailing. The crew of the 
boat had been to Dutch harbor, but none 
were willing to venture out in the storm, 
and after" waiting there three days the 
men set out and finally sighted the Rush. 
On reaching the McLauren Capt. Kil­
gour found that she was dragging her 
anchor and was then within three-quar­
ters of a mile of the rocks. With gieat 
difficulty a line was run to her with 
which she yas finally towed into Dutch 
harbor. It was found that during a lull 
in the storm eleven men of the McLaur- 
en’s crew had left the ship and had 
landed in a cove several miles away. 
These were later brought off with the 
exception of six men, who had started 
overland to Dutch harbor, a distance of 
twelve miles. Owing to impassable gla­
ciers and mountains it was feared that 
these six would perish and a party from 
the cutter McCulloch, then in the har­
bor, was sent out to rescue them. The 
Rush proceeded south.

New York, Sept. 22.—Today was thé 
coldest September 22nd New York has 
experienced since the establishment of 
the weather bureau thirty-four years 
ago. The official temperature at 8 a. 
m. was 42 degrees, but earlier in the 
morning the thermometer registered 40 
degrees. Since 1871 the nearest ap­
proach was September 22nd, 1875,

when the temperature registered 42 de­
grees. The weather was biting cold all 
over the state. Killing frosts are re­
ported all over New York state and 
throughout New England, with frosts 
as far south as Philadelphia.

The fair at Duncans, under the au­
spices of the Cowichan Agricultural As­
sociation, was held yesterday under fa­
vorable circumstances. The weather 
fine, the attendance good and the crowd 
was happy and good natured. Everybody 
enjoyed himself thoroughly.

Owing to the dry season the exhibits 
in fruit and vegetables were more lim­
ited than nsual; but many of the indi­
vidual collections were of the usual high 
order. There were, in particular, some 
fine specimens of apples.

The principal feature of the show 
was the stock exhibits, the entries in 
which, though not numerous, represent­
ed some very fine animals.

In the sheep pens' there were some 
surprisingly goqd Shropshires. One of 
the judges informed our correspondent 
that they were the best he had seen in 
the province, and would do credit to any 
Old Country fair. Mr. Bonsall was the 
principal exhibitor in this class. There 
was also a good showing of Southdowns 
and several fine grade ewes.

The cattle were limited in number, 
but included some first-class individual 
animals. The entries included Jerseys, 
Holsteins and Durhams. The star ex­
hibit was a Holstein cow shown by Mr. 
G. T. Corfield. Her record in a year 
has been 13,000 pounds of milk, or an 
average of 80 pounds of milk a day 
since calving.

The swine included a few excellent 
exhibits in Yorkshires, a fine Tamworth 
boar and a good Berkshire and several 
others.

The poultry exhibit was small with a 
few good birds in it.

In horses the display was surprisingly 
good. There was a very good showing of 
yearlings and foals of all classes.

The Her­
man was scheduled to get away about 
September 20th. ’ She bkS as ^arg<£ 100 
tons of Nome freight consigned to Yu­
kon-trading posts.

CLAIM ASSURANCES 
WERE VIOLATED

It was estimated on September 13th 
that there were 2,000 people in Nome 
wanting transportation out between that 
date and the close of Behring 
gation. These are the figures submit­
ted bÿ Charles H. Hamilton, of the 
shipping firm of Schubach & Hamilton, 
in a letter received yesterday by Albert 
Schubach from Mr. Hamilton, his part­
ner, who is now in Nome. Hamilton 
in his estimate took into account the 
passengers booked for the steamships 
Senator and Victoria, then about to sail. 
With them the number who had left 
for the outside during the season totaled 
1,664. On September 19th a crowd of 
165 left on the steamship Roanoke.

Mr. Hamilton made no estimate as to 
the number that would leave the Tanana 
coming down to St. Michael and there 
taking Nome boats for the outside. 
Some believe that fully 1,000 will return 
from Tanana on Nome boats.

At the time Hamilton wrote he stated 
that there were twelve sailings of large 
passenger carriers from Nome sched­
uled. These vessels, he thinks, can 
carry, about double the humber seeking 
transportation out.

AUTHORITY ON PRIZE COURTS.

Institute of International Law Dis- 
cusses Contraband.

