HENQUIRY INTOTHE HUMBER RAIL~
WAY CALAMITY. 2

Gathering at the Parkdale Town Hall—-
: emce of Railway Men — Probabils
ity of Jeffrey’s Arrest.

The enquiry into the circumstances at-
tending the Humber railway disaster last
week was continued by Coroner Lynd at
the Parkdale town hall yesterday after-
noon, comimencing at 4 o’clock. The little
council chamber was crowded, the gather-
ing being made up of jurymen, nrail-
way officials, lawyers, witnesses and
otbers directly connected with the case,
tmployes of the bolt works, and a few
eurious villagers. The -crown was repre.
sented by County Attorney Fenton, the

Wragge and other gentlemen, the conduc

tor Barber, who was present, by Dr. Mc-

Michael, Q.C., the engineer Jefirey by

Mr, Nesbit, and the boit works by Mr.

Livingstone. The evidence disclosed some

new facts, and a copy of the rules and

regulations governing conductors and
drivers was put in.

John Kennedy, engine driver of the su-
burl}an, was the first witness. Just’ after
passing High park station he discovered
the headlight of another engine about 250
yards ‘away. He whistled for brakes,
which was all that he could do. Only a
few seconds elapsed before the collision
occurred. - He could not see far ahead on
account of a curve,a clump of trees and the
storm. The suburban was ten minutes
late in leaving, the dummy having run off
the track in the yard owing to a misplaced
switch. This fact was not disclosed be-
fore. The foreman asked witness several
questions, Kennedy’s replies being
to the following effect : If the sub-
urban had not been late, the
passengers would have been discharged at
the bolt works in safety. There is a sta-
tion master at Mimico who is on dut
w:hev. the suburban arrives theres at 7
o'clock. = He was not aware that a train
\Vals cammé from the west.

James Gaskin, . Kennedy’s mate, stated
that he could not make out the headl'rgh(t
for a few seconds on account of the storm.
When he did, he climbed back to the first
car and was about to apply the break when
the special thundered down upon them,
and he Jumgcl for his life.

Patrick Donovan, watchman at the
Humber, was standing at his post west of
the bridge looking out for the suburban
when the special passed by. He did not
expect it, but came to the conclusion that

: “it would cross the suburban at the Queen’s

wharf,
morning.

H. C. Bartow, machinist at the bolt
works, was called to prove that the de-
ceased James White was on the fatal
train. The suburban, he added to a juror,
was frequently late, sometimes 10 or 15
minutes. This is contradictory to a state-
mept made by Driver Kennedy.

Edward Berryman, telegraph operator
at Hamilton station, said his duty was to
despatch trains. He gave orders to special
420 Wednesday morning to run to Queen’s
wharf, avoiding regulars. The orders
were directed to the conductor and driver
of thespecial. Barber was the conductor
and Jetfrey the driver. He handed both
copies to Barber, who read them aloud to
him. Witness telegraphed to the operator
at Queen’s wharf that the special had left
Hamilton at 5.32. The operator therefore
knew that the special was on the way. If
the conductor had obeyed orders he would
have stopped at Mimico. Dr. McMichael
questioned witness on behalf of his client.
Witness did not know whether or not
there was an operator at Mimico when
Barber passed. The conductor had an-
other regular to avoid, train 25. Witness
mentioned it to him but did not advise him
tostop at any particular place.

_ Charles  Stiff, superintendent Great
Western division, said both conductors and
drivers are furnished with copies of rules
and regulations. A conductor has charge
of a train, but driver is held responsible if
he does not carry out all rules in connec-
tion with- the running of trains. The rules
in force on the Great Western railway
are the same as before the fusion. They
are different in some particulars from those
on other parts of the Grand Trunk. = If «
driver leaves a station without an order
he is equally responsible-for accidents with
the conductor. In answer,to the foreman,
witness explained that the operator at the
Queen’s wharf would have violated rules if
he detained the suburban there. To Mr.
Bell, witness said that Barber should have
waited at Mimico if the suburban never
got there, unless he got subse-
quent orders to go on. Regular
trains are protected by time tables. Barber
was not obliged to make any given time in
reaching Toronto. If the regulations had
been obeyed this accident woald never
have happened. To the foreman * the
hours of drivers vary ; a driver can posit-
ively refuse to go out if he needg rest. : I
should say if a man has had eight hours
rest that he is ready for twelve hours
work.

