Mysterions Demise of the Heir to the
‘Throne at Brussels.

BrussgLs, Jan. 28.—Prince Bandouin,
nephew of King 'Leopold, and heir to the
throne of Belgium, is dead. He died in
Brussels at 8 o'clock yesterday. The cause
of his death is alleged to have been an attack
of bronchitis, The death of the Prince has
caused a tremendous serisation, and creates
consternation in all classes in Brussels,
There are all sorts of rumors circulating, as

 the public was entirely unaware that the
Prince was ill. Crowds of people are parad-
ing the streets, or gathered in knots at
the street corners eagerly discussing the
situation. On all sides the warmest expres-
sions of sympathy with the royal family in

and the bright hopes centred by the Belgians
on his future career, make them feel the
Prince’s loss in the keenest manner.

After some time and considerable ill
treatment Mrs. McLean gave him $1500 to go
away. He took the inoney and went to the
Western States, but returped to his old
haunts again about a yearago and was taken
in by Mr. Havard Arnold, near Easton's
Corners and since then has lived there.
Mr. and Mrs. Arnold had a comfortable
home, one child and lived happily together
for many ' years. cLean had not been
there long before the neighbors began to
talk about the undue’ intimacy existing be-
tween him and Mrs. Arnold, who it was said
was more McLean’s wife than Mr. Arnold’s.

The Anglican Clergy and the Sunday

Indeed to
such s has this mode of debate pro-
ceeded that one of the clergy, at the recent
meeting under mﬂdency of the Bishop
of Toronto, ac y proposed that they
should mierely vote and not speak, lest
they should say something that they
would % a considerable minority
voted for proposition. The discussion
showed that there was some reason for the

Least of
all has she invented artificial distinctions be-
tween the righteousness or unrighteousness

In other words, the Church of England and
every other church, and even the Judaizers,
have all lett the application of the command-
ment to common sense, guided by what one
of thé speakers called the wrinciple of Chris-
tian expediency. We say that, in actual
practice, 'although not with logical consis-
tency, this is the principle usually adopted.
In argument, however, it is the validity of
the Fourth Commandment which s insisted
upon, in spite of Whately and Hessey and
aﬁoale principal writers of modern times on
the subject.

But we are mot even here touching upon
the real difference between the two parties-
among the Toronto clergy. Notone voice
wagraised in fayor of Sunday labor. ' Even
the' running of street ¢ars was scarcely advo-
cated. At the most it was urged that a
means of conveying women and children, in
the summer time, to High Park would
be of advantage to the poorer
classés, | and that the rubning of
street cars, under certain restrictions, might
even lead to the diminution of labor on the
Lord’s Day. But the main point of differ-
ence was the questioa of referring “the deci-
sion to the ratepayers or the people at large.

Bingularly emough, the foreman of the
eoroner’s jury left town yesterday to shoot
wild ducks, leaving no address with his wife.
Ho is a blacksmith doing busiress near the
late Duke's residence, and to whom a large
sum of money-would be a consideration. His
wife said to-day that if her husband had
served on such a jury be had never told her
about it. The nawmes of the other jurymen
eAnnot be procured. An inquiry at Dr. Gib-
hons' house to-day revealed the fact that he
also bad left town for several days. A search
at the police station of the district shows
that the police bad received no official infor-
mation that -the Duke had died from other
than natural causes. 2

it is said, with the last wishes of the Duke.

c&5E his is strictly true. With at least half
“ & willion of people living in London there
probably never was any landlord more cor-
dially bated by his tepants, . whom he har-
assed with an amount of tyranny that is
1pproached by any landlord in the dis-
tressed distriets of oppressed Ireland. The
Duke of Bedford owned” the entire Covent
Garden district and Bloomsbury district,
which liés between Trafalgar-square and
Euston-station.

The Duke of Bedford was probably the
richest Duke in England, ‘his fortuneeven
exce & that of the Duke of Westminister;
yet he pever'was known to listen to any ap-
peal fé#'¢lomency from tradesman or tenant
who Wwas crushed by his burdensome rent.
He was es teuacious. as any feudal baron

:xacted every farthing, no matter
whglhq 1t drove the ténant to pauperism.

To-day’s papers contafi an account of &
oneé prosperous tradesman who was driven
by poverty to resist the Duke of Bedford’s
ovicting agents. He was sentenced to

rison and released only last week, a maud-

in idiot. He had, however, sufficient mem-
ory of his wrongs+to attracta crowd at the
railway station while the Duke’s hand-
ful of ashes were being put on the train for
transportation to the ancesiral vault, by
shouting: ‘*‘There goesthe Duke! He has
paid the penalty and I am avenged.”
