Rochester, Aug. 2L—"My wife was pro­
fessionally murdered.” 4

J. Frank York, a. druggist, who lires at 
111 Prank-street, made the above statement 
yesterday in reference to the cause of Mrs. 
York’s death, which occurred, after along 
and painful illness from a peculiar disease, a 
day or two ago.

Mr. York explained his use of the term 
•’professional murder” by saying that bis 
wife’s death was caused by a dentist dropping, 
a part of a tooth which he had extracted 
into the air passages leading to the lungs.

“It occurred the Monday of the week before 
Christmas,” he continued. “My wife had a 
tooth that boMiei ed her considerable an d 
she decided to have It pulled by Dr. Eding- 
ton.

“When she came home on that Monday 
night she was coughing violently and com­
plained of a smothering sensation when 
breathing. She told me ^that the dentist 
gave her gas and when she came out from $s 
influence she began coughing and could not 
stop for a half hour. The dentist did not 
tell ber that he had dropped the tooth, and 
so of course she did not know what was the 
matter with her.

“It was just about five weeks after Mrs. 
York’s illness began, that one day during a 
violent coughing spell she coughed up the 
crown of *a tooth. Then everything was 
clear. The dentist had,by mistake of course, 
dropped the tooth and she had breathed it 
down in her lungs.

“Then my wife commenced to improve, 
and she was confident that she would get 
welL But her improvement waa only tem­
porary. Her suffering was terrible, and she 
changed so in appearance as a result of her 
long illness that one hardly knew her.

“After her death a post mortem examina­
tion showed the right lung to be entirely 
gone, and the cavity where that organ bad 
been was filled with pus.

“The reason I hold Dr. Edington responsi­
ble for my wife’s death is that be did not in­
form her that he had dropped the tooth. He 
knew that my wife’s tooth was not in his 
forceps and that it had dropped into either 
her stomach or lungs. In fact Dr. Edington 
said to a young lady who entered bis office 
as my wife wjis going out that day: ‘That 
woman who just went out took her tooth 
with her.’

“I have decided to bring suit against him 
for damages.:^ I hold that my wife’s death 
was due to his neglect in not informing her 
that she had swallowed her tooth.”

A Simple Illustration of the Need of Sun­
day Can Ip Toronto.

The absolute need as well as the conveni­
ence of Sunday cars is suown by an experi­
ence of Dr. Murray McFarlane of 29 Carl- 
ton-street. A poor woman, employed during 
the week, walked on Sunday last a distance 
of several miles to bring a sick child to be 
treated by the doctor. As a result of her 
over-eltertion the woman was seized with a 
hemorrhage, while the long walk In the sin 
destroyed whatever hope there may have 
been of saving the baby’s life.

“It was a heart-rending case,” said Dr 
McFarlane. “Ihe poor woman is a widow, 
and during the week works hard to support 
her three little children. She lives 
iu the extreme West End, and Sunday is the 
only day which she has to herself. One of 
her children was suffering from an abscess in 
the ear, and the doctor who was attending it 
recommended that she consult me. In such 
cases it is impossible for me to visit the 
patient, as the instruments necessary are 
such os cannot readily be carried, 
woman presented herself at the office ex­
hausted by her long walk. The child bad 
suffered so from it that the abscess had ex­
tended and attacked the brain and the little 
one was delirious. When the woman was 
resting in my office she was seized with a 
violent hemorrhage, from the effects of 
which she nearly died. After she had re­
covered I sent her home in a carriage.

“I think that is a strong argument in favor 
of Sunday cars.” The woman was not able 
to pay for-S carriage aud there was nothing 
for her but to walk. If there had been 
street cars, not only might the child’s life 
have been saved, but that of the 
most assuredly would.

Killed In the Harvest Field.

To show that the writ­
ten and verbal opinions of the solicitor and 
of Mr. Maclaren and Mr. Rowell are errone­
ous I be World submits the opinion of a 
legal gentleman who probably commands 
the confidence of a much larger proportion 
of the community than the whole of the 
above combination.

A Thrilling Exhibition.
It is decidedly a thrilling exhibition, one 

that cannot fail to stir the blood with enthu­
siasm, end one moreover calculated to rouse 
a man’s love for the Mother Country.

Toronto gets more than enough of militar­
ism every day in the year, but it is a differ­
ent sort of militarism from that which we 
saw at the Baseball Grounds. The very 
sight of these veterans in their crimson 
tunics and flashing armor and flowing plumes 
of the Life Guards or the novel, breezy-look- 
ing uniforms of the Lancers bespeak 
fight and grit. You see the Tommy Atkins 
that Kipling has sung of and told tales 
about both in the serious and the playful 
business of his life. Aud yesterday morn­
ing some Torontonians bad sundry glimpses 
of Tommy Atkins off duty that were 
peculiarly Kiplingesque.

From the very opening of the tournament 
the onlooker feels nimself in the presence of 
that wonderful Influence in modern history, 
“the British army.” As soon as you hear 
the bugles blowing you think of Kipling.

The display opens with a march past of 
the 200 men. First comes the very best 
military baud that has ever been heard in 
this city, composed of picked men from the 
Coldstream Guards and other famous regi­
ments. It is under the direction of Band­
master W. May ne of the First Life Guards. 
A squad of the Royal Artillery, fine-looking 
fellows, with two large guns come next. 
The First Lite Guards follow, every man of 
them six feet in height,with great helmets and 
white plumes, red tunics and casques of 
polished steel and white trousers.

