GROWING ASPARAGUS.—It is as easy to
grow asparagus as to grow weeds, Indeed
it is getting to be a weed in many places,
the seeds being scattered by birds about the
fields and fences where, if it once gets a
foothold, it is likely to remain. Formerly
it was necessary to make a great fuss in
planting asparagus. The
mended deep trenching and extravagant
manuring the subsoil before starting the
plants; but since this vegetable has come
to be grown by the acre for market, grow-
ers have learned that the old methods are
not only too expensive and wasteful, but
entirely uncalled for. A field that is
plowed and manured is well enough for an
asparagus bed.

A warm, sandy soil with sunny exposure
will yield the earliest cuttings, but a deep
loam may give larger returns during the
season. Gravel is unsuited to this crop as
the stones will dull the cutting knife and
probably cause many of the shoots to grow

crooked, as any abrasion of the young shoot
causes it to stop growing-on the injured
side. This explains why there are so many
crooked stalks after a has been du
over with fork or rake. As; s shoul
be planted in rows about four feet apart and
a foot or more between the plants. Some
have the rows and plants much further
apart. Wide planting and heavy annual
manuring wlll bring great crops of large
stalks, the roots being inclined te spread
over considerable space as they acquire age.

A Fisuery Treary. —The Boston Her-
ald says:— The report that Secretary
Blaine is quietly arranging preliminaries of
a new fisheries treaty between this country
and England is a piece of intelligence nl)-
most too good to be true.. Our fishermen
are certainly not gainers by a continuance
of the present orvder of things. Many of
them find it for their advantage te take
out the license that the Dominion Govern-
ment grants upon payment of the fees; but
even these licenses donot permit them to
obtain all of the advantages that might
readily be secured through a carefully ar-
ranged treaty, while if such a treaty was
formed, our ﬁsherlmen would b;a relieved of
the expense and trouble of procurin,
liceuscs.pe More than this, like an unhuleﬁ
sore, this controversy between the two
countries may at any sime lead to incidents
of serious consequences. Great and peace-
ful communities cannot afford to let unset-
tled problems run along in this fashion,

specially when, by the display of a little
| good judgment and tact, they can be easily
and finally settled.

—A train containing a Sabbath School
excursion party of 1200 persons was wreck-
ed near Dublin, Ireland, on June 12th.
Nearly 100 lives are already known to be
lost. It was a Methodist Sabbath School
from Armagh.

A later despatch says :

The party of excursionists in the railway
norror included ministers, teachers, the
parents of some of the children, and a few
sther adults. The passengers give different
accounts of the accident and all complain
bitterly of the stupidity of those in charge
of the wrecked train, who they say, tried
to block the wheels of the detached cars
with “pebbles.” The train consisted of
fifteen carriages and the bulk of the children
were in the front portion of the train.
Only about a dozen children were killed,
the majority of the victims being about 20
years of age. They were in the last car-
riage, which was oom})letely smashed.
Many occupants jumped from the windows
and escaped with slight injuries before the
collision. The ngers on the hind
train ‘were not inju All the bodies
have been taken from the wreck and the
total killed is 72 ; 64 have been identified.
At the formal inquest this evening the
magistrate said there appeared to have
been most culpable negligence. The num-
ber of in{urml is about one third of the en-
tire number of passengers. Many are cer-
tain to succumb to the effect of their in-
juries,

Her hands
were outstretched in an appealing manner
and her features were distorted with terror.

Youn ask
me what it looked like. I cannot tell you.
I never saw such a scene before and never
expect to again. On one of the first houses
that struck the bridge there was standing
a woman wearing a white shawl. When
the house struck the bridge, she threw u
her hands and fell back into the water. £
little boy and a girl came floating down on
a raft from South Forks, The water turned
the raft towards the hill, and as soon as it
touched the bank he jumped on the hill
dragging his sister with him, 1saw three
men and three women on the roof of a
house. When they were passing the Cam-
bria Iron Works the men jumped off and
the women were lost, At the corner of the
Company's stare a man called for help for
two days, but no one could reach him. The
voice finally ceased and I suppose he died.”

AT THE BRIDGE

a large gang of men have been working for
the past week with dynamite, but have
made no impression upon the debris, the
only result being the tearing asunder of
portions of bodies, from which an intoler-
able stench has arisen. It has been decided
to burn the whole mass, as a sanita
measure, with natural gas.

THE REGISTRATION OF THE SURVIVORS

It will be
impossible to ever get the exact number of
dead, but that figure probably represents
the loss,

England’s sovereigns, with few excep-
tions, have also shared with the people this
attachment for coun , taking the greatest
interest in rural pursaits. Moreover, Eng-
lish literature, in a marked degree, displays
this peculiar national trait, while England’s

ts, Milton, Cowper, Spencer, Gray,

hakespeare, Elliott and Thompson, have

given more or less space to songs in discrip-
tion or praise of country.

In the early years of the American Re-
public, the advancement of agriculture was
the first care of most American statesmen,
and many of them, such as Webster, Clay
and Adams, found the ful pursuits of
the farm a wholesome me from the ab-
stracting cares of mwnnnhis. Thomas
Jefferson, invented the hill-side

Lincoln, were familiar with log cabin life
in their early days.

