AN ACT TO AMEND THE °“TOWNS’
INCORPORATION ACT.”

Be it enacted by the Governor, (oun
eil and Assembly, as follows:

| B n 71 of Chapter 71 of the
Revised St tes, 1900, “The Towns’
Incorporation Act,” is hereby repealed
and the following substituted therefor:

71. (1) Every person shall be quali-
fied to’ vote at an election of Mayor
or Councillor who

()’ Is a British subject of the full
age of twenty-one years or upwards,
and

(b) Is registered on the list of vot-
ers under the provisions of ‘‘The Nova
Scotia  Franchise Act,” including
women on said list, and

(c) Has fully paid his rates and
taxes of all kinds for the previous
year at least ten days before the day
for nominating candidates. ;

(2) Before delivering a list of voters
to a presiding officer for the purpose
of an election of Mayor or Councillor
under the provisions of said ClLapter
71, the Town Clerk shall strice ff
such list, by scoring the same with
red ink, the name of every person who
has not complied with sub-section (c)
of seckion 71 of said Chapter 71 as
hereby amended.

This Act emtitles poll tax payers to
a vote previously denied to them.
