BLAN POD SPOT

(Experimental Farms Note)
| Vegetable growers are familiar wit
the spotting of bean pods which com-
mences as a dark red pin point, en-
larging rapidly, becoming darker in
colour and forming a more or less
kiiney-shaped canker or sore. Some-
times the pods are nearly all covered
with these sores, rendering them very
unsightly and worthless. The seed
from infected pods have Dlack or
brown spots on them, and invariably
the plants bearing diseased pods will
be seen to have numerous spots on
the leaves and stems, somewhat sim-
ilar to those on the pods, but smaller
and more elongated.

Investigations have shown that this
| Pod Spot or Anthracnose as it is call-
ed, is caused by a fungus and that
the spots on the seed carry the fungus
lover from one growing seazon to an-
| other. When this seed is planted and
| begins to grow, the fungus grows up

THE BEST MEANS OF CONTROL

The use of sprays has givem mno
results, The more obvious way tc
combat the disease is to devise some
means of making . sure that the seed
vou plant is not' conveying the de-
structive fungus. \This can be done
with very good success in the follow-
ing way: Set aside a small plot of
land, preferably some distance from
vour bean fields and grow your own
seed supply in this. Plant{ in this
plot plump, clean seed of the varieties
veu wish to grow the following seas-
on. Inspect these plants as frequent-
iy as you can during the growing
season and weed out all plauts which
appear sickly or have any spots on
the stems, leaves or pods. When the
crop from this plot is harvested, go
through the pods and discard all those
which have any signs of spotting and
keep the selected ones separate from
all the other beans. If your selec-
tion has been carefully done, you may
be reasonably certain this seced will
produce a clean crop the feollowing
year.
