With the
object of bringing about a meeting betweon
theso two great horses, Mr. Goo. L. Lorillard
caused tho following eard to be published :

* On Mr. Jerome's return from Baltimore,
sfter the Parola-Ten Bro.ck-Ochiltree race, I
suthorized him to mateh Tom Ochiltree
agninst Ten Broeck, any distance from twn
anles to four, for five thousand dollars, half
forfeit, the race to be run next Spring, at
Jeromo Park, and I to allow one thousand
dollars for expenses. Tho challengo was
sent to Mr Harper by Mr. Jerome, and he
received no reply.

If Mr. Harper and tho Kentucky section
are of the opinioa that Ten Broeck isable to
defeat the piok of the eaatern horses, the
challenge of Qchiltree should be an addition-
al incentiv. for them to bring their record-
breaker to Saratoga or Jerome. Here are
two good opportunities, one to defeat Parole,
and tho other to compel the gisnt of tho
eustern stables to play second fiddle to the
blue-grass representative, In all conscience
the money cousideration is sufficiently tempt-
ing to induce the venturo on the part of tho
western turfmen, while the sectional triumph
would be of incaleulable valune to the breed-
ars in the home of the thoroughbred in
America.

A despateh to the Naw York Herald says
that 810,000 has already been raised in
Kentucky towards the $20,000 to make the
mateb, offering to ran Parole against Ten
Broeck, two miles aud a half, at Saratoga or
Jerome. If thig should prove to be correct,
it looks like business, and the Parole-Ten
Broeck raco may be almost considered a fix-
turo of 1878. And if the horse is brought
cast todo battle agaiust Parole, the proba-
bilities are strongly in favor of bim meeting
Ochiltreo as well on the basis vroposed by
Mr. Geo. L. Lorillard.

From the tone of the wastern papers, we
should judge that Mr. Harper has strong ob-

This ought to be supple-
montod by just such anothor, say overy threo or
four woeks, to give o constant succession right
through the winter, Musghroom beds may be
made up with all horse droppings, or what 18
better, part horse droppings, htter and any good
soil or leaves. Indoed 1t does not mattor much
what maoterial thoy are made of gv long as 1t
will heat of itself when mad# up, which 1t ought
to do in about a woek. When at a nice degree
of warmatd, it can be spawned, but if it is hot the
spawning must be deferred until the heat begins
to deoline. It will bo partectly safe to do so
when the heal of the bed is about 73 degrees,
provided it is not increasing. The spawn, which
can bo bad at any secd store, should be broken
up into pieces about the size of a butternut, aud
dibbled into the bod about six inchies apart and
threo inches deop. If the tomperature of the
Yod be at 70 degrees it may be covered with an
1uch or 8o of sonl at once ; if 75 degrees 1t had
botter be delerred for a week. The bed mast be
maijotained at a nico degree of moisture, but
under no consideration must it be allowed to bo

come too much so, When the materials are dry
tho spawn will not run, and no mushrooms wiil
be produced ; on the other hand, if kept too wet
it will porish altogother. As a rule, very littlo
moisture will be required, but when applied it
should be warmer than tho temperaturo of the
house 50 a8 not to cool down the bed. After the
beds have beouy in bearing some tiwe, they may
be watored with clear tepid manure water, made
or formed only from sheep or cow manare, no
c0ot or limo being uged. It in astonishing how
long a beu will keep in bearing with this treat-
ment, When growing in clustors as they gener-
ally do, they must be cut off as low dowa ag pos-
sible, the necessary bed bbing taken to avoid
njuring those remaining.  The tempgerature of
the shed or celler should b aintained if pos-
sible between 45 and 50 degrees, and thoe doors
aud windows kapt ¢losed,

THE BORSE'S8 BACK.

Tho first thing to observe in judging of a
horse, 8o far as  his back is concorned, is the
A loong back isa woak back tho
world over, and in overy instance, By superior
excellenco of struoture in other respects, tho
wenkness of tho back may be, in some meastre,
made up ; but the horse can nevor be the horse
ho would havo been bad his back been a shorter
oune. Ve do uot care how short a horse’s back
is ; forit is n suro ovidence that he can carry or
drag a heavy weight a great distance, aud uot
tiro ; ngither, if he bo speedy, will two or three
sensons of turf experienco break him down, ns
is tho case with so many of our speedy, long-
backed borses.

But, in respeet to the length of the stride, wo
havo this to say—that it is not in any way the
result of the length of back, but the position of
tho pasterns, tho slope of the shoulders, aud the
position of the grest bones of the hind legs.
‘There muse be length somewhero, of course, or
elso tho horse canunot strido far; or, il ho at
tewpts it, will be forever ** over-reaching,” or
“ forging ** as tho phrase goes. But where
should the length located ?  That is the ques-
tion to be answered ; and we say, the leugth
giould bo located below, sni not above.
‘'ne length should be put in between the should-
er joint and the haws of the horse. There is
where it was putin Flora Tewmple, and wlich
gavo her so tremendous a stride for so small an
animal ; and there, too, is where you fiud 1t in
Doxter, Fearnaught, and ‘L'aggart's Abdallah,
whoso stride on a sandy track we havo imeasur.
