One hundred years ago stamps were
not. In those days the postman de-
livered the letters on horseback.

Now the telegraph and cable systems
enable us to receive news from all parts
of the plunet almost as quick as it
happens. Fast railroad trains and ocean
grey-hounds give us rapid transmission
of mails which would have astounded
our worshy fore-fathers almost out of
their senses had they been sprung upon
them suddenly. Who knows but that
at the end of this century changes just

as marvellous may take place. Prob-
ably the inventive mind will by that
time have made letter wriring eutirely
unnecessary. Even if this does not
take place there rests no doubt that
postage stamps will have long outlived
their usefullness by the beginning of
the 21st century.  Itis very probable
that by the end of another decade the
adhe.ive stamp will have been discard-
ed by all tho great nations, their places
being taken by the automatic stamping
machines. Philatelists however should
not look upon this with alarm. There
are already more than enough stamps
to keep us collecting for a life time
and to add to theo is really burdea-
some. We should look upon the pass-
ing of the stamp as a philatelic bless-
ing.
