Withont gomg into tedions detail we shall men-
tion the fact that the idert of a common dining-
room for stidents was not new 2t MeGill inaBus.

[t was only in the middle of the session 1393-
g, however, that the plan took final shape. Even
then the impetus had to come from without the
college, all that was then asked being a guarantee
of o fair attendance at the dining-rooms. A few
<actifices were mavde by certain unds rgraduates;
more hopes were baited in the minds of those
interested ontside the college, and the initial un-
dertaking was  seemingly unsatisfactory  when
Principal Peter<on took an active interest in the
chab’s aflairs,

bir, Petarson observed very ~oon aiter his ad-
vet at MeGill thae 2l was not well with the
stwedoniss Faculty jealonsy was il concealed and
avenr aonew comer conld deteet a fecling of re-
straing in the dealings of the stadents with thweir
professors and faculties.  In Scoteh universities
the same conditions hiad been remedied by the
e~tablishment of a common ground of intercourse
at the University clubs, We  understand  that
Dr. Petersan by personal request obtiuned  a
~ufficient gnaranted o pay any dedicit the new clab
miglt incur if put under University sanagement
for two yaars, The Principal then persuaded a
strong conmittee of professors o undertake the
wanagament of the club’s affairs. expecting them
o take wver the promises then managed by a
fricind of the students, but outside the University.,
Mrs, Chrk Muwrray mest generoushy effaced her-
soll before the cammittee’s proposal. The uew
management took charge at 573 MeGill College
Avenue nofew weehs before Jectures closed in
1RGO, Last session this commitice gave a great
deal of time and thonght to their duties and had

some satisfaction in seeing their rooms oceupied
and their tables filled. Tt was always intended to
keep the prices at the ¢lub well within the lines
of strict cconomy and to charge only enough
profit on the meals to pay for maintenance and
wear and tear.  To the present date this year the
attendance is disappointing, not all the rooms Iave
been taken up and the tables are not crowded, al-
though the fare and service is far superior to that
of last session.

Nevertheless, we venture to assert that the com-
mittee and Dr. Peterson have some reason for
self grawdation at the result of their efforts, al-
though they must feel anything but encouraged,
To them it must appear that they are regarded
by the students as a sort of benevolent land-lady,
good natured and generous, only exacting cash
in advance.  This, Undergraduates, is not the
light in which you should regard these generous
efforts.  You should sce behind them all a strong
desire in the minds oi your professors and fricnds
to ubtain for you a College House where you
can live and be comiortable and happy at small
expense, The added benefits of closer inter-
course and companionship you may not yet ap-
preciate—you probably do not appreciate—or you
would crowd 73 McGill College Avenue to the
doors. and thus prove yourselves worthy the no-
tice of some henefactor who, although anxious to
provide for your nceds in this direction, may be
now unwilling to make the necessary invest-
ment on vour behali, knowing that, when you
had the opportunity pliaced in your way, you
neglected to profit by it.

Be sure that you are on vour trial and that you
are probably losing to the College one of the
greatest benefits she may have o forego in many
a year by this same lack of spiritin making the
best of what is now at vour service.  This ex-
hortation is, we think. applicable to all Freshnen
and Sophomores, as well as to those Juniors and
Scaiors who have apparently been satisfied with
agitating when thev were first at college, and
having obtained a club choose to forget their
moral responsibilitics in this matter.

PRI 3 T AT 1T
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In the death of Jolm H. R, Molson, Meiill
University has sustained a very great loss. Trae,
he had auained the allotted span of three score
vears and ten, but he had alway s scemed so - strong
and active that his friends could not believe his
long illness was to prove fatal,

Born at Kingston, Ontario, in 1826, he cue
to Montreal, when seven years old, and here his
life was chicfly spent and his interests chietly
centered.  His connection with the Univeraity
dated from 1863, when he was made a member of
the governing body.  One by one, those con-
stituting the Board at that time passed away, and
ceventually he became the senior member, but
after the death of Houn. Senator Ferrier, declined
the Chancellorship in favor of Sir Donald Smith.
During the many vears of his association with
the University, he manifested the keenest interest
in all its affairs, and was ever ready to help, not
only with advice and influence, but with wiscly
given money.  Realising to the full the respon-
sibilities tnvolved in becoming a member of the
governing body of a great University, he regu-
larly attended not anly the meetings of the Baard,
but of the corporation and the various com-
mittees to which he belonged. It is pleasing, too,
to know that in all his plans for the advancement
of cducation, he had the sympathy and co-opera-
tion of Mrs, NMolson, herseli i liberal henefactress
of the University,

Faithiulness 1o duty, love of truth and haured
of shams were anong Mr. Molson's marked
characteristics,  His emphatic  denunciation of
whatever met with his disapprovat sometimes gave
an impression of undue severity, but those who
knew him best know well that his was a loviny
and gentle nature.  This was never more appur-
ent than when he was surrounded by children, in
whose pleasures hie always svmpathisad,

While giving gencrously of his means to vari-
ous  philanthropic institutions, and taking an
active interest in their work, he also did much
in a smaller way to aid those who had bheen un-
fortunate in the struggle for existence.

Including his bequest of $100,000, Mr. Mols m
contributed over 300,000 to the different depart-
ments of the University, and yet we have no
chair, no building, no endowent specially benr-
ing his name.  Indeced, he oiten protested against
his name being given ceven as the donor of spe-
cimens which he had purchased jor the muscum.
Though heartily disliking publicity, his position
as senior governor occasionally obliged him to
oceupy the chair at important University fune-
tons,  This e always did with dignity, and
though he spoke briefly his words were clear and
cifective.

