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THE announcement that war between France and
China has been declared would take very few people
by surprise, The actual lins between peace and wat
has been reached. To all appearance there is now
very little likellhood of a peaceful understandiog belng
reached by the antagonists. So long as war has not
been formally declared, there is still a possibility of
retreat, though at present the hope of war being
averted is very slim.  Both nations seem bent on pre-
paring for a struggle that may lead to serious compli-
cations far beyond the range of a Franco-Chinese con-
flict,

THE antagonism between the Vatican and the
French Republic has been considerably modified of
late. The almost truculent attitude of the Gambettist
party has been abandoned, and a better understand.
ing has been reached. Thezelations of Germany atd
the papacy have also improved, though the kultur.
kampf has not altogether ended yet. Von Schloeser,
the German envoy to the Vatican insists on the resig-
nation of Cardinal Ledochowski of Posen and the no-
less intractable Archbishop Melchers of Colegne.
Whether the Fops will accede to this demand remains
to bo seen.

In a Toronto contemporary a pithy and common.
senseg article contains comments on the effort of the
Presbyterian Church to increase the salaries of minis-
ters in weak congregations. The case of the Cana.
dian minlstry Is stated in a very matter-of fact man-
ner. There s a shight 1naccuracy ia the statement
the? {our or five years' study 1s required of candidates
for the munistry. In the Presbyterian Charch a com-
plete university curriculum ana three years' study of
theology are required, The “ Telegram ” makes a
point when 1t says that even preachers cannot live by
faith alone, nor can they pay their butcher's bills with
tbe Ten Commandments,

THE Inter-serninary Missionary Alliance of Ameri-
can theological students has proved itself 2 most suc.
cessful nstitutton, The annual conventions beld
under its auspices have been very interesting, and
fruitful of excellent results, Canadian delegates have
attended these conventions, und so favourably were
they impressed by what they saw and heard that they
called ther fellow-students from different institutions
together to consider the propriety of forming a sumular
society in Canada. The proposal has been most fav-
ourably secewved. At a .meeung last week i
McMaster Hall, the formauon of a Canadian Iater-
Colleguate Alliance was resolved upon. Its influcnce
on the work of missions, and on the young men them-
sclves will be hughly benefictal. It is hoped that their
endeavour will be crowned with success.

Tma Rev, Fergus Ferguson, Glasgow, has been
lecturing on “ Signs of the Times” Thess are, he
says, the decline of ecclesiastical aathority and the
nise of democracy. The causes of the former are the
abuse of the legiumate authority of the Church by the
Church of Rome ; the practical abandonment by the
Protestant world of the absolute need of a wistble
anity : the serious disparagement of the old docirine
of the anthority of the Bible; and the extent to which
literary and scientific men propound theories shutting
out all idea of the supematural, The Church wasthe
meetiog-place of true conservatism and true liberaiism,
and 1t was there that.all parties would ulumately be
obliged to rally ; but the facc that democracy was
sundering itself from the Church pointed to absolut-
ism and anarchy.

There are the asual inducements held out such as the
possibility of obtaining for a tndiny 1nvesimeant a fen
thousand dollars or a castle on the Rhiae, ot some
such likely windfall, To every one tempted to invest
Ia a Hamburg or any other lottery “ Panch's " advice
to people about to marry is appropnate~ ~ Lon't.”

THOUVGH details of the evangelistic work of Messrs,
Méody and Sankey in the south of Ireland have been
somewhat meagre, Mr. Moody stated in London tha!
his three week's work 1n Ireland has been the most
productive of his life, These devoted men have now
begun their laboursin Islington ia a new iron buildirg
erected for the purpose of holding evangelistic meet-
ings. Vast crowds assembled, The opening services
were attended by audiences numbering from 4,000 to
60co. The Gospel, preached with directness, earn-
estness and simplicity by Mr. Moody, is heard with
sympathetic interest, and the singiog of Mr. Sinksyis
recognized as a powerfulinfluence. Greatand lasung
resuits may reasonably be anticipated from the six
month's mission in Islington. The Rev. Dr. Coch.
rane has forwarded an interesting letter relating to
Messrs. Moody and Sankey’s wotk in Ireland, which
wili be found or another page.

