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O.T.R. SEMI-ANNUAL MEETING.

At the serni-annual meeting in London, Eng.,
OCt. 12, there wvas a large attendance of pro-
prietors, with Sir C. Rivers Wilson, President,
in the chair.

After routine proceedings the President
said :Wýhen we met this timie Iast year in this
hall it wvas niy province to announice to vou
that the ý-vear whichi we had to treat of-the
ý'-year ended June 3o, i8 9 8-had been the
most prosperous June .ý-year whicli we had
had since 1890. &, further, that we were in a
position to declare the full dividend
on the guaranteed stock for the first
time for 4 years ; &, in making those
communications to you, 1 ventured to
predict that we should continue to
have a further measure of success in
the near future. 1 ani happy to say
that the expectation 1 then field out
to you has been fairly realized, be-
cause uipon the present occasion we
have gone a step further, & are in a
position, afîer declaring a full divi-
dend on the guaranteed stock, to de-
clare a divided of i% on the ist pref-
erence stock. 1 will tiot trouble you
at such length as 1 generally do with
a detailed explanation of the figures
in the accounts. It will onflv be neces-
sary for me to refer to some of the
more salient features of the working
of the line during the past ý-year.
The capital expenditure during the
J-year has been kept sithin very rea-
sonable bouinds ; indeed, 1I mav say
that the increase would have been
almost infinitesimial if it hiad iiot been
for the obligation imposed upon us by
the Safety Appliances Act of the U. S.
to Cquip our rolling stock with auto-
Ilatic couplers & air brakes, which
accounts for £33,330Oout of a total
capital expenditure of only £49,733 in
the past J-year. The remainder of
the capital outlay consisted miainly of
£3,256 for the further extension of
the double track between St. Hubert
& St. Lambert, near Montreal, & in
connection with two important bridges
on the main fine, & £5,403 svas ex-
pended on accounit of the niew geil-
eral offices at MNontreal on the excel-
lent site so liberally presented Io the Direc
Co. by the City Corporation for that
Purpose. The contracts for the mna-
-sonry & ironwork for the new offices have
been placed, the latter, owing to increased
prices, at rather a highier figure thanl was
originally estimnated; but il is so far satisfac-
tory that had these contracts been delayed, a
rnuch larger cost would have been incurrcd,
Owing to the extraordinary rise which has re-
cently taken place in the price of iron & other
materials. I may mention that wu have au-
thorized the General Manager to proceed withi
the doublîng in sections of about io miles of
the fine at points svhere the traffic is heaviest,
& where the existence of only a single line

militates against the safe, expeditious &
economical inovement of our through freight
& passenger trains. You svill remember that
the distance between Montreal & Toronto is
333 miles, of which, when the additional mile-
age now authorized is completed, only about
48 miles will be single track, & we hope within
a reasonable period that the svhole of that
important section of the line will be doubled.
Turning, now, to the revenue account, it will
be observed that aIl the items of which the
revenue receipts arc composed show an im-
provement. The receipts from passeugers

were £50,988, from freight & lîve Stock £43,-
749, froin mails & express business £ 1,8 1 , &
froîn rents & tolîs £ 14,933, iin excess Of the
earnings of the corresponding ý.-year, miaking
an aggregate increase in the revenue receipts of
£i 11,485, Or 5.96'/, while the train mileage only
increased 1.4%, & the engime mileage 3.13%.
This coînparatively smiall increase in the train &
engine mileage is not an unsatisfactory feature
in the operations of the ý-year, when the larger
ton mileage carried of 17% is taken into con-
sideration, proving, as it does, that the ton-
nage hauled per train was materially larger

than in the corresponding ý-year. The largc
haulage per train wîll be still further increas-
ed wlien the reconstruction of lte bridges in
hieavier mnaterial & of greater bearing capa-
city on the Portland section & on the Southierru
division is completed, so as to allow of heavier
loads being run over themi. Looking to the
expenditure side of the revenue account, it
svill be seen that the total working expenlses,
including taxes, were £,54,361 iin excess of
those for the June 1-year of 1898. The total
maintenance of way charges were more by
£8,2 19. The expenses for repairs ofroadway

were reduced by £14,194, & the clear-
ing of snow cost less by £7,664 in
consequence of the open winter last
year, but the charge for repairs &
renewals of bridges & culverts was
£ 10,789, & for the repairs & renewals
of buildings & fixtures £7,308 in ex-
cess of those charges in tîhe corres-
ponding ý-year. I daresay those of
you who were present at the J-yearly
meeting iin March last will reenimber
that Mr. Hays mnade certain remarks
in regard to expenditure on the Iite.
He said most distinclly that the pro-
prietors must not expect economics
either in maintenance of way or in
mairtenance of rolling stock, & we
must endeavour to economise in other
branches of the expenditure, & not iin
those which wvould intply the starving
of the uine. Althoughi a portion of
this expenditure consists-especiallv
mn connection with bridge renewals-
of improvements to the property, the
svhole of it has been charged to rev-
enue,* & the saine remark applies in
soine ineasure to the increased charge
for the repairs & renewals of rolling
stocks-about £20,o00- inasmuch as
the new engines recently provided out
of revenue are of modema type & of
greater haulage capacity thani those
they have replaced. The cost of fuel
for locomotives shows an increase of
£25,328, or 14%, which the General
Manager explains to have arisen front
the larger number of tons hauled i
mile, wilmih increased by 17%, & front
the largerconsuimption of fuel caused
by the increased speed at which the
more powerful locomotives now being

Co.s introduced are run. 1 am happy to
say that, on the other hand, there has
been no appreciable increase iin the

price of coal. The resuit of the J-year's opera-
tions, coînpared with those of the correspond-
ing period of 1898, may be briefly sunmarized.
The revenue receipts show an increase of
£'iiî,4bi, & the working expenses Of £54,361.
The net traffic receipts were, therefore, £57,-
124 better than in the June J-year of 1898.
The net revenue charges, after deducting the
credits to that accouint, were less by £749,
leaving an increased G.T. revenue surplus of
£57,873, On the otherhand, the advances to
the Chicago & G.T., & to the Detroit, Grand
Haven & Milwatukee under our existing agree-
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ments with those companies were £28,1 19
more in the past than ini the corresponding
J-year, owing to the increased working ex-
penses of the Chicago & G.T. hune. The imi-
provemient in the G.T. net revenue surplus
ansounted, therefore, to £29,754, which, with
the balance broughit forwaî d Iron thie pre-
vious J-year, permits of the paynient of the
ý-year's dividend on the guaranteed stock &
of i% on the ist preference stock, witls a sinall
balance carried forward. You will always
bear in mind that the ý-year with wvhich we are
dealing now is the lean ý-year.

Turning aside froin the accounts, 1 will just
mention some of the experiences 1 broughit
back froni Canada, which 1 visited this year
in conspany with Mr. Hubbard, one of our
directors, & our Secretary, Mr. Lindley. The
particular objects of nîy attention upon the
occasion of nsy recent visit were the Central
Vermont & the Chicago & G.T.--the Central
Vermiont on accouint of tIe recent reorgan-
ization of the hune, the particulars of which
were explained to you at the special general
meeting in May last, when you passed a re-
solution approving tihe agreement in conu;ec-
tion with tîsat fine. We travelled over the
whole of thîat line from itsjunction at St. johîns
in the north, down to Newv London in the
south, & then we branched off eventually on
to thie Boston & Maine Ry. to Boston. WVe
wvere accompanied during the greater portion
of our exanîination of the line by Mr. Smith,
the President of the line, & by E. Baker, who
was the President of the late bondhsolders'
comnmitee, and, of course, by the officiaIs of
the hune, & the conclusion wve arrived at was
favorable. We found that there wvas a great
deal of work to be done, but thiat it wvas being
done well & efficiently, & with every prospect
of leading to the sîîccess which we anticipat-
ed when we made that arrangement with the
Central Vermont. The rails were nearly al
65 -1b. rails, & they will have to be gradtîally
replaced wihh heavier rails. The rolling stock
leaves a good deal to be desired, & there are
various other Inatters which wvill have to be
attended to. But already, under the improv-
ed management, & under the control of our
own otficers, during the first 4 months of the
new administration, the receipts for May,
J une, July & Aug. were considerably ini cx-
cess of the fixed charges. That is a satisfac-
tory result, & aIl the more so to ourselves, in-
asmuch as wve are the largest holders-more
than 2-3 of the whole-of the ordinary stock
of the C.V. Co., & tIse fixed charges, being
once provided for- 1 do not mean ho say im-
mediately, because we miay use the balance
for the improvement of the line -there is a
substantial prospect, as I held out to you last
May, of our shares becoming a valtiable asset.
I did not upon the present occasion go to
Portland, which was visited, however, bv'
MNessrs. Hubbard & lindley. I weniton to lonl-

treal, & for the irst tins,- o'er the new Vic-
toria jubilee bridge, & I can assure you I ex-
perienced a feeling of the greatest satisfac-
tion, I nsay nowv say of the ver), greatest pos-
sible relief, to feel tîsatI1 vas going over a
bridge which has a carrying capacity, as Mr.
Hays explained to you last year, of i î,ooo lbs.
per lineal foot instead Of 2,400 lbs. wlsich the
old bridge was originally designed to carry,
& which I amn bounid to sav wvas the catuse of
no little anxiety. h cannot express to yotî the
feeling of security & satisfaction with wvich
mny colleagues & nsyself went over this niagni-
ficent structure, which, as far as onie can

