Six bodies of Ruswsan infaniry
advaneed-at 6 o'elock, noder cover of a terrible
artitlery five; notwithstunding that the Turks
returaed a steady Bre, the eneiny continued to
advance, and finally, by detaebing o strong
by, stirred the Turkish right tank, zeized o
carnmanding hill, and \'}uickly threw up breast-
works, and then established four ﬁ-:‘d guns,
whivh epabled them to rake almost the entire
front of the Turkish line.

answer i at hand--that the author was not
obliged to choose it 1f it is argued that similar
aud even worse atrocities have been handled by
the great tragics, we are afraid we shall Le
obliged to say that Dr, Garnier should have jini.
tated these great writers and risen to the full
height of his subject. But this he has not doue,
nor fdo we believe that such is his pretension.
Having mwle these necessary reservations, how-
ever, it is uct o be juferred that the writer's
tragedy is not a weritorions production, undey
severad aspects, On the coutrary, he shews
many qualifications as a dramatic anthor.  1le
has mneh of the instinet of the stage, elaborates
hia plot with much dexterity und with a fine eve
to altimate effict, drawy several characters well,
uotably those of Ludre, [nez and Sebastian, and
throughout manages his scenes with simplicity,
serenity, amd a freedom from straining. Asa
rule his blank verse is good, slthough the sense
ix frequently marred by atrociously bad punetu-
ation, which he wil}l doubiless set to the account
of the proof-reader.  Several of the passages rise
to eloquence.  We have scant room for eitation,
