Managers, assisted by that censor, pub-
e opinion, always found ready to dis-
criminate between institutions erring
on the side of a rash insufficiency, and
{those whose Rescrves appear uniformly
adequate. Lack of publicity has been
for n long time characteristic of Bank-
ing operations in the Old Country pre-
cluding opportunity to the public to
serutinize the position of the Banks in
regard ‘to their cash Reserves. When
the Baring failure brought out the
fact that the Reserves of some of
these Banks werc dangerously low, the
sction of the Chancellor of the Ex-
chequer led ‘to the issue of monthly
gtatements, with the effcet of increas-
ing “these Reserves immediately. This
action was not the outeome of any law,
new or old, but simply the result of
more prudent management influeneed
by public sentiment, Nor have our
Canadian Banks any law fixing the
ratio ‘of their Reserves to Liabilities,
and 'while there is no unrcasonablencss
in this, it may seem to some, in the
absence of a specific statutory require-
ment, @ meaningless exaction of the
Banking Act, that if (in 50 many words)
o Bank e wise enough to hold Re-
serves ot all, it ig imperative 10 hold
forty per ecent of them in Legal Tenders,
It is just in vegard to these bills and
their position as a liability to the pub-
lic, and a supposed protection of their
interests, that we are led to make a
few observations in the hope that the
government may see it to give the
same l\ch to public opinion in the mat-
ter ‘of their finances as is observable
on ‘the part of the Banks in administer-
ing theirs,

The statement of the Ppublic dept on
31st ‘August, shows that the govern-
ment have issned Legal Tenders to the
extent 'of $17,282,698.66. In another
part ‘of the statement the figures rend
'$18,447,Q79,4L1, and it is on this lattey

sum that the Reserves of the Depart-
ment are caleulated. The statement
discloses further, a. debt in Eugland of
$198,804,844.84 +which, being in the
shape of Bonds with a fixed and dis-
fant maturity, need not be discussed
now ; but the remainder of the Liabili-
ties call for a certain provision in cash
Reserves, judged from on ordinary busi-
ness standpoint, viz,:

pelled ‘o hold, and their deposits in the

This slender Reserve of gold, scatter-
¢d over the Dominjon, is a totally in-
ndequate quantity when we consider
that o withdrawal of coin of even 25
per cent. of the Government Savings
Bank balances would exhaust a sum of
$10,000,000, and a similar percentage
of tthe Legal Tenders in the hands of
the Banks would réquirc $4:,000,000
more—both facts susminiqg'thc renson-
ableness of our proposition to inerease
the minimum gold Reserve ‘to at least
$24,000,000. It is true that, in addi-
tion to the $6,212,746.26 of gold, the
government claims to hold $1,946,-
666.67 'of guaranteed sterling Deben-
tures, 248 further security for the re-
demption of their legal Tender igsue
under & reguirement of Chapter 31 of
the Revised Statutes. The gunranteeis
presumed to be that of the British Gov-
crnmcn{;, but the amount is bi-itling.
It is quite true that either a spirit of
indifference, ‘or a lack of appreeiation

The expansion of trade, and with it
an increased bolding of Reserves on the
part of the Banks, will in a. few years
absorb the whole sum of $20,000,000 of
Legal Tender notes which the govern-
ment are permitted to issue under the
Statute. Tor anything Dbeyond that
sum the government must hold dollar
for dollar in gold. We should not how-
ever wait till then to throw the woight
of fpublic opinion in the direction of
remedying ‘the defects of. our present
system, but wiscly anticipate and apply
the remedies while the defects are go
pronounced as at present. The govern.
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ment should not overlook the fact.that

by -fthelr. jsguance ‘of a Currency they

have constituted themselves- Bankers,
ond prought. themselves .within. range
of ‘these principles of.prudent. adminis:

Banking pro-
fession.. We do' not digeuss their right,

Proceeding o step fturther, there are
some companies who belleve it to be
sound policy to pay for the supervision
or inspection of their business, main-
taining that the money thus lald out
1s more than saved by the consequent
decrease of the loss ratio, and surely the
company expending 30 per cent, for ex-
penses and 50 per cent, for losses, I8
hetter off than one, who. only.pays 25
per cent. for expenses and 60 or 65 per
cent. for losses, That must be patent
ent to an intellect of the meanest capa-
eity, but when companies increase their
gxpenses both absolutely and relatively,
while at ‘the same time their losses are
also increased in & like manner, we sub-
mit—as four American friends would
say—that the Btheopian is in pretty
close proximity to the palings.
Turning ‘to ‘the Blue Boolk reegntly re-
ceived from Ottawa, we find _,ﬂl?}t the
average expense ratio of the Foreign
Fire Insurance companies did not mater-
fally differ in 1891 from Whn.t lt was
in 1890, being about 28 and 31 per
cent, for the British and American
offices respectively, but though two or
three companies of both nationalities,
which had lately entered Canada, sho?v,
last year, o natural and marked dimi-
nutlon of their ratio to that of the
previous year, there are two British
companies-who (amongst others) made
a_change in their Canadian manage-
ment 1ast year, and who exhibit an in-
crense in ‘their expenses too. startling
to escape comment, cspecially when the
premiums ‘of both were diminished and
their losses nugmeiited as much or more
than iheir -expenses, ..In. dissecting -the
accounts we-find-that the Commission
ratio.dssvery slightly ‘incrensed, and the
amount.of taxes show.lttle: alteration;
80, /that: .almost. the  entire ;increass. is
in; salaries- and ofher;office charges, —
being .about,6 per-cent.-forone of .the
said compantes.and.4.per. centi:for the
other.

