THE WARNER COMPROMISE.

Sinice writing on the Silver Question
last week, we learn that the Warner Bill
has been worked into a shape that is
acceptable to the officials at Washington,
as the best compromise that can be looked
for at present.

It is understood that the legislation
proposed will stop the coinage of the
standard silver dollar, and in its place
provide that the Government shall receive
silver bullion, and issue therefor certifi-
cates on the basi of the value of the bul-
lion in gold, to be fixed either by the cur-
rent prices realized in London or New
York, or by an average of the sales in the
month preceding that in which the de-
posit is madle, as may hereafter be doter-
mined.

The certificateB are to be payable in
bullion at the option of the Government,
or in lawful money if the holder so desire,
and they are to be a legal tender in all
transactions between the Government and
the people, excepting the payment of
bonds of the United States or interest
thereon.

The Bill is also understood to provide
for the continuance of the issue of silver
certificates for standard dollars as at
present, and the extension of the law to
provide for the issue of one and two dol-
lar certificates as Weil.

Thse strict limitation of the legal tender
quality to transactions between the
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Government and the people, and the ab-
s ence of this quality in so far as payments
between citizens are concerned will re-
move a strong objection to and grave
source of danger in the existing coinage
arrangements. These bullion certificates,
lacking the character of "lawful noney,"
cannot be forced into general circulation
and clogthe channels of commerce, for
the banks will not be bound ta accept
then in paynment of their ordinary com-
niercial toans and discounts, nor wull they
be able to pay in them their obligations
tu the public.

The issue of silver certificates in de-
toniiuations of one and two dollars will
lead to the absorption of a large amount
ai the present stock of standard dollars,
for there has been a great (fearth, of small
bills l'or same time past, which the cui-
brous silver dollar, from its weight and in-
convenience for carriage could not supply.
Such a use as this might employ fifty ta a
hundred millions. As we stated last week
the coins now on hand might be borne with
if further coinage were stopped, and the
burden would be rendered still lighter if
they aie utilized as the basis for the cer-
tificates of small denominations which it

isproposed toissue.

If, theretore, the Warner Bill ia carried
on the lines we have discussed, namely
the cessation of the coinage of standard
dollars, and the limitation of the legal
tendercharacter of the bullon certificates,
the danger of a departure from a gold
standard will be very ren.ote.

What the fate of the new certificates
may be it is. hard tu say. As tickets for
silver bullion at the market price they
would always maintain their value at or
near par, subject ta such. fluctuations as
the opposing influences May create: the
demand for the certificates for payments
ta the Govertiment, or for obtaining
bullion, the greater or less amounti of
bullion deposited, etc., etc. It is to he
noted that these certificates must, in the
first place, he put into circulation by the
owners of the bullion, and not, as in the
case of the coined silver, by the Govern-
ment ; and ihat the bullion deposited will
always be practically "in the market,"
and, as part of the supply, help ta affect
the market price. Coined metal, if the
coins are tokens, that. is, represent more
money than the actual value of the metaI
they contain, i entirely out of the mar-
ket; so tiat, whatever support is given ta
the silver market by the purchases of the
Atmerican Government at present, will, in
the event of the Warner B il passing, b e
witldrawn, This is a feature which creates
dubt as to.the reliance to be placed on

the promised support of the silver men
for the Bill lu its last proposed form.

TI E BANK STATEMENT.

The statements of the banks for the
31st August have been issued by the De-
partment at Ottawa.

The most striking change for the month
la the decrease in lans and discounts,
which have fallen off nearly $5,000,000.
About one-half of the decrease is in loans
to the Dominion Government, loans on
stocks and bonds, and other miscella-
neous advances, of what may he called
non-dommercial character. But the or-
dinary loans anl discounts have aiso
fallen off nearly two millions and a half,
which, after making full allowance for.
payment of Canadian Pacifie paper, indi-
cates that the stagnation of business
still continues, and that the loiged-for
revival had not become apparent belore
the«close of the month.

Nearly the whole of the money which
has been repaid from loans bas been
placed abroad. The net fbreign balances
on the 31st July were $13,400,000 at
credit; on the 3 st August they were $18,-
000,000. The banuks that have thus ac-
cumulated fends abroad are no doubt do-
ing so without present gtin, but we pre-
sume that the near approach of the date
when sterling usually touches the lowest
rates for the season will enable them to
invest their idle funds at a good profit.
We would, however, venture the prophecy
that a portion of the large supply of un-
employed capital in New York is more
than likely again to seek temporary use
and profit in buying sterling bi.1ls, and
that the exchange market wili be thus
buoyed up above what may be termed a
natural level. As the difference between
demand and sixty-day bills at present re-
presents an interest rate of 2& per cent
per annum, the purchase of bills at a point
where a profit in the exchange may be
looked for as well is a very good invest-
ment for funds lying file, or loaned at I
per cent

The circulation of the banks bas in-
creased during the month $500,000;which
indicates some activity in the movement
of the crops. Deposits remain stationary
as a whole, but those of the general public
are reduced about $1,100,000, the decrease
being offset by an increase in the balances
due the Government by asimilar amount,

Taking the return as a whole, any indi-
cations of revival in trade, so far as these
reflect themselves in the monetary posi-
tiot, are entirely wanting. They do n o
always show themselve-s here at once, but
the returns are strohig corroboration of

the trade reports as to the general duil-
ness. This and the succeedinjl months
no doubt will show the improvement
usual at this season of the year; but, as
far as the monetary position is concerned,
the yield from a fairly abundant harvest,
and the avails of -Éhe Government and
Canadian Pacific lans in iEngland will
only bring .additional money to coffers
already overflowing, which will not he re-
lieved until enterprise and activity again
resumte tieir sway.

