1t would be equally shocking and tedious to recite
. - all the well-attested acts of cruelty and perfidy per-
petrated on the Irish people by the order gr couni-
vance of the English Government. There is in the
College of Dublin a State paper of considerable im-
portance, It is a memorial presentcd by Captain
Thomas Lee, drawn up with great care and with
very sivgular ability ; writtcn about the year 1594,

Ireland,” Book IV, He tells us, that when, in the
year 1578, the garrison of Smerwick, -in Kerry, sur-
rendered upon merey.to Lord Deputy Gray, he ordered
- upwards of seven huadred of them to be put to the
_ sword or ‘hanged., - That mcrcy for. which they
sued, was rigidly denied them; Wingfield was com-
- missiened to disarm them ; and whem this service
was performed, an English company was sent into
the fort, and the garrison was butchered in cold
. blood ; nor is it without pain that we find a service
50 horrid, go detestable, committed to Sir Walter
Raleigh.” ; e
It also appears that for this, and such other ex-
- ploits, Sir Walter Raleigh had 40,000 acres of Jand
- bestowed upon him in the county Cork, which he
- afterwards sold to Richard, first Earl of Cork,
The next ingtance is almost contemporanequs.. It
. introduces another historic name, Shortly before
the year 1579, “ Walter, Earl of Essex, on the con-
~clusion of a peace, invited Brian O'Nial, of Clanelioy,
-"with a great number of bis relations, to an enter-
‘tainment, where they lived together in great har-
mony, making good cheer for three days and three
nights; when, on a sudden, O'Nial was surprised
-with an arrest, together with his brother and his
wife, by the Eal's orders. His friends were put ta
the sword before his face, nor were the women and
children spared. .He vwas himself, with his brother
and wife, gent to Dublin, where they were cuf in
quarters. This increased the disaffection, and pro-
dnced the detestation of all the Irish; for this Chief-
tain of Clanebey was the seuior of his family, and
as he had been universally cstcémed, 8o he was now
as universally regretted.”—3S8. Trinily College, Dub-
lin. . :
" The next instance T shall mention, occurred in
_ the year 15678, " It is thus introduced by Morridon
the historian (folio edition, p. 31) : ¥ Afier the nine-
teenth year of Queen Klizabeth, viz, anno 1577, the
- ‘Lord of Conmnaught and O'Borke,” says Morrison,
- “made a composition for .itheir. lands with Sir
Nicholas Malby, governor of that province, wherein
they were conient to yield the-Quecn®so large arent
. and such services, both of.laborers to work upon
* occasion of fortifying, and of horse’and foot to serve
upon occasion of war, that their minds’seemed not
. yet to be alienated from their wonted awe and re-
verence to the Crown of England. Yet in the same
year a horrible massacre was committed by.the
- English at Mulloughmaston, on ‘some hundreds of
the most peaceable of the Irish gentry, invited
thither on the public faith and under the protection
of the Government.

The manner of this massacre appears to have been
thus :—" The English published a proclamation in-

. viting all the well-affected Irish to an interview on

" the Rathmore, at Mulloughmaston, engaging at the
same time for their security, and that no evil was
intended. In consequence of thizs engagement the
well-affected camo to Rathmore, aforesaid; ard
soon after they were assembled, they found them.
solves surrounded by three or four lines of English
horse and foot completely arcoutred, by whom they
were ungenerously attacked and cut to pieces; and
not a single man escaped.”

This seems to be one of the massweres particular-

Iy alluded to by Captain Eco~in his memorial.—
Speaking of the treachery and cruelty of the Eng-
lish Governors of Ireland, he says: © They have

- drawn unto them, by protection, #hree or four hun-
dreds of these country people, under colors, to do
your Majesty's service, and brought tl_xem to a place
of meeting, where your garrison seldiers were ap-
pointed to be, who have there most dishonerably
put them all fo the sword; ardd this hath been by
the consent and practice of the Lord Deputy for the
time being.” . -

4 The Irish who have once offended,” says Lee, in
his memorial to Elizabeth, # live they never so hon-

~ estly afterwards, if they grow into wealth, are sure
- to be cut off by one direct way or other.”

Of this he gives the melancholy instance: “In
one of her Majesty’s civil shires, there. lived an
Irichman peacenbly and quictly as a good subject,
many years together, whereby he grew into great
weelth; which his landlord thirsting after, and desi-
rous to remove him. from his land, entered into
practice with the sheriff -of the shire to despatch
this simple man, and .divide his goods between
them. Whercupon they sent-one of his own ser-
vauts for him, and he coming with him, they pre-

_sently tock the man and hanged him ; and, keeping
the master prisoner, they went immediately to his
dwelling and shared his substance, which was of
great value, between -thom, turning his wife and
many children to begging. ' After they had kept

- him' (the master) fast. for aseason with the sheriff,
they carried him to the Castle of Dublin, where he
lay bye the spaco of two er three terms; and he
having no matter objected -against him, whereupon
to be tried by law, they by their: credit--and coun-
tenance, being both English gentlemen, and he who
was the Iandlord the chiefest man-in the shire, in-
formed the Lord Deputy so hatdly of him, as that,

.without indictment .or trinl, they executed.him, to

emplary justice” sadds he, “is ministered to your
Majesty's poor subjects there.”

