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HOW THE WAR AFFECTS
HOSPITALS.

The managers of the charitable insti-
tutions of the United States are begin-
ning to realize how the freeing of Cuba
will affect the work under their charge.
The federal Government has imposed &
war tax of five per cent. on all legacies
of 310,000 and upwards. A Philadelphia
correspondent of the Medical Times of
New York writes that the managers of
the hospitals and institutions of learning
there are deploring the loss which the
imposition of this tax will mean to the
funds which annually go to the support
of “those people who are sick, out of a
home, and out of employment.”

«t would appear that the State of
Pennsylvania already taxes such lega-
cies five per cent., and the addition of
the Cuban war tax imposed by the
federal Government is felt to be an
unnecessary and g-ievous burden Itis
stated that during the coming year the
Pennsylvania Hospital will show be-
quests aggregating possibly $300,000, &
large portion of which will come under
the war revenue tax. The correspon-
dent quotes Provost C, C. HMarrison as

saying that “ such a tax will have the
eflect of driving away large bequests. It
will have a very deterrent influence
upon people disposed to leave in their
will large sums for charitable purposes,
and it is a most unwise measure.”

The good people of Philadelphia
would, no doubt, be surprised to learn
that under the beneficent laws of the
Province of Quebee charitable institu-
tions pay a Government tax of ten per
cent. on every legacy they receive, no
exception being made to those under
$10,000 in amount. As TProvost Harri-
son truly says, such laws have a deter-
rent effect upon bequests by will, as we
have seen in a recent case, wlere a good
friend of the Montreal Iomwopathie
Hospital has just given it $10,000
towards its endowment fund with the
double purpose of enjoying the picasure
of the giving and the satiskaction ot
knowing that every cent of the donation
has been made available to the
Hospital.

If the resultot such excessive taxation
should be to increase toany considerable
extent the practice of living as opposed
to posth{unous giving, the legislation
which brought it into being will have
served a beneficent purpose not contem-
plated by its makers.

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HOSPITAT, GIVING.

Dr. Herman TFischer, of Charlotten-
burg, near Berlin, recently deceased, he-
queathed to the Central Rociety of
German Homeaopatinsts in Leipaiy hit_y
thousand marks to the Homwopathic
Hospital in Teipzig for the endowment
of beds founded by him, ten thousand
marks to the pension fund of the Cen-
tral Society, and ten thousand marks to
aid students of medicine from Wurtems-
Dburg who desired to embrage homao-
pathy.

In England a gift «f five thousand
pounds sterling ($24,300) has heen made
by Mr. Henry Tate, of Streatham, to the
Hahnemaun Hospital of Liverpool.

(32,430) and pledged himself to start
every additional one thousand pounds
with a gift of fifty pounds ($243) just to
set the ball rolling. This s the kind of
liberality that makes hospitals grow to
become really Dbeneficent institutions.
Would that there were more hospital-
giving people.

Such cheering intelligence, even
though it comes from abroad, is greatly
encouraging to the devoted band of
workers in Montreal who are making
many sacrifices in the promulgation of
the beneficent prineciples of homao-
pathy. The admirably equipped hospi-
tal which has been established, and its
endowment fund begun, all through the
voluntary  coutributions of friends,
speaks eloquently of the efforts put
forth and the results accomplished in a
movement only just four years old.
The Montreal Homwopathic Hospital
has uwow got into a position where its
influence for good may be immensely
increased by a little addition to its
capital. Whose will be the next name
to be engrossed on its roll of honor?

More than 155,000 children under one
year of age dic annually in Paris, the
greater number of them owing to neglect
on the part of their mothers.” The pro-
portion of illegitimate births, which at
the beginning of the century was 4 or 5
per cent. of all births, is now nearly 9 per
cent. for France, and 28 per cent, for
Paris.

MENINGITIS,

This is a disease that frequently
strikes in a fatal manner with appalling
swiftness. Belore the pavents realize
the illness of the child the little putient
has sucenmbed. At other times a long
period of ill-health and indisposition is
followed by a sharp, sudden attaek with
death. Meningitis can  very properly
be divided into tubercular and non-
tubercular varietics. Non-tubercular
meningitis follows a traumatism or
pneumonia, small-pox, typhoid fever,
scarlatina, gout, erysipelas, whooping
cough, measles, or from extension of in-
flammation of the ear or operation on
the eye. Simple meningitis is likely to
begin abruptly with chills. High fever
is immediate with or without convul-
siong.  Violent delirium is usual,
although it may be very mild. The
pulse is quickened. Respiration is not
usually disturbed, but may be rregular
and jerky, slow and labored. Headache
is a constant symptom, Tenderness of
the sealp 1s marked. There is extreme
avers.on to light and noise. The pupils
are at first contracted, but as the disease
progresses they become irregular, one
pupil becoming contracted and the other
dilated. Rolling up of the eyes, oscilla-
tiong of the globes, and strabismus are
frequently present. Nervous symptoms
are marked. Twitching of the muscles,
picking at the bedelothes, sudden start-
ings. OQOeceasionally the patient emits
short, sharp, piercing cries—once heard
will never be forgotten.  VYomiting of a
prajectile nature s usually  present.
The bowels are constipated as a rule,
and the abdomen is retracted or boat-
shaped. These active symptoms sub-
side after a period varying from two
days to two weeks. In fatal cases coma
and general eollapse follow. The pupils
become dilated, the pulse weak and the
skin cold and clammy. Death speedily
ensues.

