MEXICO CITY, July 31.—Felix Diaz
has been ordered to forego his journey
to Japan as special ambassador from
the Mexican Government and to return
to this capital as soon as possible.

This information comes to The World
correspondent from an absolutely reliablé
source. It was coupled with the:state-
ment that Diaz will leave Los Angeles
for Mexico City within a day or two.
The meaning of this can be surmised
only, pending an 1 explanation as
to the causes which decided Huerta to
recall him after, as generally believed,
he had sent him from the country to
eliminate him as a presidential possi-
bility. ;

One belief is that, whatever aspira-
tions Huerta may have entertained of
succeeding to the |constitutional presi-
dency, they have been checked by his
understanding that the United States

Government will not countenance his re-
maining in politics, nor in the presi-
dency, longer than 1s necessary to in-
stall another president who shall be
chosen by popular vote.

It is thought -probable that Huerta
now desires Diaz to be in. Mexico, so
that he may be a candidate and that
Huerta will give him his support in pre-
ference to any other candidate.

The name of Gen. Geronimo Trevino,
who is now in Los Angeles, is béing men-
tioned here as a candidate who woulg
come nearer to commanding the support
of all factions thany any one. It is
thought doubtful if Trevino would accept
on account of his age and poor health.

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FINDS COPY OF
HISTORIC PAPER

New Orleans “ IWV*l,an» Discovers
Journal" Containing Wash-
ington’s Valedictory

‘PRINTED IN NEW YORK

Newspaper Is an Early Edition
of New York Morning
Post

Special to The Toronto World.

NEW ORLEANS, July 31.—A news-
paper, yellowed and crinkled with age,
180 years old, has just been found in
this city. It contains the first print-
ing of Washington's farewell to his
army. The paper is The New York
Morning Post, published Nov. 7, 1783
It was found by ¥. B. Chambers, wire-
less operator here for the United Fruit
Co.,, among a lot of papers onging
to his grandfather, C. D. Camp.

The paper catries four columns to
a page and consists of four pages. 1In
the head appears the announcement
that it is “Pririted by Morton & Hor-
ner, No. 7 Water street, between the
Coffeehouse and Old S8lip” It was
published every Tuesday and Friday,
and the paper Mr. Chambers unearth-
ed ‘ig No. 155 of the third volume,

On the fourth page the first column

. is given over to an order issued by

Col. de Lacey, adjutant-general, from
the headquarters of the army, which
reads In part;

“It is the commander-in-chief's or-
der that no persow, under any pretext
whatsoever, shall presume to demolish
any stone or brick bullding until set-
tled by the board of commissioners.”

Fully three-quarters of the paperiis
devoted to oddly-set single column ad-
vertisements, most of this space being
taken up by merchants listing im-
portations’ of feminine apparel just
received by the latest “ships” from
Englnad.

Destroyed the Colors.

On the front page is a “proclamation
by their excellencies, Sir Guy Carle-
ton, K.B.,, general and commander-in-
chief of all his majesty’s forces with-
in the coionies lying on the Atlantic
Ocean from Nova Scotia to West-Flor~
ida, inclusive, and Robert Digby, Esq.,
rear-admiral and commander-in-chief
of all his majesty's ships and vessels
in North America,” in which all per-
sons are warned against repeating an
outrage committed upon an American
vessel by seizing and destroying her
colors in a riotous and disorderly
manner. ‘

On . the third page appears Wash-
ington’'s historic farewell to the con-
tinental army,, It takes up three col-
umng and is’introduced with the state-
ment that. “the following plece was
handed to us by a gentleman from
Newburg, who assured us of its gen-
uineness. The urbanity and noble
sentiments contained in it bear evi-~
dent marks of the feeling heart of the
amiable author, the worthy and much
esteemed American Fabius.”

This is perhaps the first time that
Washington's farewell ever appeared
in print.  Since that time it has been
printed in every history ever written
of -the United States, and it is con-
sidered a classie,

Care of the Hair and Nails

For the first-year of life a baby's
head is usually best washed every 'day,

Drying
the hair in the sun is the best plan

Training Your Vines

It is a great mistake'ﬁto let your
vines grow up just as they can, and
yet many people tollow"th!l plan, from
pure carelessness, or ignorance,

No matter how: well stpplied with
clinging tendrils the plant needs a
certain amount of guiding or else it
will wind itsclf more or}ei: in a heap,
That is the ieéndency of most heavy-
growing vines, unless we except - the
Boston Ivy, which really /does spread
itself out fairly well withdj’ut any help

from others. ¢

Take the ordinary. clematis vines
for instance, If you Have Buch a vine,
and have not been. hplpan' it, just go
out now and taks a good!look at the
poor thing. If yau do not find it more
or less one tangled mass, especially in
the upper portions .of it, why then we
do mot know what we are talking
about. !

