I was fur­
ther told that the present silver stan­
dard in China was adopted* about ten 
years ago, and that the United States 
would never adopt a bi-metal system, 
either (by herself, or In treaty with 
other nations, because her Interests 
were bound up In gold.

This Is done during the
spqing, summer and autumn, but not in the 
winter. At the present time and for years 
past mail and passenger steamers ply 
daily between Plcton, N.S., and Charlotte­
town, and between Point Du Chene, N.B., 
nnd Summerslde, as I have already explain­
ed. But In winter all this Is changed.
About Christmas the ports of Summerslde 
and Charlottetown become permanently 
closed with ice, and so remain till the 
following May.

During these four or five month vs two 
new routes are opened ln some sort ae 
follows : By the steamer Stanley, from 
Plcton to Georgetown in the eastern end or 
the Island, and by small Iceboats plying 
between Cape Tormentlne, N.B., and Cape 
Traverse, P.E.I. These two capes are the 
neurest points on the Island and the main­
land, respectively, being only some eight 
miles apart. But the Straits of Northum­
berland between the Capes Is a troubled 
water, whose shores are lined with “bond," 
or field ice, and whose main channel Is 
filled with floating fields or oakes, Ice­
bergs and “lolly"—the latter made up of 
crushed Ice, Ihingled with snow.
