PROGRESS ON CRON'S NEST

o e

Gonstruction Engineer Says Every-
thing is Going on Smoothly,

Four Thousand Men are Working at
Present and There is Room for 1500
More- Rock Weork Has Been Given the
Preference During the Winter—News
From Dlontrqal. »

Montreal, Que., Feb. 28.—(Special.)—
Mr. Hugh D:. Lumsden, engineer in
charge of construction of the Crow's
Nest Pass road, is in the city, and gave
your corréspondent to-day some. details
regarding the progress of the work.
Everything he says, is going ahead
smoothly, the only drawback being the
lack of men. The engineer states that
at present about 4000 men are at work
all “alonig the line from Lethbridge to
the Kootenay Lake, some 290 miles, and
that the company would like to engage
1500 more. He states that all the rock
work is being done this winter, so that
the softer work may be attacked a liitle
later on. o far 105 miles of grading
have been completed,, bringing it to the
summit of the Rockies.

“And the tracklaying?”’ ¢

“We had knocked off tracklaying, but
I expect the work will be resumed to-
day. So far 75 miles have been laid,
and from this out rapid progress will
be made in this as well as on the other
branches of construction.”

He confirms the report that the exten-
sion round antenay Lake; which is
mostly rock, will be built as soon as
the survey now being carried on is com-
pleted. :

SPAIN AND THE UNITED STATES.

The quiet that often precedes a storm
applies, we believe, to the condition of
affaire now existing between the United
States and Spain, Steadily but surely
the opinion of the' United States is mov-
ing in the direction of a large and .sub-
stantial demand for reparation for the
Joss of the Maine and her crew. The
American press is working the American
public up to fighting pitch, and a corres-
ponding _condition seems to prevail in
Spain, where one paper after another
says that the honor of the country de-
mands ‘that they meet the insolence of
the United States with war.

Once the American people are bent on
war none of the recognized international
rules will prevent them from acting as
their inclination suggests. We imagine
they  will endeavor to seize the Island
of Cuba before A they present their
elaim for damages. One New York
paper, The Press, has been looking for
a sufficient cause of war, and it main-
tains that if the Maine were destroyed
by design iy

it might be, in the judgment of the
Avdgnmish'ntmn, necessary for the
United States to assert the position
generally ‘assigned to it in freatises
on international law, and take pos-
session—a task of which the iffi-
culties we realize—of the port and
harbor in' the interest of humanity .
and ecivilization.” If the Spanish
Government is unequal 'to the
restraint of dynamite atrocities in its
principal  provincial . anchorage—
granted what is not yet -by any
means proved, that there has becn
such+then it is no government at
all, and the United States, as the
- conservator of social order on this
hemls;ghere,must supply what govern-
ment it can. That is the only leg
of beHigerency—and it is a sound
cnough member—that this country
has to stand upon. -

APPEAL TO THE RAILWAY COMMITTEE.

The views of Mr. Hays, Manager of
the Grand Trunk, on railway matters
seem to be progressive and up to date.
His ideas lead in the direction of the
state control of railways, or at least of
control to such an extent as to allow
running powers to any railway desiring
them: The new Manager of the Grand
Trunk has evidenced a mest conciliatory
spirit to his rivals in this respect. To-
day the Wabash Railway begins to
take joint possession with the Grand
Trunk of the latter's line between
Buffalo and Detroit, via St. Thomas.
A year or so ago the Grand Truak
solved the question of competition be-
tween Hamilton and Toronto by allow-
ing its rivals running powers over its
Toronto and Hamilton branch. - Mr.
Hays is willing, and apparently anxious,
to apply the same business principle in
the solution of the North Bay and Parry
Sound difficulties. If the directors
of the Ottawa, Parry Sound and
C.P.R. companies were equally ad-
vanced in their views as Mr. Hays, these
railway troubles would not exist more
than twenty-four hours. Toronto ought
to have, and must have, direct and
continuous connection with Parry Sound
and Winnipeg via the shortest routes.
The country has bonused almost every
mile of: rail between these points, and
if the Railway Committee has not the
power to enforce a settlement of the
difficulties along the line suggested by
Mr. Hays, then our legislators at Ottawa
have been woefully lacking in thair
duty to the public. Instead of appealing
to the public through the papers and
supplicating the railway managers in-
terested the Board of Trade and the
Toronto City Council ought to centre
their attention upon the Railway Com-
mittee at Ottawa. We believe that
body has ample power to bring the rail-
ways to their senses. The principal
bone of contention between the different
companies seems to centre on the ques-
tion of the apportionment of the receipts.
1f the C.P.R. and the Ontario and Parry
Sound will not voluntarily agree to the
sensible proposal by Mr. Hays, then the
Railway Committee should interfere and
compel them.

