To Embarrass theQ(iovemmcn:n’t~ in the Recent Negotia-
tions at Washington—It is All Above
Party Politics.

The sole fopic of discussion in political
circles in Great Britain, Canada and the
United States to-day is the statement, con-
firmed by the¥Foreign Office in London -on
Friday last, that the negotiations on the
subject of the Alaskan boundary had been
virtually broken off, a¥ the Americans
claim, because of the. stand taken by Can-
ada before agreeing to foncede this vexed
question to arbitration.

$ir Charles Tupper brought the matter np
jo the House of Commons on Saturday,
when the leaders of both sides of the House
denled the truth of the charges made by
the United States politicians and writers
that Canada’'s position on the boundary
question was due to political ‘partizanship
in this country. Both leaders proclaimed
that the work of the Joint High Commission

. was above the question of party politics in

Canada,

Sir Wilfrid Laurier belleves a treaty Is

NOsPOLITICS IN IT.

Sir Charles Tupper Refutes The N. Y,
Sun’s Charge and Sir Wil-
frid Backs Him,

Ottawa, May 27.—(&pecial.)—In the House
of Commons to-day Sir €harles Tupper
browght up the question of the Anglo-
American Commission. He sald the state-
ment made by the Premier the previous day
removed a good deal of the difficulty ne
had feit in regard to the actlon of the com-
fs¢ion in adjourning until the 20d of Aug.

t was the first time Sir Wilfrid had stated
it %o clearly. It had been stated previously
that a difficulty had occurred over the
Alaska boundary, which was remitted to
the consideration of the British and Ameri-
can Governinents; but it had not been
stated that the re-assembling of the coin-
mission depended upon that question beiny
removed from the arena of discussion by
the diplomatic action of the two Govern-
ments. From the inception of this question
he (8ir Charles) had treated it as one above

and beyond party.

> Arbitration the Thing.

Now, Ifé read with great satisfaction that
the peace commission assembled at The

Hague has practieally agreed to 8Sir Julian
Pauncefote's prnrmm[ ot a board of inter-
national arbitration for the settlement of
guestions of controversy between nations,
and as the United States and Breat Britain
were parties to the peace conférence,

LIKELY THEY WON'T CONCEDE

Dut It Places Sir Wilfrid and Ilis
Ministers in a Rather Awk=-
.ward, Predicament.

Ottawa, May 28.—(Special.)—Contrary to
general expectation, yesterday in the House
was not a quiet day spent.in Committee of
Supply. The session up to 6 o'clock-: the
House did not sit in the evening)--wus a
very busy one, with several futeresting dis-
cusgions, which filled out the whole time,
and thé House did not get into Supply at

all. The most important of the matters
hrought up was that relating to the Anglo-
American Commissior, 2nd the proposal
made by Sir Charles Tupper that if the
Government would withdraw the redistri-
bution bill the Oppoeition would facilitate
the passing of the estimates and the dis-
posal of the other business before the
House, so that an éarly prorogation may be
bad, and the Government glven as much
time as possible to prepare for the reassem-
bling of the commissioners at Quebec on
Aug. 2. This patriotic and businessitke pro-
posal seemed to take the Governmment by
surprise, but it was received with consider-
able favor by a great many on both sides
of the House, who do not want to swelier
in Ottawa during the summer, and it is an
open question to-night whether or not the
Government will accept the offer.

The making of it by Sir Charles Tupper
is generally regarded as a masterly nwove
on his part, as it places the

The Tuberculosis Congress at Berlin
Has Not Discovered Much
That is New.

FATAL AFTER THE SECOND STAGE,

Prof, Virchow Says Danger of In-
fection in Beef is Not Nearly
S0 Serious as in Milk.

