"as Important, It shows that whatever the
outcome of the Russian policy the Brit-
1sh Gover t is determined to have suf-
ficlent troops on the spot adequately to
,protect British interests.

% Js Russia Hedging ?

Considerable significance is attached to
the statement by The Journal de St. Pet-
ersburg, as possibly indicating a modifica«
tion of Russlan policy. This paper is the
organ of the Russian Foreign Office, its
editor being a Councillor of State. It is
nated, while The Journal de 8t. Petersburg
announces Russia’s determination to main-
tain the solidarfty of the Powers, it only
mentions the withdrawa] of the Minlstors,
and not of the troops, to Tien Tsin. It is
believed that the Powers might agree to
such a modification of -the’ original Rus-
slan proposal. |

Russia’s Proposition.

No officlal announcement is yet forth-
coming here in regard to the decision of
the Powers, but the consensus of opinion
continues suggestive of a compromise on
the proposals now under consideration, In
the meanwhile, there Is little authoritative
indication that the Dowager-Empress is
ready to treat for peace, even if the allied
Powers reach an agreement In regard to
the best means of opening negotiations.

Empress’ Anti-Foreign Policy,

On the contrary, many rumors gathered
at Shanghbal sugi®st that she Is carrylng
on her anti-foreign pollcy with increased

 zeal. The latest reported Imperia] decree
from Tal Yuan Fu ls sald to be defiant and
unrepentant, and to contain the statement
that the court fled lest the Emperor might
be killed during the fighting between the
Boxers and Christlans, and thus leave no
one to continue the ‘“ahcestral worship.”
The decree is also sald to exhort a union’
of the Viceroys, to ‘‘avenge the Injurles
inflicted on China” by the Powers,

DISTRICTS ARE TAMPERED WITH.

All Said to Have Been Done in the
Printing—What Sifton’s
Organ Says,

Winnipeg, Man., Sept. 5.—(Special.)—The
Conservative organ in Winnipeg says: **Kvi-
dence is already strong to hand that the
Laurier Government will stick at nothing
to carry constituencies at the coming elec-
tion. Some of the voters' lists for Mani-
toba constituencies bave already arrived
from Ottawa, and an examination of them
shows that they have been fraudulently
cooked. The efforts made by the Conserva-
tives’ organization, when the lists were
being compiled by the Greenway Govera-
ment, prevented to a great extent the crook-
ed work the Liberal machine attempted in
their compilation. The pmvlndnl‘llsu as
they exist are evidently not crooked enough.

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Cancellations Cannot Be Rempvedl
on U.S. Stamps Without Remov-

~ ing the Printing.

Washington, Bept. 5.—The chemists of
the Treasury Department have discovered
an ink which it is believed will defy the
skill of the washers of cancelled revenue
stamps, who have caused a loss of hundreds
of thousands of dollars to the Government.

The washers employed a chemical process
for removing the cancellation, thus making
the stamp as good as new. Altho arrests
have been made the practice has kept up,
and accordingly the efforts of the chemists
were directed towards compounding an ink
that would show the effect of the actd tised
by the washers. They have now discovered
a compound which, when combined with
the preparations used by the ‘‘washers,”
will remove the printing from the stamps
as well as the cancellation, or, If the pre-
paration be weak, will at least turn the
ink a different color.

Assistant Secretary Vanderlip to-day or-
dered that the new ink known as a “fugl-
tive” ink, be used in the printing of inter-
nal revenue stamps. There will be no
change in the color-or design of the stamps,

she very truly says: *It is with cookery
as it Is with dress. A dress faultlessly
cut from material costing 15 shillings, may
have about it an air of perfect distinction
and fashion, while £50 worth of stuff, if
badly cut, will leayg fts wearer {ll-dressed,
and perbaps ridiewtoust . 8o £40 might be
lavished on a dinner which would make
an_ epicure say that every dish was detest-
able, while g ténth part of the sum employ-
ed’with ‘discrimination and.skill would pro-
vide one which' every epleire wonld pro-
nounce to be in its own way perfect.

“But, to be able to bring about this de-
sirable consummation, ‘the mistress of the
§quso must herself be able to speak and
act with aunthority on matters of culsine
before -~ she can expect’ her cook
or ‘general,’ who 1s usually unskilled or
only partially skilled In our country, to
fulfil ‘her expectations in the matter of
cookery. In determining the character of
the .cuisine in any household, says Miss
Mallock, In her extremely interesting In.
troduetory chapter, four distinet elements
must combine, viz.: (1) The standard which
the taste and knowledge of the mistress en-
ables her to malntain.

