fer of the management of the Intercolonial Railway to the Cana­
dian Pacific Company, provided such arrangements could be made 
with that company as would retain government ownership of the 
road, promote local traffic and lead to the extensive development of 
Canada in export and import business, thru the ports of Quebec, SL 
John, Halifax and Sydney.

municipal government. His Worship spoke 
on the merit» of municipalities handing 
themselves together as a basis for the pro­
tection of the people’s interests. He thought 
that the time had arrived when cities may 
become once more the strongholds around 
which liberty might stand. A strong plea 

made for a concentrated system of re­
sponsible government. At present politi­
cal organization was embarrassed by inter­
ests that made It Ineffective. As for muni­
cipalities, the executive power should be 
concentrated as far as possible on the chief 
executive. In Toronto, the tendency had 
gone a little towards a concentrated sys­
tem of responsibility.

Hig Worship took occasion to refer to the 
theatre. He believed that theatres that 
produced standard plays, such ns Shake­
speare’s. elevated the public mind, lmt 
those theatres where perpetual frivolity 
reigned became like some newspaper para­
graphs—a means to dissipate the mind.

Prof. Mavor also spoke. He said of 
Mayor Howland, that he had thrown a vast» 
amount 6f energy and integrity into the 
municipal affairs of Toronto since becom­
ing Mayor.

“Would It not be better to have a pen­
sion fund fur telegraphers who are aged 
and invalid? I do not see why the Penn­
sylvania Railroad system çhajîd not be 
introduced ; the road pay half and the 
employes abont half, and this takes away 
from It the element of charity. Men en­
joying the pensions are really ueing what 
they themselves have contributed. If the 
Telegraphers’ Association would get up a 
scheme like that I should be glad to give 
a sum as a nucleus.” 6

Since bis recent return from Europe Mr. 
Carnegie consented to give a sum of 
money if a suitable proposition was laid 
before him. Col. Chandler and John W. 
Ma okay rsaid that they were willing to 
assist, and it was decided that Col. Chan­
dler should call on Mr. Carnegie In a 
day or two and submit a plan to found a 
town in New Jersey, where land is not 
expensive, in which homes for telegraphers 
may be built. One of the features of 
the place is to be a combination club and 
hospital. Houses costing about $2000 are 
to be built, and the rent of the operator, 
to he at the most $15 a month, Is to apply 
to the purchase of the home. The tele­
grapher Is also to pay 1 to 2 per cent, 
on the cost of the property. In the pro­
posed town there are to be a library and 
co-operative stores.
