The figures embraced in the Report, which has just been read, and which
has been in the hands of the Shareholders for some days, are, taken as a
whole, of such a satisfactory character that the duty of moving its adoption
is an easy and a pleasant one.

There has been, compared with the preceding year, an increase of some
$158,000 in the total premium income, which is the more gratifying to us irom
the fact that we know that this is more attributable to advanced rates than to
an increase in the amount of risks assumed. On the other hand, the total
net losses incurred are less than those of 1901.

The manner in which the profit balance of $245,159, shown in the Re-
venue Accouat, has been dealt' with is set forth in the Report. 1 may perhaps
say a word as to the amounts,which it has been considered advisable to write
off. There has been $5000 deducted from the value of the Company’s Building
as it stood a year ago, although your Directors believe that the actual value
of the 'property is considerably more than thé amount at which it is earried;
and $10,000 has been writen off the Office Furniture Account, which embraces,
I may say, the full equipment of insurance maps and plans maintained at the
Head Office and Branches, and which, though somewhat costly, is essential
in carrying on the business. The other item of $31,483, written off Invest-

i meats, is not due to amy reduction in the intrinsic value of the securities, but

is accounted for by the fact that the Annual Statements made by Insurance
Companies to the Government require all Stocks, Bonds and similar invest-
ments to be set forth at the actual market quotaticos on the 31st of Decerh-
ber. The lower prices at which many securities of the highest grade were
saleable in December last were due to temporary causes, such as the stringency
of the money market at the clese of the year.

After making these appropriations and providing for two half-yearly divi.
dends at the rate of six per cent. per annum, there has been a very substan-
tial addition—over $80,000—made to the Company’s Reserve Fund.

Leaving out of consideration the item of interest derived from Invest-
ments, there has been a profit on the year's underwriting of $160,000, or close
upon seven per cent. upon the premium income; which, although not a large
margin, shows a considerable improvement upon the results of the preceding
year.

Tn‘king the different branches of the business separately, I may say that
the Canadian Fire premiums show an increase of upwards of ‘$80,000 over
those of 1}‘001, having for the first time in the Company’s history exceeded
half a milllon dollars, after deducting the amount paid for re-insurance. The

erally, but had thg effect, as was anticipated at the time, of bringing about
a general advance in rates, which has placed the busimess in that count on

The British and Foreign business of the Company, transacted through the
Branch office established in London, Eng., three years ago, has made gratify-
ing progress, fully realizing the expectations which were entertained at the
time'lt was @e(-ided to extend the operations of the Company beyond the limits
of this (10nhnen§. I feel that we were particularly fortunate in the selection
of Mr. W_. B. Meikle, as Manager of that Branch; the work he has accomplish-
ed affording proof of his energy and sound judgment as an underwriter.

.I must also avail myself of this opportunity of expressing the obligation
which we feel the Company is under to the Chairman of the London Board
the Earl of Aberdeen, and his co-Directors, Sir John H. Kennaway and 1\er
James -Stevenson, who have taken a deep interest in, and ccntributed much
to the success which has been achieved at the London Branch Office.

The volume of business in the Marine Branch was somewhat less than
In 1901, and while the results of the year's wdnerwriting have been ‘'satis-
factory, the loss ratio shown in the year's accounts has been materially in-
creased in running off business previously written through some unprofitable
Agencies, which have been closed since the beginning of last year.

As intlmated in the Report, arrangements have been completed for the
purchase of the premisés adjoining our Head Office—a portion of which has
been for some years past under lease by the Company. In view of the prob-
able increase in the value of property in this sectich of the City it was not
thought prudent to allow the opportunity to pass which presented itself of
securing permanently sufficient additional office accommodation to meet not
only the present, but the future, requirements of the Comipany’s business.

I cannot close my remarks ' without placing on record an expres-
sion of the Directors’ appreciation of the work of the Officers and Staff at
the Head Office and Branches during the year, and pf the waluable services
rendered by the agents of the Compamy throughout the entite field of its
operations.

The Vice-President seconded the adoption of the Report, which was car-
ried unanimously.

fact that some of the dealers sold for

$14.75 coal they. paid only ¥5.30 for
last spring. This coal they had on
hand last May, and ‘when thé famine
began te be felt in Worcester, they
jumped the price up. While the deaiers
acknowledged that they were making
a good profit on this coal, they ciaim
they lost money on coal they bought
since the strike, and declare they have
been selling coal recently at a loss of
from $2 to §3 a ton. They figure that
the whole will average up at the end
of the year to the usual percentage of
profit under nermal conditions.

