MARQUIS OF AIPON DEND
" B0 NOTIBLE GAREE

Elected te British Commions in 1852,
He Filled Many Important
Offices With Distinction,

LONDON, July 9.—George Frederick
Samusel Robinson, the first marquls
of ~Ripon, formerly. Lord Privy Seal,
gled this evening.

George Frederick Samuel Robinson,
first marquis of Ripon, was the Nestor
of the British Liberal party. Born in
London on Oct. 24, 1827, he succeeded
his father, the first Earl of Ripon, in
1859, having" represented various con-
stituencies in  the hojise- of - commons
from the date of his first .election in
1852, From 1859 to 1861 he was under-
secretary of state for war, was trans-
ferred later to the Indja Office in the
same capacity, becoming secretary for
war in 1863, and for India in 1866, In
Mr. Gladstone’'s first governmeént he
held the office as lord president of the
council and was chairman of the joint
commission for drawing up the treaty
of Washington in 1871

His admission intg the Church of
Rome in 1874 attracted general atten-
tion, all' the more so because he held
the post of grand master of the Free-
masons, to which he had been appoint-
ed in 1874. On the return of Mr. Glad-
stone to office in 1880 Lord Ripon be-
came viceroy of India, a position he
filled with distinction and his admin-
{stration was conspicuous for Iits sym-
pathetic attitude towards native opin-
fon. In 1886 Lord Ripon became first
and acted as
secretary of state for the colonies be-
tween 1892 and 1895. In the late Sir
Henry <Campbell-Bannerman’s cabinet
Lord Ripon held office as lord privy
seal, from which he recently retired
and was succeeded as Liberal leader
in the house of lords by Earl Crewe,
the present secretary of state for the
colonies,

Without any pretensions to brilllancy
the late marquls was universally re-
garded as a sound and safe statesman,
and during his long life remained en-
tirely loyal to the Liberal party.Apart
from his political duties he took an
active part in local affairs and was
mayor of Ripon In 1805-6. His varied
experience, solid judgment, and high
character gave him an honored place
among the important personages of his
time. He I8 succeeded by his only son,
BEarl De Grey, who married In 1885
the widowed Countess of Lonsdale, one
of thte famous beauties of the Victorian
court.

Views on Cretan Situation,

Altho a decade has passed since M.
Gabrie]  Hanotaux held office in the
French Government &s minister of for«
eign affairs, he as an historian still
keeps in: close touch with all questions
of international politics, His views,
therefore, both as a one-time diploma-
tist and as a present-day observer and
chronicler, on the gquestion of Crete,
now pending between Greece, Turkey
and the European powers, cannot but
be of considerable interest and value,
and The N. Y. Herald of to-day quotes
him as saying:

“First of all, the Mediterranean
question in general is one of the most
dangerous Europe has to face at the
present moment.

‘““T'he slightest imprudence or an ap-
parently very unimportant but ill-re-
flected movement on the part of any
one power might easily kindle g blaze
that would develop into a formidable
conflagration. ] :

“There s the splendid port of Suda

eyes have been cast for many years.

the collective interest of  Europe be
withdrawn and Crete be abandoned
either to Greece or Turkey, the imme-
diate and inevitable consequence would
be the engendering of an international
quarrel for the control of Suda Bay,
Must Uphold Turkey. :

“For the moment BEurope would be
wise to maintain the-<status quo. The
foreign military contingent might be
withdrawn without danger, but the
nominal suzerainty of Turkey should
certainly be upheld by the ‘presence of
European guard ships in Cretan waters,

“There are other Mediterranean
question fraught with danger to the
peace of the world if not handled with
extreme care and prudence. What is
the Bagdad Railway but a rival of the
Suez Canal? Don't forget that Suda
Bay, which is one of the finest bays in
the world, is on the highway to India,

“Now, to come to the actual Cretan
problem, it would be obviously unwise
to restore the island to Turkey, at least
not"yet, in view of the unstable condi-
tion of the Ottoman empire and gov-
ernment. On the other hand, in my
opinion, Crete cannot by right and in
fact. be. considered otherwise than us
part of Turkey. By right, in virtue of
the treaties of Paris and Berlin; ‘in
fact, if for no other reason b« cause
Turkey went to war to defend the i&-
land as her possession and re-establisn-
ed her rights by force of arms.

