As a few machine guns,
well handled, can cut up an assault-
ing DBattalion, the artillery must keep
plugging away till all the known ma-
chine gun positions are destroyed as
effectively as the wire,

Horribly Monotonous.

There is nothing romantic about this
sort of warfare. In truth, it is hor-
ribly monotonous for the gunners,
many of whom, if home in Canada
just now, would be sitting for gradua-
tion class photographs, or worrying
over anticipated supplementaries in
the examination results. Here, they
are dealing with deadly things. Hap-
pily the losses from the enemy re-
taliation continue to be light. The
most serious recent cause of losses was
entirely accidental. A soldier kicked
an unexploded shell, which, in going
off, caused .thirty-five casualties, in-
cluding five deaths. This is the worst
accident in the history of the Cana-
dian corps, a reminder of the terrible
power of high explosives and the need
for care in the hand” of them,

Oliver’s Resolution,

‘When the house was moved into
committee of supply, Hon, Frank O#i-
ver by consent renewed his resolu-
tion, which was withdrawn the other
day, declaring for a radical revision
downward of the tariff, the increase
of the British preference to .50 per
cent,, free food and the. placing upon.
the free list of farm implements and
machinery, farm tractors, milling
flour, and sawmill machinery and re-
pairs for same, rough and partly
dreswed lumber, iluminating, lubri-
cating and fuel ofls, cement and fer-
tilizers.

Dr, Malloy (Provencher) supqorud
the Oliver amendment., He said 66
per cent. of our people were engaged
in agriculture and deserved more, con-
gideration than - the  smaller percent-
age of manufacturers. If the farm-
ers would only combine in a seifish
way to look out for their own pockets
as did the manufacturers there wouid
soon be a startling change in the fis-
cal legislation of Canada,

Guthrie Against “Tinkering.”

Mr. Guthrie (8. Wellington) said he
favored the Oliver resolution insofar
as #t demanded removal of the cus-
toms duties from agricultural imple~
ments, tractors, machinery of various
kinds, Jumber, cement, fertilizers, etc.,
put he could not support the demand
for a general tariff revision at this
time. - He was, therefore, opposed to
increasing the British preference, Or
any general tinkering with the tariff.
Just now the house should be devot-

FEW MEN JOINING

Recruiting officers in Toronto district
are not so well satisfled with the re-
sult$of enlistment since Premier Bor-
den’s announcement of his conscrip-
tion policy as the totad number of ap-

A wrong impression has been created
algo, say recruiting officers, as to the
extent of actual enlistment, Many
applicants merely attest to ascertain
whether they are deemed physically
fit, and in numerous cases men pro-
nounced fit for active service fail to
take the required step.

BRITISH TRAWLERS

DEFEAT U-BOATS

Many Lively Encounters
Mark Proceedings in
North Sea.

London, May 15.—8tories not hither-
to published of lively encounters be-
tween British trawlers and German
submarines in the North Sea were told
by Sir Robt. wry and others at the re-
cent meeting of the Mission to National
S8eamen. Omne trawler, Sir Robert said;
became such a terror to U-boats that
four of them lay in . wait and eventually
desiroyed fit. On one occasion, this
trawler, armed with two light guns, was

attacked by - a submarine. One shot
went thru the deckhouse, another smash-
ed the wheel, ‘but the skipper went on
steering with broken spokes.”” Another
shot carried away the cook’s galley, but
the trawler's gunner hit the submarine,
which then had enough of it and went
under.

Another unarmed trawler saw a sub-
marine on the North Sea and made a
dash for it, with the result that the U-
boat quickly suvbmerged. “It went un-
derneath,” said Sir Robert, “because it
could not fimagine it possible that
trawler would have the courage to ‘t-
tack if it were not armed.”

Sir Robert related how =they learned
of the sinking of two submarines by
the bodies- of the cfew floating to the
surface, altho five or six days later a
report was circulated from Germany
that the boat had returned to port.

Admiral Sir Edmund Fremantle said
that much criticism of the navy was
beside the mark. Some things had not
yet been, discovered and one was how
to catch \the big submaririe. But, he
said, he did not hear the scientist abus-
ed because he had not discovered the
secret of perpetual motion. He added:

“We will hope that submarine is
in a different category that with
the help of our great ally, America, we
may perhaps discover an appropriate
antidote.” We shall succeed if not in
{}ndln‘ an antidote, in finding a pallia~

ve.”

English Canal Boats Run :
By Small New Motors

Londen, May 15.—The first stage of
a striking experiment in inland water
transport was completed with the ar-
rival in London the other day of two
barges laden with coal from collieries
in the north of England. The barges
were propelled for 160 miles by a de-
tachabl® motar.

The fiew dévice consists of a four-
cylinder, 17-horse power marine en-
gine, capable of hauling two boats with
@ load of 100 tons. It is mounted on
the top of the cabin, and controlled
from the helm. Petrol is employed for
starting, and parafin when running.
The engine and attachments can be
trans-shipped from ode barge to am-
otner in a few minutes, and it is stat-
ed that its use means economy in time
and money by comparison with towing
by horses.
