The Hallbjorg was a Norweigan
steel Bcrew steamer of 25686 tons, own-
ed by the Atkies Hallbjorg Co., of
Halmstad. She has not been pre-
viously listed as one of the Séuth
American raider’'s victims, The Vol-
taire and Mount Temple were both
previously known to-have been sunk
in South American waters.

This gives the first deflnite iden-
tification. . of the South = American
raider as the Moewe. She had pre-
viously been reported, from unoffi-
clal allied ahd neutral sources, as the
converted crusier Vinetsa,

The record, of the Moewe on the
second raiding cruise is two less than
that of the Emden, which sank 23
vessels, But the  Emden herself was
destroyed.

On her first raid, the Moewe was
credited with sinking 15 ships, so
that with the 21 reported above, she
has now accounted for 36 vessels—a
record in naval war. Her depreda-
tions have probably cost shipping in
the neighborhood of $17,000,000. One
of the Moewe's cargo of booty from
the first trip was $200,000 in gold
taken off the Appam.

RELIEF FOR BREWERS -~
~ FROM HOP CONTRACTS

| Quarters of 2 Million is Tied Up
3 in Long Agreements.

/Chas. MoCrea (Sudbury) at the
opening -of the house yesterday intro-
duced a bill to give relief to brewers
who before Bept. 16 last year made
contracts for hops, for which they now
have no use. He said that some of
these tontracts were for a pericd as
long as five years and amounted to &
quarter of a million dollars.

Hon. ' Dr. Pyne, minister of educa-
tion, introduced two bills regarding the
separate schools of Ottawa. - One of
these provided for the appointment of
a commission to carry on these schools
should the separate school board of
tha% city again refuse education to the
children as last'yeay Such an occa-
sion might not occur again, said tic
minister, but the government wanted
the power to appoint a comimission in
case it did occur.

The other bill was to indemnify
members - of the defunct commission
‘against action in regard to moneys
expended, and also the bank for mon-
eys advanted. ;

Hon. I. B. Lucas, in reply to N. W.
Rowell, K.C., said that the Bread Sales
Act—the sgecond reading of which he
was then moving—referred only t# in-
crease in penalties for infringement of
the act. ' The government would not
makeg any change in the weights al-
lowed for loaves. There had been agi-
tation for a ounce loaf, or for one
whose weight was signified by a label
There was strong opposition to these
measures, and the government would
not bring down any legislation in the
matter so late in the session.

‘Wm. Proudfoot (Centre Huron) op-
posed the passage of the Provincial
Highways bill. The government did
not know what the construction would
cost. It was not right for them to try
to force legislation thru thé house in
such an undigested form.

Hon. Finlay Macdiarmid said no en-
gineer would venture to estimate the
cost of a road not yet located, and to
be built at some time in the future.

Sam Clark (West Northumberland)
could not see that a road from Wind-
gor to Montreal was a war time ne-
cessity. While Mr. Macdiarmid might
be right in saying such a road would
serve 50 per)cent. of the population of
the province, yet it would not serve
18 per. cent. of the producers of grain
and cattle. For a hundred miles it
would be a “joy road” for motorists
and American tourists.

G. H. Gooderham (8'W. Toronto)
‘justified the, plan on the ground that
the cost was.to be paid from the re-
venue from motor vehicle licenses.
They could not give an ‘estimate of
the cost until they had made a cen-
siis of the traffic that would use the
road. Chas. Bowman (West Bruce)
said he could readily understand that
Mr, Gooderham, in view of his :con-
nec‘honv with the Toronto-Hamilton
highway, was unwilling that the min-
ister should not make an estimate of
cost.

Harried by continued dissussion of
tlie clauses of his bill to provide a
pension gcheme for teachers then
under discussion in committee of the
whole house, Hon. Dr. Pyne said that
the bill was most difficult and in-
tricate, and would . probably need
amending from year to year. A hum-
ber of suggested amendments have
been made since the bill was printed,
The most impontant of these are, to
provide thait time spent on military
service, fighting or nursing, shall be
counted as coming under the provi-
sions of the act, and to provide that
the amounts payable by the teachers
to the fund, may be taken from the
annual grant %o the board concerned.