Edinburgh, Sept. 23.^Lord Reay, in 
the course of his opening address at the 
Institute of International Law, said an 
international conference should be held 
(before long to deal with the question of 
contraband, and also with the action of 
prize courts, in order to give the latter 
a more impartial character. The trans­
formation of merchantmen into men-of- 
wai would have to be made subject to 
certain conditions, excluding all possi­
bility of recrimination as to the nature 
of the transformation. At the banquet 
this evening Lord Rosebery, toasting the 
foreign delegates, dwelt upon the import­
ance of questions of international law. 
It is foolish to ignore the fact that there 
is supposed to be some rivalry between 
Great Britain and Russia, "but he 
convinced there was room In Asia for 
both powers, and when that is recog­
nized by both it will be better for the 
world’s peace.

Russian Objection to Thibetan 
Treaty Founded on Current 

Reports.Salmon From
Northern Ports ‘ St. Petersburg, Sept. 22.—The Asso­

ciated Press learns that Russia’s rep­
resentations to Great Britain in respect 
to Thibet is based on the apparent dif­
ference in the assurance given Count 
Benkendorff, the Russian ambassador 
to Great Britain June 21st, and in the 
published terms of the Anglo-Thibetau 
treaty.

The assurances which were incorpo­
rated in a formal memorandum stated 
specifically that Great Britain would 
maintain a military occupation of Thi­
bet, would not establish a protectorate 
over the region and would respect the 
integrity of China. The portion to 
which objection is made, from Chinese 
sources establishes the fact that the 
published version of the treaty is prac­
tically that signed at Lhassa, so Russia 
contends that being provisional with 
the possibility of a permanent occupa­
tion of the Chumbi valley it may be 
considered to be a violation of the 
Brtiish assurances. Moreover, article 
nine is so sweeping (as to make British 
authority iu Thibet practically displace 
that of China. Great Britain claims 
that the Chumbi valley is not virtually 
a part of Thibet, and that she has no 
intention to permanently hold it. The 
Russian contention, therefore, is based 
principally on article nine. It is not 
expected in diplomatic quarters that 
the incident will precipitate complica­
tions. Russia’s interest in Thibet is to 
a large extent academical.

Fostering Wood-'

An interesting report lias been put 
lished by the British Consul at Stutl 
gart upon the technical instruction uu\ 
given in connection with the wood-work 
iog industries of Germany. It is show 
that almost all trades’ schools and th 
larger continuation schools contain spe 
cial classes for carpenters, furnitur 
makers, turners, and other wood-work 
ers; but in these classes as well as ii 
the schools organized by the Wood 
workers’ Guild, much more attention ii 
instruction in the different 
wood-carving.

The first independent special technica 
schools for wood-carving were establish 
ed in the great wooded districts of Ba 
varia. As far back as the year 1835 
the attention of the Bavarian Govern 
ment was drawn to the fact that th< 
wood-carving industries in the districts 
of Oberammergau and Berchtesgaden 
Which had flourished for several 
turies, were in a languishing condition, 
This led to the foundation of the first 
special technical school at Berchtcsgad- 
en, which was followed by a number 
of other schools founded on the sarnd 
pattern, but with a more extensive cur] 
ricukim.

During the--summer months the schoo 
is visited by few pupils, as the majoritj 
ofttbei-boys are occupied in various call 
iugs. Many are-engaged in field work 
others are employed as boatmen on the 
lakes, others again act as guides tq 
tourists, aud so forth. The report adds 
that an order was lately received foil 
o,000 boxes of carved animals for a 
watering-place on the west coast of Eng­
land; these will be sold marked “Sou­
venir of ----- .” A similar order for a
like purpose was also received from 
Cape Town.

The drawing and wood-carving school 
at Partenkirchen, opened iu 18(39, is the 
art trade institute of the surrounding 
district, founded for the purpose of fos­
tering the wood-carving industry, which] 
has already existed there for several1 
centuries. A special feature is the wood­
working business attached to the school. 
This business, which is only carried on 
as far as it seems necessary in the in­
terests of the school, was commenced in 
order to increase the opportunities for 
practical work, and so afford the older 
pupils an opportunity of earning some 
money. The objects manufactured in­
clude decorative furniture aud other 
household articles of every kind and 
style. The business is carried on en- 
frrely apart from the school in a thor­
ough .commercial manner, with separate 
acounts and book-keeping. It is worth 
about £2,500, including furniture and 

, objects ln carved wood for about 
xyuu, and a stock of wood valued at 
about £500. The annual business done

The Berlin School of Carpentrv and 
Uabinet-making was founded for the 
benefit of apprentices aud journeymen 
engaged in these occupations.