To Mr. Nesbit—Having a pilot, does not
velieve a driver of responsibility from train
orders.

A discussion ensued as to the position of |
the driver. Mr. Fenton thought it was |
important that he should be present at
some stage of the enquiry. ~Mr. Nesbit
said Jeffrey was badly hurt, but might be
able to attend within' a week. He said
his statement would not vary much from
Barber’'s. The county attorney advised
another sitting, which the coroner decided
upon.

John Baker, yard master at Hamilton,
was called to testify to a conversation he
had with Jeffrey on the morning of the
disaster. Witness told the driver that he

that curve, slack @p,” or ‘‘such and such
a wagon road crasses the track at such and
such & point, -whistle;” etc.

Coalition of Whigs ahd Teries to Defeat
the Parnellites.

Cokg, Jan. 8.—Alderman John Daly,
home rule member of the commons for the
city, has resigned. He said he could slde
no longer with the Parnellites and thought
the time had come for his withdrawal. A
new move will be inaugurated at the elec-
tion to fill the vacancy thus created. The
whigs and tories have resolved to unite in
the nomination of a candidate, and it is
‘thoaght that will prevent the election of a
Parnellite, especially as Parnell’s influence
has been greatly weakened by his accept-
ance of the forty thousand pound testi-
monial. It is thought probable that the
coalition policy will be %enerally followed
for the future in Irish elections, the nom-
ination of a tory or whig candidate being
decided at a future caucus.

THE SPANISH CONSTITUTION.

Propoesed Amendments—A Policy of Cen-
. tralization.

M.apkin, Jan. 8.—Senor Moret, Spanish
minister of tho interior, has introduced
in the upper house of the cortes a measure
intended to initiate several government re-
forms. The most important feature of the
proposed change is the centralization of
the power of the national government,
which has heretofore been centred at the
capitol. This change it is proposed to
gradually bring about by a division of
Spain into fifteen provinces, to each of
which is to be conceded local governing
powers, the local administrations to be re-
sponsible to the central government, which
will not unnecessarily interfere with them.
By this method existing causes of dissatis-
faction and threatened revolution are ex-

Mr. Mackonochie resigns his
living in ,obedience to the order of the
court, The London Church Times bitterly
denounces the prosecution, and maintains
that the peace brought about by the Iate
archbishop of Canterbury on his death-bed
has proved to be.only a brief truce.

The Cairo correspondent of the Lontloti
Daily News intimates that Baker Pasha
will act rather on the defensive, at least
until he can eomplete a line of fortifica-
tions to defend t proper, The corres
spondent says : tge public wish to
guess what Baker Pasha’s strategy is likely
to be, they can not do better than consider
his opinions on Gen. Hicks’' expedition.
No man condemned that ill-fated enter-.
grise more strenuously than' Gen. Baker

id. Baker Pasha would for a time have
rested content with the reduction of Sen-
naar; he would have strengthened
his posts on the White Nile; he
would have waited until his men had
become trained soldiers; until reinforce-
ments had come up from Egypt, until, per-
haps, the mahdi’s followers began 'to quar-
rel among themselves, and then, possibly,
he might make a fresh movement. But:
he never thought Kordofan worth having
for its sake. He would have preferred to
make the most of the resources of the fine
country between and about the two
branches of the Nile, and to estimate a
stable and just governmentin the provinces
really worthy of ‘development.’ Baker
earnestly entreated Gen. Hicks to refrain
from invading Kordofan. -He often tele-
graphed to him to that effeet. The
Egyptian  government heard of this
and intimated to Baker TPasha that
they ‘wished him to cease from
corresponding with the general in
Sennaar. Corresponting Was their affair.
Hicks ntust go to Kordofan to save their
wretched prestige. And he went, with his
brave Englishmen, feeling they were going
to certain destruction, but-resolved to do
their duty. Baker Pasha’s view was
shared by every responsible English officer
in Egypt. Now that the mahdi has been
everywhere triumphant, the force of the
arguments used by Gen. Baker and others
is increased tenfold. The men now avail-
able for the Suakim expedition are inferior
in soldierly qualities to those who accom:
panied Gen. lHicks.