The beauty Of the ensemble is enhanced 
by the fact that every man rides a horse of 
solid black. The Royal Irish Lancers coma 
next, trim, lithe-looking men, darkly uni­
formed with square-topped helmets and 
lances carried aloft. The Infantry follow, 
the Grenadier Guards of fine bearing and 
uniformed like our own Royal Grenadiers: 
the 42nd Highlanders, the Black Watch, 
with great shakos and kilts; the Connaught 
Rangers in the regulation rifle uniform.

The manœuvres 'which follow are of a 
varied and brilliant nature. - Trooping the 
colors is a familiar one to us and was well 
execut d.

The 1st Life Guards do a very pretty 
musical ride with vigorous sword exercise. 
The great blades were wielded to the tune of 
“Here’s to the Maiden of Bashful Sixteen,” 
which recalls the time when Marie Prescott 
died as Cleopatra to the music of “Ere 
Another Sabbath’s Close.” They conclude 
by an intricate piece of riding known as 
“Plaiting the Maypole.”

The Black Watch exhibit some skill in 
Highland dancing. The exhibition of horses 
lying down and trained to act as bulwarks, 
the rider mounting as they jump up, excited 
muph interest.

—if tbe company would only settle the paving 
dispute with the city the position of ourselves 
end colleagues has always been with regard to 
the differences between the street railway com­
pany and the city that we have had and still have 
the strongest desire to bring the city and the 
street railway company to a common under­
standing that would be in accordance with the 
original agreement between the company and the 
city.

expressly excepted. All terms and conditions, 
therefore, of such week-day servie» can only 
apply to such service and not to a Sunday ser­
vice, so specially excepted, and tlieref re, a new 
agreement fixing the compensation for this addi­
tion to the franchise and especially bringing the 
Sunday set vice under the terms of the Original 
Agreement, as to fares, speed, service, protec­
tion of workmen, etc., ie essentially necessary 
before any vote should be taken on this question. 
Without such an agreement between the company 
as a company and the City Council in the event 
of a Sunday service being given on the 26th inst. 
whatever rights the city has will be entirely 
at the will aud mercy of the company.

This is made entirely clear by the City Solici­
tor’s opinion, as well as by that of the other pro­
fessional gentlemen who spoke at the Pavilion 
meeting. Clearly, even it were only a matter of 
doubt, should not the city’s interests be fully pro­
tected before it is too late, as will be the case if 
the Sunday service is granted on the 20th lost, 
without such binding agreement securing to the 
city all the rights it has under tbe original agree­
ment. Itjis evident that only under the compulsion 
of public opinion and at the last moment any at­
tempt on the part of the company has been 
made to recognize any of the rights of the 
employe.* of the titinpany. Surely every citizen, 
whether in favor^tif a Sunday service or not, 
sbouid see that the city's rights financially and 
otherwise are protected before voting for a Sun­
day service.

5. As to the assertion that the withdrawal of

2. “If the vote on the 26th of August under sec-
of said company running on Sunday^what section 
of said agreement, if any, brings them under 
the control of the City Engineer and Council ?”

Answer—The vote on the question of tiuuday 
street cars is not strictly under section 40 of the 
conditions annexed to the agreement, because 
that condition is practically put an end to by 
Keçtion 1 of the act whereby the company is In­
corporated. which prohibits the running of street 
cars on Sunday, but the said section permits the 
company to do any act which is not a violation 
of the Lord's Day Act, if and when such act shall 
have been approved of by the citizens, by a 
vote taken ou the question, as provided bv the 
said agreement. Ttis vote on the Sunday 
street cars, as I understand it, is being taken on 
the assumption that tbe running of street cars 
Is not a contravention of the Lord’s Day Act, and 
as this fact is by no meaes clear it may be neces­
sary to have this point settled iu the courts after 
the vote is taken, should it result in favor of tbe 
Sunday street cars. There is no express author­
ity,bringing the control of cars operated upon 
Sunday under the City Engineer and council. It 
is a debatable question whether the pr 
agreement is intended tcf.cover the Sunday ser­
vice or not. I am afraid that most of the condi­
tions do not apply to such a service, and that a 
new agreement on that subject is necessary.

The World need not follow the Assistant 
Solicitor, though hie opinion, whether “tbe 
vote is being taken on the assumption that 
the running of the street cars is not a con­
travention of the Lord’s Day Act.” That 
part of the answer is not in point. The point 
is in the sentence: “It Is a debatable ques­
tion whether the present agreement is in­
tended to cover the Sunday service or not. 
1 am afraid that most of the conditions do 
not apply to such a service and that a new 
agreement on that subject is necessary.”

Now The World asks every intelligent man

DR. GALLAGHER AND THE EXPERTS

They Say Hie Knowledge of Medicine 
Helped Him Simulate Insanity.

London, Aug. 21.—The false report that 
Dr. Thomas Gallagher, the Irish-American, 
had been released from Portland Prison in 
coneeauence of mental derangement has 
caused the publication of considerable medi­
cal literature concerning his condition and 
conduct siiice convicted. He has been ex­
amined repeatedly by experts since 1888.

Dr. Blandford, Sir J. R. Bennett and Dr. 
Tuke after making examinations agreed that 
Dr. Gallagher was merely simulating mental 
and physical illness. The prisoner’s know­
ledge of medicine, they said, Enabled him to 
do this with exceptional cleverness.

Sir James Bennett’s private report, made 
In 1889, stated that he found Gallagher din­
ing off chicken and potatoes, for he bad 
feighed stomach troubles so well that the 
prison officials had concluded he was unable 
to digest ordinary prison fare.

The latest report made by Dr. Take says 
that at last Gallagher has been induced to 
give up bis simulation of inoanlty and go to 
work with the other prisoners.