Washiy, , however, who was inaugur-
ated first ident of the United States,
just 100 years ago this year, (April 20th,
1889) was far above his compeers, the great
friend of American agriculture. This

reat man. who led the armies of the revo-
ution, who was twice President, who was
by generalconsent the father of his country,
was more & farmer than soldier or politi-
cian. In fact, husbandry was to him an
occupation of the highest order, and it
seems to have been only the imperative de-
mands of his country which drew him away
from his rural pursuits to the military or
political arena.

Immediately after the war of the revolu-
tion, Washington retired to his estates in
Virginia. About this time, in a letter to
Lafayette, he remarks:—“I am become a
private citizen on the banks of the Potomac,
and under the shadow of my own vine and
fig tree, free from the bustle of camp, and
the busy scenes of public life. I am solac
ing myself with these tranquil enjoyments,
of which the soldier, who is ever in pursuit
of fame; the statesman, whose watchful
days and sleepless nights are spent in
devising schemes to promote the welfare of
kis own, perhaps the ruin of other coun-
tries, as if this globe were insufficient for
us all, and the courtier, who is always
watching the countenance of his prince, in
hopes n? catching a gracious smile, can
have very little conception. I have not
only retired from all public enjoyments,
but I am retiring within myself, and shall
be able to view the solitary walk, and
tread the paths of private life with a
heartfelt satisfaction. Envious of none, 1
am determined to be pleased with all ; and
this, my dear friend, being the order of
march, I will move gently ﬁnwn the stream
of life, until 1 sleep with my fathers.”

When called upon to again serve his coun

he evidently endured great conflict of mind
at deciding to leave his to him delightful
employments at Mount Vernon, judging
from the feeling remarks in his inangural
speech to Congress. He said:—*1 was
summoned, by my country, whose voice
I can never hear but with veneration
and love, from a retreat which I had
chosen with the fondest predilections,
and in my flattering hopes, with an
immutable decision, as the asylum of my
declining years, a retreat which was ren-
dered every day more necessary as well as
more dear to me, by the addition of habit
to inclination, and of frequent interruptions
in my health to the gradual waste com
mitted on it by time.”

During the eight years of which Wash
ington held the office of President, he took
every means to impress upon the minds of
his government and his people, the import-
ance of fostering agriculture by public
patronage. To Sir John Sinclair, an Eng-
ish gentleman, he writes, under date July
20th, 1794 :—*“1 know of no pursuit in
which more real and important service can
be rendered to any country than by im-
proving its agriculture.” In his last mes-
sage to Congress he refers to agriculture
and its importance to civilization jn the
following terms:—** It will not be doubted
that with reference either to individual or
national welfare, agriculture is of primary
importance. In proportion as nations ad-
vance in population and other circumstances
of maturity, this truth becomes more
apparent, and renders the cultivation of
the soil more and more an object of public
patronage.” With Washington, successful
dgriculture meant national life, animus, and
power,

It is a striking coincidence, that while
the first president made stronger solicita
tions than any of his successors for the
interests of agriculture, and of its value in
civilization, the President who leaves office
in the centennial year of the inaugeration
of the first, should feel called upon in his
last message to Congress to sound an alarm
at the unsatisfactory position of agriulture
in this latter da

the time when the farmers, among others,
shall in realization of the inequality and
injustice under which they labor, breed a
discontent, dangerous to the benefivent
operation of Government., He says:—
“Communism i a hateful thing, and a
menace to peace and organized government.
But the communism of combined wealth
and capital, the outgrowth of overweening
oupidity and selfishness, which insidiously
undermines the justice and integrity of free
institutions, 18 no less dangerous than the
communism of oppressed poverty and toil
which, exasperated by injustice and dis-
content, attacks with wild disorders the
citadel of rule,”

Is this the disturbing utterance of the
mere demagogue, or the hallucinations of
the disordered crank, or the timely warn-
ings of the true patriot, who would avert a
calamity terrible to contemplate? It is
certainly worth considering. E.

Keep the stables well ventilated and free
from the strong ammonia, which is injur-
jous to the eyes. Assist the mmlh to

Wonderful Watches.

In the great museum of London is a
small watch, a hundred years old or more,
in the shape of an apple.

Ship Building in Nova Scotia.

Ship building in Nova Scotia, particular-
ly in Hants County, is looking up, and a

How Do You TreAT LiLy or THE VAL-
LEY *—Many persons treat this favorite as
if decent care and fertility did not countin
its case. This is a mistake, says Popular
Gardening. Take the usual mat of crowded
plants, productive of enfeebled flowers,/and
it may be greatly improved by the follow-
ing course : The bed shoyld be laid off into
blocks about pne foot square, then every
other block removed to a good depth (one
foot at least), cutting down the sides square
and the well-manured soil, treading it firm-
ly ; then the roots and offshoots of the
remaining plants will soon occupy the fresh
soil. To give the whole surface of the bed
a coating of coarse manure each winter,
through which the plants will force them-
selves in the spring, is an excellent course.
For new beds, while a somewhat shady
place is best, yet it is not essential to success;
any garden soil is suitable if top dressing as
above is not neglected.