We miss the sound of his voice, now stills but
cannot bring it back. We¢ may, however, and
should cherish the memory of his busy, usciul
and honorable life.

The morning was occupied for the most part by
fickl cvents on the campus before an audience
comsisting largely of enthusiastic stwdents of the
different faculties, s 2 rule, they were well can-
tested amd many new records were made, this
being largely due to the inter-faculty competi-
ton which we now have,  Some of our records
i now compare very favonrably with those of
other universitics, but in the casc of others there
is much room for improvement.  The games
were the most suceessful we have ever had and
the competition for the Faculty trophy keener
than cver.  Medicine still holds it but this ycar
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by a very =small majority of points, with Scieaes
a close second, Arts also made a better showing
than she has for years and witha few more men
like Molson, Trenholm  and Medillan  wonld
stand 2 gowd chance nest year

In the fiest event, hicking the foor-ball, i
plice kicks were good but very few of il
‘drops™ went over the goal. Mel.onnan easily
won throwing the hammer, breaking his own re
cord by more than nine feet. The trial heats of
the handred aards dash were nest on tie pree
gramme  and  considering the soit condition of
the track, the time made by some of the men was
excellent.  In the pole bigh feap, Dalgleish aund
Archiball again tied for first place anud reversing
fast years, the former  uhimately won,  in
the running  hop,  step and  jump, Rey-
nolds, a first year Applicd Science num, mads 2
o] showing, but was beaten ot by Ho M. Re-
bertson.  The latier also won throwing the erick-
et ball. with the splendid thyow of 341 . 1 in.
breaking  his previous record of 327 0t 11, Fra-
ser won the shot putting by o few inches with
his last throw  which came very near the record:
MceLennan wis i good second, and proved to be
the best man at handling the heavy weight. It
was now after one, so as the afternoon cvents
were wdvertised for twe, o general rosh was nunle
fur Tunch.  In a {ew minutes the cunpus was
cleared: prolessors and students dispersed, earn-
estly comsidering the chances which the ditfereat
faculties had for the trophy.,

The Montreal Amateur Athletic Association
again kindly placed thedr splendid grounds at
our disposal for the afternoom events, and the
most interesting part of the programme was car-
ricd out before a large and apprecistive andicnce.

As only three men started in the hurdle race. it
was ran in one heat, and won by Todd with
Mitchell a close sccond, in I8 2-3 see. It speaks
badly for the MceGill Amateur Athletic N\ssocia-
tion that this shauld be a record: we should sure-
Iy have some man who could doit in about 17 sec.
The time made in the hali mile run was better
than it has been for several vears: Davidson ran
a plucky race bt was unable to stay with Mol-
son in the finish, the latter winning by a couple
of aards.  Cousgirat won 2l three bicvele events
with Cameron 2 good second. It is a pity that
the men will not ride from the start as. i they did
so, some of the records would have to go, and
a “loafing” vace has very few charms for the

onlookers. In the running broad jump, Rev-
nolds again camice to the front and defeated Ro-
bertson by a few inches.  In the finad of the hun-
dred yards dash Moope anjortunately got o L
start and was unmathle to mithe up the lost ground;
Lanch and Robertson, however, made a splendid
finish and crossed the line together,  In the mile
run, Crang set the pace and many thought he
woubld wing he has a fine casy style, but lack of
tratning told on him and he was beaten out by
Trenholme i the sprinte 1L Fraser won throwing
the diseus with the splendid throw of 102 it 7-8 i,
caming very close ta the world's record.

Saturday saw many changes in the personucl
of the teams.  Grace. Austin and Sutherland’s
play showed the wisdom of their promotion to
the first team.

Austin played a star game throughout. He
wis on the Montreal backs like 2 greyhound, and
his example was well followed by Robertson,
Duffy and Schwartz.

At the same sitting, Dr. John D, Cameron was
also appointed assistant gynaccologist,

The visit of Lord Lister and ’ruf. Michacl
Foster to McGill on Oct. 1st and the addresses
which they delivered before the assembled pro-
fessors and students of the Iaculty of Medicine
shall long be remembered by all those who had
the inestimable privilege of being present on that
ocdcasion.

Lord Lister, the pride of bis nation. and the
just admiration of the medical profession through-
out the civilized world, spoke of his life as a stud-
ent, of his eminently practical turn of mind, which
not by book-reading only, but with it and knife
and scalpel, enabled him to lead in the examina-
tions before the London Board of Examiners.
He bad words of admiration to sav in reference
to his successive masters, Liston and Syme, the
latter of Edinburgh. To the latter he gave the
characteristics of that kindness of heart which
makes the surgeon sympathize wish the ills of
humanity, and that boldness and firmness which
enabled him to do what he saw was best for the
safety of his charge; a man sufficiently conserva-
tive of the ideas of the past, still open to all honest
conviction, so that, when he saw the experiments
of his pupil to prove the germ theory of infection,
became at once convinced and henceforward one
of its staunchest advocates. To a person intimat-
ing that Lister’s discovery was one of the mnst
important since ten years, it was he who replied:

“add thiee noughts to your figures and you will
be Lcearver the truth.”

Aud all this was so aptly said and with &
much modesty that it once more illustrated that
real merit is not overbearing.

Prc”. Michael Foster also made a few remarks
which found great favor with all present. Re-
peatedly, these gentlemen visitors elicited deaien-
ing applause. The Dean in conclusion very ap-
propriately remarked that all present had the
chance of a lifetime and had just listened to the