THE Dundee University College founded by Miss
Baxter and the late Dr. Eaxter at a cost of £140 000,
was opened recently by Lord Dalhousie. His Lord
ship spoke bigbly of the munificence of the donors,
and rejuiced that the college was available for all
classes of both sexes, irrespective of religiovs belief.
The inaugural address was delivered by Professor
Stuart, of Cambridge who referred to the success ot
the Scotch University system, and spoke of the satis
factory progress that was being made in providing
technical instcuction to all classes in the various large
centres of industry, While, however, this branch of
education would be one of the chief features of the
Dundee College, he was glad to think that literature
and the arts were not to be forgotten. Miss Baxter’s
portrait in oil was afterwards presented by the Earl of
Camperdown on behalf of the subscribers, and ac-
knowledged by W. E. Baxter, M.P, who handed it
over to the college authorities,

This moral bankruptcy as is the case always in
the loag-run led to material collapse. We feel very
mach shocked when a subordinate bank cfiicial is dis
covered to be guilty of dishonesty. In the pature of
things, however, is it to be wondered at that subor.
dinates follow in the footsteps of their superiors, who
cught to kbow that !n financial matters honesty is the
best pohicy, cven if they are not intrinsically honest
themselves, Men that gwve fraudulent returns to
government need not be relied on to deal fairly by
their stockholders when emergencies occur.

PoLiTICAL life is not altogether con.posed of patrio-
tism as the eleciion courts are making sufficiently
piain. Bnbery and corruption are very bad things.
1t is not pleasing to know that there are people ia al-
most every constituency who are willing and ready to
take a bribe and yield to corrupt influences. It is
even less pleasing to learn that political leaders are
ready to stoop to the degradation of atilizing the worst
weakaesses of their fellow men to promote their patri-
otic ambiticns. Surely one substantial benefit will'
cesult to the country from these election court ex
posurcs, Law-abiding and apright cit zens will unite
in demanding that politics be fieed from the degrading -

and demoralizing arts that-have.been too frequently

sesorted to In the past. The election law enjoins the
closing of taverns and saloons on the day of polling,
Recent trials reveal whe fact that tavern keepers have
continued thels practice at the bar as on other days.
Some of them had come o the condlasion that the
law was a dead letter and hey openly distegarded it.
It may take some time before bribery and corrupt
acts can be eliminated from Canadian politics, but the
law agalust Lyuor selling on polling day can easlly be
enforced. If it Is not, the people should know the
reason why.

He found an asylum with
the Sultan who refuscd to surrender him to Austria,
He escaped from Turkey to America, where he was
recetved with the utmest enthusiasm.

mote than average warmth of temperature bas, with a
humidity below the average, been favourable to tha
repression of any tendency to great increase in diseases
of the respiratory organs. U nder such circumstances
we expect to find that diseases In general have been
comparatively few in number, and that relative posi.
-tions of diseases remain much the same as during the
previous week. Bronchitis has but nlightly advanced
and other diseases of the respiratory organs hold situa.
tions similar to those of last week, Aufongst Fevers,
Intermittent has more than maintained its position of
last week, but Enteric (Typhold) has fallen guite
markedly, for whereas last week it stood as high as
36 per cent. ofalldiseases, it reprasents this week only
2.1 of the total diseases. Amongst the contagious
«ymotics, we notice that while all are present througk.
out the Province in small numbers, yet in several Dig-
tricts some one of them is preseat to a considerable
extent.

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IN MEMORIAM.

MRS, MACHAR,

bR Epimonr,—Kindly allowme space for a few sen.
tences concerning Mrs, Machar, in addition to the
appreciative votice which has already appeared fa
your columns. Having been privileged to know her
{ntimately since the beginving of my collego days, and
to receive unspeakabls benefit from intercourse with
her, it is perhaps fitting that I should, however im.
perfectly, bear testimany to her singular weith.,

Mre. Machar had lived just Gty years in Kingston,
having come out in 1833 She was born inthe manse
of Larry, some vine miles from' Dundce, her rather
having bzen minister of that parish for nearly half a
centuty. Coming (rom the Scottish manse to be the
wife of ove of our most honoured ministers, the
1ate Rev. John Machar, D.D., of St. Andrew’s Church,