jtîdge, will last to the crack of doom. The
touble track over tIse bridge %vas opened for
traffic hast Dec., & since thien the work bias
been ahîrsost entîrely comîîleted. There are
oîne or two litihe isaters of detail coîînected
withs the bridge wbichi have isot yet been fin-
ished, but virtually tbis greah strtucture lias
been stuccessftîlly coîsîpheted. Again, I nîtlst
express our satisfaction 10 our engineer, NMr.
Hobsoni, for the great intelligensce & abîlitY
wlsicls ie lisas brouglît ho bear upon that %vork.
Pa.,sing on to the west tve were verY pîeased
to inspect two round Iîouses wbich have beeli
erected, oîîe ai Port Huîron & the othier«
ai Sarnsia, the western & casterul ends Ot
tIse St. Clair tunnsel. Tiiere had been great
incoîîvenience in coîîsequeîsce of tIse long dis-
tanice at whiicli tlîe forîmer euîgilie sbeds were
fronstIse termiîsals of tIse tunnel, & tIse restîlî
wvas that great expeîise %vas incurred b>' îiiol-
iusg hoconiotives backwards & forwards 10
tîseir stables. That bas nioN beeîî obviated.
Other niatters iii conliection with otîr visit 1
need liot go iîîho in detail, btît we carried
away an impression tîsat tIse hue xvas iprov-
iîsg in aIl respects. Thie permanient way i
well kept up. X'ou catnot travel over 20
mîiles of tIse road %vithout seeing indications
of the iniprovenienîs ins evcrv branch of the
Iiîîe. We have acqtîired for otîrselves, h cet
assuîre yotî, a repsîtatiol ini Canada'wiiii 1
do Isot thiîsk vc ever possessed before. But,
in order to kecp the hune up îis its preselît CoI'-
dition, & to contintue iîiproveîsieusts, a iberal
expeîsdittîre is necessary, & it requires aIl the
ability & al]tIse efforts of our maniagemîent to
resist thie insfluences whiclî we hsave to et-
coutîter, îiaîely, the influences wvIicis tend 10
for-ce up tIse orking expelîses, & tise continued
falliîsg off of thie rates. There is also anotîser
elememît hichî is naturalhy incidentaI ho a greai
undcrtakiîîg ike ours, & also to the prosper-
otîs tilsies thîroughi wlsich wve are passing, iaise-
lv, the demands-I will Isot say the tinjtîstifi-
able demnaîds-for better wages on the Part
of otîr ensploves. W~e h ave bad, you wihl re-
nîcîsîber, I diare sav, sonie ittle agitationl
amongst sonise of otr'mns, vhicls, I am îlsapPY
to say, lias becî anisicably settled. XTe lhave
lsad, îno dotîbt, Io usake concessions 10oOur

einployes, buît thsey have neyer beeîs unreasOn-
able, & I believe 'they are perfectly satisfied
withs what lias been donc. h cotîld only wish
thsat we isad beers always leff face to face 1-Vitîî
our eniploves, who, as I said before, are rea-
sonable people, but I amn sorry to 9sNv tisat
politiciaus & otlier persoîss very often try 10
gel tîp a little chicap ppîa;yin cspouSiî5g
a catîse whlicIi docs usot require dieuîs to PI
their lîaîsds in thîcir pockets. XVe have liad 10

couteîîd with a great deal of îîîat sort of thîisg,
but I arn happy 10 say Ihat the press lias, 0OD
the wîsole, becu. exhremely fair ini uhese Col-

troversies which have beeîî geîig 0ono th,
subject of Nages. 1I ltoI nind, however,
one inîstance whiere a rather too eîitlstîsiasýtlc
writer, who, on mny haviug timidly a-dvaniced
sonie of the niîost elementau-y principles Of
political econoîssy, acctîsed îne of lia-îîîg
prcachsed thie Ilflîsdish doctrine of ssspplY &
deîsaîsd.- There wvere references also froffi
tIse pulpit, not frons the most distingîîishedof
ecclesiastics, in wbicls we were lîeld utî to
ecration as a bloated, corrupt & grecdy CO
poratioli. Now, I hhink if thiere w~as ever al'
unforttîîate company of whicls Ibis catnol be
said il is tIse G. T. R. of Catiada & itsls osgsîf'
fcring prohîriehors. Anoîber important Coin
sideration wbicb must enter mbt our calctOla
lions aI the present tinse is the enornsous rise
in tbe price of materials, especially iron &
steel. Tise hast coîlîracl that we euherdd ilil

0

for steel rails wvas in Nov., 1898, when 'e
t-oîtracted for a large quantity aI $17-75 a
tons dclivercd on our liîse. The 1 rices tiffiW
tIse ast qîîohed prices vicb I1ihave seen-are

$32 at the works. By the foresighl Of Our
General Manager, on the occasion of the 'est
coutract nmade, bie fortuîîately stipulated for a

314
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considerable quantity in advance of our im-
rnediate requirernents, &, therefore, for the
moment we do flot feel the pincli in this re-
spect. But then this increase goes througli
the wvhole of the steel & iron trade, & the in-
creases between Jan. & Aug. this year have
varied froin 5o% to sonething like i j .For
instance, steel boiler plates have increased by
125%o in value, & steel tank plates by 136%0.
The resuit of aIl this-& it affects, of course,
every other conpany as well as ours-is hesi-
tation & reluctance to embark upon new
%vorks. We ail of us shaîl postpone as many
important works as we possibly can in the
hope that prices will corne down, & the fact
of our abstention, coupied with the fact that a
large quantity otnew capital will probably go
into this industry, will tend, 1 hope, to bring
prices dowvn. Meanwhile, we mnust watch
things very caret ully, & we shahl certainly not
ernbark in any unnecessary expenditure.
Even in the case of lumber, of which you
Would think therc was such an unlirnited
supply in Canada,. the prîce lias also risen
in every class by about r9i%. As to rates,
Iarn sorry 1 have nothing very satisfac-

tory to tell you -in fact, Mr. Hays re-
ports that the open tariffs are lower than
thin. The only rernedy for this state of

thrgs, as far as 1 can see, is that which I
have rnentioncd upon one or two occasions
previously-narnely, legisiation by the U.S.
Congress. 1 tbink that the mind of the public
is being graduaily crystalized ro recognize the
fact that sornething rnust be done for the rail-

jWays in that respect, to aliow thern to pool
their earnings, & to give thenm the legal power
to enforce contracts arnong theinselves. Vou
S-ee, as 1 said before, there are always these
è onficting elements at work in the adminis-
trat ion of the great railways. First of ail, the
natural pressure of increased expenditure, &
against that the countervailing efforts of the
management to introduce more ecorîotr ical
methods of working, & also, of course, to ob-
tain more profitable business. You wilI re-
member what Mr. Hays said last vear, «Ithat
to save rnoney you must spend morîey,' & that
mnust be our note, 1 arn afraid, for somte time
to corne.

We shall have to ask you to pass a resolu-
tion approving of the agreemnent which has
been entered into betweerî our Co., subject
to your approvai, & the Dominion Govern-
ment, for the lease to the Intercolonial Ry. of
runrîing powers over a portion of our uine.
The inatter has been rnentioned on one or two
previous occasions, but it is orîly now that we
are in a position to ask you to give your formai
sanction to the arrangement, because it was
onlv in Aug. last that the Act of the Dominion
Pariarnent received the Royal Assent. The
miatter hung fire for some littie turne in conse-
querice of the opposition of the Serrate. The
B3ih passed the Lower House last year, &
Whien it went to the Senate certain modifica-
tions in the agreernent were insisted uipori 50
that it was tbrown out, but this year it was
reintroduced, & mnodifications have been made
Which do riot affect the general prîrport of the
agreement, & the miatter is now corîpiete. 1
'flust explain to you generally what the nature
Of the agreemnent is. The chief points are,
that in corîsideration of the joint use by the
Iftercolonial Ry. of the G.T. bridge across
the Chaudiere River & the joint use of the
'G.T.Ry. &t property between Ste. Rosalie &
-St. Lambert stations, together with the use of
Our railway & property between & irîcluding
Ste. Rosalie & Bonaventure station, Mon-
treai, the use of the Victoria bridge & of the
termiini in that city, the G.T. Ce. is to re-
Ceive a yearly rentai Of $ 140,000, payable
In equal rnonthly instaîrnients, & also a
Share of the cost of maintaining the rail-
Way appurtenances & appliances between
& including Ste. Rosalie & Bonaventunre sta-
t 1011, of the Chaudiere bridge & connections,
& also the cost of maintaining the tracks of

the Victoria bridge in the proportion that the
combined engine & car miileage of the I.C. R.
trains, made over each of the above-mentioned
joint sections, bears to the total combined
engine & car mileage running over the said
joint sections during each rnonth. There are
also provisions as to the I.C.R. paying a
portion of salaries & wages & also iniposing
upon thein the obligation, in the event of
doubling the track or erecting new stations,
that they shah pay 4% on a proportion of the
capital outlay. There are also provisions for
the conduct of traffic, the application of
receipts, & arbitration in case of necessity.
I must explain to you that the point to whichi
the Senate took exception, & which was
afterwards cornceded by the Governrnent, was
this : Under the agreement an arrangement
was t. be entered mbt between the two com-
panies for the intercinange of traffic, & mnas-
mncb as the traffic arrangement was to run
concurrently & conterminously with the main
agreemnent for 99 years, it was objected that
the Governinent would tie its hands for too
long a turne. That matter has been conceded,
& is now arrarîged that the traffic agreement
may be put an end to at an' turne on 6 mionths'
notice. It is a matter of no great importance
to us, becanse we feel thoroughly convinced
that there can be no reasonable chance of
competar ion in view of the great convenience
to the I.C.R. afforded by our valuiahie ter-
minais at Montreal. That is explained in the
supplementary agreemnent which will have to
be approved by you. May I take the agree-
ments as read ? (Voices : " Yes.") 1 will
take the opportunity otfrnentioning in respect
to this arrangement, that it is one that recoin-
rnends itself to the judgment of the board, &
1 hope it will to yours. It is part of the policy
which we have pursuied for the last 3 or 4
years of entering into friendly agreements
with our connectirg lunes. The resuit is that
at present we are in receipt of rents urder 3
ot these agreements-nanety, that with the
Wabash, that with the C.P.R., with respect
to its running powers between Toronto &
Hamilton, & the present agreement. The
aggregate which we receive now as a yearly
rentai amounts to about £86,ooo, which will
be increased in view of the progres%ive in-
crease in the rent payable by the WVabash, to
over £roo,ooo a year. That is a very com-
fortable amount to corne yearly into our
coffers, irrespective of other considerations.