It is difficult to fix any standard for
an expense ratio in Fire Insurance trans-
acted by foreign companies, as thelr
methods of dolng business differ so
widely; but for companies fairly esta-
blished, we thlnk the range should be
between 25 to 28 per cent, and cer-
tainly anything over 80 per cent. is
excessive and not warranted unleas ac-
companied by a very low loss ra.tio.
How does this strike the managers of
the two companies plainly alluded t0?
Are ‘there mo shareholders to be consid-
ered? I fthey have anything to say
about the manner in which their pro-

perty is being conducted in Candda, the
sooner ‘chey sy ijb'_th‘grbgtter for them-
selvea .
] " But the' Mu.nagers of both these Com-
panies have recently pald Canada a
visit and doubtless had interesting
reading matter “en voyage” in the Ot
tawa Blue Book.

million cash, and the remainder invest-
ments in securities. Investments in
Consols and securities guaranteed by
the British Government amounted to
£1,638.000 in Indian stocks and Bgypt-
fan ‘unified bonds to £603,000, in Col-

- onial stocks to over £706,000, the re-

mainder being in American, British,
Indian and Colonial railway stocks, in
foreign railway obligations, and in Cor-
poration stocks and bonds and Finan-
cial Trusts. It will be seen that the
investments 'were made with sound
judgment, and that by far the greater
portion of them are of a kind that can
fendilyTvs reailzéd. Gonsols and ofiie
guch securities guaranteed by the Brit-
ish Government, for instance, can be
sold freely, or loans can be obtained
on them from any bank, Indeed, it is
said that on the Monday over a quarter
of & million of Consols were sold, caus-
ing only a Iractional fall in the price.
It the depositors had not been i)anic-
stricken, they would have been reas-
gured by the balance-sheet; and in any
case it'ls clear that the bank is sound.

In Mdrch last the assets cxceeded the

llubiutles by about £800,000.

Tt 14 evident from this that the bank
was in a position to withstand even
a severer Tun than that which it has
passed through; and it is o fortunate
thing that it was, for there is no say-
ing ‘Where it might have ended. Panics

It is be-
slde the question to sny that those who
do wol save their earnings, are greaily
preferved by, the retail dealers in rib-
bons, bonnets, cte, The fact, as is well
pointed out by a writer in the “ Spee-

tator,” of such o panic apart from the

immediate ruin which it must ereate,
would be almost to compel large classes
to ehoose bebween 1\0:irdi1:g eash, the
worst of all methods of saving, both
for the lhrifty themseclves and for the
counbry at large—and the metiod sa
largely adopted of lending to small
dealers, practically on no security, ex-
cept character,

The philanthrophie efforts towards
housing the poorer clusses in Bngland
of lnte yenrs, has given quite an impulse
to the bullding socictics there, The
prospect of getting o house stimulates
saving, and the only obstacle is to tie
the owner to one spdt while his work
may have slid off a considerable dis-
tanee from him, It would appear how-
aver, that the system eannot be worked
without sthe ‘banks, Its essence being
loans on mortgages, and the bansk
whieh act as reservolrs of the deposits
to be advanced for rebuilding, mever can

. besafe as matters stand, against panie,

They ean get, if they please, proper
seeurity—that is when their surveyors
are houest—1they ean aflord a fair rate
of imterest for deposits, and they can
attraet in little rills o great volume of
cupitnl, Their expenses are not heavy
and might be halved it they employed
female clerks, as the French do, to keep
the books of record, “ But there is one
thing they can't do: ‘they can't stand
up agaiust the panie,” When that be-
ging everybody sucks at the resorvolrs;

and fthe banks can’t refill their reser-
voirs at an hour’s notice, The Birkbeck
Bank Aid vefill its in an amazing way;
it svas just because it was not doipg
work for the ¢community, but acted as
o big broker holding for the thrifty,
masses of liguild seeurities, A house,
though & thousand buyers or tenants
may fwant it, i8 not a liquid securty
and cannot be made one by any im-
provement in Jaw, If there is arugh,
the bank which invests deposits in brick
and mortar must go, though it is able
to pay 150 cents in the dollar, That
is ithe truth of the matter, and the
problem which now agitates financiers
in Enpgland is how to alleviate or pre-
vent panies about deposits in the banks
which accept petty mortgages. Ald
from the State is suggested, Synideates
of banks or caplitalists formed to pro-
tect .such concerns, would hardly serve
the purpose. The people would not un-
derstand the wealth ol such eombina-
tions, they would not be believed, and
the syndieate itself would be Joaded just
at the wrong timo with masses of in-
convertable property. What sort of
seeurity would tempt a great bank to
advanee o million on the security of
say ten thousand cottage shells? It is
recommended Ghat provision he made
for o striet andit suffieient to enable the
State Auditor at any moment to declare
them solvent. The people trust the
State dmplicitly and would no more
rush for money deposited in o “cortified”
bank, than they would rush for money
deposited in the post office.