Still it.cannot be gainsaid that it is 'as
wholesome a thing for the people, as a
whole, ta pay off their debts, as'for the in-
dividual ; ánd after these days if e'nforced
liquidation we may fairly iook fo~r a re-
vival oa'a sounder hasis. The, outlook is
ta us one1 for dull times rather Ithan bad
times, and though Sone weak-houses may
fait and others go out of business, their
absence Jrom the ranks will but improve
the general toue of the rest.

We subjoin our usual abstract of the
statement, and comparisons with previots
returns. Perhaps the inost striking coin-
parison would be die Made with the
statements ot May last, showing the follow.

A suficient
quantity being spun out for convenient
handling, the board is removed and
another put in its place. From this coil
the lead is drawn off and straightened
out upon boards of suitable length for
three pencils, the back edge of the board
having a.raised,straiglht edge against which
the first length is placed, the next length
laid snug against the first, and so on, till
the board is full, when it is placed care.
fully avay for the leads to:dry. When
dry they are very brittleand are cut into
lengths for pencils, placed upright in
crucibles of graphite, made for this use,
ith straight sites and litted with covers.

When the crucible is full the leads
are covered over with fine graphite ta ex-
clude the air, and, as a f'arter precaution,
the cover of the crucible is well luted on.
The crucibles lire then heated ta a red
heat, taken out of the oven and cooled,
and the leads removed ready for use.

The next step is the preparation of the
wood. Onily a soft, close-grained wood
will answer, and the best is the Florida
cedar.

The wood is sawn into pieces of the
right length for a pencil, of a width suit-
table for six, and of half the thickness
for pencils.

These blocks run through a machine
that planes and grooves them, the grooves
being the depth of half the size of the
leads. The leads are then laid into the
grooves of one piece, while the other piece
of cedar exactly like - it is coated with
glue and laid on the first. These double
pieces, or blocks, are then placed in a
press, many of them together, till dry
enough ta proceed. Leaving the press
they are solid blocks containing six leads
equi.distant from each other, ready ta be
shaped into six pencils, and these blocks
go through the first machine, that brings
them to size, and then through the next
macline, similar ta a moulding-cutter,
coming out six pencils from each block.

The machine which converts the block
into pencils is of a nature of a planing-
machine with a series of circular cutters
above and below, like the moulding-
machines for wood working.

The effect of the upper and lower rows
of cutters is, respectively, ta cut a series
of six beads, the joint effect being ta make
six cylinders f rom the block, the parts
and positions of the cutters being se aa
curately gauged as to 'eave the leads in the
exact centre of each ylinder (or hexagon,
as the :case may be), and leave no
mark upon the edges of the pencils
where the action of the upper and under
series of cutters meets at the middle of
each pencil.
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Tie knives in these shaping machines
in aider ta do the work vell shoîuld re-
volve at the rate of 4,500 revolutions per
minute, and must run absolutely true, as
any weakness or tremor will destroy the
finish on the surface of thle wood, and
make it necessary ta adopt the old pro-
ceas of sand-papering eacli pencil, as still
practiced by sonie manufaicturers. The
finish obtained by the machine is such
that sand paper would roughien thei. The

-round and hexagon or other shapes are
produced in the same vay. . The pencils.
are nowy ready ta rece'ive the color and
finish, according ta taste, and are then
stamped and packed for market. Great
care must be taken ta have the vood dry,
and it is better air-dried than kiln-dried.

The machine for shaping turns out the
pencils from thîe.blocks at the rate of 72
per minute,or over 43,000 per day.The var-
nishing and coloring of thesurface is done
by a machine at the rate of 120 per min-
ute, or 72,000 per day, and they are
polisied bya machine at the rate of 106
per minute, or over 63,000 per day. Ail
of these machines are attended by girls of
about twelve years of age, one to each,
no skilled ltabor being required.

There are ten distinct grades of hard-
nesa in the leads, shown by the grade
stamps, as followvs : VVS, very, very soft,
for the deepest heavy shading. VS, very
soft, for very deep shading. S., soft, for
rapid shading in sketching, the softest
grade for office use. SM, soft mediumu, for
general sketching. the popular grade for
office or pocket. MB, medium black, for
drawing or general use. M, medium, for
office or stenographic, professional or
desk use. MH., medhiu hard, for finer
desk use or fine lines in drawing. H, bard,
for bank use, or finer lines in drawing.
Vil, very liard, for architects and engi-
neers, draugitsmen, etc., VVH, very,
very hard, for the finest lines.

The S, SM, M, H1, and V H are the five
regular ollice grades. The whole tan
grades are for artiste. The SM end M
are only made in the round black pencils
with the gold stamp, and in the maroon
finish bath round and hexagon shapes.
But the five regular office grades of lends
are all made in round and hexagon
sliapes in both the cedar finish and the
neiw satin finish, and tte whole ten dis-
tinct grades of lead are nade of the hexa-
gon shape only, both of these styles of
finish beingfor artists and technical uses.

Tie old method of sawing them out of
solid blocks of graphite produced leads of
rectangular shape, and they have been
continued in that shape to the present'
eay but the Dixon Compapy has itg-

duced round leads in round wood-maling
a decided improvement. 'Te round leads
are more easily sharpened, are stronger
than the flat shape, and more in harmony
with the exterior.of the finished pencils.