- Individnpal instances of this kind make oppression
more familiar to the. human mind, and leave a

- gtrénger impression on the recollection from their
individuality. - They also illustrate the working of
the system. . They, in. fact, bring it home more
pointedly and distinctly to the oye of reason and

- common sense. But we must not lose sight-of the
mare general description of crimes perpetrated by
" England and with the sanction 0f the persons who,

from time to-time/acted as the Sovereign’s deputies |:

treason, and lost their lives! And thiz dishopest
practice hath been by.the consent of your deputies.”
‘But it was not treachery alone, however hideous
-and sanguinary, which formed, as it were, the prin-
cipal ingredients in the .relation of the English to
Ireland.. Direct assassination—wholesale assasgina-
tion—was another instrament of the brigands! In
‘gshort, there were no crimes thet man ever perpe-
trated against man, or that fiends of hell, in their
‘satanic malignity, evor invented, which were not
actuzlly made a portion of the familiar mode by
which the English outraged Ireland. Let me give,
from the same memorial, one specimen more of
wholesale villainy : ¢ When there have bcen nota-
ble trajtors in arms against your Majesty, and sums
of money offered for their heads, yet could by no
mecans be compassed, they have in the end (of their
own accord) made means for their pardon, offering
to do great service, which they have accordingly
performed, to the contentment of ‘the State, and
thereby received pardon, and have put in’ sureties
-for their good behaviour, and to be answerable at all
times at assizes and sessions, when they .should be
called; yet, notwithstanding, there have been secret
commissions given for . the murdering of these
men!” : - - .
It 1s scarcely credible these things should be done
‘by a people calling thomselves Christians. Yet
they are facts—recorded of an English Pfbtestant
people; and by Protostant historinus and Protestant
officers, high in command and authority under the
Protestant Crown of England ; such documents be-
ing addressed in general to the Sovereign; and
being, as the statement of facts, of the most unim-
perchable authenticity. ‘
Here is anether specimen: “When upon the
death of & great lord of a county there hath bcen
another nominated, chosen, and. created, he hath
been entertained with fair speeches, taken down
into his county, and for the offcnces of other men,
indictments have been framed against him, where-
upon he hiath ‘been found guiity, and solost his life ;
which hath bred such terror in other great lords of
the liko measure, a3 maketh them stand upon those
terms which they now do.”
Another speeimen : “A great part of thatunquijet-
ngss of O’Donnell’s 'country came by Sir William
Fitzwilliams, his placing of one Willis there to be
sheriff ; who had with him three hundred of the
very rascals and scum of that kingdomw, which did
rob and spoil that people, ravish their daughters,
and make Havoc of all ; which bred such a discon-
tentment, as thas the whole conntry was up in arms
against thew, soasif the Earl of Tyrone had not
rescued and delivered him  and them out of the
conntry, they had all been put to the sword” The
savages of New Zealand never were, nor could have
been, guilty of such barbarities, as were the monsters
who administered the English usurpation in Ireland,
Here is another description of the state of Ireland in
the reign of Edward the Second: I give it to show
that at all times the}Britishipolicy in Ireland was the
samme, It was taken from the history of Ireland,
written by a distinguished Protestant clergyman :
“ The oppression exercised with impunity in” svery
particular district ; the ‘depredations everywhere
committed among the inferior orders of the people,
not by open-enemies alene, but by those who called
themselves friends and protectors : and who justi-
fied their outrages on'the plea of . lawfal authority ;
their avarice and cruelty ; their plundering and
massacres, wero 5till more rninons than the defeat of
an army or the: logs of acity! The wretched suf-
ferers bad neither the power to repel, nor the law to
testrain or vindicate their injuries. In times of
general commotion, laws the most wisely framed,
and ulost equitably administered, sre but of littie
moment. But now the very source of public justice
was corrupted and poisoned M'— Ledand, Book II., chap.
3

% The true cause which for a long time fatally op-
posed the gradual coalition of the Irish and English
race, undér one form of government, twas that the
great English setilers found it mere for their im-
mediate-interest, that a free course should be left to
their oppression ; that many of thosc lands they
coveted should be coensidered as aliens ; that they
should be furnished for their petty wars by arbit-
trary exactions; and in their rapines and massscres
be freed from the terrors of a rigidly impartial an
severs tribunal.”—Leland, Book I1., chap. 1. :

I give another passage from the same Protestant
clergyman, bacause it describes the modus operandi
in the oppression of the Irish, by giving power and
authority to persons resident in Ircland, ‘who affect~
ed to be the only friends of the English interest.
Power was given, and the ndministration of affairs
committed to 'persohs whose only attactment to
English eonnection was that it gave them the means
of committing crime with ‘impunity. These per-
sons fabricated outrages or exaggerated any crimes
that might have been really committed. They
were accordingly entrusted with autherity, to put
down disturbances and preserve the peace. That
power they wpaturally and, indeed, necessarily
abused. But I had better use the words of Leland
himself: “Riot, rapine, snd massacre, and all the
tremendous effecta of anarchy, were the natural con-
sequences, Every inconsiderable party who, under
. pretence of loyalty, receivéd the King's commission.
torepel the adversary in some porticular district,
became peostilent cnemies to the inhabitants. Their
properties, their lives, the chastity of their families,
were all exposed to barbarians ; who sought only to
hlut their brutal passions, and by their horrible ex-
cesses, saith the annalist, purchased the curse of
God and man."— Leland, Book II., chap. 3.