All of the deseribed symptoms are not
present in every case. The tubercular
type is likely to Jdevelop slowly, and to
be preceded by a history of irritability,
restlessness and flushes of fever. If the
inflammation is at the base of the brain
the vomiting will be verv persistent.
Convulsions are often a distressing ac-
companiment of both forms of menin-
gitis.

The treatment is necessarvily unsatis-
factory, and often void of favorable re-
sults. The application of ice to the head
seldom does any goad, and is rarely
called for. The patient must be kept
quiet—in a cool, cheerful room., "The
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nurse should perform her duties with as
little fuss as possible.  Let the ebild
alone, and Jdo not annoy him by efforts
to attract his attention.  Frequent
sponging of hands, face and body with
one part of aleohol to five of water may
be soothing, Of the remedies used
there are n large number.  Material
doses of bromides should be avoided.
Homwopathy bas won mauy livesin the
treatinent ot meningitis, and the writer
has had sucecess with such remedies as
Bella, Ferrum Phos,, Apis, Zine, Opiam,
Bry. and Hullah,  Each case must he
treated onats merits, and the drug indi-
cations carefully observed.

FURTITER SYMPTOMATOLOGY OF
ANTITOXIN.

Dr. F. Rauschenbuseh, in B #lin Klin,
Wochenselrift, relates a case in his own
family where, following an onset of
diphtheria, prophylactic injections of
Behring s antitoxin were given to the
rest of the lamily. In a ten-year old
girl, who was the second person to be
inoculated, guite dangerous symptoms
made their appearance. TFive nunutes
after the injection an intensely itching
eruption made its appearance. The
right side of the child, beginning at the
thigh into which the injection had been
made, was covered with an extensive
wheal-like eruption which had extended
to the right side of the face. The itehing
secimed unbearable. When the child
was seen ten minutes later, the whole
body, and especially the face, was of
deep scarlet color. The child had twu
attacks of syncope, which grad ually
passed off. Xhe was then pui to bed,but
could not raise her head witheut experi-
encing vertigo and syncope. The radiol
pulse was absent at bota wrists. The
heart beats were weak, though regular,
‘The pupils were dilated and reacted only
very slowly to light. ‘The child desired
to sleep continually, and to lie with its
head low. The skin became quite cool
and pale. The deep scarlet hue had
totally disappeared, only the face still
presented a few reddish brown spots.

The exhibition internally of spirits of
ether, camphor and champagne only
temporarily stimulate:d the weak action
of the heart.  Two hours after the injec-
tion,severe vomiting of a frothy waterial
took place, which recurred a fow times
after taking bicarbonate of  sodium,
After the vomiting the subjective condi-
tion improved. Light hours after the
injection the itehing wheal-like eruption
again made its appearance,on the hands
and fect.  These began to swell, as also
the face, especially the eye-ids, and
swellings appeared in the mouth which
aused some ditliculty in swallowing.
The weak heart beat had gradually im-
proved though the radial pulse was, as
yet, hardly to be felt.  Iive days later
the patient was attacked with a folli-
cular tonsillitis, which gave rise after a
few days to the suspicion of diphtheria,
The faithful use of a gargle, however,
dissipated thisin four days, The serious
heart failure which accompanied the
eruption should be referred to the toxic
eileet of Behring’s serum. However,
the other members of the family and
the servants who received the same in-
jecetion, remained free from any bad
symptoms. i

Prof. Adam Given, ofthe Southwestern
Homuwopathie College, Louisville, Ky.,
twenty vears a practitioner in_the old
school,and eighteen yearsin the Homwo-
pathic school of medicine, manifests the
spirit of the true Iomwopath when he
says: “ 1 haveoften wished that my old
school hrethren would throw away their
prejudice and study llomwopathy and
give their patients the benefit of such o
grand system of medicine. I am glad
to know that intelligent people every-
where will eventually force them to
adopt the treatment, or they will lose
many of their best patients.”

If there be dust,sand or an eyelash in
the eye, it should be removed tenderly
by means of a camel’s hair brush or the
rolled point of a fine cambric handker-
chief. Hold down the lower lid with the
forefinger of the left hand and turn up
the upper lid with the first finger.

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SCIENCE JOTTINGS.
LY DR, ANDREW WILS0N IN THE ILLUSTRATED
LONDON NEWS,

Some time ago in this column I re-
marked on the necessity. which existed
for the more frequent investigation of
our food-products, in the senst of ensur-
ing their freedom from injurious ingredi-
ents and additions caleulated to produce
jllness in those consuming the fnm]s in
question. The recent prosecution of a
milk-seller, who dispensed milk con-
taining a very large quantity of horacic
acid, revives this topic, and shows the
necessity for increased supervision of the
kind to which T have referred. Medical
opinion inclines to the belief that the
continnal consumption of boracie acid
—in itself a mild antiseptic—would tend
to produce kiduey troubles, and in face
of this belief, would seem only right
that all excess of this ov any other
antiseptic in foods should be made a
much more reprehensible feature than
it is commonly regarded. I have been
told that in many meat-extracts sali-
evlie acid is employed as a preservative.
1T this is so, it is high time that the at-
tention of our analysts should be dn*ev;-sod
to this phase of adulteration. ll)-e
cheapening of our food supplies is an ex-
cellent feature of our modern enterprise,
but we may pay too high a price for our
free breakfast-iables if lessened costis
to imply deficient quality or injurious
additions. Even the very sweetmeats
which our youngsters consume are not
above suspicion, if analysts’ reports are
1o be believed; and as for {hat insani-
tary horror, the ice-cream barrow—
emerging from a dirty court 1a_den‘w1th
microbes—the less said regarding it the
better, unless, indeed, we could agitate
for its complete repression.