Spread ‘out the branches carefully,
as they grow. ' This’' is ' important.
Why? Look at your clematis for in-
stance. If you have left it alone to
follow its own sweet will, how are
you going to untangle it ‘without do-
ing a great deal of mischief? No
matter how carefully you handle the
tendrils, many will break offin your
hands. i

Some plants have one kind of ten-
drils and twiners, and other vines
have another king. All twine around
the first thing they can reach in a
more or less short time, : With some
plants, the tendrils twine as they
Brow.

Look at the twining fingers of the
clematis for cxample, it strunge thing
happens, a thing that is:really res-
ponsible for the tangled upper parts
of the vine if it has been umcared for.

A not particularly striking likeness

INADEQUATE CANADIA
EXHIBITS, i
British manufactufers are not in-
frequently reproached for thefr failure
to study and accommodate themselves

the opportunities to extend their trade
offered by Canadian fall fairs and
ex}hlbitions. It would appear, how-
ever, that Canadian governments and
producers do not practice what they
preach in that respect. In his last re-
portqur. E. D. Arnaud, the Dominion

n'l‘ndc Commissioner at Bristol, Eng-

land, complains of greater advantage
not being taken of the annual show of
the Royal Agricultural Soclety in that
city to advertise Canadian products.
During the five days the show re-
mained open 179 148 persons paid for
admission, exclusive of the large num-
ber of season. ticket holders. Several
expressions of regret were made to the
commissioner that the official exhjbit
of Canada was so inadequate and so
greatly inferior to the very attractive
display made by Australia and other
of the dominions. No Canadian maker
of agricultural machinery and imple-
ments was represented, and the l/'en-
eral indifference, even after the ad-
vance forwarding of circulars to pro-
vincial governments, boards of trade
and others, is all the more to be de-
precated since this was the first occa-
sion when a ‘section of the show yard
was specially set apart for overseas
exhibits. 3

NARROW TIRES; POOR ROADS.

How long the narrow-tire supersti-
tion will remain in Ontario it is diffi-
cult to say. Very few people are so
hard to move as the average farmer
on a matter of this kind. He may
have it préved to him that a wide tire
is better for the roads, ‘better for his
horses, his wagon, his harness, but he
has never had a wide tired wheel and
he hates to begin. The simplest me-
thod is to put a tax on narrow tired
vehicles. Owners of such should be
required to take out a license within
a certain period after the passing of
an act by the legislature. The new
good roads commission should take
this up. There is nothing that does
more damage to roads than the cut-
ting of deep ruts by narrow-tired
wheels. In the old country the width
of the tires is generally graded by the
weight capacity of the wagon. But
nearly all the heavier wagons have
four-inch tires. The wheels back and
front are arranged so that the tracks
cover 16 inches in two eight-inech rib-
bons. The result is most valuable,
and the heavier the traffic' the better
the condition of the road, the effect
b2:ng equal to a succession of rollings.

The fine roads built .by the York
Highwe:ya Commission are being cut
to pleces by the antiguated tirés of the
county farmers. There is no sense
and certainly no economy in permit-
ing the narrow tire to continue its
destructive wark.

THE LATE JOHN MILNE.

No man has done more to promote
earthquakes
than the late John Milne, F.R.S., whose
death at the comparatively early age
of 63 was reported yesterday from
Newport, Isle of Wight. Originally a
‘minifng engineer and pursuing his pro-
fession in many parts of the world he
also became an expert geologist, and
during his twenty years of service with
the Japanese Government turned his
attention to earthquakes, nowhére
more frequent than in Japan. In that
connection he established the seismic
survey of Japan and afterwards éx-
tended it to the whole world at the in-
stance of the British Association. His
delicate seismometer has enabled
earthquake ‘tremors to be detected
when too feeble to affect the human
senses, and the principle has since
been extended t(; the recording of rail-
way vibrations. Professor Milne did
good service to the cause of science,
and many will remember h'u? intensely
interesting lecture delivered ‘in To-
ronto more than a decade aﬁﬂ.

SIGNS OF DECAY.