The special:correspondent of The Bri-
tish Trade Journal contribuies to the
last issue of that periodical a }ong letter
on the Klondike gold boom and its ef-
fect on trade. He refers t» the annual
report of the British Columbia Boa-d
of Trade for 1t47, quoting therefrom:
“At present the trade of the Yukon is
principally  in the hands of the United
States merchants, and prospectors are
made to' believe that the Klondike gold
fields are in the United States territory.”
“This,” the correspondent says, “is true,
and is partly due to the magnificent ca-
pacity for lying displayed by the Seattle
press, but it is partly due to the fact
that our people sleep somewhat more
soundly than their restless and unreliable
neighbors. The Dominion Government
has done its share to disprove some of

| Seattle’s little fallacies, and the benefit

of ‘the protection afforded to Canadian
goods is loudly and unanimously claimed
in British Columbia, even by the loosest-
jawed and loudest-tongued Grit who at
the last election babbled about free
trade. The British Columbia Board of
Trade writes in flare type, ‘All supplies
for the gold fields are dutiable if pur-
chased outside of Canada,’ and again,
‘the duty of 35 per cent. on many goods
is saved by purchasing in any of our own
cities.””’

This is characteristic of all the agita-
tors for free trade. They clamor for free’
trade in such articles as they are not
interested in, but they are more than
willing to accéept protection on those ar-
ticles in which they are interested.

g0 much to re-establish itself in public
opinion here thi% this allegation must
act most prejudicially.  England is just
now in too keenly an Imperialistic mood
to appreciate an anti-British policy on
the pert of the line built by British eapi-
tal.  The friends of the Grand Trunk
Lere deny the allegation, and say that
Mr. Hays will certainly be able to con-
tradiet’ it.” :

TORONTO NOTES,

The C. P, R.'s Free Hand=Corflicfing In-
terests of Its Opponents—Heavy
Passenger Traffic.

One prominent feature in the fight be-
tween the . P R. and the allied lines is

the fact that the contest on ore side is
conducted under single management, while
on the other varied interests have to be
coneidered. It was because of confliicting
interests that the Grand Trunk and Am-
erican lines were unabie’ to meet ‘the C. .
R. cut rates for a fult week after the
latter had gone Into force. The delay
seems to have arisen for this reason: BSome
time ago a dispute arose between the trunk
lines, from the Atlangic coast to Chlcago,
and the western roads. The former lhad
experienced trouble ‘with the western roads
regarding the dmmigrant: business. The
trunk lines were suppliants on that oeca-
sion, and it was only after a great deal
of negotiating that they induced the west-
ern lines to come to an agreement. Now
the shoe is on the other foot. It ls the
western lines that are the suppliants, and
it has taken them a full week to get the
trunk lines to agree to a reduction to meet
the C. P. R. cut, The lmkewarmness ex-
hibited by the trunk lines on this occasion
is regarded \n the light of retaliation upon
the western lines for their former Iindif-
ference to the claims of the trunk lines
in regard to the imanigrant business. While
the ¢ P. R. has a free hand to do what it
pleases, its opponents are divided by con-
filoting interests and business jeamusies

{muenger traffic mangger at Montreal, no
nstructions were received in reply. ?

The Canadian Pacific officials here pro-
posed to make a cuf rate to Lindsay, allow-
ing their rival local fare from Peterboro,
and thus compelling the Grand Trunk to re-
duce their rates to all points betweei
Lindsay and Peterboro.

There was also some talk of quoting a
cut rate between Toronto and Owen Sound

The Enormous Development of the Indus~
t¢y in Forty Years—75,000 Men Earn
Thelr Living by Catching the Finuy
Spectmens—British Columbia Salmon
Record Beaten in 1897 by ieng Odds.

Ottawa, Feb. 28.—(Special.)—The an-
nual report of the Fisheries Department
has been issued. ~Canada’s fisheries are
the most extensive in the world. "The
eustern sea coast is given as HB00 miles,
aud that of British Columbia as 7180
miles, or more than double that of Great
Britain and Ireland. While the salt
water in-shore area, not including inden-
tations, covers more than 1500 square
miles, the fresh water area, or that part
of the great lakes belonging to Qannd:i,
is computed at 72,700 square miles, not
incinding the numerous lakes of Mani-
toba and the Territories, all stocked with
excellent species of food. fish.
In 1857 it was estimated that the sea
and inland fisheries were worth a inil- |
lion and a half dellars. = In 1897 they
lin¢ reached $20,400,000, an increase of
208,086 in value compared with the
previous year. : :