Berlin, Nov. 27.—The Tubercolosis Con-
gress has attracted extraordinary attend-
ance. The press gave the congress a very
enthuslastic welcome, even The Vorwaerts,
seeing In it the embodiment of united labor
in behalf of the poorest classes. This social-
special feature of the congress is comment-
ed upon by other papers. it was especl-
ally emphasized by the Minister of Interior,
Count Posadowski-Wehner, In his opening
address, as harmony in social Al_e‘llllthﬂ in

Germany.
The deliberations of the congress possess

the greatest interest to all humanity. 7The

ritative declaration was made that

Prof. Virchow’s Ad‘l‘;“v'; e
The noted professor, Rudolp rel ’
who got a ‘r&t ovation, made an jmport-
ant address on the causes of infection. He
declarved that the fears entertalned Iun re-
gard to the meat of cattle which suffered
With tuberculosis were sometimes exagger-
ated, as the flesh of the parts not actually
affected was in no sense dangerous. On
the other hand, the question the danger
in milk was much more serfous. A single
cow could d?opulate whole vllll(kell, and
the only radical cure was to kill the
ed animal. Sterilizing the milk was
by no means an absolute protection. He
believed that just as the war on trichinosis
was carried to a successful Issue, t
struggle with tuberculosis would aiso be
mecmfulla’ settled, but the intervention
ot legislation was certainly npecessary.
Complete Cure Very Rare.
Dr. Curschmann pointed out that a com-
lete cure was in a sense extremely rare,
ut the cessation of the destructive process,
amounting to a cure,was not infrequent in
modern treatment. He estimated t
as reaching 20 per cent. An jmportant
thing, he sald, was to deal with the disease
in the early ntna:c. After a certain point,
when the secondary infection set in, there
was no reasonable hope of a cure. He
thought it doubtful whether the climate
exercised any great Influence on the dis-
ease, though pure, fresh air and not too
sudden changes in the weather were desir-
able where a cure was possible. Dr. Brel-
ger delivered a lecture on Dr. Koch’s tuber-
culogis, both the old Irepnntlon- and the
later ones, and showed that the pessimistic
reaction against the specific treatment
which followed the enthusiasm created by
Koch’'s discoveries after the first failure
was unjustified. Tuberculin was undoubted-
Iy a strong healing Power if the course of
treatment was persisted in, even in cases
where the secondary infectfon had already
set in. He said that In any case it was
invaluable as a means of diagnosis, dis-
covering the tunerculosis even in the earli-
est stages, :

When the Trackmen’s Strike Was
Discussed in the Commons at
the Imstance of Mr.Clarke.

Ottawa, May 27.—(8pecial.)—On motion to
£o into Committee of Supply being made in
the House, Mr. Clarke, West Toronto, call-
ed attention to the condition of things on
the Grand Trunk Rallway,” owing to tbe
strike of the trackmen, He thought it not
out of. place that this matter !lhould be
brought before Parliament, as the strike
might develop Into a serlous oné: Person,
ally he would not #ke to prejudice the case
either for or against the men; but he must
say that he did not think the demands
muade by the men were unreasopable, and
should be considered by the compaany.
Fromn what he had heard, however, it did
not look as if a settlement would soon be
reached, : -
Owe It to the Publie,

He thought that the compuny not only
owed something to the men [ but to the
travelling public. There was danger that
the strike might spread to other branches
of the operatives, and he believed it to be
the duty of the Government fto interfere
as far as they could and use their best ef-
fort to bring about an-amicable s¢ttlement.
‘f'he men sald that they were paid §1 a day
for each day they were employed,’less two
or three cents a day, whicu was deducted,
so that for 10 or 12 hours’ work they re-
ceived about 97 cents. %

Men Are Underpsid.

He had no hesitation in saying that men
whao were expected to work out of doors at
a’l times of the year for 10 or 12 hours a
day in Canada and only received 97 cents
were underpald. [Applause.] He thought
these men were entitled to fair treatment;

and he had. taken the earliest opportunity

of calling the attention of the Government
to the matfer, so that the claims of the
men mlﬁht receive that consideration to
which they were justly entitled. [Loud
applause. | i

- in the Dark, as Usual,

Hon. Mr. Blair-said that he had carefnlly
studied the newspaper reports of the strike,
but had not' been able to arrive at ‘W de-
cision as to the merits of the case. While
he largely agreed with Mr. Clarke as to the
wages received by the men being low, it
must be admitted that this was largely a
question of supply and demand. While
one might synipathize with the strikers, it
did not follow “that it was the dut %t the
Minister of Rallways to lntetterejo > that
the Department of Rallways was charged
with the responsibility of settling contro-
verslies of this kind. Unless the rartles
to the struggle were themselves willing to
refer thelr differénces to the arbitration of
some outside authority, he thought no good
result could be obtained by the gratuitous
offer of services. which would not be ap-
preciated by either party.