(2) The amount of technical skill possess.
ed by the cook.

(8) The time which the latter can devote
to actual cooking.

(4) The kind and quantity of méteriais
procurable,” !

Miss Mallock emphasizes the. first, and
points out very reasomably that wheré the
employer’s standard of excellence 1s defec-
tive the most unlimited outiay 1in skHl,
labor or material will seldom produce re-
sults altogether satisfactory; whilst a small
expenditure in-each will suffice, where the
stimulus of ‘a constant demand for good

work is present. It is in the dedclency of
the knowledge of the management of thelr
own kitchens on the part of housekeepers
that the cause of half the difficulties of
housekeeping is found, and the writer de-
clares that in proportion as mistresses be-
come able tg exact ¥00d work, it would be-
come, the Interest of servants to supply i,
siuce, as soon as fallure and extravagance
ceased to be mysterlous, they would cease
to be regarded as Inevitable,

Miss Mallock then discusses shortly, but
very much to the point, the first principie
of cooking, which she says is realiy a
branch of applied chemistry, and shows the
effect, good or bad, upon meats aud cgEs
of varlous degrees of temperature in cook-
ing.

Cries for help and for ghovels were loudiy
made. The workmen on the buliding were
soon on hand, but there wnas only oue boy
with a shovel Soon there wera more
shovellers and wiMing workers, when the
unfortunate man was released from his
perilous position as speedily as possible.

The major declared he had been sent
out to Canada by the War Office on a
week’s notice. He landed In Toronto Apri
.15, and had orders to have 1000 horses
ready for shipment at the end of ‘the
wouth. Such an order the major had told
the War Office was absurd, because without
previous preparation 1000 fit horses .couda
not be bought in.any country. The imdjor
pald a tribute to the ability of Mr. Harlana
Suilth, who acted ss his agent in ‘L'oronto,
uand said that contrary to expectations he
was able to carry out his Instructions to
the letter, He had bought 3500 horses ar-
ter looking over G000. He took great care
in selecting his purchases, and they re-
flected all the greater credit on C(anada.
One shipment of P63 horses had been sent
to South Africa, on a ship that took only
nine weeks to make a round trip from Mon-
treal, The opinion In Bouth Africa was
that the Canadlan horses were tar super-
dor to any other sent out. Up to the pres-
ent he had spent £110,000 upon horses ana
keep, which amount would do Canada good
in many channels. .

A Remount Depot in Canada,

Major Dent said that he had recommended
on his own initiative the establishment of
a remount depot in Canada to be used as
4 permanent recruiting point, at which to
obtadn horses for the lmperial service, Hig
recommendation was a bold move, but he
was gratified that it had met with such
favor that he had been requested to make
a full report. This he had done, and now
the matter was entirely in the hands of
the War Office. :

Red Tape in th¢\War Office.

He complained that’ he had  mot been
given half a chance by the War Office,
One day he would be cabled to stop buy-
ing horses, and three days later he would
be told to go ahead. 7This he excused by
s:nylnf bhe supposed it was a case of red
tape in the War Office. But he belleved
that with more time he could have got
even a better class of horses than he had.

He seemed annoyed that 800 horses had
been kept in Montreal for the past five
weeks because of the break-down ot a ship.
He was at present going thru the country
buying “horses for the next shipment on
Sept. 16,

A Winnipeg Man on Deck.

Hugh MoKellar of Winnipeg praised the
virgin soil of his province, and pointed out
how {t surpassed the soil of the oider proy-
inces, s

Live Stock the Thing Out West,

He sald the chief problem in the West
was to get farmers to change their crops
yearly. But wheat growing had become

-4 sort of gamble, and there was danger
of the soll being exbhausted In richness by
the continuous growing of wheat. He be-
lieved there wag a bright future for live
stock In the West. The Industry was being
developed gradually. He declared thar this
year the farmers of the West had recelved
their first set-back In twenty years, but
still they were not disgruntied. ‘I'hey had
enough to feed their cattle, and enoygn
to eat, and were hopeful for the future.

Hon, James Young’s Kick.

. Hon. James Young entered a vigorous
appeal for better accommodation tor agri-