The committee heard in all thirty
witnesses, including coal dealers and
purchasers oi large quantities of ceal,
and the testimony of the latter wit=
nesses is interesting from the fact that
they had little difficulty in getting
coal from outside Worcester for much
less than what it cost here. The testi-
mony of the Rev. Charles C. Jones, 8.
J., treasurer of Holy Cross College, in
this respect is of more than usual in=
terest because he has had delivered
at the college since Sept. 1, 517 tons of
soft coal, for which he paid only $0 a
ton, while other buyers were paying
as high as $9 and §10, and he also
bought a quantity of egg coal for the
Sisters of Providence for §6.00 a ton
from a friend in Pennsylvania. That
was thg cost of the ccal delivered to
Worcester, and his remark that he did

'not bother himeself about the price of
' coal when it was $14.75, because it was

g0 easy for him to get coal at $6.G0
made the big crowd laugh.

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HGONNISGION S PRONISED

Premier Ross Tells Representatives
of Municipalities They Wil Have
Privileges at Niagara.

BILL TO BE INTRODUCED IN HOUSE

Members of Deputation Seemed to
Be Pleased With the Result
of Visit,

Apparently very much satisfied, the
deputation representing Western On-
tario, which presented the views of the
Derlin Power Conference to Premier
Ross left the Parliament Buildings
shortly after noon yesterday. The Pre-
mier listened with interest to the repre-
sentations made by the deputation, and
in reply promised to introducesa gov-
ernment measure giving Toronto and
olher municipalities the right toe trans-
mit power from Niagara Falls and to
co-operate for that purpose. He stated
point blank that the government would
not undertake the generating and trans-
mitting of power for the western part
or?the province, If the municipalities
took the matter up themselves, Mr.
Iioss promised them a commission to
{acilitate the matter of distribution and
io consult with a committee represent-
ing the municipalities and the manu-
facturers as to the drafting of the mea-
sure. Mr. Ross further announced that
the government was having an invesii-
gation made by experts into the sites
still available at the Falls, and the cost
of transmission of power,

Nothing was said as to what would
be the effect of the Conmee Act. None
of the deputation thought to mention
the matter, and the Premier avoided it.

The deputation consisted of Mayor
Hamilton, Guelph; Mayor Cant, Galt;
Dr. Honsberger, Berlin; Mayor Max-
well, St. Thomas; William Snider, Wat.
erloo; T. H. Jones, Brantford; E. W.
L. Snider, St. Jacob’s; D. B. Detweiler,
Berlin; P. W. Ellis and Ald- F. S.
Spence, Toronto; Mr. H. P. Dwight,
general muanager of the G.N.W. Tele-
graph Company; sessment Commis-
sioner Fleming and Mr. E. A. C. Pew
of the compauny which proposed to de-
velop power from the WeHand River,
were also present,

The Ministers present besides the

Premier were Hon. J. R. Stratton, Hon,
John Dryden and Hon. F. R. Lateh-
ford.
. E. W. B. Snider of St. Jacob's, who
presented the case, urged the neces-
sity of "using the electrical energy of
Niagara to place the municipalities of
‘Western Ontario in a positién to retain
the manufacturing pre-eminence of this
.portion of the province. The general
feeling had been that the government
“should undertake the work. If they
could possible see their way clear the
“municipalities would be only too glad
to see them do so. If the government
felt that they could not undertake the
work, then they should allow the muni-
cvipalities. to) co-operate, There was
from 20,000 to 25,000 horse power need-
ed in the western municipalities put-
side of Teronto and Hamilton.

Mr. Rosg asked what kind of a plan
they favcred as to the system of charg-
ing for power.

Mr. Snider said that they favored a
lat price, In cases of widely separated
consumers, a scale might be used which
would cover the extra ‘cost of trans-
mission, £

Ald. Spence laid stress upon the re~
cessity for the municipalities having
power to develop electric energy, to en-
able them to obtain a fair supply at a
fair price from the existing compapies.
"They might not need to develop, but
they must have the right to do so held
-in reserve,

Under the conditions he advocated the
development and supply of the power
would be effected at absolutely no cost
to the country.

Mr. Latchford asked whether the
municipalities could not prepare the bill
necessary for their aims.

Mr. Snider replied that the govern-
ment was much more able to do this
work, but the municipalities would cer-
tainly do whatever they could to assist
the government, !

Other speakers were: Mayor Cant of
Galt, Dr. Honsberger of Berlin, Mayor
Maxwell of St. Thomas, P. W. Ellis, D.
B. Detweiler of Berlin and T- H, Jones
of Brantford.

Mr. Ellis, on behalf of the Manufac-
turer's Association, presented a resolu-
tion on the subject, passed at their re-
cent meeting and explaining their anxi-
ety that Toronto industries should ob-
tain cheap power.

Premier’s Reply.