This, however, was
not before Dr. Fox had circulated the
petition to the synod and he procured
many signatures, The trouble may go
up to the general assembly of the Pres-
byterian Church.

In a bulletin {ssued some little ﬁme
ago The I1Mnois Mefnuffacturers' As«
soclation calls for legislative inter-
ference with the financial methods of

| +allroad magnates. It refems to the dis-

missal of 18,000 men from the Burling-
ton service and points out this was
due not to anti-raflroad legislation but
because of overcapitalization. Eight
years ago interest-bearing bonds to
the tune ‘of $220,000,000 were fgsuesd in
exchanged for $110,000,000 stock and thz
ccmpany has since been paying double
interest instead of gingle Jdividends.
“If they ‘had been obliged to pass the
dividends on their stock for a year,”
says the circular, “1t would have been
no worse than what nearly every
manufacturer in the State of Illinois
has had to do the last year and a
half; but since the stock has been
turned into bonds and watered $110,-
000,000 they have had to let every-
thing go to pay the interest.” Thls,
the bulletin adds, “is the real reason
why 18,000 men were turned out to
shift for themeelves or starve, for the
New York bankers must have their
interest whether the employés get any
wages or not.”

From this and other typical in-
stances the Illinols manufacturers con-
clude that “modern railroad managers
and ‘financiers cannot be trusted to
manage their properties for the best
interest of the public “and it is furthnr
ccntended that the people should be
directly consulted about railroad capi-
talization, The bulletin declares that
“prackless and unconscionable financier-
ing had done a hundred times more to
injure the country than .all the mis-
takes of legislation,” It goes on to

By the boys was meant “Bero’’ ‘and
two other Indians, named Hall and
Turos, Bero fixed $10 as his prige to
give Brockville a wide berth, Leaf
did not have the money and Baro
came along  and testified accordingly,
repeating his story as told in the po-
lice court., . .

Cobalt Miner Meets Instant Death
Remarkable Way.

MONTREAL, July 9.—The news of

very remarkable accident at a mining

6 T. Somers, President of the
Sterling - Bank, Impressed at
Prosperity of the Country.

@G. T. Somers, prgsident of the Ster-
I'ng Bank, has jast returned to the
city from a six weeks' trip thru the
Cenadian west. A keen observer, h

has gathered a fund of interesting in-
formation regarding present crop and
financial, conditions. A, thoro student
of economics, he is imbued with the
conviction that the great west is rapld-
ly coming to her own, and bids fair to
equal the prosperity her friends pre-
diet, ; ¢

.|, Mr. Somers has been going and com-
. livg thru the west for the past twenty
years, but never before has he .seen
such marked signs of substantial de-
velopment as on this trip. Seen by
The World, Mr, Somers seid:

It was less than four years since I
before visited the west. I was prepar—
ed for advancement and progress along
all material lines, yet I was amazed
to find such marked changes for the
Letter in that time. .

“There will be mighty cities in the
wést. Fort Willlam and Port Arthur
are in the making stages of a large
city, & city that will before many years,
|1 believe. be mentioned in the same
preath with Winnipeg. Winnipeg, ©of
course, is going ahead every day. 1t
exhibits all the earmarks of healthy
and steady development.

“Calgary, Edmonton, Saskatoon and
Regina are destined to be hives of in-
dustrial activity, drawing sustenance
largely from the fertile gurrounding
country. Edmonton and Saskatoon

The vast expanse of country. the in-
dustrial, building and agricultural ac-
tivity, the tremendous and impetuous
enthusiasm of the people, the stream
of eastern capitalists seeking invest-
ment, the land-hungry, eager-eyed
American farmers—all these elements
combine to Inoculate you with the
bursting spirit of the west. You are
impressed with the fact that the aver-
age easterner has as little knowledge
of the country west.of Winnipeg as the
average Englishman has of Canada a3
a whole.”