During the discussion it was stated
that the annual salary bill of the ~ro-
vince/ is $9600, this will give the
fund an annual contribution of $476,-
000. Dr. Pyne estimated that for the
next #ix or seven years the amount
will be largely increased, as during”
that time the contributions are ex-
pecied to be less than the claims.

The bill .provides that teachers in-
sured in teachers pension. schemes in
Toronto or Ottawa, shall have their
policies tranferred to the government
scheme, time being given to decide the
actuarial values of these policies,

By one of the new classes added to
the bill, if at the time a teacher be-
comes entitled to a maximum allow-
ance he had paid in a sum sufficient
to purchase at Dominion Government
rates, a life annuity of a greater
amount than $1000 a year, the an-
nual amount payable to him under
the act, shall equal the amount of
such annuity. 3

By the amendment the: claims are
to be passed on by a commission of
five: An actuary and two ‘other per-
sons appointed by the minister, and
two teachers or inspectors elected at
the annual meeting of the . Ontario
[Educational Association. The com-
mission is to be ‘appointed or .elected
triennially. : :

It is
sald that the German expectation is that
France will be terrified into making a
separate peace. If these Huns got into
England and wrecked and defiled West-
minstér Abbey and Canterbury Cathe-
+ dral, and blew Stonehenge to atoms, and
- wasted all the south coast towns and
villages, are they n}ad enough to imagine
, that this would-break the spirit of a free
' people? \No‘more likely are the French,
{with thelr\125 years of liberty,  fratern-
ity and equality to be intimidated by
the fiendish behavior of the Prussians.

It is evident that these people can
only understand thelr own language and
their own code, and it is according to
their own deeds that it ought to be
measured out to them. Colonel Denison
has ‘recently reminded us of the ancient
feud between Rome and Carthage.
Carthage never would learn to be de-
cent or clvilized, and finally Rome in-
augurated a wolf-hunt, and descended
upon the city, captured it, and demolish-
ed it. Not one stone of it was left, and
its site was sown with salt. Delenda
est Carthago. ;

There is a growing feeling that some
similar discipline must beé meted out
to the Prussians. There need be no
savagery and no real hardship, but a
clear and emphatic mark of international
judgment set upon the Prussian people.
Berlin is the least historic of the Euro-

It has no international
f'memorles of any moment. Its architec-
‘ture and monuments are of & gew-gaw
order. It would be no artistic loss to
the world. When the allies march into
Berlin, as they must do if an end is to
he put to the plotting and conspiring
againgt the peace of the world for which
Prussian Junkerdom is responsible, the
inhabitants  should be glven a certain
sufficient time to leave the city and
then It should be treated as Carthage
was treated. Not one stone should be

_ left upon another, and {ts area should

be sown with salt. There/ should be
neither hate nor revenge in such an
action. No human revenge could ever
satisfy the debt which Germany has run
Wp with her sister nations of Furope.
That debt can only be avenged by the
vower which decreed—'‘Vengeance 1is
Mine.” But in calm and quiet justice
there are some things that the Prussian
nation must be made to understéfnd, and
hey would be helped to reallze’ their
rimes were Berlin deleted.

A Grave Problem.

Mary efforts have heen made to deal
with the grave question of discase aris-
ing frem the social vice, and, strangaly
enough, such attempts are usually check-
ed by the governing authorities.

Few seriously
charge at any that the government
of the day ‘1s corrupt, and we “adways |
segm to have on the job a vigilant op-
position. = How, then, is it possible to put
thru the many deals, absolutely inde-
foneible; which ‘year by year go thm
ma;lunent;? ‘Why does the gewvernment
of the day itoke long chances ? How
does it escape being torn to pieces by the
fierce fighting men of the opposition 2

The explanation is simple. Promoters
wishing to put something over which wiil
reap them an enormous profit at the ox-
pense of the people never go ‘to the gov~
ernment without first paying a visit to
the house of ftiors. When they come
to the government their proposals are
coupled with the assurance that the op-
position, will make nmo party capital out
of the government’s action; that the op-
position has been “squared.” . The gov-
ernment does not esk how 'the opposi-
tion was squared, but it probably guess-
es that it 'was by a promise of a contri-
bution to the campsign fund. The man
who carries the bag for the government
then does a little business omn his own
account with the promoter. ILater on,
when. the bill is introduced into parite-
ment, there is some show of discussion,
some pretense at opposition, but even the
little pages who run errands about the
crambér know precisely what is going to
ha,ppédn. Sometimes when only a few
milions are involved the thing is done in
such a crude way that the members
themselves burst out laughing.