An interesting report has been pub­
lished by the British Consul at Stutt­
gart upon the technical instruction now 
given in connection with the wood-work­
ing industries of Germany. It is shown 

almost all trades’ schools and the 
larger continuation schools contain spe­
cial classes for carpenters, furniture 
makers, turners, and other wood-work­
ers; but in these classes as well as in 
the schools organized by the Wood­
workers’ Guild, much more attention is 
instruction in the different processes of 
wood-carving.

The first independent special technical 
schools for wood-carving were establish­
ed in the great wooded districts of Ba­
varia. As far back as the year 1838 
the attention of the Bavarian Govern­
ment was drawn to the fact that the 
wood-carving industries in the districts 
of Oberammergau and Berchtesgaden, 
Which had flourished for several cen­
turies, were in a languishing condition. 
This led to the foundation of the first 
special technical school at Berchtesgad­
en, which was followed by a number 
of other schools founded on the same 
pattern, but with a more extensive cur­
riculum. 7

During the* summer months tlie school 
is visited by few pupils, as blie majority 
oft.thet boys are occupied in various call­
ings. Many are-engaged in field work, 
others are employed as boatmen on the 
lakes, others again act as guides to 
tourists, and so forth. The report adds 
that an order was lately received for 
8,000 boxes of carved animals for a 
watering-place on the west coast of Eng­
land; these will be sold marked “Sou­
venir of ----- .”

!One of the principal items ot enter­
tainment at the fair will be the military 
and naval display by soldiers from the 
barracks and sailors from the navy. The 
military and naval authorities have 
kindly given their permission for the at­
tendance of their men m this capacity 
at the exhibition, and the men are look­
ing forward to the outing with mneh j 
pleasure. The public who attend will 
be enabled to see how strong and active 
the fighting men are, and they will be 
amazed at the feats of agility and endur­
ance that can be performed by the gal­
lant soldiers and sailors. The programme 
for this particular portion of the very 
fine bill of fare provided by the man­
agement of the fair fbr the amusement 
of the visiting thousands, is exceedingly 
interesting, and it includes almost every­
thing in the way of military add naval 
drills and competitive exhibitions.

There is to be a physical drill with 
music, showing the manner in which the 
raw material for King Edward’s army 
and navy is prepared for its duties as 
the finished artiefê. Those exercises are 
all of the latest and most approved kind, 
and are such as are used at Aldershot 
and other military bases, as well as by 
the men of the British fleet on board 
and ashore. For all classes of citizens 
this drill will be of interest and no 
doubt of great profit to the thousands 
of young men» who will be sure to be 
present to look on and admire the smart 
fellows from the fleet and the barracks.

There will also be a field gun compe­
tition, in which the spectators will be 
enabled to see something of the work 
that is going on in Manchuria by the 
Russians and their conquerors, the Japa­
nese. Unlimbering, loading and firing, 
limbering up, taking new positions and 
all the other manoeuvres which a field 
battery in action is called upon to 
perform under the terrible pressure of 
battle’s necessities.

Une of toe most amusing and exciting 
items on this fine programme will be 
the obstacle race, iu which, as a rule, 
the tars from the navy, owing to their 
peculiar training, usually excel]. The 
race will be, in this case, more “obstacu- 
lar ’ than is usually the case. There 
will be nets to flounder over, poles to 
shin up, barrels to get through, ropes 
to climbs, water buckets well filled to 
shiff, and a score of other things to do 
that will keep the competitors busy until 
the finish. Another very interesting part 
of the army and navy sports will be the 
reproduction of au assault on a fort, 
in which the assailants will endeavor to 
gain possession of the works, while the 
defenders do their best to annihilate 
them. A bridge will be blown np, there 
will be desperate sorties by the garri­
son, and as desperate assaults on the 
entrenchments aud fortifications by the 
besiegers; mining and countermining. It 
will be as close a reproduction as pos­
sible of the work now being done at 
Port Arthur, and will be both timely 
and inteüsèly interesting to all who at­
tend.