“The whole of the Soudan is lost. The
mahdi’s followers are exultant; .they com-
prise the whole population, and at last
they are in sight of Suakim itself. If the
mahdi’s success continues it will not be
possible to trust the Egyptians implicitly
with the defense of their own frontiers
(though perhaps the fortified positions
which it is proposed to erect on the bor-
ders of Upper Egypt might have the ef-
fect of improving the morale of the coun-
try’s defenders). The Egyptian govern-
ment is placed between the horns of a dil-
em . Either ofé!the- courses—a Tecon-
quess@ the Soudan or the retirement to
the 1 of Egypt proper—will bring
heavyburdensuponthe Egyptian taxpayers.
The former course, even if the Egyptian
troops were efficient, would necessitate
the enrollment of at least twenty thousand
men, which would involve a yearly mili-
tary expenditure of £700,000, or more than
treble the present .amount. The latter
course will also necessitate an increase of
the defensive force of the country, but,
naturally, will prove the cheaper of the
two. The sum and substance of the mat-
ter is that the Soudan question is solving
itself. Province after province has de-
clared for the new prophet, and the Egyp-
tian government can not prevent this, for
the plain and sufficient reason that it has
neither the men nor the money.”

A Iiab}rlb]o Murder in Ireland.
DusLry, Jan. 8.—A horrible murder has
been committed in Lisburn county Antrim.

A man named Doherty, while in an insane
condition, shot his sister-in-law dead and
wounded his wife. Doherty went out with
a loaded gun, which he aimed at two girls
who were passing on the road to the
factory. His wife succeeded in diverting
his aim, but was herself hurt in the strug-
gle. Re-loading his gun he fired at his
sister-in-law, causing instantaneous death.
He is now in custody.

A Protest from Workingmen,

Paris, Jan. 8.—The unemployed work-
men have issued a violent manifesto call-
ing a meeting for Sunday to protest against
the action of the Paris workmen who were
sent to Boston to study American indus-
try but wasted their time holding social
meetings and fraternizing with the worst
class of exiles.

Dutch Captives at Acheen.

Loxpox, Jan. 8.—The Dntch government
has sent troops to Acheen to compel the
rajah, who holds in captivity the crew of
the steamer Nesero, to surrender them.
There are 25 of the.crew in the hands of
the rajah, including an American. There
is danger of their being massacred fif th
troops make an attack. .

Cork, Jan. 8.—The police have dis-
covered that the arms found in the resi-
dence of a physician, and which were at
first supposed to have been stored for some
illegal plirposes, were simply family relics.
The weapons have been returned to their
owner.

A New Egyptian Ministry.

How she Married Tywe Lovers Within
One Week.

separately. Several days after the second
marriage husband No. I, not liking the
ivay things were going on, came out to
Arthir on Friday last and swore out a
warrant against husband No: 2, who was
arrested and a ;x)raliminury trisl held there
in the drill slied on Satarday evening,
when husband No. 1, accompanied by his
too much married bride, appeared to pro-
secute.

The young woman, who is good looking,
but apparently rather goft, testified that
she was duly married to Wm. Bolton and
that one day she' went out to the barn to
‘milk the cows, when the prisoner, Wm.
Everet, seized her and assisted by her
brother, aged 14; placed her in a sleigh.
She was held down by her brother and
threatened with death if she gave an alarm.
She was driven to Elora and there con-
fined a prisoner in a room, while Everet
went out to get a license. She
was. then taken to the residence pof
the Rev. Mr. Buggins, methodist parson,
who married her-to the prisoner. With
husband No. 2 she went back to Everet’s
father’s house in Garafraxa, where arather
strange party were waiting to receive
them, consisting of husband No. 1, the
girl’s father, mother and elder brother,
also four of the prisoner’s brothers and his
niother, There was no music or dancing
although there was a fiddle in the
room, except a little jumping around
the ' room, in which husband No.
1 took part. Shortly  after 11 the
irl's parents aund brothér, and husband