Kingston, she proved hersell to be both to the con.
gregation and to the community all that * the minister’s
wife " is expected to be. Since Dr. Machars death
in 1863, she bas continued to reside in Kingston,
spending the summer for some yeass past at Fernchff,
Gananoque, where she died on the 6th October last,
after an iiiness of precisely one year—the result of &
gevere fall, occasloned by indidious paralysis,

Mrs. Machar was no ordinary woman, whether ws
consider the outward aspect of her lifeand work or her
gpiritual character. She devoted herself unremittingly
to the work of ministering to the dodily and spiritual
reeds of the poor and ths sick, the careless and
neglected.  From the time of her coming to Kingstoa
she was connected with a society called “ The Female
Benevolent Seciety,” which eventually became merged
in the * Orphan's Home and Widow's Friend Society,”
in the organization of which Mrs. Macbar took a lead.
ing part, and of which she was president till the close
of her life, For twenty years she was at the head of
the “ City Mission and Poor Relief Society,” and for
a longer time president of thy # Ladies’ Bible Soclety.”
She took an active interest in the Ladles’ Misslonary
Soclety of St. Andrew’s Church during the whole of its
existence, and was president of the Kingston Woman's
Foreigr: Mission Soclety from its beginning until the
time of her Ceath, Mrs, Machar’s connpection with
these various societies did not mean simply the attend.

fed constantly on the bread of life. Ooe could not be
in her company without reahizing that there was a
spiritual atmo$phere about her, The reading of the
Bible was with her not simply a matter of devout rou-
tine. It furmished food for constant reflection ; she
was ever finGing new treasures in the precious Word,
and calling others to rejoice with her.  She often spoke
of the Psalms, and of the benefit of having committed
them to memory in childhood. More than most Chris.
tians, sk medifated on the law of the Lord day and
night. Paossessing a mind of great breadih-and grasp,
she took an active iterest in theological discussions,
bringing every view preseated into the light of God's
Word, and seeking to find out its bearing on the
gpiritual life.

MR. EDITOR,~The peopla of Ontssio have been
to much deloged with Rat Portags during recent
months that modesty would prevent me trespassing
on your space did not justice demand it. You have
had the boundary question ad mauseurs, and the
political side of our life without stint ; but 1 have scen
little or nothiog of the religious side, and 1 dare say it
may be news to some that we keep the Sabbath in
much the same¢ old-fashioned way as you do in
Toronto. Blood-thirsty as we were pictured, law-break-
ing as we were reported, yet we always had, and stll
retain, a sneaking regard for the Ten Commandmente,
and endeavour, as & community, to adhere to them.
Our Sabbath is outwardly fairly kept, our churches
well attended, and our children are gathered into the
Sabbath schools, The greatest hindrance to the
labour of cur pastor is the Sabbath.breaking of reput-
ably respectable people from Winnipeg who came on
the Saturday train and spsnt ‘the time intervening
until the departure of the Monday train, as if they had
never beard of the fourth commandment, The ua.
setiled state of the Boundary Question and conse-
quent lax jurisdiction have prevented any steps being
taken to enforce the Sabbath law : thus, the anli-
censed stle of liquor, and the prevalence of the social
cvil are the moral wrongs entailed on a8 much-suficring
community by delay in thz question.

The different denominations are doing their part
for the good of the town, The Methodists have had 2
mission here for over three years and have now a neat
church, a parsonage, a good congregation and a large
Sabbath school. Tke Episcopalisns have held regu-
lar service for the past eighteen months. The Roman
Catholics have a good church and residence,

‘The Presbyterians commenced servics here at a
very early period of its history, and among the first
missionaries was our present sacretary of Home
Missions for Manitoba, the Rev. W. D. Russell., Fol-
lowisg him the Rev. Dr, Collins laboured bhere for
nearly two years, and there are abundant traces of his
labours.

My letter is already too long, but 1 have been so
often remonstrated with by friends far and near for
living in a place with such a name, that a word in
regard to its origin may be interesting.

AN ELDER ON LEAKAGE.

MR. EDITOR,~—Thesupplying of minisiersto vacant
copgregations is a matter of such vast impertance to,
our Church that I think we owe the Rev. Mr, Hastle
a deep debt of gratitude for bricglag it so ably and
prominently forward in your columns. )

Belore considering the means for the settlement of
vacancies the Church ocught to enquire into their
cause, and then, if possible, should apply a remedy.
We find ministers resigning their charges after
Iabouring diligeutly and successfully for yearsin them,
for the m1ost trifling reasoas, some of which that have
coms under my,observation 1 may instance.