Now 1 corne to a matter of considerable in-
terest & importance which has engaged the
anxious consideration of the board for some
turne past-I allude to the position of the
Chicago &G.T.R. You are familiar with the
history ofthat uine. You know how it was
built up mainly by the erîergy & ability of Sir
j oseph Hickson, formerly General Manager
of this Co. Von krîow it is a uine which runs
froin Port Huron to Chicago, a distance of
335 miles. Von know it is our great means
of communication with the West, & that we
also have a very large financial interest in the
undertaking. But what perhaps you rnay not
be aware of, if you have not studied ou'itr re-
ports very c osely, is the fact that there has
gradually accurnulated a very large indebted-
ness froin the Chicago & G.T. Co. to the
G.T. The Chicago & G.T. lias not been in
a position to raise capital for the irnprovement
ot ils lune, because the conditions Of the 2nd
rnortgage preclude any amount beirrg raised
in excess of the îst rnortgage. The conse-
quence of that bas been that it bas had to fal
back upon the G.T., & that large suins have
been advanced for many years past for gen-
eral capital purposes, & for boans on rolling
stock indebtedness, cars, & so forth. That
amounit at the present turne is no less than about
£65o,ooo, & 1 think I may take credit to our-
selves in saying that since the present board
camne into office, no addition has been inade
to that indebtedness. Indeed, I rnay say we
have been able to decrease the amount by

some £ri î,ooo. But over and above that in-
debtedness, we have, under the traffic agree-
mnents which we could not evade, advanced
over this period of years about £695,ooo ; tIhe
corîsequerîce is, up to the present moment, we
have fiad to put our hands into our pockets
to the extent of between £1,300,000 & £',-
400,000, Well, the condition of the Chicago
& G.T. uine is not at ail satisfactory, particu-
larly when yon have to take into considera-
tion that it is competing with other vigorous
& wealthy uines runnting ont of Chicago, & it
bas becorne perfectly obvions that if the
Chicago & G.T. is to hold its own against
this competition, it must spend a considerable
surir of rnioney in doubling the track & in-
proving the grades. It is a matter of tIre
inost absolute necessity. Therefore, the
question arose, how was Ibis to be done ? &
we considered that a ver>' opportune moment
presented itself for the consideration &, 1
hope, the settiernent of this question, in view
of the fact that on Jan. r next a large number
of nst mortgage bonds fali due, & at that turne
the traffic guarantee under whicli these bonds
receive their interest ceases, & 1 na>' just
remnark that we, the G.T., are not responNible
for the principal. The Chicago & G.T.Co., let
me remind you, is a separate corporation, &
an Arnerican line. It is maturing a scherne
whicb it is hoped will place the Co. upon a
thoroughly sound & paying basis, & at the
saie tinne provide sutficient funds to carry
out thnese indispensable improvernents to
wlich I have alluded. 1 arn not in a position
to go further into the question to-day, but a
circular will sbortly be issued by the Chicago
& G.T. board to the miortgage bondholders,
stating the proposais which they deem it
their duty to make in the gerieral interest, &
to carry sucb a plan, wlrich is so desirable for
ail parties concerrîed, mbt effectuai operation,
the co-operation of the Chicago & G.T. bond-
hoiders, as well as of the orber creditors of
that Co., of which the G.T. Co. is the chief,
wiil be invited, & I think Iina>' say on your
behait that any assistance consistent with the
protection of your interests the G.T. Co. can
render wiil be cheert'nlly afforded with a vîew
of placing the Chicago & G.T.Co. in a per-
manientl>' self-supporting position.

There are no further topics of prorninent
irterest on which 1 rreed dilate to-day, & I
have only a few words to say in conclus.ion.
We may look back, 1 think, with justifiable
satisfaction upon wbat we have done during
the last 3 or 4 years. I think we may also
fairly sa>' that the prospeet in the inîrediate
future is bright. In the current ý-year,
althougb it is a litie prennature to estinnate
exactly what the outconie will be at Dec. 31,
yet so far for the ist 2 months of the ý-year
our net receipts have exceeded those of the
corresporidirîg period for last 1'ear b>'
£43,o00, & for the first 14 weeks of the ý-year,
conclnded 5 days ago, tIre gross increase of
receipts bas been £n78,ooo. The general
ourlook is promising. The crops are good.
1 believe that the harvest is not likeiy to
realize aitogether the expectations that were
formed a tew weeks ago, but, at the samie
turne, it is an excellent harvest, & in ail other
respects business is going ahead in a manner
whichn has neyer beerr seen before, cîther in
the U.S. or ini Canada. Prosperity--to use
Mr. Gladstone's expression-is advancing by
leaps & botinds. The aggregate amotnnt of
exports & inmports in Canada has been enor-
imausly increased. There have been large
budget surpinses, almost a new feature in the
histor>' of Canadian finance. The banks sa>'
they have neyer had sncb a year before.
Money is freely subscribed for new companies,
and, in short, there seenis to be enterprise al
round. Therefore, 1 sav, for the immediate
futunre we have nothing to apprehend. Yet,
at the sanie turne, it is ni>' dut>' to point ont to
you that prosperons tinnes cannot always last,
& we mnust be prepared for vicissitudes in the
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future. The moral of that is that we must
make the best use of prosperous timnes by
puttirîg the line into as good condition as we
possibly can. A useful note to this effect was
struck by Mr. Girdiestone at our last general
meeting, whien lie spoke somne encouraging
words to the board, & told thiem to act cour-
ageously by using their resources freely in
good times for the bettermient of thee une. 1
was very glad to hear him make these obser-
vations, & 1 hope & believe that he echoed
the sentiments of the proprietors at large. 1
need only say that the board will continue
the same conservative & prudent line of policy
which lias hitherto been attended with so
much success.

Resolutions for the adoption of the report
and accounts, for the payment of dividends as
announced, & to confirni the agreemnent be-
tween the Dominion Goveriment & the Co.,
respecting the I.C.R., were unanimously
adopted.

A. Hubbard, one of the directors, said
It is hiardly necessary for me to occupy inuch
of your time after the very dlean & exhaustive
statement which you have just listenied to
from oun Chairman, but at his nequest I may
perhaps say to you what passed thnough my
mid when I went oven the liue with him.
When 1 visited the line about 7 years ago, a
great depression was passing oven not only Cari-
ada but the U.S. ;onie comipany after another
was gradually going into liquidation, & one-
third of the railways at that timie in the U.S.
had passed into liquidation. The G,T. hap-
pily escaped that, but everything looked very
dark, & everything was against the executive
being able to give a favorable report. But
when 1 accompanied the President this sum-
nier everything was changed, & changed for
the better. Prosperity succeeded adversity,
& the leading men of Canada were telling us
that neyer before in its history had Canada

been so prosperous as at the present timie. As
you heard just îîow, the îraffics are increasing
rapidly ; tlîe larv'est hias been good, & we
are able to spend more on tlîe Ihue, so that
we are now in a ver), differenit position to
what we vere *111 7 years ago. The 1resident
las told you that wve werît froiî New York, &
we travelled throughi by night to MNontreal.
We did not let tlîe grass grow under our feet
anywhere, & after wve liad spent a day or two
at MNontreal we wvent over thie Central Ver-
niont hune, & 1 heartily agnee with what the
President said in regard to tlîat huie, that it
will prove of great benefit to tlîe G. T. system.
But it was mariifest to aIl who saw it that the
fine had been rîîuch nieglmcted, the ties, though
nîany had been renewed, required attention.
Tlîe ballasting also was neglected, so that the
maintenance of the linie for sonie tinie to corne
will nequire a good deal of' expenditure to
bring it up to the standard of the G. T. Fromi
Boston the President werît to Montreal & I
went to Portland, where I found the change
nmore mnarked than in any part of our systeni.
Seven years ago only a few vessels could corne
along the wooden jetties, because the jetties
were in bad condition, but on this occasion 1
found tliey had aIl been thoroughly renovated
& put in good order, & vessels were lying
alongside. An eleNator has been erected,
fornîing a large building 120 to 150 ft. higli,
capable of holding r,ooo,ooo bushels of corn,
with aIl tlhe Iatest iniprovemnents, & now we
can discharge up to 6 vessels at the sanie time.
I was told that last year we raised ro,ooo,ooo
bushels of corn mbt that elevator. That ne-
presents not only the rentaI for the corn and
charging for loading & unloading, but the rate
over our lhue for each bushel so disposed of.
So great was the success there tîrat some of
the officers even thoughit it would be wise to
put up another elevator, but such an outlay as
that would nequire muchi consideration, & I