A ‘true cure for such panies is to com-
pel inortgage banks to keep one-third
o! their deposits in government bonds
or similar pawnable securitics; the in-
terference of the Stafe would then not
be required; but it would have the cf-
feet of materinlly diminishing the util-
ity of the mortgage banks, One-third
of their capital would cease to be em-
ployed in other beneficinl business while
as they must reduce the interests on
deposits, the extent of that business
would be still further limited. The
utility of each bank of the kind would
be In practice diminshed by omne-half.
That 18 a good reduetion, and it would
be made at the time and in the way
least convenient to the masses of
the people in London, whose first
interest just now is to house them-
selves w little ‘Letter than heretofore.
If jthe ﬂoekiné-up process goes on, onc
of ‘the great civiliznting agencies of the
country would be suddenly arrested. A
building bank may not be the safest
reservoir for capital, but while it does
it’ work, it is & general benefactor,

( CHEAP MARINE RISKS.
I T AT RS
Marine lusuranee eireles have not been

"ree from the monia for business at any
price, which has afflicted more than
one braneh of trade, and so ruinous are
the rates at present on some goods,
that even the shippers benefitted have
been known to shake thelr heads and
ask how the companies stood it, Roates
on provisions on the lst of September
remained at figures generally quoted
about the 1st of August, and instead of
the customary 10c or 1bc increase to-
wards the end of last month, there wos
a deerease of 10 per cent.

This change from the normal condi-
tion 0f things has not Dbeen brought
about by the entry of ncw companies
into the field. Rather it is stated to
have been caused by the action of a
certain underwriter, who looks upon
the butter aid cheese exporters o3 his
own particular ellents, and their marine
risks as his alone, Naturally this feel-
ing 1s resented by bis brother under-
writers, and one at Ieast has entered
the field against him with the result
that, wisks are being accepted at the
lowest rates known., The
whilst not adverse to what is beneficial
to 'them, naturally wonder how long
it will Jast and whether the head offices
will ibe heard from by cable on the sub-
jeet. One insuranee man stated that
in an experience of fifteen ycars he had
never known rates so low, and he would
rather not do business at all, than at-
tempt it at such figures as had been
quoted. The policy of the two ecompan-
jes now running was, in his opinion,
suicidal, Underwriters are likely to
find it difficult to re-establish rates on
a paying basis when the present fight
is ‘terminated.

Marine insurance agents state that
imports aiave decreased largely ~owing
chiefly %o the eholera and the effccts of
the protective tariff, With regard to
outward cargoes, there have been fair
ghipments of grain and lumber, but
rates have been low. Phosphates have
dropped out of sight in consequence of
low prices and the competition of the
Southern States article in Britain, and
cattle exports have been greatly cur-
tailed of late. Adverse circumstances
ave likely Lo cause poorer results than
at one time hoped for,

THE BANK STATEMENTS,

The stufements of the banks become
more interesting as the season advances,
The Civculation for last month shows
an inerease of $2,300,00, veing $230,000
in advance of that for September, 1891
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but $200,000 less than the inerease of
ten years ago. ‘Lhe fine weather, keep-
ing farmers busy in the fields, and casy
credit have doubtless both had their
influence in this respeet, Deposits show
rencwed strength, those on demand
being greater by o million and those
after motice by nearly three-quarters,
an evidence of latent power that must
sooner or later find 'j)lenty of occupa-
tion. The total liabilites are increased
by $8,720,000.

Specie shows o commentable change,
though in a small wiy—an inerease of
$68,000; and the same may be said of
Domjnion Notes which are less Dy $554,-
000. The serious disproportion of these
two items has becn frequently pointed
ouf. Ten yecars ago they -were as 76
10 116 ; they stand now 67 to 120. The
question of the Rescrve is treated else-

where. There is an inerease of $228,-
000 in railway sceurities, and o decerease
of $567,000 in munieipal and foreign
loans, and amore than equal falling off
‘The
recent activity in our stock markets
is reflceted in the remarkable advance
of $2,341,000 in Call Loans, Tt will be
geen that Discounts—claimed to be the
move legitimate channel for mongy—lag
considerably in the rear, showing an ad-
vance of only $1,885,000. For Septem-
ber, 1882, Discounts rccorded an ad-
vance of nenrly 2% millions as compared
with the previous month. They show
but a trifling advance gver September,
1891. Total Assets show an ipercase
of 4 millions. The usual comparative