"FRENCH AND ENGLISIL"

We do not intend ta write an article
on the time.honored Bchool boy's gamle,
whose name we borrow for heading; nor,
after tie manner of modern analysis of
ancient fables, ta use it for a simile of the
diverse ways in whilch the two national-
ities are believed (in some quarters) to
be pulling. But we vish ta say a word or
twa in deprecation of a certain tendency,
whicli lias of late shown itself on both
sides, to say liard things of one another.

That the two races on the whole do not
pull ivell together in this province is a
fact we cannot but recognizei and it is
oue wre regard with regret, in its bearing
on our material interests, which alone are
within Ilhe purview of this Journal. The
two races are not necessarily antagonis-
tic, as ive see fron the friendly man-
ner in ivhich they dwell together in
other parts of Canada and, in the United
States, but they do net readily combine.
Tihe Frenchman, gay, light-hearted and
mercurial on the one hand, industrious,
frugal and con tented oh the other, finds
little to sympathize wivth in the slower
Englishman, with his harder qualities and
his ambition and enterprise ; neverthe-
less there is no reason why each should
not respect the good qualities of eaci
other, and find, if not sympathy and lik-
ing, at least kindly toleration.

ln our own city, at any rate, harmonious
working is desirable and profitable on
both sides. Leaving out of consideration
the value ta the community of the French
commercial and manufacturing bouses,
we have a direct interest in the material
well.being of the great laboring class.
The existence of a large number of frugal
and industrious people within the city,
who depend on daily labor for their sub-
sistence, lias attracted manufactures, and
built up certain industries on a large
scale, which, in turn, provide the means of
livelihood for numberless families.

The manufacturers could as ill dispense
with the chieap. labor which mnakes their
existence possible? as the laborers with
the ermployment w'hich provides them and
their families with food and shetter and
clothing. In our social fabric, therefore,
the interests of both nationalities are
closely interwoven.

For' this reason, and in the interests of
the commercial progress of the City, ie do
counsel moderation on both gdese 4d

mutuat forbearance, and friendly co'
operation, especially et the present jnne-
ture. We are confronted with an epide-
mie which injures the fair fame of the
city, and the material interests of citi-
zens of every class. The wveighit and
influence of the Énålisi-spe«akin busi-
ness community should be used to its
fullest extent ta enforce measures for thre
public health, and ta remàve tË e iil-
savor which attaches ta the city'8 good
name, but let it be done withaut irritat-
ing and unkind words, which do harm
and not good.

People in whom a horror of sms -pox
is ingrained, and who have grown op to
regard vaccination as tie ordinar-y and
safest remîedy, find it difficult ta bear pa-
tiently with those whose traditions and
customs are exactly contrary. But pr,.
tience is here the first requisite,Tor n1o
one Mil surrender bis personal libert r
in so personala. matter, against bis oa
convictions, rithout a struggle, and a
struggle ta ihich, froim its nature, we
muât accord Some respect. But in saying
this it must net be supposed that we are
disposed ta relax tie requirements of ti .
lai or of individual emplòyeri of labor
with respect to vaccination; far from it.
We believe that employers iin makirg sucth
demandas are taking the very bet course
ta check the s'pread of the disease.

But we can get on faster by moral sua.
sion than by force. We may force a man
to be váccinated, and so prbtect hiin from
disease in his own person, but we may fait
entirely to secure bis willing aidintelli-
genthelp in preventing the spread of the
contagionby hiniself or others.

Thy best resûlt can be obtained by tlie
co-operation of tiue two races, and we
hope the dnly strife between them will be
that friend ly emulation and struggle for
the pre-eminence whiöh markedlL tit 0
aides.in aur schhool-ilay gies of ."Frec'
and English."

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The increased demand which we have a
ready recorded continues in most lines of buîsi-
ness. In dry goods a fair amotnt of activity
is reporied, wvlith an npward lendency of prices,
and a matrked absence of speculation, gener-
ally speikiing. iThere lias been a steiiuly itutgli
moderale demncnt for staple cotton gootis. The
trade in wioolen goods remains titiciaiged,
vith prieus firnr iia) ilong Ithe line, oving to
lie recent advance in wvools iidyarns. Foreign
goods are also in fair denîîîd.

In brendsttuffs prices have Leei sonewlhit
irner, but io active expurt trade cati be looked
for, while prices nie coiparatiaively bigier in
New York than in Liveriool.

The iron trade has sagged somewlat, and
manufacturers spenk less encouragingly, but
there is still a large business being done, and
in some speciil linis tIle demnid is gond ; nails,
wrougit-iron pipe, sheet and plate irot espe-
cially.

-41Pro)os of lie Warner Bill, ta whichi we have
elsewhiere referred, lie N. Y. Bullefin pertin-
ently asks, Il Cat it ihave occlurredt to Mr. War-
ner to ask ifthe trcnsury eau possibly have anuy
legal warrant for engaging ini a bisiness of lhis
character ?......Te Ite Governmîiîentt, silver bul-
lion, excelit wlien intended for coinage, catn be
no more than pig iron or ingot copper...... The
service demntaded could be looked for as pro.
perly by the tumetal trades, or he grain trade, or
the coton trale, makintg lthe Government lthe
buyer and deposilory of all prodlcts whici the
manrkets cannt dispose of without a depre-
ciation of their value."