That those disorders and crinies were encouraged,
‘cither in the words or by the examples of the Eng-
lish Viceroys, is & melancholy fact that appears in
every. page of Irish history. They conld not, with-

| out arrant hypocrisy, discourage in others that which

they practised ‘oo o larger scale themselves: The’
following is .the general acconht given of the Irish
Viceroys by the samc Protestant historian: * At a
distance from the supreme seat of power,. and with
theadvantage of being able to make such representa-
_tions of the state’ of Ireland as they pleaséd, the Eng-
lish Vicegérents acted with the loss reserve. They
were generally témpted to nndertake the conduct of

-There has been lately published a document from
which a few extracts will give a_ thorough insight
into the real state ot ‘the “Relation” diring the
reign of Henry the Eight.

under the sway and authority of chieftains of pure
English descent ; but who did not acknowledge or
submit to the anthority of the Eaglish government.

this passage :  Also, theve i8 more then thirty great
captains of the English noble folk, that followeth

and every one of them maketh war and peace for

himself without any Jicence of the king, or of any

other temporal person, save to him that is strongest,

and of such that may subdue them by the sword.”
IRISH DIBUNION.

It has often becn asked why the Irish, who de-
prived the English of so much of the islsn_d, and
reduecd them within such narrow limits, did not
totally expel the vsurper and establish a govern-
ment of their own? The Irish had no point of
ukion or.centralization; they were totally divided
among themselves—the cnemies of ome another.
That same cause that, in a more mitigated form,
now prevents Ireland from beipg a nation, did at
that time preclude, in & more rude manuer, the es-
tablishment of natiopality. The Irigh chieftains
had the power, and scldom cither wanted the in-
clination or the incitement to make war upon each
other, Mutnal injuries, reciprocal devastations,
created and continued strife amongst them. The
worst elements of continued dissension subsisted.
When upon particular occasions, some universal or
general oppression made them combine, their con-
federacy was but of short duration. When the
Epglish party was strong, it cndeavored by force to
but down such confederacy. But the forcible at-
tempts were in gemeral guccessfully - resisted
by the Irisb, who gained the futile glory of
many a victory over some of the most azcom-
plished commanders of the English forces. But
these defeats taught the English officers that cun-
ning wkick is called political wisdom. They as-
sailed the avarice or fomented the rescntments of
particular chieftains, and succeeded in detaching
them from the general cause. These chieftains be-
trayed their companions in arms; joined their
forces with-those of the English; participated in the
councils, and united with the force, which by de-
grees broke down the power of the other chieftains.
But the traitors obtained no permanent profit; for
no Iength of fidelity to the English commanders
could secure the confidence or the kindness of these

-unprincipled robbers, .

1 shall now procced with evidence of equal au-
thorty and authenticity, showing the mode in which
Enpglish usurpation in the reign of Queen Elizabeth
becnme predominant. What'arms were unable to
achieve was brought about by the most horrible and
persevering cruclties. The Irish, who could not be
subdued by force, were compelled to yield tofamine.
The harvests were cut down and burnt year after
year; the cattle were taken away and slaughtered ;
provisions of every kind were destroyed; the coun-
tty. was devastated; the population perished for
want of food ; ther came famine and pestilence, the
irresistible arms used by England to obtain domi-
nion. .
1t is horrible to think that this mode of suhjuga-
tion was suggested in detail by-the poet Spenser, a
man who, though affected with thec quaintness of
his time, was endowed with the most poetic genius ;
but his imagination, which was so often inflamed by
fictitious woe, cxhausted itself in devising real hor-
rors for' Ireland. He had his plan for the pacifica-
tion of Ireland. I{ was no other than that of creat-
ing famine and cnsuring pestilence! and he encour-
aged the repetition of these dizbolical means by his
own evidence of their efficacy. He recommended,
indecd, that twenty days should be given to the
Irish to come in and submit, afteg, the expiration of
which tiine they were to be shown no mercy, But
let me quote his own words :— )
“ The ¢nd will (I assare mee) bee very short, and
much sooner than it can be in so greate a trouble,
as it scemeth, hoped for; althe’ there should none
of them fall by the sword nor be slaine by the sol-
diour: yet thus being kept from manurance, and
their cattle from running abroad, by this hard re-
straint THEY WOULD QUIETLT CONSEME THEMSELVES, AND
DEVOCR ONE ANOTHER !"—Spenser's Ireland, p. 165.
These counsels of Spenser were carried into ef-
fect. The war with Desmond, who was in fact
forced into resistance-—that is, into n contest with
the Queen—afforded the pretext and opportunity for
exercising these cruelties.
Tele these specimens from Hollinshed, who thus
describes the progress of the English army through
the conntry :
% As they went they drove the whole country be-
fore them into the Ventrie, and by that means they
preycd and took all the cuttle in the country, to the
number of eight thousand kine, besides horses, gar-
Tons, sheep and goats ; and all suchr people as they
met, they did without mercy put to the swerd; by
these means, the whole country having no cattle
nor kine Jeft they were driven to such extremities
that for want of victuals they were either fo die and
perish for famine, or to dic under the sword.—
1lollinshed, vi., 421.
"The soldiers, likewise, in the camp, were so hot
upon the spur, and so eager upon thu vile rebels,
that that day they spared neither man, woman nor
-child, buit a1l was committed to the sword."— Hollin-
shed, vi., 420,

# A DAY'S SERVICE."
I give the next quotation to show how trivial it
was considered to slaughter four hundred unarmed
people in a single day. It was thought am insuffi-
cient day’s service ;
“The next daie following being the twelfe of
March, the Lord Justice and the Earle divided their
atmie into two severall companies, by two ensigns
and three together, the Lord Justice taking the one
side, and the other takingfthe side of Slenghlogher,
and so_they searched the woods, burned the towne,
and killed that daie about foure hundred men, and
retucned the same night with all the cattell which
they found that daic.” And the said lords, being
not satisfied with this daie’s service, they did like-
wise the nest daie divide themselves, spoiled and
conAumed the whole country until it was night."—
Hollinshed, vi , 430.