The Telegram says the Mackenzie
offer is dead. Will The Telegram say
.thn such an offer was made?  Most
of us are under the impression that
Mayor Hocken and Controller McCar-
thy have been trying to arrange an
agreement for the purchase of the
street railway.

The United States would object 1o
the Germans landing an army in Mexi-
co, just as Germany would object to
the United States landing an army in
the Balkans. There is no doctrine in-
volved; it is a question of policy. It is
the policy of Great Britain, for ex-
ample, to keep open and well protected
hier route 1o India. No one would say
that this policy was part of interna-
tional law, any more than the Mon?oe
Doctrine is'a part of international law.

Like any other policy its strength is
measured by the strength of the natfon
or nations behind 1t. Great Britain and
thé United States have always beéen in
accord on the Monroe Doctrine. 1If
there was resentment at the tone of the
Venezuelan messége it did not prompt
the British Government to challenge
the “Canning policy,” better known as
the “Monroe Doctrine,” :

Editor World:—1 have been much
surprised of late in discussing with
young men the naval question to
find out, how much ignorance pre-
vails on t{hat point. ™his. '}
think, in view of the fact that
the next election (which I believe is
not far distant) will be fought on
that issue, is worthy of our utmost
attention. No one will miminize for
2 moment the importance of the fiavy.
On it depends to a large extent our
unational honor as a member of the
British Empire. We cannot, there-
fore, afford to allow the .lack of
knowledge to continue.

No doubt the papers have dealt
with it, but only in a general way.
They have never come down to par-
ticulars. If the people are to vote
intelligently we must begin an educa-
tional campaign. What is the opposi-
tion policy? Under Tt would we have
any say in the shaping of the des-
tiniegs of the empire, or would our
fcreign affairs be conducted solely
under the British Cabinet? What is
1he imperial conference, and what
veuld our. representation amount to?
Would 8ir Wilfrid’s navy automati-
cally come under the control of the
British. admiraliy.- in time of war?
Cculd he withhold support in a war
that Canada believes to. be unjust?
Has Mr. Borden given any assurance
that his permanent policy #ilf not be
one of contribution? ‘What repre-
sentation would he have on. the im-
perial conference? What say would
be given us, if any, in foreign af-
fairs? What are the policies bf the
other colonies? Are they working
successfully? These are some of the
questions which require to be ‘an-
swered. Your papér is a valuable
nmiedium of bringing them before the
publie.

CHICAGO, July 30.—(Can. Prass.)—
Midsummer heat, bringing to many
cities temperatures as high as 106 and
making the 100 degree mark common
over wide areas, extended thruout the
Central States today.

Generally described the heat wave
extended from the Rocky Mountains to
the Atlantic coast, hut the maximum
temperatures were reported from
pointa between Kangas and Ohlo, The
weather bureau temperatures, usually
several degrees lower than the street
level temperatures, from Clincinnat,
Louisville, Indianapolis and Daven-
port, lowa, were 102,

THOUSANDS OF CITIZENS VISIT
BATHS DURING HOT SPELL

. Men‘, Women and Boys Patronize Harrison Baths and En-
joy Ecstuy of the “Shower"—Some of the Habityes
‘ Occasionally Forget to Re turn Towel or Soap.

Are the public baths patronized to
any extent and how many appreciate
the compound luxury. of cleanliness ang
coolness given by the daily bath?

The institution at the rear of the old
8t. Patrick's Market give a very
strongly affirmutive and most satisfac-
tory answer to these equeries, As The
World représeentative went in search
of knowlzdge on tae subject, the red
brick building in the square behind the
cld market wag the first place vigited.
Entering from Queen street one is con-
fronted by the Lig sign which informs
all that within the municipal baths
are to be found. At the font an 4n-
scription on a metal plate gives the
gurther information that these are the
‘Harrison Bathyu, erected by the City of
Toronto, formally opencd Oct, 30, 1909,
by Controller Dr. W, 8. Harrison, after
whom the batae are named in recog-
nition of his services in their eestab-
lishment.”

From one door a string of boys were
making their exodus after the enjoy-
ment of a plunge or swim, and in tl{ev
hall of the wumen's entrance a half
dozen women were sitting on a bench
walting theiv turs, while in the inner
hall twenty or so other women and
girls made up a second batch waijt-
ing the appearance of those who at
that moment were enjoying the ecstacy
of the “shower.”