The Different Specles.
The salnion catch shows an increase of
over a quarter of a million dollars; the
herting catch an increase of $100,000;
the sardine catch fell off somewhat,
Between the years 1869 and 1897 in-
clusive, the five principal commercial
fisheries have yielded as follows. Cod,
$£106,433,217; herring, $54,373,042; lobs-
ster, $48,064,860; salmon, $45,740,470;
mackerel, $37,589,835. /
Over 75,000 men were engaged in the
fishery industry in the past year, aggre-
guting a total capital of over nine and
three-quarter million dollars. Besides
the 1200 fishing schooners and tugs, vatu-
od at two million dollars, manued by
0735 sailors, 65,500 fishermen using 35,-
400 boats valued at over a million dol-
lars, toiled the sea for a livelihood, using
altogether 6,344,450 fathoms of nets.
The lobster plant for 1897 amounted
to $1,114,020. This represents the
665 canning establishments dispersed
throughout the Maritime Provinces, and
1,100,000 traps required to keep them
going. Over 14,000 persons find employ--
ment in this branch of the.industry
alone.
: Modns Vivendl Licenses.
The number of United States vessels
taking advantage of the modus vivendi
licenses was nearly fifty per cent. less
than during the season of 1896. Only
one seizure was made during the year.
Abont two hundred, million fry were
hatched and suceessfully distributed in
the season, some ninety millions of which
were young lobsters.
During the last five years the value

An Offer From Ottawa for the Mort-
gages on Farms.

It 15 Recommended for Acéeptance by the
Advisery Committee—The Conterence at
Osgoode Hall-Mr. Mulock's Preposai—
Further Statement by Mr. Dangmulir—
No Action Taken.

Master-in-Ordinary Hodgins held a con-
ference yesterday morning at Osgoode Hall
with the Adyisory Committee In reference
to the winding up. of the ‘affairs of the
Farmers' Loan & Savings Company. Rev.
Dr. Warden, Dr. Moifatt, Alexander Pat-
terson and ‘B. R. . Clarkson represented
the sharcholders; ex-Ald. Scott, Major Cos-
by, E. B. Osler, M.P., and Albert Wright
represented the creditors, and Liquidator
Luapgmuir was also preseut,

Tae Master’s Advice. "

After congratulating the creditors on the
selection of their representatives the Mas-
ter tendered the commitiee some advice as
to their duties. The outside public might
regard - tueir dealings with 1his matter
through spectacles that were colored poli-
tically, buc it was the committee’s duty to
look through the clear light of . business
spectacles. When they. were in doubt as
to any guestion of law the{ should consult
the hquidator and his sollcitor. I'roceed-
ing, the Master explained thé present posi-
tion of affairs. The creditors were 1o kave
all their claims in by March 31. Share-
holders were liable to the amount of their
unpaid shares, and in regard to the pay-
ment of dividends that have not Leen

‘|earned It was for the liguidator to say who

was liable. Two parties were liable by
law. Shareholders might be ordered to re-
fund, or directors, managers and auditors
compelled to make up the sum. dn the
case of the Oxford Building Soclety the
court held that the balance sheets put for-
ward by directors without scrutiny were
not legal, and they were ordered to make
full compensation. In the Leeds Company
case not only dlrectors but auditors were
compelled to make restitution. The Mas-
ter added that he did not know how far
the law was applicable to the present case.

An OTer From Otinwa,

Liquidator Langmuir announced that an
offer of $V0,000 for the farm mortgages,
the value of which was $107,000, had been
received from Mr. J. A. Maclaren of Ot-
tawa. Mr. Maclaren had refused to raise
the offer to $95,000. Mr. E. B. Osler stated
that Mr. Henderson, his inspector, had
valued these same mortgages at )89,000, or
less than Mr. Maclaren's offer. The com-
mittee ‘favored the acceptance of Mr. Mac-
laren's offer, but the Master withheld his
consent until he can make a personal en-
quiry. Hon, William Mulock’s offer or
$150,000 for a complete discharge of all nis
liability was left in abeyance, as the com-
mittee had previously passed a resolution
to the effect that no offer should be ac-
cepted to compromise the llabllltg of any
director until a full investigation had been
made. .

RACIAL GEOGRAPHY OF EUROPE.

Interesting Lecture Last Evening Before
the Blologieal Section of the
Canadian Enstitute,

In the biological section of the Canadian
Institute last night an extremely interest-
ing paper on *The Racial Geography of
Europe'” was read by Mr. G. K. Powell to
an luterested nomber or members.