The leading Eng-
lish journal begs the question when it as-
serts. that Americans do not grasp the idea
of the Mother Country’s relations with self-
governing colonies, and that it Is as muach
out of place to talk of Canadian opinion ns
the power behind the Britfsh Government
as it would be to use similar language of
the opinion of any American State, :
C. Canada’s Unique Position.

“Canada does not hold the same relation
to the British Government as a single Btate
to the Federal Union, Canada is a colony,
free to legislate for and fo govepn Itself,
but it has also come to have exceptional
power and influence over British\diplomacy,
which no other colony exerclse This 1s
the plain faet, which The Times conceals
when It suggests that Americans do not
understand lngland's relations with Can-
ada, Australia does not control British di-
plomacy in the far Fust, nor has the Cape
Government exercised the veto power upon
the Imperial policy in Africa, nor has brit-
ish Gulana taken possession of the Vene-
zuelan boundary question as a loeal rather
than an Imperial Issue.

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INSURANCE INVESTMENTS.
The solvency of Canadian life insurance
companles is based upon the supposition
that their assets will yleld on investment
an average of 4% per cent. interest. This,
at least, Is the theory, founded upon an
act of Parliament of 1877, by which the rate
of Interest for the valuation of policy lla-
bilities was placed at 4% per cent. Since
that time the ‘rate of interest has been
gradually falling, until to-day mnot more
than 8% per cent. can be safely relled up-
on. Indeed, the Equitable Life Insurance
Boclety recently canvassed the opinion of
the leading financiers of the United States,
and the consensus of opinfon was that 3
per cent, was likely to be the future ruling
rate of interest for high.class securities,
such as life insurance companies Invest in.
Several of the leading Insurance companies
of the United States are adopting or have
already adopted a 3 per cent. basis for all
new business. There Is a bill now before
Parliament reducing the rate of interest
for the valuation of pollcy labilities, It is
a Government measure, having been intro-
duced by the Minister of Finance, The bill
fixes the rate of interest at 3% per cent.
As far as new cofitracts are concerned, the
insurance companies have practically agreed
to accept without question the pro 3
per cent. basis. As to existing fnsurances.|
the majority of the companies seem to be
in favor of a gradual lowering of the pre-
sent standard rate to meet the gradual fall
in interest earning. Some think a reduction
from 4% to 4 per cent. for old business is
sufficlent, while others contend that a 2%
per cent. basis should be the ultimate goal,
and that sufficlent ‘time should be given to
all the companies to reach that standard
without embarrassment.
The safety of the polleyholder must be
the Government's first consideration, and if
the leading companies state that it will not
be safe to count on a higher revenue than
8% per cent., the Government. should bring
the whole Insurance of the country, both
present and prospective, to that basis. The
argument that a reduction from 434 to 3%
per cent. on existing contracts would be
ex post facto legislation has little behind it.
The Dominion Parliament in 1877 estab-
lished a p. dent in interf with in-

bogey of ex posto facto legislation gave our
legislators no loss of sleep, for they requir-
ed that any company that had been valuing
on a 5 or BY% per cent. basis of interest
should in a limited time come up to the
new 4% per cent, standard, not only for
new but also for all existing Insurances.
With this precedent to follow, and with
the knowledge that the Canadian Ilife
managers, whose opinions are likely to
receive most weight, are in favor of the
principle of some reduction of interest In
valuing existing insurances, the Banking
and Commerce Committee should waste
little time in discussing the pros and cons
of the principle proposed in Hon, Mr, Field-
ing’s bill.