Hon, Mr. Ross, in reply, said:alPer-
haps I had better say a few words in
veference to the many usSeful observa-
tions made by you, In the first place,
1 might say that we cannot hold out
any hope for you that the government
will undertake the generating and trans-
mitting of power for the benefit of the
Vwestern-munigipalities of the province,
for -that would peactically involve a
similar favor being granted to other
municipalities wheérever they might be
given authority. Ontario is a large pro-
‘vince, with many great industries, and
‘We must not pledge the tuture of the
west without being prepared to take
similar responsibility for the east and
ior the centre,

What you suggest, as far as that is
concerned, would mean similar privi-
leges to places where there are enter-
prises at points in the ®wast. That clears
vur course as far 'as the government
going into the matter themselves is
concerned,

The Decision,

The next question is as to whether we
are prepared to take the responsibility
to vest municipalities with power to
help themselves. This we have decided
10 do in two forms. First, as to To-
ronto, I might state that Toronto was
the first municipality to submit a pro-
position to the House in regard to the
generating of power. The bill submit-
ted by Toronto was rejected, but 1 feel
confident that had it been submitted in
the form in which you presented vour
case to-day, it would have gone thru.
We were not prepared to give Toronto
the right to makeé anad distribute elec-
tricity to other municipalities, nor pow-
er to go into the generating of eiectri-
city without reference to the ratepay-
ers, for the expense was too great to in-
cur without the people having expressed
themselves in the maftter. However, if
Toronto had then asked for what now
seems its wish, it would have been

granted. If Toronto wants to go into
the enterprise we will give it the power,
of course, reserving the right of the
municipalities to such power as To-
vonto will not use. The expense in-
wolved should be subject to the will of
the ratepayers; that is the fundamental
principle of municipal law.

Munliecipal Co-Operation.

Secondly, if Toronto wishes to enter
into a combination with other muni-
cipalities or other municipalities wan!
be independent of Toronto, pro-
vision should be made for this, stating
what- it is proposed to do, and a bill to
that end will be ready scon after the
House meets. Every opportunity will
he offered the municipalities to assist
in perfecting the bill,

The next point is: How {s that to be
worked out? Of courze it might seeir
simple to think that the government!
1ld do this of its own motion. That
is a difficult question. We must make
provision to have it controlled by some
central body controlled by the munijci-

Acting under this authority City Chem-
ist Cass: L. Kennicott and Assistant
City Chemist D. B. Bisbee made ex-
haustive analyses of fourteen brands,
and their report is now on file with the
Commissioner of Health and open for
the inspection of the public.

Prof, Kennicott talks freely of the
false ideas that prevail concerning the
presence of harmful drugs in cigarettes.
Having carried on the analyses with
the greatest care and thoroughness, he
naturally is positive in his conclusions,

bacco itself. Prof. Bisbee and myself
made a careful analysis of every brand
of cigarettes offered for sale in Chicago
during the summer.

The Report itself is very clear ‘and
very full; and, taken along with the remarks of the President, covers all that
is necessary to be said. I wish simply to refer in a few wordsto one particular
item of Interest to this Company, and that is the constantly increasing confi-
dence of the public in,this Company. That we have since our formation had
nearly $40,000,000 of estates, trusts, etc., and that we siill have under our con-
trol over $20,000,000, is undoubtedly evidence of the confidence of the public
in this Corporation, and, year by year, we come down with our Report, show-
ing that we each year are receiving trusts aggregating millions. Although
there were no very large estates this year, to my mind the true test is the
number of trusts and estates that pass through our hands. Since uvie forma-
tion of the Company.its business has been gradually increasing, until last year
the new estates reached the largest number in the history of the Corporation.

One other matter I would like to.refer to—the profits of the year. It
may be disappointing to some of our Sharehglders that a Company having
under its supervision and control $20,000.000, ‘with a paid-up Capital of $1..
000,000,and a large Reserve fund,should only show a net annual profit of $100,020
To some it may be disappointing, that with such a President as. Dr. Hoskin,
such a Manager as Mr. Langmuir, a first-class staff in all aepartments,
we have not realized larger profits, but if that is a real source of dissatisfac-
tion, it should be remembered that it is the best guarantee that the public can
have that we are doing the business of the trusts committed to our care at ihe
least possible gharge. S

MR. 'W. H. BEATTY, Vice-President, said :

I would like to say a few words in'connection with the Inspection Com-
mittee. We have a very large Board, a very large Executive Committee, and
it would be an impossibility for every member to attend every meeting of
the Executive Committee. Possibly the President and the Managing Director
only could do that. But I want to state to you that Mr. Aemilius Irving, Mr.
J. L. Blaikie and myself see everything that is dcne by the Executive Commit-
tee. We see every mortgage and every debenture that is taken, as well as all
the work from start to'finish. "'In doing so I want to say further that during all
thé time I have been on the Inspection Ccmmittee (over fifteen years) I have
never found one single investment that has been made for a trust estate, un-
less the_trust deed or will authorized it, that did not come strictly within the
Act. 1 am afraid that it would mot be wise to extend the classes of invest-
ments to be taken for Trusts, as has been suggested. While a Trust Com
pany might exercise wise discretion, and do what was right, you would find
trustees who could not exercise the discretion which this Company does.
Money has been lost on mortgages, but I believe it is about the best invest-
ment, if you act cautiously and prudently. What, however, I wish to @mpha-
size is that the Corporation is doing what is strictly a Trust Company busi-
ress; and so long as [ have a say in the matter we will continue that course.