Mr. Somers was asked as to cron
eonditions and replied in a conserva-
tive way. Briefly he believes the crop
prospects are excellent in most points
of the provinces. In Manitoba and
faskatchewan this was wholly true.
In the southern part of Alberta, howr-
ever, some of the fall wheat was frost
killed, perhaps a third of it.

'As to the
price, that is bound to be good.

In speaking of the spirit that pervades
the west, Mr. Somers intimated that
it was in the nature of a spirit of
brotherhood, every man helping his
neighbor and delighted when his suc-
cess was assured. There is a happy
co-operation among westerners that is
working as a lever to bring some pro-
perity to all.

WANT GOOD ROADS

Leeds and Grenville Will Apply For
Provincial Grant.

At a special meeting of the county
council of Leeds and Grenville, held
recently, the proporal to establish a
county road system was tentatively
adopted, and the entire scheme will
be passed upon at a regular meeting
of the councils In the fall,

Under this system of county roads
the government contributes out of a
special fund one-third of the cost ot
construction and vrepair during the
period of construction, one-third of

the cost of machinery and one-third
of the cost of bridges. .

The county council selects its own

system of roads, which are expected to
lcad to market® towns and shipping
points in the more populous sections
of the county.

A considerable sum hgs been set

apart by the legislature to eiicourage
the building of roads thru the country
districts, and so far about $500,000 has
been paid out,

Pr'of.‘Day Sees a Big Sﬁving in

Nothing has paild the Ontario farmer
this past two years like good drains,
for drains have enabled him to -get
on to his land very early, and the early
grain is the only paying cereal crop.

District Representative J. H. Hare,
B.8.A., of Whitby, is spending a deal
of his time in the north part of . the
country, where the farmers are asking
for his services in laying out their
drains. In many parts of Brock and
Ecott the land is quite level, and the
assistance- rendered by him is very
valuable, -

THE CHICKEN MITE

Methods of Dealing With This De-
structive Insect.

The chicken mite is one of the worst
enemies of poultry. One-eighth of all
the chickens hatohed are killed by lice;
therefore it is very important to know
how to destroy them. <Chickens that
are infested by lice are very unprofit-
able. The expenses are more and tne
returns are less. TLice are very de-
structive and when once they get &
good hold, they breed so rapidly that
your whole flock will soon be Infested
by them, Then it will be a hard task
to get -rid of them.

The easiest way is to destroy them
as soon as they are noticed. One can
easily tell when fowls are infosted by
iice, because they look ill, have pale
combs, rough plumage, and are lazy.
Roup and many other diseases are
brought on by lice, which so weaken
the fowls' vitality that they cannot
resist the most common diseases,
Hatohing hens- often die on the nest
or else leave their eggs when they are
bothered by these blood-sucking pests.
If the hen survives, the little chicks
will immediately be infested and killed
by the lice. )

There are many different kinds of
lice, but the red mites are considered
to be the worst. They hide in the
crevices during the day time and.come
out at night and bother the fowls.
Care should be taken when new birds
are put in the flocks, because if they
have lice the whole flock will soon
have them.

As roon as lice are found in the poul-s

try house it should first be thoroly
cleaned and then be
thoroly sprayed. After you have clean-
ed the poultry house get a dish of sul-
phur and light it and put it in the
poultry house. Then shut up all the
windows and.doors. Be sure that there
ere no chickens in the poultry house,
because they will surely be smothered.
Next watch the cracks, because the
lice will come out by the score. Dip

{ap old brush or broom in hot tar and

rub it over the cracks. This will kill
all the lce outside, and will prevent
the rest from coming out, Keep the
doors closed as long as possible, be-

cause the longer the fumes stay in all

the more lice there will be killed.
Pure Coal Oil Effective. §
Another good way is to thoroly spray
the poultry house with kerosene emul-
sion, or some other good liquid lice-
killer. 1f kerosene emulsion is u
it will kill all the lice and also al the
eggs. When all the lice are destroyed
in the poultry house they must then
ba destroyed on the hens, because else
the poultry house will soon be infest-
ed again. Catch each hen.and take a
handful of lice powder and rub it thor-

oly thru her feathers, Do this twice &