The uebec-Saguenay legislation, for
example, was so illy-digested, and the
government so poorly briefed, that the®
opposition had to help pass it. One op-
positicn member ‘denounced; the bill, but
as he is something of a humorist it was
taken for granted that he was merely
"cuvtltmg up.” 'The bill was rushed thru
so hurriedly that now it has to be amend-
ed, unless certain gentlemen are to be
wiped out who bought Quebec common
at the last session. The amendment
will be slipped thru without discusélon,
altho a powerful Liberal newspaper may
have to be squared in the meantime. -
Ordinarily the money goes two ways.
The promoter divides & lump sum be-
tween the two political partiés. Some-
times it is on a 65-35, sometimes on a
60-40, and once in 'a while on a 50-50
basis. And in addition to these sporadic
windfalls there must be retainérs for
both parties from the banks, railways
and the big interests who worship,things
as they are. These thrifty concerns sel-
dom put all their eggs into one basket.
Nor must we pass too harsh judgment
upon the politicians. They seldom get
a dollar out of it for themselves per-
sonally; indeed, the majgrity of our pub-
lic men leave office as poor as they en-
tered it. But, as the late Hon. Mr.
Tarte quaintly observed, ‘‘elections are
not made with prayers.”” There must
be a little money for the hoys, and a
great deal of money for what the most
exacting will admit to be legitimate ex-
penses., It is not so 'n}uch a maitter of
buying votes as it is 6f making every-
body feel good.

Would it not be better, and on the
whole a great deal more economical for
parliament to place in the estimates
every third or foufth year a vote for
campaign purposes? Three million might
be voted to the party in power, and
two million to the party in opposition.
That would save us buflding a number
of useless wharves, breakwaters, and
public buildings, and keep the country
out of many costly enterprises, such,
for example, as the National Transcon-
tinental. That scheme cost the coun-
try $180,000,000, and yet we doubt if
more than ten per cent. of the money
got to the boys. Our present method of
getting campaign funds is on a par with
the Chinese performance of burning
down a house in order to roast a pig.

Soldiers Give Eyidence as to
Treatment of Returned

Invalided Men.

IDEAS PRESENTED

Their Knowledge of Condi-}
tions Existing Among Com-

rades Proves‘Valuable.

Numerous suggestions tending to pro-
mote a better understanding among the

agencies Interested in the care of return-
ed soldiers and to expedite the payment
of allowances due them, were offered to
the parliamentary committee, sitting in
the city hall yesterday, by veterans of
the war. Some of these suggestions were
thought to be of much value by the mem-
bers, and consideration was promised be-
fore the report is sent to the government.
Principal among them were, that there
should be established in every military
district a board to adjudicatig on appeals
relating to pensions, and trouble de-
partment to adjust complaiffts on work-
ing conditjons, r®muneratiojf for services
and empldyment,

According to the testimdny of ‘the wit-
nesses from western Ontario and western
Canada, there is little disposition on the
part of the returned men to work on the
farm. Even those who previous fo going
overseas had been engaged in agricultur-
al pursuits had refused’'to return to the
farm. The stated reason for their objec-
tion was that they had ‘“seen life,” ‘and
the farm had lost its attractiveness. In
some cifies in the west, it was alleged
that returned men were' given ‘‘the dirti-
est jobs in the place,’”” and some had been
placed in their old positions, but at re-
duced wages. On the other hand, a num-
ber of firms had taken back former em-
ployes who were almost incapable of
work and had paid them the wage re-
ceived before gomg overseas.