o. 1 left for home, leaving the prisoner,

husband No. 2, in quiet possession of the
blushing (?) bride. They remained there
al night, all the next day and until Friday,
when Constable Munson made his appear-
ance and took the man prisoner. As soon
as husband No. 1 saw No. 2 under arrest
he went over to Everet’s honse where he
found his mother-in-law, Mrs. Checkley,
spending the day at Everet's. The young
wife appeared glad to see him, and the trio
went back to Checkley’s as if nothing had
happened.
n cross examination the girl said the
prisoner made her drunk. The girl’s four-
teen year old brother corroborated her
evidence. Husband No. 1 testified that he
saw his wife and the prisoner together, but
took no immediate steps to separate them.
The prisoner was committed for trial.

The Latest and Best News Found in Our
Canadian Exchanges.

The Grand Trunk railway has begun to
(piatller rails’all along its eastern line for a
ouble track.

The fines imposed at the police’ court,

amounted to $15,167.30.

Michael O’Connor, father of Johnny
O’Connor of Biddulph tragedy fame, died
at London East on Saturday.

H. H. Smith & Co’s tailoring establish-
ment at Winnipeg, Man., was gone
through last week for two hundred dollars.
The various departments of the govern-
ment are busily engaged in preparing their
annual reports for presentation to parlia-
ment.

The Canadian Pacific railway has been
doing good work for Canada in England by
extensive advertising at international and
other exhibitions.

All the men on the Canada Pacific rail-
way works at Winnipeg, Man , are now
working over time. The engineers have
all returned except five.

The gassuddenly gave out in Guelph on
Monday night at9 o’clock, the pipes being
frozen. There was great confusion at the
rink and other places where large bodies of
people were gathered.

The filling and mixing shops of Messrs.
Hand & Co’s. pyrotechnic establishment
at Hamilton, Ont., were destroyed by fire
yesterday. - Loss $400. No explosion oc-
curred and nobody was hurt.

It is thought that the choice for the
command of the Wimbledon team lies be-
tween Licut.-Col. Ouimet, M.P., of the
65th batt., and Lieut.-Col. Bond of the
Prince of Wales’ rifles, Montreal.

The Great Western System and its Rules—
Suburban Trains—A Gevernment Ih-
quiry — Settlement of Clatms—Abotut
Double Tracks. i
A reportét of The World had dn inter-
view with Mr. Hickson at the Queen's last
night. While he was quite willing to talk
about the collision hé was equally anxions
not to say anything that would interfere
with the freedom of the coroner’s inquest,
or that would in any way bias the jury in
finding a verdict.
Railways, he said, were run on a sys-
tem, The system under which the Great
Western was run was the result of years
of experience, and’ it had been gradually
improved and altered as experience sug-
gested. Men were fallible and indealing with
them or with accidents of this kind regard
must be had to human fallibility. We
learn by experience ‘where things can be
improved. = But it is only after mature de-
liberation and experience that our rules

are changed, as unider the circumstances it
sometimes happens that an alteration
may end in confusion rather than improve-
ment.

Nothing could be clearer, it seems to me,
than the working time table and the
rules under which the Great Western is
operated.

The World theother day, I noticed, said
the Great Western had been fused into the
Grand Trunk and that the accident would
not have happened had the Western re-
mained a separate line. There is not a
single officer on the Great Wgstern division
that has to do with the opérating of the
line who has been moved from iis post,
and there has not been ‘a single change in
the regulations. If changes had 'ﬁen
made that charge might have been levelled
with some force against the company.

The suburban trains are run for the con-
venience of the people of the suburbs, not
for the profit of the company: There is
one thing lost sight of sometimes, and it is
this, that the suburban trains both here
and in the neighborhood of Montreal were
started to supply a felt want on the part
of the people in the respective = localities.
If the officers of the Grand Trunk con-
sulted their own convenience, and perha
the interests of the company, they would
discontinue these trains, which are not
oney-making, and are 4 source of much
treuble, and require a great deal of 'pains
in working them ; ‘but I fpemona.lly felt
that in the neighborhood of Montreal, and
no doubt the late manager of the Great
Western similarly thought the same - with
regard to Toronto, that such a service was
required by the people in' or near these
cities, and so gave it. People also are apt
to lose sight of the fact that if you call for
this and that additional tonvenience in
connection with these trains, it becotnes
impossible to give such a service on the
terms under which it was first given. As
it is the trains are a great convenience to
the public ; and of no pecuniary benefit to
the company.