Intke first place : an able and zealous map, after
wotking {or years without seeing any marked results
from bis labours, became discouraged, and began to
look about for a fresh field, thinking his labours were
not appreciated. This produced coolness, asd in a
year or two resulted in a vacancy. Whereas, had he
Iaboured on, nothing doubting, leaving results in the
hands of the Master, all would have been well,

Again, 2 minister is seriously disturbed in his charge
by some troublesom2 member or church officer, the
difficulty becomes local gossip, and then not only is
he obstructed in bls duty, but his private life is ren.
dered uncomfortable,.and he concludes the coly
remedy is—Ae must move ; and thus a vacancy is
made. Evidently the minister should kave taken a
different course. Tke difficulty should have been met
with patieace, in tams it would, no doubt, have been
overcome, As forall gossip, it should be allowed “ (o
go in one ear and out at the other”

Again, a vacancy had been caused here by the
Presbytery and Home Mission Committe bringing
influence to bear on the minister to go to the North.
West, alleging that good men were wanted out there,
while, “as for the congregation, it could easily get
ancther minister,” That minister went out from a
large charge bese to a small charge there, where be
may remain a life-time and not have the opportunity
of doing the good ba was doing here. How much,
then, does the Church galp by such a change 2s this?

This would greatly help our congregations that find
& difficulty in declding on & minister. 1t would pre.
vent the disintegration that goes on during a vacancy.
and would greatly add to the well-being of tha congre-
gation. Iu all cases of distress, sF.kaess, or death In
a Gamily the prexence of the pastor is an inexpressible
comfort, and the minister so appointed would do &
wotk that no minlster golng for one or two Sabbaths
could do, Then there are baptisms, marriages, pas-
toral calls, prayer-meetings, Sabbath school, Bible
class, and tho general internal affairs of the congrega.
tion which require the constant attention of the pas-
tor; and futther, there is the influence Lo exerclseson
the community surrounding the vacancy, all of which
is lost to the Church by the present system.

1 lofer from these words that in some former letter
Dr. Dewart bas bees giving expression and currancy
to the opinion that Calvin used the term *horrible
decree™ In reference to the theory of predestination in
its bearing on the past, In the sense of a decres calcu-
lated to excite horror, as anything outrageous or atro-
cious does. It should have occurred to a cautlous
controversialist that a mind like Calvin's—great in
intellectual gifts and in spiritual lifs, of which the
specific characteristic was profound apprehension and
adoration of the supreme majesty and righteousness of
God—could not have applied to any of what he belleved
to be the divine purposes the term “horrible ? in the
sense o recklessly imputed to him. 1t is for the pur-
pose of giving the subjolned notes publicity, bearing
as it does on this imputation, that 1 ask a portion of
your space. The note is to be found in Domer’s
“History ot Protestant Theology,” published by Messrs.
Clark, of Endinburgh, 1871. In vol 1., page 400 of
that work the translator says :

“In acopy of an edition of the* Institutes? published
in 1590, which I picked up some time ago, there are
written on the fly-leaf the following comments upon
this word (koresbdile) . ¢ Dr. A. Clarke saysthat Calvin
{ustly calls decrefum horsébile, the horrible decree of
sovereign, eternal, irrespective reprobation.

The phrass is applied by Calvin to God's parmission
of the fall of Adam. (Inst IIl, 23,sec.7) 2. Itis
unfalr to translate it * horrible decree.”

Horribile est causam_ dicers, Rorribslius,
priore loco dicere. Itis a “solemn thing,” etc. Ses
also Virgil Gorg. IIL 152. 3. Dr. Clatke derives
Elokins (God) from Alaha (Avab.) cumt sacro Rorrore
& veneratsone coluit—i.e., © worshipped with sacred
awe (%orrore) and adoration® Would it be falr to
represent Dr. Clarke, In adoptisg this ctymology,
as teaching that God should be worskipped with
korvor 3?7 .

Let me suggest that it might be of conslderable
advantage to show, as the note does, that these is very
great danger of controversial ardour forgetiing to look
whether it be truth or vulgar prejucice that is stamped
on the weapon with which it fights.