ani sure the board will not enter hastily ilito
that undertaking, for it would be rathen toO
nîuch in timies of pnosperity to go so far ahead
that wvhen changes camne we might not l'av'
enough to fill one elevator. Portland has orîe
of the finest harbors ini the U.S., & it is a
favorite port now. WVe are doing renîarkablY
welI, and tîrat elevator lias been a great suc-
cess. Froin Portland I went to Gorhani, &
we travelled oven our own line, which was in
a capital conditiofr. In inany parts we travelI
led 6o miles an lîour witlîout any incorivenience
or unpleasantrîess. From Montreal, We Weltît
oven that magnificent structure, the Victoria
j ubilee bridge, which was not quite completed,
though tnaffic had been passirig over it for
some time. It is one of the finest bridges ini
Anierica, & is a great credit to aIl conicert-
ed, to us as a Co. & to oun engineer, MIr. Hob-
sonr, & it was carried out without tlîe 10s'
of a single life, except two cases, when nienl
feil from the scaffolding into the St. Lavrencey
wlich, of course, could not beprovided against.
T'hat bridge uîow bas a double tnack, & fu r
nishes al ve require for the traffic. In addi-
tion to that, each side of the bridge has road-
ways for carniages. There is a tnack 15 ft.
wide oui either side, & it will be a great CO'-
venience to the people living at Mgontreal.
The Chairmnan has refenred to our indebted-
ness to tîre Chief Engineer, which I thoroughlY
endorse. No onie cari look on that bridge
without feeling that a master mind had c0

0
'

structed it. We then went futiier westward,
travelling to Chicago. No one could travel
oven tlîat portion without seeing the nîarked
impnovemnîît that has taken place duririg the
last 6 or 7 yeans. Tire road was in capital
orden. We are taking up light rails & laYing
dowri heavier ones, & in each nmile 300 or 40'
additional ties are laid to make it stiffer, S0

that with ballasting, everything is beirig got
into as perfect condition as anyone would likc
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to see. In coming fromn Chicago I had the
pleasure to ineet our General Traffic Manager,
Mr. Reeve. He svas one of tht. old officers,
& lie bas at bis fingers' ends ail the. inileage
rates over the whole of our svstem, & iîîstead
ot telegraphing to the different places hie told
mie that for the last s weeks before 1 arrived
in Canada hie had hardly spent a day at bis
own bouse, hecatîse the pressure was s0 great
at diffèrent places, & bie chose to go himself
instead of sending telegraphic messages as to
the. rates, & wve are greatly indebted to hîm
for the' increased traffic we have had over the
G. T. systeni. Aniother point struck mie, &
that wvas the chanîges made in connection with
the maintenance of the line. On the former
vîsit, the erîgineer, as on ail lines in England,
had not only charge of the construction work,
but of the maintenance. Here a change bad
been made, & the General Superintendent,
Mr. McGuigan, lias the maintenance, in addi-
tion to the traffic wvork. So far, it seems to
have answered very well. Mr. McGuigan
is a very active man, & is doing ailihe can to,
advance the interests of the Co. In going
through the various workshops I was very
much strtîck by their being " live'- sbops.
Anyone wvho knows anything of engineering
sbops will know wvhat 1 mean. Ail the men
seenmed to be at work. There was no bang-
ing about, notbing deadening, the nmen were
ail alive, & every person seemed doing bis
work, and doing it tboroughly. I could give
more details, but 1 am sure you do not want to
stav longer to-day.

Thle nmeeting concluded witb a hearty vote
of thanks to the board & the staff, in acknow-
ledging which Sir Rivers Wilson said : I arn
extremely indebteded to you ail on my own
behaîf, & on behaîf of my colleagues, for the
very kind terms in which you have expressed
o ur appreciation of our efforts. A large por-
tion of the credit for the present condition of
the. undertaking is due to our General Mana-
ger for bis efforts & the great ability with
which hie bas seconded & carried out the
policy of the board.

Fromn the foregoing statements it will be
observed that the G. T. gross receipts for the
J-year show an increase Of £Li1 1,483, or 5.96%;
the working expenses, including taxes, an
increase of £54,361, or 4.37%, the train mile-
age an increase of 126,453, or 1-44%.

The number of engines & cars owned by
the Co. is showvn in the rettîrn of working
stock. No additions to the stock have been
made at the expense of capital during the
4-year. Twelve engines were constructed
during thc ý-year in the Co. s shops at the
cost of reventue. Eight passenger, 374 coal
& flat cars, & 50 cinder cars were built in the
Co.'s shops or purchased in part.replacement
of cars broken up. At June 30, i8qq, there
were 5 locomotives in excess of the officiai
stock ; & to replace the cars out of service,
there wvas at the end of the J-year £' 17,173
Os. 4 d. at the credit of car renewal fund.
There also remained a reserve £33,259 14s.
,d. at the credit of engine renewal fund
available for future renewals.

The outlay on capital account for the ý-year
amounted to £49,733 13s. iod.; the principal
item of expenditure being £33,330 î8s. 6d.
for the further equipment of engines & freight
cars with air-brakes & automaîic couplers, in
compliance with the Safety Appliance Act.
There bas been credited to this account
£1 1,785 6s. od., consisting chiefiy of the
premium received on the issue Of £200,000
4% debenture stock, thus reducing the total
charges to capital account for the past J-year
to £37,948 7s- iod.

RENEWAL OF BRIDGES.

£1 5,402 being the proportion of the expen-
dittîre chargeable to revenue for the recon-
struction of the Victoria Jîîbilee Bridge & of
the cost of renewing the bridges betwveen
Montreal & Portland & on the southern
division on the basis mentioned in the report
for the ý-year ended June 30, 1898, bas heen
includedi in the maintenance of wvay charges
of the past ý-year. There bas been expended
to June 30, 1899, on accotînt of these renewvals,
£139,438 2S 3 d., of which £ 7 1,88 3 9s îod,
bas been, up to that date, included in the
maintenance charges, leaving £67,554 12S.
5 d. at the. dehit of bridge renewal suspense
accounit on june 30, 1899.

The gross receipts of the Chicago & G. 1'.
Ry. Co. for the ý-year to june 3 0, 1899, amount-
ed ho L394,585, against £376,387 in 1898, an in-
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crease of £ 18, 198. The working expenses were
£349,812, againSt £294,541, an increase of
£47,271î; attributable partly to the cost of
handling the larger tonnage carried, & partlN,
to the increased expenditure necessary fo;r
placing the Iine & rolling stock in a condi-
tion of greater efflciency. The net profit
amounted to-. £52,773, against £81,846, a de-
crease of £29,073. The net revenue charges
for the ý-year werc £89, 199, against £9o, 238
in 1898, su that there was a net revenue
deflciency in 1899 Of £36,426, as compared
witb a deflciency for 1898 Of £8,392. The
number of passengers carried during the
ý-year was 578,922, against 539,084, an in-
crease of 39,838, or 7.39//, & the passenger
train receîpts, including mails & express
receipts, were £98.981, against £84,8o6, an
increase Of £1 4 ,17 5 , or 16.71%. The quantity
of freight moved during the ý-year was
1,268,027 tons, against 1, 122, 161 tons in 1898,
an increasd Of 145,866 tons, or 13%, & the'
receipts from this traffic were £295,045,
against £291,205 in 1898, anil ncrease of
£3,840, or 1.32%

The gross receipts of the IDetroit, Grand
Haven & Milwaukee Ry. for the -vear to
june 30, 1899, were £90, 163, against i86,470
in 1898, an increase of £3,693; the working
expenses were £7,5,144, against £71,379, an
increase Of £3,765; leaving a balance of
£15,019, against £î 5,091, a decrease Of £72,
cornpared with the corresponding ý-year of
1898. The net revenue charges for the 1 -2year
wcre £37,387, against £37,373 il 1898, so
that there was a net revenue deficiencv of
£22,368, as compared with £22,282 for the
corresponding period of 1898. The number
of passengers carried dîîring the J-year was
252,888, against 228,832, an increase of
24,056, or 1o.51 %, & the passenger receipts,
including mails & express receipts, were
£35,654, against £34,993, an increase of
£66i, or 1.89'/. The quantity of freighit mov-
ed was 356,616 tons, against 309,930 tons in
i89S, an increase Of 46.686 tons, or i5.o6'ý
& the receipts from freiglît traffic were £53,-
273, against £47,581 in 1898, an increase of
£5.692, or 1I1.96%.

The directors announiced in their report
dated March 23, 1898, that a provisional
arrangement with the Dominion Government
for allowing the Intercolonial Ry. rtiniiiig
powers over about 38 miles of the G.T. line
& the Victoria Bridge into Montreal, with
terminal facilities in that city, at a rentai of
$140.000 a year & a pavment of a propor-
tion of the working expenses, had corne into
operation on Mar. 1, 1898. They have niow
the satisfaction to report that an agreement

for a term of 99 years, giving formal effect to
these arrangements, was, subject to the con-
ditions subsequently embodied in an agree-
ment supplementary thereto, conflrmed bv an
Act passed in the last session of Parliament,
which received the Royal assent on Aug. i i.
The main & the supplemiental agreements are
printed as appendices to the report & wilI be
submitted at the general meeting for tlhe
approval of the proprietors.