PRsCiRTION OF l1ANi DEPOsTs.-A Case
iiidlvintg a point of importance ta banicers
ctnd their clients ias recently tried in Minne-
roia. The defendants were a firm of private
baîllkers, who had accepted a deposit from
a customier nity yeanrs ago. A fler lie lalse
of li years, lthe dpositor turned up and de-
manded]piaynent, whîicIt was refused, n the
groutnd tiat the deblt was outlawaed. The matter
uliimately went ta lthe Supremne Court t the
State, liere it wns ieldl thaIt lte Statute of
Limitations only ran froi the date of the de-
snutd. Ili delivering judgment lite judge
pointed out thai lte debt of a bancer diflered
ehtirely from that of an ordinary debtor, in-
asmuici as it was nt his dulty, as in ordinary
cases, ta fmtd luis creditor and pay over lie
money, but, by lite customi of bnikers, and tli
implied contract between hIiself and lis cis-
tomer, lie was boind to hold ftie money and
play it ai lite clustomer required. The money
was tiirefore nut due until demand was malde
forit, and thue lime for outlawry could only
be couinted fren the date of lie demand.

The decline in tlie market price of iliver con-
times, with very serious ciect oi the finances

of India, wih llhicht country trnde ila indeed
almost aIt a stand-still. Tue disturbance is re-
flectei ii aIt cotuntries uîsing silver as the
standard money, nolably Iltose in Soth
Asmerica and lie Enst. The decline in the last
four wöcks lias been io less tian 4 7-8 cont
hier or, or about ier cent.

This must be little short of disastrous in many
quiart&is. The eflect of the depreciation on tlt

$200,000,000 worth of' silver whieh has been
bouglt and coitned by ic Un iled States, and
mast of whiclh lies locked np in the treasiry
vaults, is to redlice its intrinisic a vile abotu
$10,000,000, a loss which the people at large
have practienlly to beir, in addiiion to all the
otler injuries which thli silver coinage lias
inflicted on the community. ln England the
cotton trade is seriously allected by tie dis-
turbance in the Indian finances, and this, in
turn, reatefs on the cfotn market i the United
States, wihere coi li is noiw held aibove Liver-
pool prices.

The story ofan attempted fraud ont the Suady
River National Bank of Farmiiington, Me., is net
witiout its warning for ciuinadiai batiks. One
Wanzcr deposited q5,000 with a reputabile
batik in Boston ,ubtained a depIosit receilpt there-
foi, and asled the batik authloritics ta arrange
for its repayient throighl the banik at Farming-
ton, whicht they did by Iciter. IVanzer drew
the ioney ait tli latter point, castially mention-
ing that lie expected anlotler remnittance fromt
the samle source. A day or two lifter a tele-
graim was received by tIhe Farmington Bank
lirporting l be fromi ilit in loston, :asking
thei t cash Wanzer's cheule for 55,000.

Tlie cashier, blinded by the previois trans
action, honored the instructions-, but fortiina tely
gave Wiiiizer a batik draft for the amouint.
Imiieditiely aftervardts, feeli»g nervons, he
telegralhed to the Boston Bank, aid found liat
tliey kiiew nothing of the matter, wlierciipon he
at once stopped pay mient of tic draft,

It was discovered that Wanzer had ' cut in
lte telegraph line jist i tside the town and, by
isiig a pocket relay hait sent the telegramn huit-
self, in the muot expert uainer.

ENGLISII NEWS.

TuE MoNEr MAnîr.-The latest advices by
mail indicatld that lte causes noted a fortuiglht
siace have comîbined to impart a sligltly firmer
tendency ta rates for n.oiiey. Gold shipiients
ta Egypt have continueid, and £500,000 was
sent tu the Bank of Ireland, becaiuse of a
malicious run on its branch at 'Tipperary. The
bank reserve standm at £14,000,000 ; and in
view of lthe usual autun deiatnd for money,
and the position of thte Americai Excianges,
i is l feit tat the batik must protect itself
againust futher depletion, if necessary, by ait
itncrealse in thei rate, wlichi may not now be far
away.

The marleet rate for the best three-months
bills on 10 Sept. was il lier cent, as against 2f
Io j ier cent for six-mîonths bills i the inference
being tiat a highter rate by nearly 2 per cent
is looked for at the end of the next three
months. Last week thei rates were fi and 2j
respectively.

On 2n1d September the English Goverinmiieit
accepted bids for treasury bils amoiiunting ta
£3,171,000. Tlose at 3 monthts were issued
at a price equal ta 1.57 per cent discohmt, the
six-mnonths bills at the equivalent of 2.82 ler
cent. Ilnastich as fite liole amounti could
have been placd at threce tmonths a te ic rate
mtentioied, Englishi papiers are asking why the
Govermnent have voluatarily paid equai to 4

per *cent for tue use of the noney during the
last hltif of the six montha.

Silice thle dates covered by mail, rates have
somilewvhat receded tigatin, altihough Io a limiled
extent onl1y.

BAsNK or InEANn.-In commenting tipoin tlie
run on lthe Bank of Ireliiid, the Ecooiist
draws attention to the aunmalons practice of
this institution, ti, altiougi occupying'a
similar position in Ireland, as regards the
Govertient business, as the Bank of England
dues in England, has never publisbed any
stitement of its affairs.

The run ii aieged ta have bren started
nialicioiusly, in revenge for the course adopted
by tlie bant towards the Mtuster Batnk.