“ Great were the services these garrisons per-
formed ;. for Sir Richard Pearce and Captain George
Flower; with their troops, left neither corn nor barn,
ner house unburnt between Kinsale and Ross.
Capiain Roger Harvie, who had. with him his
brother, Captain Gawen Harvie, Captain Francis
Blingsby, Capt, Willlam Stafferd, and also the com-
panics of the Lord Barry and the Treasurer, with
the President’s horse, did the like between Ross and
Baotry'— Pacata Hibernia, 645, '

The result of all these proceedings is described by
80 many of,the English historians, in tefms of such
complicated horror, that volumes might La filled
with the particular instances of cruclty and barbar-
ity. Ifgive these quotations:  Repeated complnints
were mide of the inhnman rigor practised by Grey”
(thé Deputy). “ and his officers.. The Queon was as-
gured that he .tyranized- with such barbarity, that
little. wag left in Ireland for hér Majesty to reign
over bnt' ashés and’ carcases.—Leland, Book 1V.,

REASONS OF THE ENGLISH PALICY. |

But Irish pence, plenty and prosperity formed no
part of English policy. It appears from this Leland
that the oppression and plunder of Ireland, the
butchery of its inhabitants, and the perpetuation of
social discord, were regularly "systé'?mtizcd, reasoned
on, and, despite some opposition, adopted and es-
tablished =5 a. measure of state policy. . Here are
his words :—" Some of her” (Elizabeth's) * counsel-
lors appear to have conceived an odious jealousy
which reconciled them to the distractions and miser-
ies of Ireland. ‘Should we exert nurselves, said
they, fin reducing this country to order and civility,
it must soon acquire power, consequenec and riches,
The iphabitants will thus be alicnated from England,
they will cost themselves into the arms of some
foreign power, or perhaps erect themselves inte an
independent and scparate'state, Let us rather con-
nive at their disorders, for a weak and disordered
people never can attempt to detrch themselves
from the Crown of England! We find Sir Henry
Sydney and Sir Johw Perrot,; who perfectly under-
stood the affairs of Ireland and the disposition of its
inhabitants, both expressing the utmost indigoation
at this horrid policy, which yet had found its way .
into the English Parliament."—ZLeland, Book 1V,
Chap. 3. :

This is but a specimen of the mode in which the
war was carried on. I give a few more instances and
I could multiply them by hundreds.

“They passed over the same into Conilo, where
the Lord Justice and the Earl of Ormond divided
their companies, and, as they marched, they burned
and destroyed the country.”—Ifollinshed, VI., 430.
“He divided his companies into foure parts, and
they entered into foure geveral places of the wood at
one instant ; and by that means they secured the
wood throughout, in killing as mannio as they tooke.
but the residue fled into the mountains."— Hollinshed,

“ There were some of the Irish taken prisoners
that offered great ransoms ; but presently upon their
Uringing to the campe, they were banged.”—2Pqcata
Hibernin, 421. .

It will be seen that the troops were thus employed,
not in attacking any armed or resisting enemy, for
there was none ; but in killing unarmed men, and
destroying provisions. The Queen's army was in
Munster; and here are some specimens of the way
in which they were working out Spencer’s plan :—
“ By reason of the conmtinual persecuting of the
rebels, who could have no breath nor1est to relieve
themselves, but were alwaies by one garrison or other
burt and pursued ; and by ressom the harvest was
taken from them, ‘their cattell in great numbers
preied from them, and the whele conntrie apoiled and
preied ; the poore people, who lived onlie upon their
labours, and fed by their milch cows, were o distres-
sed that they would follow. after the goods which
were taken from them, and offer themselves, their
wives, and children, rather to be slaine by the armie,
than to suffer the famine wherewith they were now
pinched"—IHollinshed, vi., 443, Also, Leland, Book
iv., Chap. 2. : : .
Again, take {he following from Sir George Carew :
—~%The President having received certaine informa.
tion, that the Munster fugitives were barboured in
those parts, having before burned a1l the konses and
corn, and taken greatpreyes in Owny, Onubrian, and
Kilqguig, a strong and fust countrey, not ' farre from
Limerick, diverted his forces into east Clanwilliam
and Musqueryquirke, where Pierce Lacy bad lately
been succoured ; and harrassing the country, killed
all mankind that were found therein, for a terroure
to those as should give reliefe to runagate traitors.
Thence we came into Arleaghe woods, where we did
the like, not leaving behind us man or beast, corne
or cattle, cxcept such as hal been conveyed into
castles”—Pacate Iibernia, 189,

* They wasted and forraged the country, so asin a
small time it was not able to give the rebells any
reliefe ; having spoiled and brought into their garri-
sons the most part of their corne, being newly reap-
ed."—Pacala Hibernia, 584,

“ Hereupon Sir Charles, with the English, regi-
ments, overran all Bearo and Bantry, destroying all
that they could meet for the reliefo of men so as that
country was wholly wasted.”— Pacalz Hibernia, 659.