There were old women and young

gitls of seven or eight and
girls several yearg older, and by the
expression on their faces the anticipa-
tion of the bath was an enjoyable as
the prospect of & matinee or first-class
nickle chow,

Bathiing and swimmiing are becom-
ing more and more popular,  These
baths are altogether free, and ninety
per cent. of those who freqent them
are of the forcign poplation. A piece
of soap an dtowel are given every com-
er, and many are so habituated now
to the cleanly haoit that theey would
like to come eyery day.

For the swimming pool there is a
charge of ien cents, but the pool is
only for men and boys. “It is & pity
there is not one algo on the women's
side,” said the oflicial in charge, “ag it
iis often ssked for, especially by old
country people.”

There is a matrcn with the women
and certain rulcs are insisted on both
inu both sections. One of these is that
no intoxicated permitted to use the
batis.

Italians S8how Care.

The traits of the different ndtionali-
ties come ou’ strougly, and one of the
comments made upon the Italian fre-
guenters was that they are very order-
ly. and amenable to the regulations of
the place. 1f an Italian is given a
plece of scap and a towel he places it
carefully according to instructions

when thru with it. Some others are
quite careless in the matter, even
walking over tne toowel without'seem-
ing consciousncer of delinquency on
this little point.

The estimtes for the maintenanc of
the Harrison aths this year are $56,-
000. Theere zre seven men employed
in addition to the three engineers who
look after the heating plant, the matron
and the svpermiendent

In the laundry below everything is in
spic and span ordcr. The great caldron,
where the towels are washed, the
wringer, the mangle, the hot air cup-
boards, where tiie towels weere drying,
all were visited ana everything was in
fine condition. Controller Harrison
surely did a good thing when he work-
ed for th: establishment of the baths.
A similer municipal institution is near-
ly ready for use and will be. opened
shortly on Sackville street,

Teach Swimming,

At the quarters of the Young Men's
Christian Association on MeGill street
tthe report was that a r interest
is taken thix year in bathing and swim-
ming than in any previeus season,

Arrangementa are betnf made with
the Pufymunds Assoclation to take a
class of children once a week. While
the boys ars at the Y.M.C.A, they will
be in charge of their own directors,
The keen interest was accounted for
by the increasing number of accidents
on the water, which emphasizes the
necessity for all to become acquainted
with the art of swimming. Accomoda-
tion will be increased greatly when the
Y.M.C.A. moves into new quarters on
College street,

There does 1ot appear to he as much
enthusiasm among the feminine por-
tion, a3 was evident elsewhere, along
the - line of aquatic exercige.

[ JULY CLEARINGS

SHOW BIG DECREASE

Third Consecutive Monthly
Decline—Reflects Repres-
sion in Trade.

As had been anticipated Toronto’s
bank clearings made a poor showing
during the month  of July, the total of
$179,588,148, comparing with $203,177,624
in July, 1912, a decrease of $23,589,478,
or 115 per cent. This was the third
consécutive monthly decrease, but the
percentage loss was the largest of all,
being set against 9.2 per cent. in June
and 83 per cent. in May. .

Despite these decreases the record for
the year to date is still ahead of the
corresponding period of 1912, and thus
constitutes a new high level in the
city’s history. The seven months’ fi-
gures, $1,260,740,115, are $7,302,544 or 5.8
per cent. ahead of the. same part of
last year. Compared with other years
there is a much larger gain.

The decrease in the July clearings is
attributed to the continued money strin-
gency and the consequent repression in
trade. The pinch has been felt all over
the Dominfon, particularly in stock ex-
change and real estate circles.

WORST OF DEPRESSION
HAS ALREADY PASSED

Dominion Bond President, Back
From Europe, Waxes En-
thusiastic.

Mr. Garnet ‘P. Grant, president of the
Dominfon Bond Co., who has been on a
two months’ business trip in the
old country, landed in New York on
Wednesday and left that night for Mont-
real. He will arrive in Toronto today.

Interviewed in Montreal Mr. Grant said
that the worst phase of the financial
crisis appeared to be over, and that ma-
terial improvement should soon be noted.
He attributed the troublé to .a lack of
confidencé on the part of investors,
which, when it. is restored, will result
in the release of a large amount of capi-
tal. He did not believe that the financial
situation this fall would be
as had been anticipated.

Mr. Grant had nothing to add to the
information given out regarding the
Spanish River-Lake Superior Pulp merg-
ér.

U. S. STEEL HAS MADE
UP HALF ITS DECLINE

There must have been considerable jub-
ilation in Wall street yvegterday when U.