Mr., Poweli’s paper was realty . digeat
of a series of aruticles written by William
%. Riptey, I'n.D., ot Cofumbia vniversity,
on his researches on the iaces of Europe,
which have been published in The FPopuiar
Science Montaly. .

Mr, Powell snowed that *nationality has
notiung to do with race, and-®that com-
munity of lapguage does not mean com-
munity of race; (he conquering race usnaily
udop.s the language ot tue conguered race,
a8 the Notfmans in Krance, and again the
Normans in gangland. As g test of Tace,
language is not to be depended upon, nei
ther is color. Anthropologists depend chief-
iy upon the structure of the head usually,
although there are exceptions, the shape
of the fact corresponds with the shape of
the head. The lecturer then went into an
examination of the different nations of
Europe with respect 1o the shape of head,
their color—that 1is, the * blondness or
brunetness,” and to the stature, bringing
out many interesting and curious facts.
Mr. Powell, in discussing the differences of
the peoples of the differenc races of Eau-
rope, said there were three distinct races
in Europe: the Teutonic race, character-
ized by a long head, long face, very. light
hair, blue eyes, mt( stat@ire and unarrow
nose; the "Aipine race, in the centre of
Euarope, characterized in its purity by a
rouna head, broad face, brown hair, hazel
grey eyes, mediom stature and rather broad
nose; this race Is also found i the east
of Kurope on the plains; in the South, the
Mediterranean race, characterized by a long
‘hou(l like the first, long face, dark brown
tor black bhair, dark eyes, short stature and
| broad nose.

The different countries of Europe vary
| greatly in the average stature of their peo-
| ples. The Scotch are the tallest, averag-
|ing 5 ft. 10 inches, on a level with the
{ Polynesians and Armenians. At the other
j extreme are the Southern Italians, French
(and Spaniards, all the shortest peoples, ex-
; cept the dwarfy races of Africa. The aver-
i age height in Ireiand is 3 ft. 9in.; of Eng-
{ land and Scandinavia, 5 ft. 7 in.; of Walés,
| Germany and Denmark, 5 ft. ¢ in.; East-
lern France, 5 ft. 5 n.; Spain, Switzerland,
| Northern and Central Italy, 5 ft. 4 inches;
Portugal and Southern Italy, 5 ft. 3 inches.

DISTINGUISHED DIVINE.

Sketch of the Eventful and Brilliant Career
of Prol. Franklin Howard
Kerfoot, D. D,

This eminent  preacher, professor and
temperance advocate who Is to preach the
anniversary sermons in the College-street
Baptist Ohurch next Sunday was born in
Virginia in 1847. He entered the Confeder-
ate army when about 18 years of age. Soon
after the close of the war he became a
student in Columibian University, Wasning-
ton, D. C., where he was graduated in
1869. He pursued theological studies in the
Southern Baptist Theological Senuuary
(then at Greenville, 8.C., now in Loulsville,
Ky.,), and in the Crozer Theological Semin-
ary, near Phlladelphia (1869-1872). After
traveling in Europe, Egypt and Palestine
he spudied for a year In the Unlversity of
Leipzig. : ;

In 1877 he sucveeded Dr. Richard Fuller,
one of the most eloguent and influential
preachers of his ttn;e. as pastor of the

Chburch, Baltimore In
883 he became pastor of the Strong-place
Baptist Church, Brooklyn.

In 1887 he was appointed co-professor of

gystematic theology (along with Dr. J. P,

Seminary. Two years later he succeeded
Dr. Boyce in his chair in the seminary, and
in bhis administration of the finances of
the institution. During the last few years
(especially since the death of Drs. Boyce
and Booadus) he has come to be accepted
as one of the trusted leaders of the South-
ern Baptists. ; -

Dr. Kerfoot is highly popular among th
students and in the denomination at large.
He has an uncommonly fine presence, a
rich voice, genial manners, and oratorical
gifts of a high order. He is just now en-
gaged as a representative of several de-
nominations of Christians in seeking to
secure the enactment of a local option bill
by the Kentucky Legislature., he tem-
perance people of Toronto and those who
are fond of eloquent preaching will no
doubt crowd the church at all the services.

The Burial Reiorm Assoclation.

The Board of Control were somewhat
non-plussed yesterday afternoon when they
found, upon opening tenders, that the
Jowest price submitted for three electric
elevators for the new’ City Hall was $24,-
040, the, lowest offer for three hydraulic

elevators $33,000.° ;

The Board, as well as Architect Lennox,
feel vindicated by these figures, especlally
in view of the fact that last year five
electrie elevators could have been installed
for less than $30,000, or five hydraulic for
less than §40,000.