There is no doubt that the Iinsurance
business of the country will be placed on
a healthier footing it the 814 per cent. basis
is made applicable to all contracts, old and
new allke, The adoption of that standard
may force the companles to greater econo-
my in the management of their business,
but that will be a great advantage both
to the companies themselyes and to the in-
suring public. The expense problem in the
insurance business is one that the managers
have been struggling with for several years.
One of the chief virtues of the bill requir-
ing the reduction to 3% per cent. for all
business is that it wlll force the companies
to adopt cheaper methods of securing new
policies.

A BOOM IN ALUMINUM,

With copper worth 19 cents per pound,
it is found that aluminum at 31 cents 18
considerably the cheaper for the transmis-
slon of electricity. Weight for weight,
aluminum  furnishes three or more times
as much materfal as copper, while its con-
ductivity Is greater than that of copper.
It is estimated that one pound of aluminum
at 81 cents is as effective as a conductor
as an amount of copper costing 66 cents.
The result is that a great stimulus has
been glven to the production of aluminum.
The Rallway and Engineering Review says
that the Northwestern Elevated Rallway
of Chicago has entered Into a contract for
150,000 pounds of aluminum feeders. The
great- factor in the economicnl production
of this metal is electricity. The cheapness
of electric power at Niagara Falls Is the
reason why the Pittsburg Reduction Com-
pany, the largest producer of aluminum in
America, located there. It Is the intention
of this company to greatly enlarge its
plant and to double its output of alumin-
um, If the Ontario Government Iud ‘deait
with the Niagara Falls power question in
a businesslike way, we would have been
able to-day to take advantageé of the pre-
sent opportunity for producing aluminum,
This metal can be produced just as econo-
mically in Ontario as in New York—perhaps
more so, But there is_no power avallable

more disappointing Is the fact that there Is
no evidence that the development of power
is to be undertaken in the near future.
¥From all appearances, it looks as If the
new deal with the Canadian Niagara Power
Lomp-ny (the American concern) gives
that eompany, as The Niagara Falls Re-
view says, “‘a surer and cheaper sonopoly
than they had before.” ;

PORT MAITLAND IN THE FIELD,

The latest clalmant for Government con-
sideration in connection with the /Aranspor- |y
tation problem is Port Maitland. This port
is situated 15 miles west of Port Colborne,
at the junction of the Grand River with
Lake Erle. It Is sald the depth of water
at the entrance to the harbor Is 22 feet,
and no accumulations of any kind ever
lessen this depth. .For five miles up the
Grand River there is a depth of 25 feet,
and the river has an average width of 300
yards. It is claimed that the largest sized
freighters can enter the harbor and trans-
fer thelr cargoes to canal-sized craft with-
out the expenditure of a dollar for exca-
vation or protection of harbor. Port Col-|
borne, on the other hand, would have to
be enlarged, protected and deepened be-
fore it would be sultable for the transfer of
cargoes to canal-sized vessels. AH that is
apparently necessary for Port Maitland to
start out as a rival to Buffalo is the con-
struction of the necessary elevators.” As
soon as the 14-foot system of canaly is
completed, the transportation problem will
assume a new complexion. Before the new
system can be used to advantage it will be
nécessary to have a convenfent and safe
harbor where can be effected the transfer
of traffic from the 20-foot vessels of the
upper lakes to the 14-foot vessels of the
8t. Lawrence system. The fact that Port
Maitland is 15 miles from tfie entrance to
the canal is not a serfous haydicap aguh}qt
‘it ‘as such a transfer depot. Whether this
depot will be at Port .Colborne, Port Malit-
land or some other point is a matter of un-
certainty at the present moment. The ques-
tion will soon be settled on its merits. If
Port Maitland has all the advantages It
clajms, and If its drawbacks are less serl-
ous than the disadvantages of Port Col-
borne, it stands a good chance of becoming
an important lake port. It Is Interesting | tion
to look at the list of claimants for the
transfer station between the 20-foot and
14-foot systems.