Respecting the compensation of the Corporation, I can only say that it
is smaller th n is paid to individuals; often, I think, too small, having re-
gard to the work and responsibility.

I will finish by emphasizing that the Inspection Committee examines
every mortgage, every debenture, every valuation, every ce: tificate of title,
and that the management go to no end of trouble to obtain any information
for which the Committee asks.

MR, JAMES HENDERSON, in support of the resolution, said :

I think we must all be exceedingly pleased with the results of the past
year’s business. I do not altogether coincide with Mr. Wood in his remarks
with reference to the net Profits being comparatively small. You must con-
sider, gentlemen, that the work in connection with these various estates s
simply enormous, both in clerical work and superintendence, and the work has
to be done with the utmost .exactness, involving much care and responsibility
and almost innumerable interviews with parties interested, all of which large-
ly increases the expenses of management.” The Company, I think, has well
decided to confine itself to a Trust and Agency business.

THE CENTRE BRUCE ELECTION.

Centre Bruce is the political sur-
prise of the day. Mr. Clark’s major-
ity at'the general election was only 5, !
He succeeded a Liberal, and the reas- |
onablesupposition was that in the by-
election the usual proportion of votes
would go to the goverament side, and |
the constituency would be redeemed.
Mr. Clark received no aid from out-
side, and his opponept had the assist-
ance of the Premier of Ontario and a
host of Liberal speakers. If this
were not enough to ensure Success,
the referendum showed a majority of
1600 for prohibition, and Mr. Stewart
made himself the prohibition candi-
date by signing a pledge, whichr Mr.
Clark refused.

What is the explanation?
one is that the average voter
squarer, more honesi, more straight-
forward man than some of those wiho
assume to be his teachers. All the
plausible talk of the stumpers could
not get it out of the voters' heads that
Mr. Clark had been snabbily treated.
His election was as clean as any in
the Province. But with so small a
majority the smallest, most technical
breach of the election law will unseat
a man, and to avert this danger it
was arranged that his seat should not
be’ attacked on condition that Mr.
Harcourt should be left unmolested in
Monck. The saw-off is not defens-
ible, but that does not excuse the
very shabby trick by which Mr. Har-
court was saved from a protest, while
Mr. Clark was forced into a position
in which all the forces of a govern-
ment were directed against him.

In the face of this breach of faith
an attempt was made to make Mr.
Clark’s opponent the representative
of public morality. Mr. Clark would
not sign a pledge advocating prohibi-
tion. His opponent would. There-
fore, according to the rule that a man
is to be judged by his professions, the
Liberal candidate was the guardian of
public morality, and Mr. Clark was
the opponent thereof. It is admitted
by The Globe that in practical moral-
ity, the leading of an honest life,
such as gains a man the respect of his
neighbors, Mr. Clark was as géod a
man as his opponent. But he was de-
fective in the matter of pledges and
professions.

The man of professions, talk and
gush wins so._many successes in this
life that one wonders how, in this
case, the caus® of simple honesty and
fair dealing won the day.

COFFEE TAVERNS,

The People’s Tavern, where 2 man can
have rest, a cup of tea or coffee, and
a smoke if he pleases, without intoxi-
cants, is a good idea.. Some years ago
coffee houses were established, with
the object of rivalling the saloons, but
they became simply rivals of the
restaurants. The saloon is used largely
as a club, by men who have no other
facilities for meeting friends. It gives
them freedom, jollity, comfort, and a
certain amount of privacy. The coffee
tavern ought to do the same. There
<hould be no needless restriction, no
meddling with the customer. “shall I
take mine ease in mine inn” should be
the motto of the place: Smoking should
be allowed, at least in certain parts
of the tavern. There should be big
fire places for the winter and cool re-
treats for the summer. The furniture
and fittinge and the tea and coffee
equipment should be not only neat but
tasteful. Leather chairs, not penitent
benches, should be provided- A certain
number of small private apartments
would add to the attractions of the
place. These things may cost money,
but if you set out tosrival the saloon-
keepers you must do what they do, and
more.