“ Sergt.-Major Whitton,: Sergt Turley
and Sergt. Lowery were again placed in
joint testimony when the committee re-
sumed its investigation in the afternoon.
They complained of the treatment given
wounded . men, declared that the gratuity
system would be discontinued, and that
the pension awarded men with se‘rlous
disablements, was inadequate. Sergt.
Turley made the assertion that conva-
lescent men wege kept waiting for treat-
ment simply because the medical offi-
cers were not sufficiently disciplined.
 Complaints had been made, he sgld, re-
garding the treatment of the men in mili-
tary howspitals. Those ordered to the
homes very often had to wait a long
time for attention. The reason he gave
for this was that many of  the medicial
staff were civil praetitioners, and had only
a certain ameunt of their time to dévote
to what was more or less voluntary pat-
riotie work, There was no enforced at-
tendance of the physicians, and the sol-
diers suffered in consequence.

Recently lthey turned down
an order for mearly four million brick.
Further ‘enquiries for one to two mil~
lion have come oln during the past five
days.

Sir: I have been subjected to an
outrageous attack by Bir Adam Beck
on the floor of the legislative assem-

bly, and submit that, in all fairness, I,

am entitled to reply. Surely a mem-
ber of the assembly is not entitled to
use his position for attacks of this
nature, dealing with many matters
not concerning the legislature and thus
cloaking his personal vindjctiveness
with its prestige The circumstances
are most unusual, otherwise I would
not send $ou this open letter, which I
also propose to give to the press.

Under these circum-
stanges, it would not ordinarily be
ex: ed that the Canadian Northern
would extend a willing hand to Sir
Adam. But ‘we did. On March 5, I
wrote to the mayor of Hamiltog, stat-
ing that: “Not only is the Canadian
Northern Railway Co. now willing,
but it has on more than, one occasion
offered to co-operate in a friendly
spirit " with Sir Adam's enterprise.”

‘ No Animosity to Hydro.

There should be no conflict between
the Canadian Northetn-and the hydro
radial, The ome is a transcontinental
reilya, , having approximately 10,000
miles of line in Capada, and 5000 of its
miles of railway are in the prairie
_prévinces of western Canada;  the
other is a local electric railway plan-
ned for central Ontario. Our western
mileage We Wwere naturally anxious
to connect up with such an important
industrial centre as Hamilton. and,
further, to carry the railway thru
Hamilton to connection with Ameri-
can, coal-carrying roads at the Nia-
gara frontier.: My officials will bear
me out when I say that instructions
have been: issued to utter not one
word against the hydro radial scheme,
I have my own ideas as to its useful-
ness to the country; but I am not
expressing them at the present time,
nor do I propose that Canadian, North-
ern officials shall take part in the
controversy. The citizens of the pro-
vince must decide this Yssue for them-
selves. .

Sir Adam has more then once reflect-
ed my business . judgment, and
.with strange inconsistency persisiently
covets one after another the things I
have tried to build up.

Sir Adam, while not making any di-
rect charge of wrong-doing on my part
in connection with the Canadijan North-
ern Rallway, has dealt liberally.in- in-
nuendoes, all of which - were evidently
designed to discredit me in.public opin-
jon. PFortunately, my record with the
Canadian Northern does not. lie in his
hands, and 'there is evidence ,to. hand
which belies his statements. It will be
remembered that in 1914 the Canadian
Northern, having built its railways to a
higher standard than was required by
its contracts with the government, was
compelled to apply to parliament for
further assistance. It is no secret that
the government was loath to comply
with the request, and insisted upon a
thoro investigation of the company’s af-
fairs. For many months traffic experts,
auditors and other officials appointed by
the government, .&;bjected the company
and’ its affairs stpingent investiga-
tion, and after .the reports’. been re-
ceived and digested, the 'pi P} o
Robert Borden, stated from the floor of
the house: ‘I am /bound to say thg‘t'
the evidence ~whicH we have recelved
thru the examination, enquiry and re-
port of the expert auditors, appointed
by the government, lcads us to the con-
clusion that not one single/ dollar of the
moneys raised has been diverted by Sir
William Mackenzie or Sir Donald’ Mdnn
to any other.enterprise or appropriated
to any other purpose than the construc-
tion of this road. We also felt it our
duty to investigate, and we did investi-
gate, the question as to whether or not
profits had been received by ckenzie
and Mann in respect of construction, and
whether or not the moneys expended had
been prudently .and providently used in
the prosecution -the work.