As to government or anybody inquiring
into the accident, the company has no
objection whatever.

As to a settlement with the representa-
tives of those killed or injured, what we
would like to do is to see somebody look-
ing after them with whom we can deal,
and deal with them in a fair and proper
irit.

The Grand Trunk has been working at

“double-tracking its line for the last three

or four years, and we are looking forward
to a double line all the way between To-
ronto and Montreal.  Perhaps the com-
pany may ask for legislation this coming
session in that direction. - And while
speaking of double tracks that reminds me
a good deal has been said about the so-
called circular trip—up the Grand Trunk
and down by the Great Western. These
very circular trips do in a measure give the
benefits of a double track. We send as
much as possible of our through-bound
western traffic over the Grand Trunk or
northern line, and have the east-bound
traffic come down by the Great Western.
This aveids an immense number of trains
crossing one another, prevents many de-
lays and therefore lessens the time of the
journey (a matter of great importance) and
is consequently much easier on those who
operate the lines, on the train men, the
switchmen, etc. The northern grade is
the easiest to climb, and therefore we send
the west-bound freight, which is the heavi-
&:ver that road. Of coursejthere is a

in amount of local and the passenger
traffig on each of these lines which has to
go in'Wbth directions, but this system of
circular trips is practically and efficiently
a great step in the direction of double
tracks.

minister who died full of years
and honors in 1863. The governor-gen-
eral’s ‘mother was a Miss Flahault
daughter of the Count de Flahanlt, grand
chancellor of the legion of honor. This
lady‘established her claim to the barony
of Nairne in 1874, by right of her mother;
g0 that our governor general's nationality
is partly  Scotch, French, English and
Irish, {u fact honors are easy, so. far as
the national societies go, and if his lord-
ship proves to'be the great success that
present appeataiices indicate, none of them
will _be able to claim him as their own ex-
clusive champion.

A4 MARVELLOUS ESCAPE.

A Woman and Child Rescued by Freight
Hands at Great Risk.

GueLpH, Jan. 8.—An exciting incident
occurred here last night. Two German
women, one with a child in her arms, bound
for Hamilton got off the train. - Learning
that no other train left for that city that
evening, they made a rush for the moving
cars. One of the women boarded it all
right, but the other with the child in her
arms fell between the train and the plat-
form and the child flew out of her arms. A
couple of the freight station employes
rushed to the rescue. One succe'eded in
pushing the'- child off the rail just as a
wheel, was going over it..; The other safely
shifted the woman and then fell hlmsglt,
both man and woman succeeding in lying
snug up against the platform until the train
went by, but it was a marvellous escape.

A Perilous and Fatal Journey.
WiINNIPEG, Jan. 7.—On Wednesday last
the crew of the Silver Spray, six men,
after laying up their boat in Silver islet,
started on foot for Pory Arthur, 30 miles
distant. After passing Thunder cape they
were ogertaken by a snow storm, losing
their way. Five arrived at Port Arthur
exhausted and partly frozen; the sixth
man, named Porter, of Owen Sound, sepa-
rated from his’ companions  during the
storm. A search party discovered his body.
yesterday some miles from the cape.

Firve in a School Bullding.
Over-heating of the furnace in the Hope
street “school resulted in igniting the ad-
jacent . woodwork yesterday afternoon.
Qui‘tia,a blaze struck up and an alarm was
sounded, followed shortly afterwards by a
general alarm. The reels made slow prog-
ress through the stiects on account of the
heavy snowfall, and by the time they
reached the scene the volume of flame had
assumed considerable proportiens. But
several streams of water were soon poured
on, and in time the fire was extinguished.
The loss is estimated at $1200, and is
covered by insurance in. the Citizens’ com-
pany. The children had left the building
shortly before the fire started.

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Last Year’'s Fallures.