‘The first speaker was a converted prize-fighter who
for somg twenty years may be said to have been
changed from a powerful bruiser of meninto a brusser
of Satan. Nothing in his address indicated his pre-
vious calling. In language it was correct, but chaste
and fervent.  He toid us, among other things, that
after recently giving an evangelistic address be inwited
a policeman to take Christ as his Master. The man
burst into tears, On subsequently going to his house
to learn the result of his appeal, the man was out, but
his little girl, in her artless way, began to say : “ Ob,
do you koow fatber sings, and prays, and reads the
Bibls with usnow?® “ Does be,indeed 2® “ Yes; and
more than that, he goes intn his own room, and prays 1"
¢ But bow do you know that2” “QOb,” answered the
little praitier, in ber innocent manner, “ because 1 go
to the door, and listen 1”7 We were much struck by
this proof of an arrow shot at a venture having gone
home.

The treasurer of Gypsy Smith’s Army at Hanley
gave us an address, which was a striking mixture of
the humourous and pathetic, a glimpse of the spuntual
condition of the potteries, which revealed a dark mass
of brutal and sensual life as existing there. Among
other things, he thrilled bis hearers by the namative
of the conversion of two most degraded drunkards,
ons of whom bore the startling title of “The
Devit of the Parish,” If this speaker’s address had
been noieworthy for nothing clse than for a saying of
Billy Bray (vhom he personally lrnew); which he gave
us, it wou'd have bees worth listening to for that.

but when itis red-hot I have to keep at a respectable

with it ; but when it gets red hot, he i3 afrald to comes
near . A good hint this to us &), was It not, to
keep our hearts warmed by the love of God?

An evangelist from the manufacturing districts told
us also witia force and power of his conflicts with the
publicans there, and, with a humour that was Infec
tious, mentioned how In the act of singlog the dox-
ology, and pralsing Him from whom all blessings flow,
thelr thankfulness for “ all things” was put to the tést
by a shower of mud flying at that very moment past
the face of the singer. A converted chimney sweeper
was not less interesting than the pravious speakers, as
he told us the early story of his life, in the home of a
drunken father, who would pull his children cut of bed
by the hair of thelr head, and threaten to cut thelr
throats. One incldent of his ¥ professional® life was
very touchung. After telling us that ho now found an
opportunity of preaching Christ ¢o the mistressesand
servants where lic swept the chimneys, be sald that
oo a bitter winter morning he one day found himself
without food or fitlog. The cook, where ho swepta
chimney afterwards, gave him a lump of coal, which
she put in his so0t bag, and said it would warm him.
Recollecting, however, tkat it was the property of
her employer, and not hersto give, “ I said to myself,”
he continued, “shall I part with Christ for a lump of
coal?” and immediately he took ocut the doubtful
thing, and left it, going home in such a glow of grati-
tude at the victory gives him over temptation that ke
felt the cold no mose that day.

Mr. and Mrs. W. Haig Miller and the chaplain of
Northampton Gaol said a few practical words, and
the speaking was concluded by a young man, who tes-
tified to the good imparted by prison ministration,
telling us how, after entering a gaol a drunkard, he
emerged from it converted, and was now leading a
useful and thriving life,

THE TEACHER OUT OF SCHOOL.

In a true sense the teacher’s work is only half done
when he leaves the class.room. Eliewhere be must
upbuild hiz oxwn character, and e¢quip his mied and
soul for their work of instruction and Influence ; aund
elsawhere he often finds his best ‘opportunities for
affecting the lives of those whom he regularly meets
as students.

A sound character is, of course, the basis of success
in every wotk ; without it, all triumphs must be suyver.

| caused by, and measured by, the nature of the cause ;

thorns do not produce £gzs, nor brambles grapes.
But the teacher, because of the very character of his
wotk, is measured by severer standards than those
applied to workers out of the strong light of dally
publicity. He who teachesor preaches, before a class
of learners or hearers, appears befcre them as a man,
impresses a man's force upon their minds, and is
strictly measured by them {n all the attributes of the
noble mind. 1f be says, * Do this,” or, * Refraln from
dolng that,” and his own life fails to show the practice
of his precepts, his scholars are swift to mark the
fnconsistency. Every teacher may well take heed,
when he standeth, lest he fall, Chaucer's queries
have not lost thelr force . if gold rust, wh*t shovld
iron do? how can we have & dirty shepherd and clean
sheep? The teacher out of school should strive with
all his power to make hisa life like that of the great
Teacher of all, in purity, and self-sacrific, and con-
stant communion with God. In this endeavour he
has need to cry, in the words of the old prayer:
“ From the evil that is around and wil/4in us, graciously
deliver us ; make the path of duty plain before us, and
keep us in it even unto the end.” He bas need, also,
to remember the exhortation :  First, last, midst, and
without end, honour every truth by use.”