Following are extracts from the appendices
to the report :

On Juîîe 30, 1898, the G.T. system coin-
prised 3,5o6 miles of roadway, 41 13U miles of
second track & 770ý miles of sidings, a total
Of 4,6884' miles, Of which 4,649 miles are
laid %vith steel rails & 391 with iron.

The charges for the maintenance of the
Co.'s property during the i-year ended june
30, were $40,0o0 greater than in the
corresp:)nding period of 1898. The cost of
the repairs of roadway, of docks & wharves,
& of clearing snow, was exceptionally low ;
that of the renewal of ties, repairs, & renewals
of bridges, culverts & buildings, was. higher
than during the flrst ý of last year.

The principal railroads out of Chicago
wvith whicli the Chicago & Grand Trunk coin-
peles bave expended large sunts ini the double
tracking & improvemient of their property, &
il is deemied absolutelY essential to enable
Ibis Co. to mnaintain ils position in competi-

Speaking of Chinese railways ini gen-
eral, lie said, the Imperial Chiiose- Ry., own-
ing about 330 miles, one line being fromn Tien-
Tsin to Pekin, 75 miles ini length, comîprises
the whole systein, excepi a little road of 12
miles connecting the bar or port with Shang-
hai. The Chinese travel ini great ntnihers on
the line between Tien-Tsin & Pekin. This is
a well-built road, it is don ble-tracked & al,îmost
as solidly buili as English lines. The engin-
eering departruent is in charge of Mr. Kinder.
an Englishman, but fulhy 8o%0 of the employes
are Chinese. A portion of the fine between
the coasi & Pekin runs through a barren
country, but the last 5o miles is a fairlv well
populated agricultural district. The railway
cornes to only within 5 miles of Pekin, as the
prejudices of the people will flot permit the
locomotive coming any nearer the city.

"The question of improved steainshup sel-
vice betwveen Vancouver & Skagway, or sorte

,great importanîce indeed. t is tinfortunate
that at present so large a portion of tîte trade
of tlhe Yukon country is being doue hroughi
cliaunels other than Canadian, & that so large
a p irtion of the traffic is carried iri ships otlier
thatn Canadian. 1 discnssed the subject to
sotne extent yesterdav witlî the C. P. Naviga-
lion Co. 's officiais ait Victoria, & ini endeavor-
ing ho determine what should be doue will
some of their ships this subjeet as mientiuned.
A difficultv that they raised & nu doubt it is a
serions une-is the fact that wlîile our steamners
are îlot porrntitted to do a cuastiug trade
between U.S. ports & Canadian ports, U.S.
steamners cati couie tu Canadian ports & clo a
coastitîg trade. h t svecns to nie that strung
-epreseutation shioild be miade tu îiduce tîte
(?overrninîut to enforce agaînst fureigui ships
just the saine regulations tîtat tlicv enforce
against ours. Thtis probahly would have thbe
effect of cncouraging sorte uf the Canadian
liues to provide a suitable service. Lu anîtici-
pationi of a very large Yukon trade, Lwo vears
ago \ve purchased two ships ini Europe.,
built a good many river boats liere. Tîte rail-
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wv route %ve liad inii id at that tinte was,
iinfortunatelv, not approvedi at least the Gov-
mientt vere unable Lu furuish thte nccessary
assistanîce tu secure tîhe constr ction of' tle
railwvay hunes betweeîî the water stretches. XVe
found tîtat onr- boats were ratiier too large for-
tîte piîrpose, & they were put into uther trade.
Ve dislike to enîgage iin tle steainship) busi-

ness unless it be absolutelv necessary. We
prefer tu have tîtat paît of the route covered
hy sonie private shipping compaîiv, but if that
be îlot dune Nvithin a reasoîtable tfine, we uîust
sec if wve canîtot give somne assistance in that
direction alsu.

"While in Victuria vesterday 1 had a talk
%vithu tle C. P. Navi gation people about the
service betwveen Vanîcouver & Victoria. It
lias been utisatisfactory l'or a gooi wile past,
& h iutimated pretty clearhv that un provenient
inst at onuce he itiade. INy3 own idea is that
wve slioîul have a day boat, that the boat
locaviuig tîte wharff ere on tîhe arrival uf ounr
trîainî slould be a direct cuntinuance practi-
cahly of tîtat train to Victoria. Lt should leave-
uiuîediately on thle arrivaI of the train, carry-
ing passengers, mails & baggage oîîly, &
shIoîuld go tu Victoria just as quickly as pus-
sible. On tlhe utîer biaud, tlhe boat leaving
V'ictoria sbould tuake a direct cotînectioîi with
ounr cast-boid train. A difficulty that wvas
raised by them was tîhe fact that under Lliose
circuistauces Victoria peuple coîning to Van-
couver for the transaction of business involv-
ing only a very short timie ould be comnpel-
led to rernatu over nighr, & that passengers
guing froni Vancouver to Victoria would re-
quire to be away twvo nights. 1 think thtat cati
be overcome very readihv & economiically. if
they dlu the right thing. Two first-class freiglht
boats, witlî to or 12 suitable cabins, travelling
at a rate of 13 or 14 knots, could leave either
port at, say, 10o oclock at night, & reach
either port at mu o'clock ini the îniorning,, mak-
ing iL very conv'enient for those who wîsh to
do their business iin une day in either city.
The difficuty is to get these boats; as thev
cost a considerable amnount of money, & can
only be usecl ou thtis route. 1 recognize this
dificulty. We arectiot anxinus, of course, to
do aîîvtling unfair to the people wità whom
we have had pleasant relations for su long a
time, bîut I hope thiey, will bc able to provide
other channels of trade for which ýthe boats
eau be used. Meantimte, su soon as it cau be
arrangcd the Islauder will be put. un the route
perinanentlv, inaking the mît during the day,
buit the night steamter would not require to
inake tbe speed of the day boat, as it could
reacl i cther city early the folowing morniug.
1 do hope that the day of the Yosemite &
Rîthet ont that route is past.

J. C. MeILagan brought up tlie questiont of
Uic Chihiwack railway. He said that it wvas
well kuiowv that this distric-t %vas the miost mni-
portant agricultural section of the Province,
& he vould ike lu sec this schemne fîîrthered

as wvehh as that of the raihway tu Steveston.
There w'ere fairhy good roads now in the direc-
tion of Steveston. The C. P. R. had a liue &
bridge across te Fraser at Mission, & it onhY
was a uîatter Of 28 miles of a hune froin Ab-
bottsfurd to Chihiwack. Mauîy of the C.P.R.
officiaIs had goute over the proposed route &
lîad fouuîd that the tndertaking would not be
a very serious or difficuht une. Notbing else
that couhd be doue for the peuple of Viancou-
ver or te Fraser Valley would conduce more
tc) their interest than the buiding of Lhis hune.
He lad been assured that it was a niatter of
pbvsicah iutpossibility for a raihway Lu corne
ont at Hope, & he thoughut the hune he men-

ioned would become eventuahîy part of a trunk
hune up the Fraser Valhey. He bad had, too,
a long correspondence with the Dominion
Minister of Railwavs, & lie could state pOsi-
tively thiat any feasible scheme for a railway
south of thue Fraser would receive the careful
consideratioît of thte Guverumeut.

Lut the course ý
bis reply to the toast of bis heahth Mr. Shaught
nes'sy said lie did utot need to say anythiuîg tO
thiî ofthecgreat mind of Sir Wni. Van Homne,
bis wvunderful originàhity, bis utarvellous con-
structive genius, but he could tell thent what
prabably ltjs most intimate fi iends alone kuîew.
thalb nu bigger heart was ever created. But
ie iad not gone out of the firm, & he still
came occasionally down Lu te shop. & he
knew that if at imes tue fotund iL difficuht Lu
reach the estirnate of the peuple he would ouI>'
have to cahl intu cotnisel the former presideut
of the railway.

The C.P.R. was ait unique corporation.
Whîen he used this expressionî, he did nuL refer
partictularhy Lu the vast miheage covered & the
equipnterît of the line, as Lu the variety of its
iuterests. For instance, they were comniofl
carriers, like othuer railways, but there was a
land departmeîît, which ltad the care of a vast
estate alnîost as large as a principality. Theil
tbere were Lhe steanisbip interests, now oper-
ated on the akes & oute ucean, & lie hoped
souit to be operated on the other, the systemfs
of cabhes & tehegraphs, the express depart-
muent, hotels, etc., & he did not think tbey bad
forgotten toL pay soute attentionî Lu the laul-
dries & barber sbups & even prize packages
%vere sold under the direct supervision of the
mntagemnent. No system could be complete
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without comprehending the smallest details,
& ini this there were eniployed a staff Of 28,000
men. Amongst these there were lawyers &
other professional men, & out ini B.C., where
he supposed the), needed some moral advice,
they even retained missiona ries.