The same journal calls attention t lie large
amouint of bills presented for redemption, and
mtoney writlhdrawnî, by the fariners. In lte
Irisi land and landlord troubles the samte class
represented theimselves as poverty-strickeni, and
it thinks the rint ihas certainly disclosed a
t command of miîoney oi the part of occupants

of simiall holdings which does not at AlI
accord vith, anit suggests dounbts as to the
trtth of, previous statements as ta their

i utterly imnîpoverished condition."

TuE SmEuRet TuouBE jy ENoLNo.-In view
of what ive hve elsewhere said as to the elfect
oit trait with lidia of th fall in silver, it is
not surprising tait ilt our excianges put
forward titis subject as one of special impor-
tance The Eceionisi iotes, however, somte
encouraging features ini the future prospects of
the market. IL is of opinion that, in view of li
uicertain action of the United States, tlie low
price of bullion, n'id lie other disturbing in.

.litences, ic Latin %IiMnetaryUnion la tinlikely
to let lis convention lapse at prescent, bat tai
soute more or less temporary arrangentcin may
be louked for. The expendittire for new rail-
ways in Indiii, and in conunection with Fiench
operations in Tonquin will absorb more or less
silver. There is a prospect of considerable rail-
way construction by the Chinese Govertinient,
and that of Japan is discussing the substitution
of silver for her depreciated paper currency.
Froi these and other sources new dematids for
silver may spring up, and il mtay bu found thaI
lie East will absorb ail litat the West may

send. That a settilement of the matter one way
or olther is desirable is very clear. I It is not

so mitich eli ftll i silver as the flnctuations
"lin its valie tlit have tnsettled trade, and

what is lieced above ail things li, that it
" should be left ta find its natural leve..

Wietlher lthe price of silver rises or falls, the
" commerce of the world will ultimately bene-
"i fit."

Tus RoYIL COMMsSION oN TntAnE.-This
commission seems t have an extraordiiary
anoint of confidence in te knowledge, indus-
try, and willingness to-take-trouble, so to
spealk, of lie local Chambers of Oomit'erce
tIhroughout England. ILt ias inaugurated ils
researches into the condition of trade, and tl 
causes of that condition, by issuing to the
GlaLb.rs a set of. questions calculated to tax
the knowledge and powers of a Mulhall or
a Giffen.

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They cover the course of business for eacli
of the past 20 years, the leading industries i
the district, the capital invested in each, the
amount of pjroduction, rate of wages, profit,
relation between capital and labor, and a host
of other leading topics. There is no doubt
tiat on many points valiable information Iill

-be elicited, and meuch light thrown on the
dillcuilt questions of Free and Fair Trade; but
from Ibis distance we shouttl say that the con-
mission lias laid out its work on too large a
scale to be useful. The work of years woul
be necessary te completely digest and arrange
the mass of information which their enquiries
May clicit.

TnE BoAnn or TaADE RW'rcnNs.-Tlie returus
for August, whicli havejust reacted is,ceontait.
iany items of interest. The imports of the

United Kingdom forAuIgist amointed ta £28,-
956,970, being £653,703 less than for the saine
period last year. Neariy onc-halif of the imports
are food, and food-prodiicts. There was a
heavy decrease in two articles of great impor-
tance te us, namely, live stock and cheese, but
we are glad to inote thtat, riile the total imports
of cattle have decreased, especially those fron
the United States, the implorts from Canada
show an increase of no less than £105,000
for the eiglit montis ending 31st A tgust.

.I butter, another of our stapIes, both im-
ports and prices are on the same level as lest
year.

A noticeable feature in the returns is the
enormous increase in sugar receipts from the
United States, from 702,000 cwts. in 1884 to
1,820,000 cwts. in 1885, representing in money
ait increase of $5,500,000. The altered policy
of the American Governnent on the question
of the suigar bounty lias apparenlly cansed a
change hIere, as the Augist shipments, although
considerable, were below the average of the
previolis months.

The experts for the monti amountel te £21,-
841,620, being a decrense of £2,137,598, as coin-
pareil with August, 1884, and for the 8 monthts
of £18,180,76, as compared· with the same
period of last year. 79 per cent of hie experts
were goods of home production, and 21 per
cent re-shipmnents of nechandise inported.

VE caniot do better titan call the' attention
of our readers to a recetit English Blue-olico
cýntaining the report of the select comnitte
on ÉRes try. The book publisied contains the
evidence talen before tie committee, from
which much nay be learnted. No report on
the subject wras made, but they recommended
tat lite commuittee be re.appointed at the next
session te digest the evidence, and report fully
on thi whole subject.

IsSUELANCE CLADis.--An intetesting case
was- recently tried iniEnglttnd in which
the difference betwee exaiggerated and frau-
dulent claims on insuraiice companies for
losses by tire was thte suiject of legai
discussion. A claimî had been made. by the
insured for a considerable sui, which the
company refîused to pay. The insured thten re-
duiceed ihe cliaim, but lie company stilirefused
lie tiuen sued the company for his loss, addinîg
a round sum by wray of datages for their re-
fusai to pay, and gained a verdict, notwith-
staiding. the compauîy's polea that tie was
barred by bis. first claim, which they alleg'ed to

'e fraudiuilent. The coulet charged the jury
that although the first claim, being f<r more
titan tus value of the gonds lest, might. be a
morally reprehensible act, yet it was net fratid-
uent, especially as the claint had been sub-
sequently rediced, and the jury foiUrd for the
insired, with thte ful danages claimed. On
appeal ft latter consented te a reduction of

ic damages, and the court refused to order a
new trial.