But it wasnot in Munster enly, that the horrorsof
thie system were practised, I may observe that it
was in the reign of Elizabeth that the general prac-
tice commenced of calling the Irish relels instead of
enemics, the reason of which is sufficiently obvious.
For it was under the name of rebels that the people,
who, for the greater part were living in peucable sub-
mission to English nuthority, were doprived of the
produce of their harvests, and consumed by famine.
The following extracts will' show how this system
was acted upon in Leinster, and in part of Ulster, I
quote from Leland :

" LELAND'S TEBTIMONY,

¢ The Leinster rebels, by driving the royalists into
their fortitied towns, and living long without molest-
ation, had cultivated their lands, and established an
unusual regularity and plenty in their districts.
But now they were exposed to the most rueful havec
from the Queen's forces. The soldiers, encouraged
by the example of theirofficers, everywhere cut down
the standing corn with their swords, und devised
every means to deprive the wretched inhabitants of
all the necessaries of lifel Famine was judged the
speediest and most effectunl means of reducing them H
and therefore the Deputy was not secretly displeased
with the devastations made even in the well-affected
quarters by the improvident fury of the rebels,

“ The like melancholy expedient was practiced in
the northern provinces, The Governor of Qarrick.
fergus, Sir Arthur Chichester, issued from his quar-
ters, aud for twenty miles round, rednced the couuntry
to a desert. Sir Samucl Begnal, the Gpvernor of
Rewry, proceeded with the same severity, and laid
waste all the adjncent lands.- "All the English gar-
ricons were daily employed in pillaging and wasting;
while Tyrone, with his spirited party, shrunk gradu.
ally within narrower bourids, They were effectually
prevented from sowing and cultivating their lands”
—~—Leland, Book IV., Chap. §. - .

To give some variety to these horrors, I will quote
an incident that occurred in the year 1574, “A
solemn peace and concord was made betweep the
Errl of Essex and Phelim O'Nial. However st a
feast wherein tho Enarl cntertained that chieftain,
and at the end of their good cheer, O'Nial and his
wife were scized, and their friends who attended wara
‘put to the sword before their. faces, -Felim, tog ether
with bis wifc and brother, were conveyed 1o Dublin,,
_where they wers eut up in quarters.’ This exccution

gave universal discontent and hormror, In like
manncr, a few years after, the Irish chieftalns of the
King’s and Queen’s counties; .were.-invited by the
English to a treaty. of accommodation. But when
they arrived at the place of .conference, they weve|

the spot."—Leland, Book 1V, Chap. 3.. ) '

N
The land itself, which before those wirs was popu=
lous, well-inbabited, and rich in all the good bless-
ings of God, being plunteous of corne, full of cattle,
well stored with fish and sundrie other good com-
modities, is now become waste and barren, yielding
no fruits, and pastures no cattel, the aire no bird;
the seas (though full - of fish) yet to them yielding
nothing.  Finally, every waie the curse of God was
50 great, and the land so barren both of man and
beast, that whosoever did trasell from the one end
to the other of all Muuster, even from Waterford to
the head of Smeerweeke, which js about six score
miles, he would not miect anie man, women, of
child, saving in towns and cities; nor yet sce any
beast, but the very wolves, the foxer, and other like
raveniry beasts, many of them Iaie dead, being
fajmisht, and the residue gone clsewhere.”— Hollin-
shed, vi. 439,

But let me refer again to Spenser. His descrip-
tion relates even to an enrlier perfod of the war—
He is speaking of the province of Munster:—

* Notwithstanding that the same was » most rich
and plentiful country, full of corpe and cattel, yet,
ere one ycare and a half, they were brought to such
wretchedness as that any stony, heart would rue the
eame. Qut of every corner of the woodaand glynns,
they came creeping forth on their hands, for their
legs could not beur them ; they Iooked like anstc-
mies of death; they spake like ghoats erying out of
their graves; and, if they found a plot of water
cresses or shamrocks,there they fiocked as to’s feast
for the time ; yet, not able to continne there withal;
that in shorte space, there was none almost left, and
a most populous and plentiful country suddainclis
left voyde of man and beast."-—Siate of Jfreland, p. 165.

Such were the means by which the final sukjugs-
tion of Ircland was produced. Such were the pre-
parations made for the reception of James the First.
I may close the proofs and illustrations of the “Re-
Jation” in the words of Sir John Davies:—

* Thus had the Queen’s: army under Lord Mount-

They beve never been able to discover those
batches of converts whom Dr. Macauley considers
the spes gregis of Ireland, After a very wet summer
when neither turf nor ‘potatoes are to be had, 2 few
parents in cach locality, in pity for their starving
offspring, may send them to the mission church or
to the schools, but the first gleam of prosperity re-
calls them to the Church of their own faith ; and
the only spiritual effect that has been produced is to
impair in the minds both of parents and children
their sense of duty, their rever n:e of comnscience,
and the ability to look their fellows straight in the
face, Ninety-nine hundredths of the Drotestants of lre-
land knouw. this to &e a fact and disapprove of the agency
which wirks this moral injury and wrong.”

The Belfast Home Government Association has
published & Ietter discussing the charge delivered to
the Belfast Grand Jury by Mr. Justice Lawson, on
the 20th of last March.

ing her forecastle under a sheet of green water, she
will look more like a marine monster than a ship of
war, as she steams out into the Channel to show
her qualities. Yet in what she is we see the fight-
ing ship of the present, and the result of the wmost
anxious thought and Invish expenditure to give
England the strongest man-o’-war in the world.
Peter the Great not being finished, and the Fary
and Thunderer, sisters of the Devastation, not being
yet launched, it may be asserted with tolerable
safuty that this hideous creation is really the Cham-
pion of the Seas, and that with her, as the world is
at present, her captain “ could go anywhere and do
anything.” We arc here taking it for.granted {hat
she will equal the expectations of her designers, and
emerge from her trinls satisfactorily. That she is
splendidly engined, and goes well in smooth water
is already ascertained; and, with such power of
machinery and the increased fighting faculty given
her by the wing-passages, there can be little doubt
that she will prove herself & seaworthy wessel in
the rollers off Cape Clear, or in the Bay of Biscay. -