It will be seen that the city Is now ask-
ed to pay $8000 each for-electric, or $11,000
each for hydraulic, whereas, by accepting
the former tenders, the price would have
been less than $6000 and $8000 each re-
spectively. .

is There a Combine ?

The Board could see evidences of a com-
bination to squeeze, and Controller Hub-
bard voiced the feeling when be remarked:
“We'll fix them. We won't accept any at

~all.,” However, the tenders were left in

» the architect’s hands to report for Wednes-
day morning. They were as.follows: For
three elevators and enclosures—No. 1, $25,-
000 (electric); No. 2, $39,200 (hydraulic);

LAPPS AND FINNS.

Quite a Colony Wiil be Established in the
Gold Fields—Reindeer Brought
- @ver by Them.

New York, Feb. 28—The i Lapland
Reindeer Yukon Relief Expedition of
the Government reached New York last
night on the chartered steamship Mani-
tcban, 24 Jdays from Bozkop, Arctic Lap-
land. The Manitoban brings 113 im-
wigrants, 537 _reindeer, 418 reindeer
gleds, 511 sets of reicdeer harness and
between 3000 and 4000 bags -of moss for
feeding the reindeer en route,

The immigrants consist of 43 Lapp, 10
Finn and 15 Norwegian reindeer herdets
and drivers, and their families, making
a party of 63 men, 19 women and 26
children. Among them are six bridal
couples, who were married a few days
before the sailing of the steamer.

The expedition was at once loaded on
special trains and sent to Puget Sound,
where they will Luke steamer for South-
east Alaska. From Southeast Alaska
the expedition will cross to the Yukon
Valley.

The Gain of Free Trado at Chinese Ports a
Grander Thing Than 8ir Michael Hicks-
Beach’s P:ojeet of Fighting to Open
One Port—The Premier is Master of His
Own House,

New York, Feb, 28.—The London cor-
respondent of The Herald discusses at
length *  the ' successful movemeuts
made by Lord Salisbury in the great
game of European diplomacy. The cor-
respondent says: “The political news is
all of victories of peace, and all those
victories arc Lord Salisbury’s. Yet the
greatest news has not yet been pub-
lished here hinting that there is dis-
cord in the Cabinet, due to the Right
Hon. Joseph Chamberlain's ambition and
the inability of such Liberal Unionists
as he and such Independent Conserva-
tives as Sir Michaei Hicks Beach to
barmonize with the blue-blooded leader
and Tory lieutenanc.

“Whether or not Lord Salisbury is
constitutionally incapable of righting,
even with his back against the wall,
he has won more without blows than
England's navy could have won, Whe-
ther or no he has made a compact with
t'he Queen to stave off war while she
lives, he has pulled England through
gome nasty passages with great glory in
the last fortnight.

wrasnaer ssing Than Fighting.

“I'he making of a loan with-China and
the gain of the fieedom to trade for sl
Chinese ports is a grander thing than
Sir Michael Hicks-Beach’s project of
fighting to open a single port. A still
greater gain is rivetting an Englishman
at the head of Chinese customs.! An-
other gain as great as either is the
dividing of the Chinese loan with Ger-
many and -the altered friendly tone of
the German press that has followed it.
Thig is saying nothing of the su-cessfiul
arbitration in the Nigerland imbroglio
with France.

“8ir Willlam Vernon . Harcourt, the
makeshift leader of the Opposition, - let
the cat out of the bag the other day
in a sentence which betrayed what all
Engzland bas been talking about in under-
tones, when he said, ‘Salisbury is sur-
rounded by advisers.who are trying to
force him .into a war.’

and British negotiations in Paris.
Chamberiain’s Awmbition.
Friends and critics alike c¢redit the
member for West Birmingham with all
the ambition possessed by poor Randolph
Churchill, though no one wishes Mr.
Chamberlain such a fate as befell Lord
Rundolph' when he attempted to oppose
the same Gibraltar-like Premier who is
still at the head of the Government.
There are even whispers that Mr. Cham-
Lerlain has been defeated in the Cabinet,
especially in his project to impose a daty
on heet sugar in aid of the suffering
West India colonies. Rumors that Mr.
Chamberlain tendered his resignation
are abroad. T do not say this is true,
“At all events, Tord Salisbury is
master of his own house. Peace has
groater vietories than twar, and the Pre-
mier seems a true Napoleon of pa-ific
snccesses. Tt need not be inferred that
Mr. Chamberlain or Sir Michael Hicks-
Reach wishes for war. The most that
can be said is they share the popular
feeling that England must show a spirit
of dignity and insistence on her rights.
All England is solidly behind them to
that extent.