About this time the commercial failures
of a whole year are lumped together, and
some timid people go into fits of alarm
over the published figures. But the fig-
ures are not so very alarming after all,
when they are properly analyzed and their
true meaning explained. Bradstreet’s, a
very good authority, says that an exam-
ination of the detailed lists of failures oc-
curing throughout the United States in
1883 reveals the fact that at least 76 per
cent. ot the whole number were those in
which ‘the liabilities in each instance
amounted to less than $10,000. But 13
per cent. of the whole number had liabili-
ties ranging from $10,000 to $25,000, and
about 5 per cent. were individually in-
debted from $25,000 to $50,000 each. This
decreasing proportion declines very rap-
idly as this analysis is continued. The
proportion of failures in which the liabili-
ties in each instance amounted to from
850,000 to $100,000 was but about 2§ per
cent. of the whole, and of those where lia-
bilities were from $100,000 to $500,000 each
the proportion was about 1} per cent. only.
This calculation indicates that over 7800 of
the 10,299 failures reported in 1883 were
those in which the debt in each instance
did not exceed $10,000; that over 1300
failing traders’ liabilities were between
£10,000 and $25,000; that in the instance
of over 500 the debts were from $25,000 to
$50,000; that 300 of the failures had debts
from $50,000 to $100,000 each, and that
the liabilities of less than 160 were from

All the time the ther-
mometer ranged from zero to ten degrees
below, and'the. firemen had altogether a
bad night of it, at one time being scorched
by the fire, and at another chilled to the
very bones by the intense cold and the keen
cutting wind that was blowing, and at all
times being drenched with water, while the
cornices, telegraph wires and bricks were
falling all around them; but happily no
one was seriously. hurt. To add to their
discomfort no refreshments were to be had,
and Ald.

Toronte, Jan. 8, 1883,
GOING HUNGRY TO SCHOOL.

Sensible Propdsals in the London School
Board.
Here is a list of propositions moved at a
meeting of the London (Eng.) school hoard
by a benevolent niember, who wished to
encourage poor people to send their chidreti
regularly to school> “‘lst. That all board
schools situated in poor localities be opened
at seven o'clock in the morning, and that
all necessary fires be lit for the reception
of the children of poor parents who ave
compefled to go to work., 2d. That all
children of parents unable t:agay school
fees be provided with one ireal per day.
3d. And that it be an instruction to the
works committee to make provision for
ca.e;xx'ing out the same, 4th. That an
head master or mistress of sich sshoa
shall be empowered to select any children
unable to attend through want of boots,
and shall have the power to order the
same through the board, the cost of which
shall not exceed 5s per pair.” 5
Mr. Freeman, acting chairman, inti-
mated that the board had no power to
carry out the second and fourth proposi:
tions, but that it was competent for Mr,
Mitchell to move the first. Mr. Mitchell
accordingly confined himself to the propo-
sition as to the hours for opening and the
lighting of fires. Miss Taylor seconded
the proposition, and questioned the de-
cision of the chalrman as to the power, of
the board. At the end of the discussion
the matter was referred to the works com-
mittee without any special instruction.

Emigration from Great Britain.

During the month of November, 1883,
2965 emigrants left Ireland, being 2152
less than the total for the previous month,
4371 less than the total September, and
177 more than the number for November,
1882, The English emigrants in Novem-
ber numbered 11,719, and the Scotch 1366,
the former showing a falling off from the
previous month of noarly 5000, the latter
decrease of 240. Nearly all the Irish emi-
grants went to the United States, only 704
having gone to Australasia, and 107 to
Canada.

The truth is, when such
things are weeded it is a matter of life or death
and the peoplerealize that it is better to pro-
videthem ten thousand times where they may
prove unnecessary, than to be without them
once when they need them.

But no large company of persons journey
through the world long before some of them
fecl the need of life insurance. KEvery year

the shadows of death fall upon the homes and
hearts of more orless. It'is only reasonable
precantion for all to insure. The cost of in-
stiFig is hot so great that it deserves to be
compared with the sad results to the families
of those who die uninsured.