The teacher out of school should strive by all means
to develop and strengthen bis character as well ag is
mind. Students often despise a learned but untrust
worthy teacher, and respect one whose soul is large
and true, though his mental powers be not of the
highest. A good manis not necessarily a good teaches,
bat a bad man can hardly teach wisely, whatever his
intellectual competence.—S. S. Zimes,

one. ‘He had not spoken three minutes before cries of

in his set way, without paying the least heed, a number of
people rose up and left the hail.

For the same reason he refu, he use of his
church, Of course the rev, gentleman was visited
with the usual amount of hostile criticism—perhaps
the word abuse better describes what a minister has to
endure when he dares to act conscientiously in such
circumstances. When the excitement died away,
however, it was found that a large number of the best
people of the city approved of the gentleman’s con-
duct and some of the secular papers strongly endorsed
the manly and honest course he pursued. Referring
to funerals conducted in this way on Sabbath the
New York “ Evangelist ”.says :—

It is high time that cities, great and small, should refuse to
have the quiet and decorum of our American Sabbath invad-
ed by the mere love of excitement and display of a small
portion of the community, and under colour of doing honour
to thedead. The thing will not bare examination. Such
noisy parades are distasteful to real mourners; and no
church or minister ought to favour them at any time, least of
all on the Sabbath,

Might it not be well for Canadians who are inclined
to lay all the Sabbath desecration at the door of the
Dominion and Provincial Governments because they
do not give us more legislation, to ask themselves if
all resonable means are being used to lessen Sabbath
breaking as the law now stands, The running of rail-
way trains is only one form of Sabbath desecration.
Can Sir John Macdonald or Mr. Mowat be blamed for
not passing more stringent Sabb‘ath&ws if ministers

| encourage Sabbath parades wj c that may be
’ just as annoying as a passing lwgtraiu. So long

as any number of the spiritual guides of the people
try to get a little cheap popularity by encouraging
such exhibitions on Sabbath, politicians may well be
excused for not running their heads against powerful
railway and steamboat companies. Probably the
most dangerous foes of the Sabbath are its professed
triends who glory in a street parade on the Lord’s day
and declare that the music of a brass band is a means
of grace.

THE AUGMENTATION OF STIPENDS.

AGITATION of a scheme to provide more adequate
b support for a poorly paid ministry has given place
to _snlightened and systematic action. After keen dis-
“eussion and mature consideration a plan was devised
M last General Assembly for aiding weak congregations
- to support their ministers. ‘The object aimed at is that
every settled minister in the Presbyterian Church in
Canada should be provided with a salary of not less
than $750 a year and a manse, or its~equivalent. No
person accountable for his actions wonid, think of
describing this as a munificent provision for a-#%erv-
ing and laborious body of men,

It is neither large nor extravagant, but its realization
would be a decided improvement in the circumstances
of not a few worthy Christian \ministers. Presbyte-
rians, as a rule, approve most heartily of an educated
ministry. They do not approve of afteryards subjecting
them to uncalled for privation and unnecessary humili-
ation by doling out a scanty pittance to a university
graduate which would be spurned by the average
clerk in a business house. .

Our people generally know from experience that the
cost of living has very considerably increased withii
the last few years. In several gratifying instances
congregations have considerately and spontaneously
increased their minister's income, while others have
allowed the slender salary, with its much diminished
value to continue,

have prospered in business, thé¥ eppenditure has

largely increased, but whose contributions for the

. hundreth anniversar

maintenance of the Gospel show no proportionateé
advance. There are well-off farmers whose giving
for ministerial support is as paltry as it was twenty
and thirty years ago, notwithstanding the greatly
enhanced value of their farms. The average con-
tribution per member last year for ministerial sup-
port was $4.62—a slight decrease on the average con”
tribution of the previous year. An increase in this
branch of personal giving over the whole Church can-
not surely be regarded as unreasonable. It the,
scheme so carefully matured, now being submitted to
the Presbyteries, is tu be successful, an enlarged raté
of giving is an absolute necessity.