He liad mientioned to them the variety of
interests & he would like to say something
about the officers of the corporation, lu order
to make that organization perfect, to properly
care for the affairs of the Co., the greatest
possible care was requircd on the part of the
Co. s managers, genieral superintendents,
traffic oficers & others of the staff. He haci
been with the Co. alrnost since its inceptioni,
& previous to tlîat hiad lîad 14 or 15 ears'
experience in railway life. H-e knew prettv
thoroughly the organization of the railwvay
from one end of the continent to the ollier, &
appreciated it in every detail & he knew lie
could say withont fear of contradiction that no
railway ln the world ever bad, or bas had, the
saine competent, loyal or energetie staff as
that of the C.P.R. Without sucb a staff, no
amount (if ability or energy on the part of the
bigher officers of tie Co. wotild be effective,
& with it thev were able to distance their
conîpetitors.

At the conclusion of the case judgment wvas
given ini favor of the plaintiffs, with custs.
The plaintiffs claimed that they were entitled
to be refuinded ail fares which had heen paid
by their directors & officers over the U.S.
roads during the lime that the passes were
withheld, & the action was referred to a ref-
eree to settle fihe amouint of the judgment.
The G.T.R. proposes to proceed with anl ap.
peal.

The Carillon & Grenville Railway.

Anl odd institution that lias lateiv coule
under mny notice,'' said a frîend of mine the
other day, -lis the railway 12 miles in length,
between Grenville & Carillon on file Ottawa
River. This raiiway is emiployed for the
transport of passengers & baggage going by
steamer froni Montreai to Ottawa & vice
versa. The train, which consists of a loco-
motive & one car, makes onlv one tri p per
day, leaving Carillon on the arrivaI of the hoai
troim Mont reail, & on Ille ret uru, leuving (rn

ville on arrivai of the steamer from Ottawa.
The line runs through fields some distance
froni the river. The roadbed & rails cannot
be seen except at close range, being over-
grown with grass. At a giance the engine
is seen to be an old timer, & probably wiiI not
stand a pressure of more thati 30 to 40 lbs. It
looks very like the first locomotive put into
service on the old Northern Ry., & whicb 1
îînderstand wvas but at Good's foundry, on
Q ueen Street, Toronto. An oid gentleman,
grey hiaired & grey bearded, attired in a long
lack coat, white tie & high coliar, & pre-

senting the appearance of a superannuaîed
preacher, uccupies the dual position of con-
ductor & brakeman. Notwithstanding his
antiquated appearance, however, he seemed
to be rather more than up-to-date in bis move-
inents, for on the whistle souinding ' down
brakes,' he responded'so quickly that the lo-
comotive & car wvere brought to a stop some

The Cotincil of the Township of York bas
passed a by-law authorizing the execution of
an agreement with the Co., allowing it a re-
newal of its present charter with an extended
area of operation. The agreenment provides
for the operation of a railwav exten ding from
the present limits of the township along Dun-
das St., Weston Road, & the allowance be-
tween the 5 th & 6th concessions. The Co.,
by tlhe agreement, does not receive a perpe.

Montreal Park & Islarnd Iy.-Jutdge Archi-
baid gav'e judgmient, Nov. 6, in the case be-
tween the town of St. Louis & this Co. Last
J une the townspeople tore up the Co. s tracks
because it failed, they claimied, to live up to
ils contract with the town. 'l'le Co. took ont
an injunction ciaiming lImat it wvas working
under a Federal charter & could neot be touch-
ed by thie town. The judge ruled that blefore
securing its Federal charter the CJo. entered
into ils contract with the town & the injurîci ion
was dissolved. The case wviIl be appealed.

Montreal St. Ry.-At the annîmal mieeting
NOV. 2, the foilowing report was presented
for the year ended Sept . 30. The stalemenît
of the past year's business shows a net profit
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of $6 3 o,8 7 o.6 1 , as compared with $6oî,7o4.18
for the previous year. Out of this there
have been declared 4 quarterly dividends of

cý, achi, arnounting in ail to $478,333.33,
leaving a surplus Of $152,537.28, Of which
(following the policy established last year)
$5o,ooo has been added to the contingent
accounit, & there lias been charged against
that fund an amiount Of $8,175-00 expended
during the year for fenders of a new type
& for other special renewals. The road-
bcd, rolling stock & o;ther property have
been miaintaitiedin a high state of efficiency,
& the cost thereof, as in previous years,
bas been charged to operating expenses.
Xhile it will be noticed from the statement
that the business continues to increase satis-
factorilv, the percentage of operating ex-
penses shows an increase Of 3.o8%~ as corupar-
ed with last year. This increase is due to the
fact that a larger amiouttbas been expended
in the maintenance of road-bed & rolling
stock, to increased wages, increased car-
mileage, & a general advance in the cost
of ail miaterials & supplies. The buildings
& rolling-stock destroyed by fire at Hoch-
elaga on Sept. 16, 1898, have been rcplaced
by others of the latest & rnost modemn type.
Car-shops, miachine-shops, blacksrnith-shops
& nmotor-shops have been crected at Hoch-
elega, those at Coté Street having proved too
small to cope with the increased business.
Large additions to (lie rolling-stock neces-
sitated corresponding additions to the car
storage capacity. To meet this, runining-
sheds & car-storage sheds have beeti erected,
& are in course of erection, at Hochelaga &
on St. Denis St., north of the C.P.R. The
rolling-sock lias beeîi increased during the
past year by the addition of 64 closed
miotor cars, ioo open motor cars, i pay
car & 12 elcctric sweepcrs, & there are
under construction 36 closed motor cars
of increased seating capacity, ail of which
wilI be available for service this winter.
It was dccided, after careful consideration &
consultation with the city authorities, f0
change the type of fender in use for another,
which' it is believed will afford greater pro-
tection against accidents. The result of the

The President, Senator Forget, said he had
nothing to add to the report, but would be
glad to answer any questions.

Mr. Boas said he had compared the state-
ment with that of the year preceding, & found
that $300.000 had been put to capital account,
wvhich had been credited to rolling stock &
running expenses. Had this been added on
the one side & deducted on the other, or
bad it been taken to build new cars & the new
building in the east end, or had the sum for
those purposes been taken out of the profits?

The President replied that Mr. Boas was
making a mistake. The amount not paid up
was $154,000 only. What could be very well
cbarged to capital account wvas so charged.
For instance, there had been an increase of
$j88,836 last year, gross. That liad been
earned by increasing the mens wages & in-
creasing the car mileage. The total increas-
ed expense against the $188.836 had been
$139,ooo. Everytbing that could, by renewals
& so on, be cbarged to capital account bad
been charged. If the rails on haîf a mile of
road were replaced by better rails, costing
$4,000 or $,ooo0 more, the additional expense
was charged to capital, & the other was
charged 10 revenue.

E. P. 1-annaford criticised the report be-
cause it did not state the mileage of tracks &
quantiîy of material used. He asked informa-
tion as to the welding of joints, & complain-
ed of the noise made by cars. The President
said any shareholder could have the informa-
tion as to mileage, miaterial, etc., but the
board had not judged it in the interest of the
Co. to make such information public.

Manager Wanklyn said, with regard to the
policy in adopting the cast welding of joints,
that it was manifest to aIl people connected
witb street railways that the low joint ques-
tion was the greatest problem which had to be
met. Mr. Hannaford bad based his remarks
on his experience on large railways, but it
had to be borne in mind that on a line like the
G. T. R. repairs to the rail joints could be coin-
paratively easily effected. Mr. -Hannaford,
when on the G.T.R., had had men continual-
ly parading the track, ready to attend at once
to any defect. But repairing a joint on a
street-car track involved opening the street
& obstructing traffic. It was impossible to be
always rooting up paved streets, so a per-
manent joint had to be inserted. The lengtb
of the rails bad been increased from 30 to 60
ft., whicb bad reduced the number of joints
by haîf. That was one remedy. In Buffalo
electric welding had been resorted to & one
solid rail the entire length of the line had been
made. It had been found there that, owing
to the expansion & contraction of metals, the
rails broke at intervals of î,8oo ft. This gave
eighteen hundred feet rails. The Montreal
Co. bad not adopted the electric process, as
beîng too costly, but he bad gone to Min-
neapolis & there had examined the welding
process which bad given satisfaction after
some years of trial. He bad had a small plant
erected in Montreal on bis return & i,ooo
joints had been welded last year as a trial,
The result bad been such that it had been
decided to weld 7,000 more & the Co. in-

tended to go on until the whole line bad been
covered. The improvement on St. Denis St.
from the adoption of the new process was
already marked in the diminution of noise
& oscillation & in the wear & tear of
rolling stock & rails. This process has
been adopted in Baltimore, Washington, Pîuila-
delphia & Chicago, as well as Minneapolis, &
it gave universal satisfaction. As to noisy
cars in Montreal, that some cars were noisy,
he admitted, & they would continue to have
noisy cars until they " scrapped" the original
Pquipment. They bad old equipment in whicb
it was impossible to instal the gear case.
There were îo or 15 sucb cars. It was only
rarely that these cars ran. Tbe noise had di-
minished during the last few months. The old
equipment had been gradually going out of
service, & soon îbey would be able to avoid
alI complaints. Lately Mr. Bell, of the Ja-
maica government, who had been visiting dif-
ferent American cities for the purpose of study-
ing the street car systems, bad pronounced
Montreal's cars much less noisy than those of
New York & other cities.

Mr. MacDonald said he had audited the
company's books for 32 years. What should
be cbarged to capital & what to revenue ac-
count was clearly understood at the present
day.