It is curions te note that fte claimant stated
in open court itat lie had made his clait large
because lie keuw the company would not pay in
fuill, and hoped to have te submait only to..e re-
duction whicli would bring thle amount tO a
fair figure.

CANADIAN NEWS.

are fully e.mployed. In conversation with the
principal of' oe of the leadiog fur houses in
this city it was learned that aIthougi this im-
portant branch of oer trade sees ta Lave been
unjustly signalled out for attackz in connection
with the unfortuiate smtal-pox outbreak, no
losses te spieRk of had trisenl ln bis experience,
only a few trilling ordiers being rescinded. Mr.
Coristine said lie was extremely gratified by
the coniidence reposed in hin by lis
nld cutotiers, and as lie baid taken - much
trouble and pains and incuirred considerable
expense, not ouly in earning , but aise in at-
temipting to retain this cotfience, he did not
anticipat any trouble troum cancellations dur-
ing the remaiader of tIle seasont. The anxiety
felt about gonds manufactured in Montreat
is not justiiedi by the circuinstances of ie
case as Il who are acquainited with the tope-
graphy of the city must knowv. The great
business warehouses and stores and many of
the liglht industrial establishîments are situated
in one vast block in the centre of the city
to the south, the streets of which are as
ieserted as a grave-yard during the nighi,
fite dwelling house streets w%'here the epidenmie
lias madie progress being far away te the north,
and mtiles distant froin tie railway stations .ait
stenimloat hiindings, so that as the large emliploy-
ers of labor are insisting tat not only the irem-
ployes.biit also the families of suoh shall be
vacicinaied, thee can reilly be no danger ofin-
fection, and cistomuers visiting the city on
business are as safe as ever. Mr. Coristine
kindly explained the exceptional precaitions
adopted by ilim respecting lis factories, and,
under the circumstances, the goods manufac-
tured by hii must certainly be fréa frbmaány
infectint hiiatever. They do iot employcout-
side lthor. The fur faciory, which adjoins,the
warnhuiseis a large detachedi building,sacioiis
and well-ventilated, 'affording ample room 'for
all the operatives. Stean power is employed.
to operate the Ir sowring and quilting
machines, ltts enabling li firm ta have, alt
ts sewintg done2 on the premises. Messrs.

Coristine & 0o. employ a pbysician, who
maikes a strict house-to-house visitation
of at the homes of thte eîumployes, twice a week.
Every operttive is furnislhed with a card by the
doctor on his rounds, whicht uiust be produîced
as often as received at head-quarters, or the
operative ia not allowed to wrork. Any cm-
playe is et once liable to suspension wh'o ts
found te be living in an inffected house or 'one
in which proper sanitary precautions are not
employed. If there is danger of infection at
all, sucl May bc said to exist where the sewing
of linings, etc., is donc in the suburbs and au-
joiniug villages, but no labor of the kind is
employed by this louse. IL migit also le
stated that the factory and the manufactured
goods bave bec thioroughly'inspected by Dr.
Jovernton of the Ontario Board of Realthj and
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every shilent is accompanied by a certilicat
frou hiil to tite effect that the gonds arc fre
frot infection. The system of precaitio
adopted by us, said Mr. Coristine in Conclu-
sion, enuiles us te protect Ourselves and cis-
tonmers agtinst any ianger trom infection, and
ve feel nuch gritilientiun in giving this assur-

auce. Precitions simillar t,, tihose adopted by
the above wel-kiown irt ave also beent taken
by te oter principalt houIses itn the for trade,
espccialiy b lite leatdiing establishment of
0Greene & Sons Cuimpany.

A a meeting of the Blanket Manutacturers'

equal to more titan one-quarter of last year's
out-put, and was less than balf the quantity
each manufacturer was entitled to makepart of
the imachinery having been run on other lines.
The stock on hand is considerably less titan at
tle end of 1884. In consequence of the scarcity
and enliancel prias of blanket wools, ilt was
thought fhat blanilets should be advanced 2à
cents per lb., but li mat ter wias loft over. It
ias bee learied that sane odd lots of inferior
goods by small miliakers have been oii'ered at
less tian 45 cents, but no standard blankets
will he sold this year tnder that price by lte
association.

PulIaotau.-Tlie market lias been quiet but
steady ; stocks are liglt for this season of tlit
year. Ii the Wîest tilera lias been au active
demand, and a further advance is expected be-
fore imaniy days. The quality of the Canadian
oils laîs been much iiiroved tIhis year. The

LTABILITY OF SURETIES.
A question of great interest te bankers and

to business men generally wvas inîvolved in a
recent Etglish Case before lts vice chancelior.
A firmît of bankers broiglt ain ation agiainst
two surviving guarantors on a letter of gîtr.
ailes givenî by thrce, who bîecauie liable joint-
ly, but not severally. The defendants set up
ilt the gu'arantec was cancelled by lie death

of one of the guaraltors, tuat the balance Ilue
lte bank at its timte of his death hald ail been
paidi, and contested their liability for lte exist-
ing indebtedness, on whicli point Vice-Clian-
cellori Bacon pronouniced againist themli. .