Inflammation set in, and affected
not only the whole arm, but & part of tho young
man’s bedy, so that death scemed to be the inevita-
ble result. Physicians from Chicago aml Daven-
port were summoned, as well as from Clinton and
Lyons. There were five of them in attendance, and
they nll came to the same conclusion, that the
young man must dic, and so far gqune was Lis body
towards dissolution and corruption that a coflin was
ordered in which to place him at once as soon as
death should occur, for it wns decmed necessary
that he should be buried immediately as scon as he
was déad. This conclusion was come to a week
after the naccident occurred. Dr. Westbrook, of
Lyouns, who had the immediate care of the patient
advised his friends of his situation, and suggested
that he make immediate disposition- of his affairs,
At this juncture Rev. T. Mackay, the Catholic
pastor of Lyons, was ‘called to administer the last
rites of the Cathelic Church to the apparently
dying patient. He too came to the same conelu-
sion as the physicians, for it was only by an
effort of strong will and in obedience to demands
of duty that he could endure the disgusting
sight and smell of the body before bim. While per-

NEWS OF THE WEEK.

Not only is the Pope not dead yet, but the
stern logic of fucts compels the telegraph
agents to report that he is recovering; that he
is convalescent; that his health is quiie re.
.stored. We thank @God Tor it, and trust that
Pius IX. may yet for several years to come be
spared to us, to guide the church through the
stormy seas with which she is encompassed.—
The other news from Rome is to the effect that
the inveders of the States of the Church are
busy coacting spoliation decrees for robbing
the Religious Orders of their property. There
have been riots in Florence, in connection with
this plan of confiscation, but of their precise
pature and object we arc not informed. One
thing is however certain, that i, that the con-
fiscating process will not cease with the rob-

. bery of the Church. There are millions in
Europe who entertain very strong views as to
the rights of property, and who will know how
to profit by the lesson taught by the Pied-
montese Government. The Church first; but
the turn of the bourgeoise will undoubtedly
come next; and the great principle that all be-
longs to the State will be applied to what the
last named impudently call their property as
well as to that of the Religious @rders. It is
a poor rule that won’t work both ways.

The Carlist cause is looking well. Don
Carlos is said—but there may be some exag-
geration in numbers—to be at the head of
150,000 men, and in the latest sngagements Te-
ported, his troops have certainly had the upper
hand over those of the revelutionists,

This most important debate was inaugurated
by Mr. Costigan in a speech of which we find
given by our contemporaries the following an-
alysis :—

Mr. Tilley moved the House into Committee of
Supply on the estimates and supplementary esti-
mates.

Mr. Costigan brought up the New Brunswick
school question, tracing up the history of the move-
ment te the present time, and recapitulating the
proceedings taken up to and subsequent to the last
meeting of Parlinment. He urged that as an appeal
was pending before the Privy Council upon the con-
stitutionality of the law of 1871, ro other or more
oppressive legislation should be allowed by the
Government ; and asanew act amending the law
of 1871 and legalizing asressments under it, had
been quashed by the Courts, the Governor-General
should be advised to disallow the ncts passed at the
Iast session of the Legislature of the Province to
legalize the assessments made under the School Act
of 1871. Ho, therefore, moved in amcendment to
the motion to go into supply, that doubts having
arisen as to the sufficiency of section 93 of the Brit-
ish North America Act of 1867 to protect the rights,
privileges and advantages whick the Roman Cath-
clic minority of New Brunswick cnjoyed as to their
schools and their school systemy, in operation when
the said Act came into force, tite House of Commons
of Canrda on the 30th May, 1872, did rcsolve :—
% That this House regrets that the School Act re-
cently passed in the New Brunswick Legislature is
unsatisfactory to a portion of the inhabitants of that
Province, and hopes that it may be so modified dur-
ing the next wession of the Legislature of New
Brunswick as to remove any just grounds of discon-
tent that may exist; and that this House deems it
cxpedient that the opinion of the law officers of the
Crown 1n England, and, if possible, the opinion of
the Judiecial Committee of the Privy Council should
be obtained, as to the right of the New Brunswick
Legislature to make such changes in the school law
as deprive the Roman Catholics of the privileges
they enjoyed at the time of the Union, in respect of
religions education, in common schools, with the
view of ascertalning whether the case comes within
the terms of the fourth sub-section of the 93rd clause
of the British North Americn Act of 1867, which
authorizes the Parliament of Canada to enact laws
for the duc execaiion of the provision respecting
education in the said act.” That the law officers of
the Crown in England, having acted in conformity
with the said resolution, and given their opinions,
and the Judicial Committee of the Privy Council
baving declined to interfere unless the matter was
judicially brought before them, it was the opinion
of the House that the parties aggrieved have an op-
portunity of bringing the matter judicially before
the Privy Council ; and that in the meantime it is
the duty of the Government to advise His Excel-
lency the Governor-General to disallow scveral nets
passed during the Inst session of the New Bruns-
wick Legislature to amend the Act known as the
Common School Act of New Brunswick, and amend-
meat to the Common School Act.