Referring to the re-
cent failure of Shaw & Brothers, the
largest tannery and leather firm in the
world, Bradstreet’s says :—‘The enormous
total of boot and shoe and leather liabilities
at Boston dependent upon the failure of F.
Shaw & Brothers is rather apparent than
real, inasmuch as the sums due were in
large part owing one to the other. In any
such case, it is needless to say, an aggre-
gation of the liabilities is necessarily mis-
leading, including, as it does, a series of
duplications.” People would do well to
remember this when looking over terrifying
figures of failures in the aggregate.

Somebody writes to the Montreal Herald
declaring himself an ‘‘ashamed Canadian,”
because the proportion of business failures
is so much greater in Canada than in the
States. The explanation is a very simple
one, and ought to be more generally known
than it appears to be. In the United
Ntates business is done far more for cash
and less on a credit basis than in Canada.
The business that we do here at three or
six months is largely done in the States for
cash down, at ten days, or thirty days at
most. Our American neighbors are far
more of a cash paying people than we are ;
and it would be greatly to our credit were
we to run more closely to their example in

this respect. .

SIR : One would almost expect that such
an incisive writer as Mr. Goldwin Smith
at least looked beyond the surface of a
question before passing judgment upon it.

the wire to proceed and any ether orders
he may think proper. Why was
the tet:fraph operator at Mimico not in-
structed by the despatcher to display sig-
nals and see that Barber’s. special and the
suburban met there ? I presume that the
Grand Trunk keep their telegraph stations
open by night as well as by day at a safe-
guard against accident.

CATHOLICS AND FREEMASONRY.

The Case of Mr. Larkin—A Man Cannot be
Both—What the Freemason Has to Say
About it.

There is at present a strong undercur-
rent of excitement in catholic and masonic
circles in Toronto over the case of Mr.
Larkin, who it was said was refused ad-
thission to church because he was a free
mason. A World reporter made several
inquiries, but the only definite statement
he could get was the following article in
the Freemason, which is just out for Jan-
nary :

They Are N, G.—Keep Them Out.

Not long since the Evening Telegram of
this city announced that a person named
Larkin had been refused ission to a
Roman catholic church because he had
joined the freemasons. A day or two
after the Mail said one of its reporters in-
terviewed the rson alluded to, and he
denied being a freemason. It is difficult
to reconcile these statements, as they are
at variance with each other, but it is easy
to reconcile how any person claiming to be
a brother would deny it when it is recol-
lected that the church is the regulator and
keeper of his conscience.

The person named was initiated into
freemasonry in this city not long ago, but
to please his priest, and save himself do-
ing penance, he positively denies it. The
duty of the lodge that claims him as a
member is glain. If he is ashamed to own
—even under persecution—that he is a
freemason he should be proceeded against,
and in due time expelled the craft.

This case brings forward the thought—
Are Roman catholics desirable applicants?
We are of opinion that they are bad ma-
terial, and no matter how ekilled a work-

man may undertake to prepare it for the |

masonic temple there is every probability
that it will, sooner or later, crumble away
and weaken the edifice. The peculiar re-
lationship existing between Roman catho-
lics and their clergy is such that the lat-
ter are custodians of the secrets and con-
sciences of the former, and whatever there
is in freemasonry that should be kept from
profanes is sure someztimes to find a resting
place in the bosom of’a priest if ever con-
fided to one of their peeple.

True, there are liberal minded Roman
catholics, who.chafe under priestly domi-
nation, and frequently such obtain admis-
sion into freemasonry. For the time being
they cut themselves adrift from the church,
to the horror of father, mother or wife,
and then domestic happiness ceases.
Priestly persecution follows, and the rela-
tives of the so called heretic join hands with
the priest in making life almosta burden.
The brother may hold out loyally to the craft
against priest and relatives, but when

> death enters the home, and claims father,
. mother or wife then the dying relative—

prompted by the priest—makes but one
last request in order to rob death of some
of its terrors, and the result is that he who
resisted persecution finally breaks down at
the death bed of a relative, agrees to re-
nounce freemasonry, and the priest re-
ceives those dreaded secrets at the next
confessional.

These are some of the reasons that in-

duce us to say Roman catholics are no
good, and should be kept out of freema-
sonury, as it is only a matter of time with
them when they will prove recreant to
their obligation, and no freemason should
be a party to placing obligations upon such