An encouraging circumstance connected with the
plan for improving the condition of ministers now
inadequately supported is the active interest and co-
operation of the pastors of the wealthiest congregations
in the Church. Influential business men also are giv-
ing effective aid to make the scheme successful, This
is as it should be. Many a sensitive minister feels
hampered in advocating increased liberality in the
matter of ministerial support. They feel as if it wereé
a personal plea. In the successful working of the
scheme now inaugurated the efficient committee, whosé
wortk it mainly is, very properly place its advocacy 18
the hands of those to whom the slightest suspicion
can in no way attach. To carry on efficiently the
Home Mission work of the Church and to raise the
amount necessary to give settled pastors in weak con-
gregations an income of $750 and a manse the sum of
$60,000 will be required for the current year, For the
supplemental schene $35,000, and for Home Mission
work $25 0co are required.

There is nothing really to prevent the accomplish-
ment of this most desirable purpose. Many people
spend in the course of a week on superfluities and
amusements more than is requisite to make the
scheme of the General Assembly a splendid success.
All that is needed is wise, systematic effort, united and
individual, and many homes where there is pinching
and discomfort will be gladdened by the Church’s
liberality.

He could say and write bitter
things of his antagonists. He bad his faults and the
sge In which he lived was to some extent responsible
for them. Even at a later day Samuel Johnson liked
a good hater, If at times his words were half battles
there were far more frequent occasions on which they
dropped as the dews of Hermon,

He was the champion of religious freedom, He
broke tha fetters by which the souls of men were en-
slaved, He gave the German peopls the Word of
God in their own tongue, by which the knowledge of
the truth would make them free, Many were the
blessings conferred through Luther’s instrumentality.
No wonder then that at the present time his memory
and his work should be commemorated,

The remembrance of the past will give a new im.
pulse to the present, and stimulate to greater endear-
vour for theadvancement of the cause of sighlecusness
and truth,  If it were only a mere glorification of the
past it would signify but little. It would be a sorry
affair merely to garnish a prophet’s sepulchre if we
misunderstand the meaning of his mission and
message. The Reformation 1s a thing of the past.
We cannot rest in it. We must go forward, The
Church bas her reformation wotk of to.day to accam-
plish. It is a great and a noble work to which she Is
called, It is not merely to pull down but to build up.
The Gospel which Luther found such a blessing to
himself, and which he proclaimed is still the power
of God and the wisdom of God, whose command to
the Church is “ preach the Gospel to every creature.”

RELIGIOUS LIFE OF FREEDMEN.

The vast majority of the blacks are Baptist. Next in
point: of numbers come the Methodists.

It is not
uncommoa to sec a white Episcopal church with one or
more colouted members ; but the chances are that one will

folke 2nd viggers.”

As a rule the doctrine and ritual of the Church seem
utterly incomprehensible, and therefore repellant to the
pegro. He harbours an vadisguised distrust of it. He does
not consider it religion at all.  He has not the faintest idea
that it can save anybody. There is too little heat and too
much form ; and the pegro is the truceless enemy of form
in religion or ovt of religion. He is & creature of emotion,
impulse, noite. Restraint is odicus, insupportable. Aaapt
text, a familiar allusion, or simply the shout of a fellow
listener, plunges him into cestacies, and henceforward he is
alive only to the sound of his own voice.

He istail and fleet and strong. Under torture he never
winces, he endures all ills like a stoic. If slightly treacher-
ous to a foe he is kind and true to his friend, and his one
weakness is & love of scalps, feathers and trinkets. In actual
fact he1s a durty and loathsome object, a being carious to
look upoan once and then 1o be avoided forever. A man with
as much nobiity and kindaness as the wild beasts which roam
over his pranes. Such, at least, were my impressions,
judping from the specimens 1 saw.

PRESBYTERIAN COLLEGE MONTREAL.

STUDENTS' MISSIUNARY SUCIETY.