The President said no arrangement had
been made with the G.T.R. about crossing
the Victoria Jubilee Bridge, & the matter had
practically fallen through.

The usual resolution granting $6,ooo for di-
rectors' services was adopted, & the directors
were re-elected as follows:--Hon. L. J. For-
get, J. Ross, R. B. Angus, K. W. Blackwell
& F. C. Hensbaw.

In the suit of Gareau vs. the Co., the plain-
tiff claimed that bis property bad been injured
by the vibration, smoke & noise proceeding
from the Co.'s power house, which is situated
between William & Barre streets.

bouse it acted under rigbts secured to it by
legislative enactment, but Judge GilI beld on
Oct. 4, tbat the exercise of statutory powers
ivas no defence to an action for nuisance re-
sulting from the use of the powerful machinery
in question.

Quebee Ry., Ltght & Power Co.-At a
special general meeting of tbe sharebolders,
Oct. 9, the directors were authorized to issue
the renmaining unissued stock of the Co.,
amotinting to 5,ooo sbares, or any part thereof
tbat they may deem necessary.

In Victoria tbe ticket system bas also been
cbanged, unlimited tickets are sold at 6 for
25c.; limited, good fromi 6 to 8 a.m., & 5 to 7

Sundays, 8 for 20c. Transfers are now grant-
ed from any city line to Esqtîimalt for an ad-
ditional 5c. fare.

A five minute service is promised in Van-
cotuver for next spring.

The Nelson Etectrte Tramnway Co., Ltd., a
subsidiary companv to the British Electric
Traction Co., Ltd., Donington House, Strand,
London, Eng., is construc'ing an electric
tramway in Nelson, B.C. A few years ago
Nelson consisted of a few sbacks, now it is a
thriving town of 6,ooo pleople, & is making
daily strides towards becoming the most im-
portant inland town in tbe Province, and cer-
tainly tbe first to construet a tramway. The
B.E.T. Co.'s board includes some notable
men in England, among tbenm Sir C. Rivers
Wilson, President of tbe G.T.R. The Nelson
local directorate comprises F. W. Peters,
President, Capt. T. J. Duncan, W. A. Mac-
donald, Q.C., J. Laing Stocks, & T. C. Dun-
can, Secretary. The construction of the line
is in charge of C. Halifax Hall, C.E.

Tbe route the line will lake is as follows
Starting from the end of the Government
Wbarf west up Front St., past the Provincial
Jail & tbe Hume Hotel, reacbing Baker St. by
Josephine St., west on Baker St. to Railway
St., this being the important business portion
of tbe town, passing the. four banks & the
leading business bouses & stores. Tbe tem-
porary terminus on Railway St. is witbin 200
yards of the C.P.R. station, tbe reason for
not connecting witb the station being that an
important railway siding would have to be
crossed witb a steep approacb for the cars.
It would also be necessary to obtain powers
from the Privy Couneil for leave to put ini a
diamond crossing & maintain a watchman,
'.tls, with, the near prospect of the railway
moving its present station to higher ground
on the west endi of Baker St., bas influenced
tbe directôrs to stop construction at Railway
St. A brancb from the above route leaves
Baker St. at Stanley, clim1bing 31o fi. in fouîr-
fiftbs of a mile to Houston St. At this terminus
is the skating rink owned by the Tramway
Company, wbicb, witb the two curling rinks,
is now being put in tborough repair. The
electrie ligbt will be used & the wbhole build-
ing brougbt up to date for winter amuse-
ments. Another brancb leaves the Govern-
ment Wbarf for the eastern limits of the cily,
&..then for one mile into tbe suburhb ralled
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Fairview, passing the Spokane & Northerin
Ry. Station. The distance in ail wiIl be 3
miles of construction to be completed Ihis
fali, of which 2 miles of lrack is now laid.

In a mountain town stîch as Nelson, lying
on a steep side hili sloping down to Kootena%
Lake, the question of grades is a formiidable
o>ne. The maximum grade uised is 13'1,, & the
climbing is generally conlinuotîs. This ob-
stacle, howvever, is somewhat balanced by
the monopoly this gives a tramway of ail the
transfèer business of the town. Livery car-
niages here are praclically uinknovn, & the
gcograplîical features of this portion of B.C.
are îîot encouragiîîg for the ownership of
private carniages or bicycles. The minimum
curve is 6o fI. radius, & a T rail weighing
6o lbs. to the yard is used. This rail is
adopted owing 10 the city îlot yet hiaving
paved streets.

The electrical construction & equipment
îs in charge of L. A. Campbell, Manager of
tlie West Kooîenay Power & Light-Co., & the
power will be supplied from that Co. 's station
aI Bonnington Falls. The power will be
transmitted to a lower working voltage by
oil-cooled Iransformers, & then will drive a
synchronous motor Of 4iO 1h.P-, which will be
directly connected to a railway generator of
the same size. This unit, 10 be correct, is
named a motor generator. The alternating
current will thien be converted mbt a direct
current. The cars are of the most nmodern
design, & are built with removable vestibules
& double trucks ; each car will be equipped
îvith four 4o h.p. motors, that is, each car
will have a capacily of î6o h.p. This great
power is necessary, owing to the steep grades.
The cars are painted a claret color, & in ap-
pearance, combined with ail the latest im-
provemients in construction, are second 10 none
in the country. The overhead trolley system
has been adopted, & the inaterial & construc-
tion are of the best. The poles are 2,5 fI. above
grournd, smoothly trimned down & pointed
off at the top ; they are 10 be painted a third
of the way up a dark green & the remainder
a light green, making a strong conlrast t0 the
unsighîly poles that are in tuse in many towns
ini Canada & the U.S.

XVhen this line is comipleted & running,
Nelson will be able 10 boast of a tramway
equal 10 any on the continent. There has
bcen no stint of nîoney in the construction &
equipment, & the best t0 be got has been ac-
quired. The company owns close uipon $ 10,-
ooo of real estate & property in the city, in-
cluding two business blocks, which in itself
speaks for the faith placed by the parent coni-
pany in the futuire of Nelson. (Oct., 1pg. 308.)

WVinnipeg Electrle Ry.-The beltl une from
Broadway over the Osborne st. bridge 10 Fort
Rouge has been compleled. (Oct., pg. 308.)

Maritime Provinces & Newfoundland.

Dlgby, N.S., to Bear Rver.-It is proposed
to try & sectîre the construction of an electric
railway between thesc points.

Moncton, N.B.-Rumors are again afloat
as to possible extension of the electric railway,
but there is nothing definite.

St. Jolin's, Nfll.-The power house for the
electric railway has been located at Petty
Harbor. The sub-station will be near the
dockyard. A number of cars for the line have
already reached St. John's from Montreal.

Electric Railway Notes.

The London, Eng., Cotînty Cotincil has
adopted the conîduit systeni ot' electric street
cars on the projected large extensions. This
is the first lime an English corporation has
adopted this method, overhead wires beirig in
tise îlîrotîghout the United Kingdom. The
innovationî was only accomiplished after con-
siderable opposition.

A New York newspaper reporter was re-
cently detailed 10 test the possibilities of New
York's remarkable street railway transfer
system. Taking advantage of the ordinary
transfer privileges, he succceded in travelling
unchallengcd 107,! miles, making 87 transfers
for a single i~c. fare, his ride occupying 24
hotîrs. He staled that he could have gone on
indefinitely, espccially as he had ridden over
only a portion of Manhattan Island.*

A company lias been formed in Monîreal 10
build an electric railway in Georgetown, Dem-
erara, for which a concession was obtained
some lime ago. The direclors are: Sir
Wm Van Horne, President; B. F. Pearson,
Senator McKeen, A. Kinginan, W. B. Chap-
man, & J. Hutchinson. A number of Cana-
dian capitalists are also said t0 have acquir-
ed control ofîthe Trinidad horse railway, & 10
intend 10 convert il mbt an electric road.

The Havana Traction Co.. which was in-
corporated some lime since under the laws of
New Jersey, recently completed ils organiza-
lion as followvs :--Presideint, Sir W. C. Van
Homne; Vice-Presidenîs, P. A. B. Widner,
Philadeiphia; R. A. C. Smith, New York;
Secrctary, J. M. Ceballos, New York ; Trea-
surer, F. Nichols, Toronto ; cther directors,

W. R. Brock, A. E. Ames, B. E. Walker, To-
ronto; W. L. Elkins, T. Dolati, Philadeiphia ;

Two important long-distance trolley uines
are projected iin the U.S. One is 10 be built
in Northern Ohio, between Toledo & Nor-
walk, about 6o miles. Il wiIl be designed
for a speed Of 40 miles an bour, & will be
worked from one central power station to be
established at Freinont. A three phase alter-
nating current will be used, 'vhich will be
transmilted each way aI a high voltage. Six
sub-stations will be established abotut eqîîal
distance from each other along the line, with
a seventh ini the power house at Fremont.
The current will be lransmilled aI about 15,-
ooo volts, & stepped down & transformed at

(General Telegraph Matters.

The C. P. R. Co.'s Telegraph is building a
line from Harriston to Listowel, Ont.

The C.P.R. Co.'s Telegraph has strung a
third quadruplex wire between Montreal &
Toronto.

The C. P. R. Co.'s Telegrapb has closed the
offices at Comaplix, B.C.; Mazokama, Ont.;
Rondeau, Ont.; & Russeltowvn, Que.