They also alleged thai the company for
viici itey hall become sîtreties iad been dis-

solved, and the business continued by a new

comipany bearing a similar name, which they
established us a fact. But it was proved that
the only .notice the .bankers had of such a
change was given in a printed [circular.intim-
ating that the company's business would hence-
forth be carried on in the name of the- manu.
facturing company, the word I manukcturing "
being the only difference in the title. The
guarantors (who were the officers of the con-
pany) continued to carry on the business of
the new company, using the office and printed
forms of the old companywithout any notice to
the bank that there was any other account than
that ta which the original guarantee applied.
In deciding this point in favor of the bank
the Vice-Ohancellor quoted the words of LoR
DrAx : 1" If a man by bis words or conduct
" wilfully causes another to believe the exist-
"ance of a certain state Of things, and induces
" hlim t act on that behalf so as to alter bis
"own previons position, the former is con-

cluded fron averring against the latter a
"diffement state of things as existing at the
sanie time."

OfHLD LIFE IN <ITY AND OUNTRY.
At the American Social Science Association

in Saratogal an initeresting paper on the above
subject was rend by Mr. Oharles D. Kellogg of
the Charities Organization. He began wiith a
reference to the cconomic value of a vigorous
and robust citizen. The average aga of the
European emigrant ta the United States is
twenty years, and his productive value was
estimated by Prof. Thorold Rogers at $750.
Mr. Kllogg described the conditions of child
life in cities as contrasted with the bealthy sur-
rotndings of those in the country; and reason-
ing from the excessive and abnormal mortality
rate in cities, and the fact that at least 75 per
cent of the criminals who fill the prisons and
add so much te the expenses of municipal and
gencral goverrnment, are town-bred, he endea.
vors to estimate the money value of the loss.

lie gave sane interesting statistics as te
mcortality, etc. The death-rate of the Peabody
dtwellings in London is only 17.22 per 1000, or
3.78 below the average for the whole metropo-
lis. The gain in the case of children transferred
from the city to the couîntry is enormous; and
the work of the societies engaged in this and
kindred charities is highly commended ; espe.
cially that of the Children's Aid Society in New
York, to whose efforts the striking decrease in
the number of juvenile offenders in that City is
attributed. "There is no cheaper, casier, or
more effective way, " Mr. Kellogg concluded,
Sto couInteract the deterioration of child life in
cities, than to transfer it to the green fields Of
the country.,,

UNREASONABLE OM PETITION.
0ur contemporary, the London Gîrocer, in

speaking of the unreasonable competition
onîong grocers, says ltait no such cutting of

prices is ever found among butciers or bakers.
Although they compete with eacih-other for
trade, ticir rivalry never extends to su.ch a
point as ta cause selling of goods at unprofit-
able prices. The sane truti holds good in
this country, and the butcher and baker man-
age te get good profits in spite of ail compati-
tion,
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la support of this fact we would call atten-
tion ta the comparatively few failures that take
place l · these lines of trade. As we go over
the list of failures each wreek we can not help
but note how few are the failires, and we
believe the reasòn l because goods are sold at
a profit. When the price of flour or meat goes
up, how quickly the retailer follows suit, but
when prices go down le ls a very long time in
finding out that fact.

Now, low difiërent it is in the grocery trade.
Let the price of some article go up, aud the re-
tailer, instead of taking advantage of this fact
ta get abetter profit, will continue ta sei his
stock on band at the old prices, and perhaps
advertise it ta get more trade. Of course the
timie cormes when h is forced ta put up Lis
prices, but Le finds ita Lard thing to do in the
fhce of his advertisement. And, on the other
hand, when goods go down the retailer marks
down with a promptuess that la remarkable.
Sometimes they anticipate a falling market and
mark down before the fali comes.

Now, competition that works such a course
of action is not desirable, and the actions are
not good business. This cutting of prices is an
evil casier ta describe than ta point out a
remnedy. If certain goods are sold without pro-
fit then it becomes a necessity ta the dealer ta
mlake a greater profit on other goods. Unless
lie does this, his business efforts will be but
vanity and a striving after wind.--St Louis
Grocer.

GsaÂs Caop NoTEs.-The official estimate of
tie Spring Wheat crop in Ontario Las beenre-
duced for the month of Septemberby over five
million bushels, or over one-third, equal, without
counting tie deterioration of the remainder of
the crop, to a lcss ta the country of about five
million and a half dollars. The murky, moist
weatber which prevailed in August induced rusta
rhich destroyed the crop in Western Ontario

comîpletely, and thoughi that in Eastern Ontario
did not suifer so much, yet it was attacked by
nidge and weevil, so that the grain is snall
li quantity and poor and sbrunken as ta
qualily. lhe fali wheat crop, which is the
mllost important one, bas nat been injured;

on the contrary, it is threshing out better
than vas generally expected, so that the
estiiate lias been siiglitly, imcreased. The re-
ports of the harvest in the United Kingdom,
given in the newspapers, are, on the whole
favorable. The crops in the south of England
have been harvested without rain, and wiere
the scason Las been rainy, it Las been in, the
northern districts, where the crops are not yet
sullicientlyrmatusred to Larvest. Tie oatis, beauns
and plis are below the average. Barley is re-
ported an average crop ; wheat considerably

above the average. The average yield of wheat
during the past ton years in Great Britain bas
been nearly 29 bushels. This year the estinated
avarage l 30 buishels. A successful test of
Manitoba Lard wheat Las been made in England
On February 27th, of this year, a sample of
No. 1 lard Red Fyfe wheat from the Canada
Pacifie railway in unmore experimental farm,
in the Canada Northwest, was forwarded by Mr.
.Alexander Begg, representing the Canadian
Pacific railway t Europe, through Mr.
Dunham, of the Miller, to a farmn near Col-
chester, Essex, England, and there sown in
what was but poor, thin soil. The wbeat came
ups well, and was gathered on Augsst 12th.
Thrashing showed it ta he well developed, very
soundl, and in every respectais excellentsample.
On the London market the quotations for tl e
grai c ranged from 34 to 36 shillings per
quarter of 480 lbs, while tie best red wheat was
etching onBly 32 ta 33shillings ; in other word