Sir J. A. Macdonald replicd. He avowed
himself as having been in favor of an fncor-
porating or legislative union of the Provinces,
giviog to the Jatter a Municipal system with
extensive powers; and had this idea been
carried out, Mr. Costigan’s motion might have
have been adopted, as by it the entire power of
legislation over the whole Dominion would have
transferred to the Dominion Legislature, But
this idea had not beencarried out, A Federal
not a legislative union had been adopted; and
if, after all, an ultimate power of legislation
were to be vested in the Dominion House of
Commons, if it were decided that that House
might order the Governor General to disallow
Bills passed by the Local Legislatures—where,
asked the speaker, wouid be the use of all the
paraphernalia of Local Governors and Loeal
Legislatures, with all their heavy concomitaunt
expences ? We copy at length the argument
of Sir J. A. Macdonald, as reported in the
Gazetle : — . L :

If we decided here that we may order the Gov-
ernor General to -disallow such bills as we may
think should not pass, we shall have wiped out all
the jurisdiction, and authority of the Local Legisla-
tures, and centred them here.  Was the House pre-
pared to assume to alter the constitution ; it might
be 50, but if the members of one Province under-
toole to disngree in this House with the policy
pursued by another Local Legislature where would
it end? Take the Province of Quebec, for instance;
we might bave had a legislative union, except for
the Province of Quebec. In the other Provinces, we
were mainly of one race, the Anglo-Saxon, and the
majority Protestants ; our luws were based on the
common, law of England; but in Quebec, it was
different. TLower Canada stood alone; their major-
ity were of a religion different to that common ia
the other Provinces. They claimed, and justly, the
protection of their religion and their institutions
for which they desired their own legislation. There
wero also many questions relating to property and
land which required special ‘legislation on theso
questions, The Lower Canadian drew up and said
that if all the rest of the Dominion Wbelieved Jocal
legislatures to be wrong they would’ retain within
themselves the power to proteot their institutions
and preserve the law. If these rights had not boen
given them, owr union would never have been ge-
cured, The same rulo applied with equal force in
the other Provinces. The question now under con-
gideration was not whether the New Brunswick
Legislature was right or wrong, but the question
wag whether this House had a right to interfere so
long as the Legislature kept within the bounds of
thelr authorization? Here was.safe anchorage

the caprice of ‘the Federal Legislature; and in this
way our whole system would have gone for ever.
It would have given him great pleasure if we could
have acted in thig matter, but he bad come to-the
conclusion that such a course was beyond the .com-
petence of this House, He thought a mistake had
been made in bringing this matter up here, as well
as in not working so that each class of people should
educate its childrer in ifs own wishing and in its
own way. The law of the British North America
Act provided that the Governor-General, the repre-
sentative of the Sovereign, might disallow bills
coming from the Local Legislature, *but that
wa? his prerogative as a representative of the Sov-
<reign.

Mr. Anglin, 2 brave and honest champion
upon whom we congratulate the Catholics of
New Brunswick, an eloquent speaker as well
as a powerful journalist, next took part in the
debate. He argued that the Dominion Par-
liameént was supreme in all things over the
Provincial Legislatures, and had the constitu-
tional right te set aside or annul their Acts at
its discretion. He spoke eloguently also on
the injustice inflicted by the Legislature of
N. Brunswick on the Catholic minority of that
Province, on which point, of course, every one
agrecd with him ; and he concluded. an able
speech by stating that the said minority appealed
to the Dominion legislature fer protection—
which, of course, raised the legal question of
the constitutional right of the said Dominion
Parliament to interfere.

M. Masson came next, He argued in favor
of the legal right of the Federal Parliament to
interfere ; and maintained the prineiple that
the legislation of any arovincial Legislature
even when strictly within the limits exclusive
possession of which is expressly assigned to
it by the Constituent Act, was subject to
the interference of the Dominion Legislaturs,
and could by the latter be set aside. « If)”
he concluded “ acts were never to be disallowed
upless they were unconstitutional the people
had a right to know it.”

The Hon. M. Langevin rose next in debate.
He took ‘his stand on ¢ State Rights;” and
whilst expressing strongly his dissent from the
action of the New Brunswick Legislature as
unjust to Catholics, he argued ¢ that under
the constitution it never was intended that the
acts of local legislatures should be reversed and
vetoed. Adverting to the independence given
to the Provinces nnder the Confederation Act,
he submitted that the adoption of Mr. Costi-
gan's motion would be to risk all the rights
secured to them; and be could not consent to
jeopardize all the privileges and guarantees
received by the people of Lower Canada. If
this proposition were acted upon to-day, Par-
liament might have to-morrow application of a
similar kind from the Protestant minority in
Quebee.” :

Mr. Mercier followed. He urged the House
to remember that it was not proposed to set
wside the decision of the House Jast session, but
only to disallow’ subsequent legislation, He
quoted the opirion of Lord Caernarvon, and
insisted upon the liberal manner in which
minoritics were treated both in Quebec and
QOntario; whilst the Catholies of New Bruns-
wick, though forming oue-third of the popula-
tion, were deprived of their rights over the
education of their own children. The speaker
had confidence that the people of Carada would
not tolerate such an injustice ; and he further
raised the question of the * British Constitu-
tion, which gave equal rights te all religions.”
" M. Cauchon read the Resolution passed last
year. He argued that thereby the House
had asserted its competence to deal with the
matter, and insisted that there was a power of
veto somewhere; he also contended that 3 was

within the power, and was the duty of the Do- |

minion House of Commons to disallow the
law passed by the Provincial Leglslature of
New Brunswick. He insisted that now was
the time for action, as the chance of so doing
might never occur again.

Mr. H. Cameron truly remarked that the
question actually before the Homse was not a
religious but a constitutional question ; whether
in short the House was legally competent to
recommend the Governor General to veto a Bill
passed by a Provineial Legislature,

M. Dorion reviewed the steps that had been
taken in this very intricate piece of business, He
said that the House was not asked to disallow
the School Law, but an Act passed subsequent-
ly toit. At the last session of the Fouse a re-
solution had been offercd asking for the epinion
of the law officers of the crown. Bishop Sweoney
had sent a letter to the Government, asking when
the opinion was to be asked for, in order that instead
of having an ez parte opinion he might havé a cnse
to enquire into, and yet he had never been informed
that the law officers bind declined to interfere, He
contended-that an opinion should be obtained on
the old law, and that-pending its cobtainment the
law sheuld be imperative, if the act wns constitu-
pona.l, dcsp":tc the delay there was to stopits coming
into operation. No more reasonable demand had
ever been made than that now before the House,
and he should therefore vote for the law. -

Mr. Smith protested against the attempt- at inter-
ference with the rights of the people of New Bruns-

wick. It was admitted that the Local Legislature {

had a right to acton this matter, and ‘it wag there-
fere a mockery for this House to attempt to inter-
fere.