The annual meeting of the above Society was held
in the Coliege on the evening of Friday, October 19:h.
The meeting was opened with devotional exercises,
after which the minutes of the last annual meeting
were read and approved. Eighteen new students

"were duly nominated and elected members of the

Society. Thenomination and election of Officers for
the current year then took place which resulted as fol-
lows .—President, R. Gamble, B.A. ; 1st. Vice Presi-
dent, G. Whillans, B.A. ; 2ad. Vice-President, W, K,
Shearer, B.A.; Recording Secretary, W. M. Roches«
ter; Corresponding Secretary, R. Stewart, B.A.;
Treasurer, N. Waddel ; Executive Committee, Messrs.
McRae, Hodges, Blair, Deawar, Roberts ; News Com-
mittee, Messrs. Ogilvie, B.A. ; Barron, B.A. ; McKay,
B A.; Mcllraith, McLean and M. McKenzie.

Addresses were delivered by several of the newly-
clected officers indicating their readiness to engage in
mission-work, and their desire to promote the interests
of the society.

The treasurer’s financial report, which is an en-
couraging one, was then read. Last year there were
only four missionaries employed by the society, and
after all expenses were paid there remained in the
treasury $270.56. This year, there were six mission-
aries employed, and when they are all paid there will
remain in the treasury $358.17. This advance on last
year is largely due, not ouly to the success of the mis.
sionanes employed by the society, but also to the
strenuous and successful eflorts put forth by many of
the students to-collect for the funds of the society in
the mission-fields in which they were labouring during
the summer months.

The heanng of the missionaries’ reports for the
summer of 1883 was the next item of business, Six
fields—North Souns and South Souris of Manitoba,
Cbaudidte, Mattawa, Moose River, Eardley, have
been supplied by the soc.cty during the past summer ;
bat, owing to the Jarge amount of business to be trans-
acted, tbe report of Mr. Rochester, missionary to South
Souris and that of Mr. McLean missionary to Chau-
diere were the only two read. The South Souris dis-
trictis about seventy-five miles south-west of Brandon,
and is described as one of the most beautiful parts cf
Maniteba, Our missionary had seven appointments,
at each of which a fortnightly service was beld
Though this part of Manitoba is but sparsely settled
asyet, the attendance on the whole was encouraging ;
and the finances were well supported.

Mr. McLean supplied two stations, viz.: Chaudidre
and the Dunmore Settlement.  The former isa village
situated on the bands of Lake Megantic. The latter
is a new settlement five miles distant consisting chiefly
of Scotch and English immigrants. Mr. McLean
conducted weekly service and Sabbath school in each
of theseplaces. A good report of the work done is
given. The ~rople requested that supply should be
gwven them . the winter, and the socicty decided to
graot thewr sequest.  Steps have already been taken
towards the crection of 2 Church at Chaudilre, and it
ishoped that in a few years this will be a self-support.
ing congregation.

Committces werc then appointed to wait upon the
aity churches 1o soliat their fisanaial support for the
current year. The benediction bhaving been pro-
nounced, the meeting adjourned.

In the time that had
clapsed, David had so grumn and changed that Saul did not
secognize his former minstre). The king thought David
must be protected with armour, and furnished with weapous.
So he gave him *‘a helmet of brass" (rather copper, or
brooze ; our mixture, brass, pot being known), * a coat of
mal "’ (some strung material covered with uverlapping small
plates of metal), and a sword. I cannot go with
theso: David felt ill at ease in this armour. It scemed
to him like trusting in these tlings instead of God. Be.
sides, he felt that 1t God would use any of the qualities he
possessed, to give him the victoiy, it would be agility and
swiftness (which would be hindered by the armour), and not
mouscular strength.

Dr. G. Decaisne has made some interesting
experiments with a view to determine the
etfect of tobacco upon the organs and systems
of Loys. He had in his charge thirty-eight
youths from nine to fifteen years of age, who
were addicted to smoking, and hasmadeknown
some interesting results concerning his obser-
vations. The extent to whick tobacco was
used, varied, and the effects were of course un-
equal, but were very decided in twenty-seven
cases. With twenty two of the boys there
was disturbance of the circulation, palpitation
of the heart, imperfect digestion, sluggishness
of intellect, and to some extent a craving for
alcoholic stimulants. Twelve patients suffered
from bleeding of the nose ; ten had counstant
nightmare ; four had ulcerated mouths;
and one became a victim of consumption.
The symptums .vere most marked in the
youngest children, but among those of equal
age the best fed were least affected. Eleven
boys stopped smoking, and were cured within
a year.