The Dominion Governmiient telegraph line
between Kamloops & Nicola, B.C., is about
completed. An agitation is on foot to have it
operated as a telephone line.

An unconfirmed report says the Ontario &
Rainy River Ry. Co. proposes to establish
telegraph connection between Port Arthur &
Duluth by way of Ely, Minn.

The B.C. & Alaska Cable Telegraph Co.
proposes to lay a cable betweeîî Juneau &
Skagway. R. Moore, of the Western Union,
wants the Juneau people to give a $îo,ooo
bonus.

In the suit of Morrow vs. G.N.W.T. Co.
an order was recently made for examination
for discoverv of the Vice-President & Secre-
tary of the Western Union Telegraph Co. at
New York.

It was intended to locate the C. P. R.'s com-
nmercial telegraph staff on the 5 th floor of the
new station at Vancouver, but it has been de-
cided to erect a separate building for the pur-
pose, east of the station.

A contract bas been awarded for 165 tons
of wire for the telegraph line to be built by
the Dominion Government between Quesnelle
& Atlin, B.C.. to connect the present B.C.
system with the Yukon line.

C. R. Hosmer, who was recently elected a
director of the C.P.R., announces that at
the end of the year he will retire from the
position of Manager of the Co. 's telegraph,
which lie bas beld since 1 886.

The Dominion Minister of Public Works
says he bopes to get the 300 miles extension
of the Government celegraph line along the
north shore of the St. Lawrence to the Straits
of Belle Isle completed by next spring.

Mr. Chapmani, of Montreal, has been inter-
viewing the Dominion Public Works Depart-
ment, to secure the adoption of wireless
telegrapby between the Labrador coast &
Belle Isle, where the Scotsman was wrecked,
also to Sable Island.

The C.P.R. Co.'s Telegrapb has opened
the followinig offices: Cascade City, B.C.;
Grand Forks, B.C. Fort Steele Brewery,
B.C.; St. Eugene Mission, B.C. ; Camp Mc-
Kinney, B.C. ; Finmark, Ont.; Clarenceville,
Que.; Etbclbert, Man.

A large amount of reconstruction of the pole
line on the Western & Pacific divisions of the
C. P. R. Co.'s Telegrapb is now going on & it
is expected that by the end of next year there
will be an entirely new line of poles between
Fort William & Vancouver.

The Governiment telegraph line from Lake
Bennett, B.C., wvas completed to Dawson,
Yukon, Sep. 28, & the branch to Atlin bas
also been completed. It is 593 miles from
Bennett to Dawson, & the Atlin line is 75
miles long. The total cost is said to have
been about $1 17,500, the Dawson line having
averaged $225 a mile & the Atlin one about
$200. Fifteen operators have been installed.

The Spokane & Northern Telegraph Co. 's
line bas been extended via Republic, Wash.,
to the International Boundary, from which
point its subsidiary, the Yale-Kootenay Tele-

graph Co. bas built to Midway & Greenwood,
B.C. A second wire is being strung to Cur-
lew, wbence a single wire will mun to Grand
Forks, B.C. The S. & N. T. Co. connects
with the Western Union lines. (Aug., pg. 2.il,
Oct., pg., 309.)

The Commercial Cable Co. bas called a
special meeting of shareholders for Dec. 4,
for tbhe purpose of voting upon the proposition
to increase its capital stock from $ 1,000,000
to $ i5,ooo,ooo. 0f the issue, $3,333,333 is to
be offered to the present shareholders at par,
this being at the rate of i share in 3 of the
present holdings. The new stock is to be
paid up 25% on Jan. 20, 25% Feb. 20, & 5o%
Mar. 2o. The new stock is to carry dividend
from Jan. i, & will thus be entitled to quar-
terly dividend payable April i. The addi-
tional money is required for another cable,
owing to the largely increased business of the
Co.

The C.P.R. Co.'s Telegraph is being ex-
tended along the Columnbia & Western Ry.
from West Robson towards Midway. B.C., as
fast as track is laid, offices being opened at
the principal stations. The line is being most
substantially built with a 4 pin armn on top of
the poles, carrying 2 wires at present. It is
very likely that in time some of tbe through
wires will follow this route. Another wire, in
addition to the two now in use, will be strung
fromn Nelsona to Rossland, & one from Nelson
to Robson, to connect with one of the wires
into the Boundary Creek district.

The following tariff of charges bas been put
in force on the Dominion Government Yukon
line : From Bennett to Cariboo Crossing, 5oc.
per 10 words, & 5c. for each additional word:
to Tagish, 6o & 5; Miles' Canyon, 7,5 & 5;
WVhite 5Horse, 75 & 5; Lower Laberge, $i &
10 ; Hootalinqua, $1.25 & 10; Five Fingers,

$2 & îS ; Fort Selkirk, $2.5o & 15 ; Dawson
CitY, $3 & 15. Between Skagway & Bennett
the WVhite Pass & Yukon Ry.'s telegraph
charges $ i for i o words, & 5c. eacb additional
word, making the through rate from Skag-
way to Dawson, $4 for 10o words, & 20C. for
each additional word. From Ontario & Que-
bec points to V ancouver, between which place
& Skagway messages are conveyed by
steamer, the charge i5 $i for to words, & 7c.
for each additional word, so that the through
rate from Ontario & Quebec points to Daw-
son is $5 for io words & 27C. for eacb addi-
tional word.

Tbe following reply to a correspondent is
given ini the Monetary Times, whose editor is
adirector of tbe G.N.W.T. Co.: "In î88î the
Great Nortb western Telegraph Co. of Canada
leased t.he wires & other property of the Mon.
treal Telegraph Co. extending over ail the
Eastern provinces of Canada, & over part of
Manitoba, & several of the northern States.
It also leased the wires of the Dominion Tele-
graph Co. in Canada. Then these two sets
of lines were merged into one for purposes of
economny. The terms of lease were that 8%
upon the $2,000,000 capital of the Montreal
Co. & 6 tupon that of the Donminion Co.
sbould be paid annually. For this bargain the
Western Union Telegraph Co. of the U.S. be-
came guarantor. For several years the
G.N.W.-Co. was able to pay this enormous
rentai, even witb the low rate of tolîs (25C for
îo words). But when the C.P.R. Co's Tele-
grapb came into existence, & the Bell Tele.
phone Co. built uines connecting towns the
business was s0 divided that the G.N.W.T.
Co. 's revenue fell off. It bas not paid divi-
dends to its shareholders for years. But the
payments to the lessors have gone on regularly
every year, & the shareholders of the M. T.
Co., & of the D. T. Co. get their dividends
regularly of 8 & 6% respectively. The extent
of wires handled by the G. N. W. Ce. is 40,ooo
miles, & <'f the C.P.R. about 25,000 miles."

W. F. Snyder, manager of tbe W. U. cable
office at North Sydney, N. S., died Oct. 9. He

was a member of the old scbool of telegrapb-
ers, & a finer operator neyer toucbed a key.
His Morse was perfect & bis speed miarvel-
ous. He began bis telegraph career in bis
native city, Philadelphia, Pa., in 1855, wben
12 years old. His first office was at Magno-
lia, Md.; be was soon after transferred to
Princeton, N.J., then to Wasbington, D.C.,
then to Petersburg, Va., in 1859 ; then in the
following year to Baltimore, & a year later to
Philadelphia. There for a white be was in the
main office of the American Telegraph Co., &
afterwards manager of the branch office in
the Stock Excbange, between wbich & New
York was started the first special stockc cir-
cuit in the U.S. In 1863 he returned to Bal-
timore, first as manager of the People's Line
office, then of the American, & later of tbe W.
U. T. Co. In 1867 he entered the latter Co. 's
cable service, first at Plaister Cove, N.S.,
next in 1870 in the Cable Room, New York,
& in the latter part of that year as manager
at Duxbury, Mass. In 1865, upon the incor-
poration of the staff of the Anglo Cable Co.,
with & under the management of the W. U.T.
Co., at Plaister Cove, Mr. Snyder returned to
that station, & in Oct. of the same year trans-
ferred the joint staff & business to North
Sydney, where he continued as manager until
bis death.-Telegraph Age.

British Columbia Telephones, Llmlted.

At the ist annual meeting at the head office
at Huddersfield, Eng., Oct. io, the following
report was presented: - During the year the
progress of the business bas been very satis-
factory. The number of subscribers to ail the
subsidiary companies on June 30, 1899, was
1424 as compared with 1127 on June 30, 1898;
a net gain Of 297. Notwitbstanding the loss
occasioned by the fire in New Westminster in
Sep., 1898, the dividends expected from the
subsidiary companies will yield a total profit
of £6,oi8 ius. id., being the sterling equival-
ent Of $30,ooo.

& the business value of these articles to the
Co. as part of the means whereby it exercises
its franchise, or their income producing value,
îvhereas by law & by the terins of its char-
ter, the franchise of the Co. cannot be taxed
by the city of Montreal as real estate, nor can
any portion of the Co. s property be taxed,
carrying with it any corporate rights of' the
Co. They proceed to state that the assessors
in appraising the actual value of the conduits,
poles, wires & cables under the terms ot the
Quebec statute could only tax the property
itself, separate & distinct frcm an>- other pro-
perty of the Co., & disassociated from the rest
of the systein of which it formed part. Finally,
they state that the actual value of' the conduits.
poles, wires & cables does not exceed $75,000,
consequently they ask that the assessment be
reduced froin $5oo,ooo to $75,000-