0m1NA AND Tse -IRoN TRADE.-Rumors Lave
again been current laiely ta the effeet that the
Chinese Government intend to authorize the

construction of railways within the Celestial
Empire, and, in somne quarters, tie most roseate
visions have been indulged In as to the eflect of «
suc a step on the iron and steel trades of this
country. Undoubtedly, vere the building of
railways commenced in China, with its im-
mense area and teeming population, it would
not be without some effect on our industries
but such influence may Le readily overrated.
We do ngt at all think thati the experience of
America ,souId Le repeated. The Chinese are
of too deliberate a nature ta set about any-
thin$ in the iot-baste fashion of our American
cousins; and, moreover, should tise construe-
tion of railways in China actually become an
accomplished fact, it will bc through the
application of English capital, and that la
not likely ta be farthcoming iii suai man-
ner as ta foster anything like a I boom." But
as the movement, if any, is likely ta be of a
moderato description onîly, there is all the more
reason thnt our manufacturers should be pre-
pared for it, so as ta obtain the full benclit af
any improvement in tie demand for railway
material. To this end we should like t sece
some steps taken by the steel-race makers ta-
wards freeing themselves from the absurd and
suicidai engagements which they have con-
tracted vith the makers of Gernsany and Bel-
gium, and whirh would enaille the latter to
claim a certain proportion of the orders aris-
ing from this application of English capital, no
matter whether or not the purchasers preferred
havingr Englishl rails, in much the saine manner
in wviich we have seen our colonial railways
forced to placetbeir orders on the continent,
white English works are running only half-
time, if even that.-London'Iron.

TuE San Francisco Journal of Commerce, in
commenting on the incorporation of the Ameri-
can Sugar itefining Company, wihli a capital of
amillion dollars, observes. "This establishs
ment goes listo the bands of soie of our lead-
ing wholesale grocers and importing merchants,
some of whom bave long been closely connected
witl the Hawaiian Islaud trafic, The capacity

of the present American Sugar Itefinery is ta
le greatly enlarged, and it will, it is said, le a
sharp competitor for the Sandwich Island sugar
trade, wbich for a few years past Las been
largely under the controi of Claus Spreckles &
2ons. At present the island carrying trade,
both by steamt and sail, le largely under the
control of the Spreckles faction. Still thore is
a wide and open field for honest comipetition.
Nor is there any lack of tonnage available for
the successfut prosecution o? the Island trade.
The Philippine Islands and other sugar-pro-
ducing countries are open ta all buyers ;
neither ls the Hawaiian sugar to be had under
any more favorable terms than others, although
It le hore admitted free of duty nader the
Hawaiian Treaty."

PnIOnîIsnTony LEosLATIoN IN GEoRGia.-The
Georgia Local Option Bill has become a law.
It provides that upon the application for proh L
bition signed by one-tenth of the voters in any
country, the Ordinaryshall hold an election ta
deternine whether or not spirituous liquors
shall Le sold in that county. If the resuit of
the election should b against the sale, the
Ordinary shall give notice once a week for
four weeks, and tha Act shall taie efect as
soon as the result is ascertained, except as to
tho vested rights of persons whose annual
license has not expired. If the result of the
election should be ' for sale," no other èlection
on the question shall Le held in that county
within less than two years. When any county
votes " against the sale " no person shall sell
or barter, directly or indirectly, or give away at
his place of business, or furnish at any other pub-
lic place, any alcoholie, spirituous omaitliquors
or any other drinks which produce intoxication.
Nothing in the Bill is ta prevent the manufac-
ture, sale, and use of domestic wiaes or
cider, or the sale of wines for sacramental
purposes, provided they are not sold by
barrooms at retail. Licensed druggists will
not be prevented frcm furnishing pure alcohol
for msedicinàl or scientific purposes.-.New .York
LBvening Pot.

Srnr BOILEa APPL1AKE.--Å. patent Las
been issued in the -United States for a iew
safety appliance for steamt boliers, which abso-
lutely prevents the pressure of the steama front
rising above a previously fixed safety limit, and
white effecting this desirable end it is so sit-
ple and inexpensive that the only wonder je
thatitwas not thought of and used before.
Safety valves are now used on all steamt boilers
for the purpose of allowing tie surplus stean
to escape when the pressure reaches a certain
fixed liait. This surplus l in many cases con-
ducted into the chimney, for conveniesice in
getting rid of ilt uwith the effiet of increasing
the draft of the lire, and tiss helping ta keep
up the excessive pressure of steam, and ta this
condition of things we believe may be traced
the cause of many boiler explosions. Tie new
device consists in leading the waste.steaml from
the safety valve into the chinmney and flue of
the boler but blowing it against or in the re-
verse direction ta which ithe gases froma the fire
are traveling, tins checking the draft and fi-ls
ing the furnace with incombustible gases and
suspending all combustion of tiel and prevent-
ing any increase afstean pressure. This also
las tie effect of thoroughly cleaning the flues
and saving considerable fuel. This device es-
pecially commende itself for use on steamboats
and locomotives, where the noise of escaping
steam fromi safety valves is objectionable.

TUE STflCu:iNoDUSTRY..-Th C harlottetown,