: ~ No. XXXIV,

“ THOU SHALT NOT® COMMIT ADULTERY.”
(6th Commandment,)

The enormity of the sin of impurity may be
Jearnt from the fact, that although this vice is
natural to mankind still mankind are naturally
ashamed of it. The young child blushes as
soon 88 it beholds an impure aot or hears an
impure word. In early youth before the soul
has become contaminated with the world, con-
soience instinctively revolts against the senses
whenever they propose to give way to this sin,
Aund even in after life when the soul has perhaps
become hardened in sin, and has allowed itself

to be tyrannised over by this vice, there is
always an effort at concealment, a shrinking

from the knowledge of the ‘world, an instinctive
feeling that it brings nothing but disgrace and
dishonor along with it. Nor is this feeling
manting even in the mo8t abandoned society. The
world which practices this vice in secret still

‘recognizes it as a orime that soils the reputation

and destroys all honor; it speaks of it as “a
;" and feels in its innermost heart,

weakness;
that it is despicable and mean. For the im-

pure, even amongst the impure, there is nothing’
but infamy and contempt. The Apostle St,
Paul explains this infamy when writing to the
Corinthians (c. vi v. 18), he says: « Fly for
nication. Every sin that ¢ man doth, is with-
out the bady : but he that committeth jfornica-
tion, sinneth against his own body.” Yes,
Christian soul, as the Apostle would have you
understand, this sin truly defies the body, ren-
dering it disgraceful and abominable. Other
sins when cemmitted leave the body untouched,
but this sin of impurity has the pecnliar power
of defiling it ; staining it, degrading it. Surely
that is no light, sin which has so peculiar a
power for evil,

“ And know yeu not, Christians, that your
Lodies are the members of Christ? Shall I
then take the members of Christ and make them
the jmembersjof an harlot? (1 Cor. ¢. vi v. 15)
asks the Apostle. Yes. Yaur bodies takeu
possession of by baptism for God and his
Church, and sealed with the holy seal of the
Trinity, belong exclusively to Jesus Christ.
They are members of his body; He Himself
tells you, He is the vine, you are the branches ;
what your arms and legs, what your members
are to you, you are to Jesus €hrist. Chris
tian soul, this is a most intimate union; for can
union be more intimate than between the body
and its members? between the vime and its
branches? What then do you do when you
commit 2 sin of impurity? Do you not take
the members of Christ and make them the
members of an horlet? Do you not drag the
body of Christ down into the mire? do you
not besmear it with filth and nastiness? Study
well, Christian soul, this intimate union of your
body with the body of Christ, for it. is fraught
with grave consequences. When the Son of
God came down from heaven to take flesh of
the Ever Blessed Virgin, ous flesh beoame his
flesh, and His flesh became our flesh, When, by
baptism we were admitted into thé bosom of
the Catholic Church, we became one body with
Christ, for-says the Apostle ¢ in one Spirit
were we baptized into one body (xii 13). - This
intimate union was rendered still mers intimate
when we received the other Sacraments of the
Ohurch, but was rendered perfect when we
received in the Blessed Eucharist the Body and
Blood of Jesus Christ. Then was verified to
the utmost what St. Paul announces: * Now
you are the body of Christ (vii 27). Ob!
Ghristian soul, we have geen that the sin of
impurity defiles the body, and we have scen
that that body is not only a member of Christ’s
body, but is also the body of Christ itself,
Where then is the wretch who can be guilty of
so great a desecration ? :

HeaTine Sice Roous.—Where the entire dwelling
is heated by o farnace or by steam, it will probably
be nunecessary to have other means of warming the
sick room ; but the fireplace should be always open
and kept ready for n wood or cosl fire whenever the
patient shall express a desire for one. The fireplaces
are excellent ventilating flues oven without a fire,
but are nearly perfect when supplied witb a wood
fire, the brisk blaze of which creates a strong ascenc-

"ing current, and continually carries off the ever-accu-

mulating exhalations of the sick room. If there is
no fireplace, a window opened a short distance from
the bottom, in the room in which the patient is
lying, and one let down from the top in the other
large room, with the doors openced between the two,
will form an cHectunl draught during any Lut the
wirm days of summer, and will not be too strong for
the most delicate patient who is protected from the
draught by the high head-board of the bed. Tn cold
weather, the window opened from the bottom will
often be found sufficient. On very cold days we
may trust to an entire change of air several times
each day, effected by raising all the windows for a
few moments at & time, duwring which the patient
must be thoroughly protected by extra blankets and
a shawl about the head. If stoves are the only
means of heating the apartments, a * perpetual
burner” (cosl) may be used in one room to keep
both at an cven temperature during the day and
night, but the sleeping room should be provided

_with a wooed stove ; the brisk blaze in this answering

to some extent the purpose of a fire in an open fite-
place. Many lives have been cut short by exaggera-
ted notions in regard to fresh air. Airmust be pure,
but it should also be warm. To effect thig there
should be, day and night, a steady but gentle heat
in the room of an invalid, accompaniad by an
