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As the result of falling against a stove 
and striking his head, while suffering from 
a weak turn, Richard Forsyth, about 60 
years old, died this morning in the Sal­
vation Army Travellers’ Home, an Water 
street.

The unfortunate man had been in the 
habit of spending his nights at the home, 
and during the day was engaged in doing 
odd jobs about the city. Yesterday he ap­
peared to be very weak, and it was ar­
ranged that he should be sent to the 
Alms House and a permit was secured. 
He was to have gone there today.

This morning about six o’clock, while 
returning from the lavatory near the 
dormitory, where he was sleeping, he was

eeen to reel with an apparent" attack of 
weakness, and he fell to the floor, striking - .!
his head against a corner of the stove in 
the room. Quite an ugly gash was cub 
above the eye.

He was quickly placed in bed and seem­
ed to be little the worse for his mishap, 
except that he complained of feeling weak.
The ambulance was summoned to take him 
to the hospital, but before it arrived he 
had passed away.

Coroner Berryman was summoned, and 
after making inquiries decided an inquest 
was unnecessary. The body will probably 
be buried by the Alms House commission- 
era.

I and was thrown through it and down theWilliam Buckley, a resident of Sussex, 
jumped from No. 9 train (Halifax and St. 
John express) at Apohaqui this morning 
and now lies in a precarious condition 
with very slight chances of recoyery.

No. 9 train was about an hour and a 
quarter late when she reached Apohaqui 
this morning and was running at high 
epeed to make up time. As it was dark 
Buckley made his frightful leap unobserv­
ed by train hands and it was not until 
7 o’clock when he was found by Neil 
Johnson an I. C. R. carpenter that the 
occurrence was generally known.

Buckley was found at the bottom of. a 
25-foot embibrkment with his face and 
head badly cut. He was unconscious.

When he jumped he struck a board fence

embankment on the other side.
He was quickly taken to W. A. Smiley’s 

hotel, where he was employed, and Dr. 
Burnett of Sussex summoned. At the time

The Mount Royal was 31 days out from 
Antwerp today and with the exception of 
the customary report when she passed the 
Lizard nothing had been heard of her un­
til this morning. As she carried 305 pas­
sengers and about 75 of a crew she had at 
least 380 souls on board and consequently 
there was keen anxiety regarding her fate.

Every rumor that she has been sighted 
was eagerly seized upon and, fondly be­
lieved uneil it was shown to possess not 
a semblance to truth. Although the C. P. 
R. men and those most interested in the 
steamer’s safety were inclined to be cheer­
ful, yet even they lost some of their op­
timism during the last two or three days 
and regarded the outlook as very dark in­
deed. Consequently the intelligence which 
the Times is now able to present to its 
readers is all the more welcome.

“The long missing C. P. R. steamer 

Mount Roy*al entered Queenstown, Ire­
land, harbor today. No particulars given 
except that there was an accident to the 
boiler on Christmas day.

The glad tiding that the Mount Royal 
had at last been reported came as very 
welcome news to C. P. R." officials here 
and to thousands of people who had been 
practically certain that she and her 400 
lives on board would nevdr more be heard 
of.

The despatches in this morning’s papers 
in a measure, indicated that more exact 
tidings would follow as a Spanish steamer 
reported to Liverpool that she had seen a 
steamer resembling the Mount Royal a trout 
250 miles off the Irish coast.

MONTREAL, Jan; 7—(Special)—Ship­
ping circles were greatly rejoiced today 
to learn of the safe arrival of the Canadian 
Pacific steamer 'Mount Royal at Queens­
town. Apart from the human freight there 
is a large cargo on board consigned to 
Canadian merchants which will necessar­
ily be delayed for some time. The passen­
gers who were largely made up of foreign­
ers of the steerage type, are bound for dif­
ferent parts of Canada, very few of them 
being for eastern points.

TORONTO, Jan. 7—(Special)—The net 

result of the local option voting yesterday 
in nearly one hundred Ontario municipali­
ties so far as returns have been received 
is that licenses will be cut off in twenty- 
three municipalities, eleven of these be­
ing towns or incorporated villages.

A majority of votes was polled for the 
by-law in 18 other municipalities, eight 
being towns or incorporated villages, but 

the vote for local option did not reach 69 
per cent .of the total vote polled the by­
law was defeated.

A majority of votes was cast against 
the by-law in twenty-five places, of which 
15 are towns or incorporated villages.

In four out of five places voting on the 
repeal of the by-laws locaj option WM 
sustained, viz: Camden, West Township, 
Cardinal Village, Huellett Township and 
Yarmouth Township.^ In* North Toronto 
the by-law was sustained on New Year’s 
Day. til four out of these five municip­
alities the majority to sustain was larger 
than the original majority of 9 for repeal. 
In these places the aggregate origin­
al majority for local option was 243 now it 
is 787 an increase of 544 showing conclus­
ively that local option as a rule satisfies 
the electors in those municipalities where 
it has been fairly tried.

In Collingwood a measure of high licen­
se carried by a majority of 170 and in Shel­
burne a proposal to raise the average li­
cense

te ws in 23 municipalities (11 being towns 
or incorporated villages) 77 licenses will 
be cut off.

The contests throughout the province 
aroused the most intense excitement the 
vote in many places being the largest ever 
polled, both sides doing their utmost to 
bring out every vote.

;S New York, Jan. 6—George Dixon, the 
negro pugilist, the winner of several hun­
dred fistic encounters, died today in the 
alcoholic ward of Bellevue Hospital, a vic­
tim of a long fight . with drink. Idolized in 
his prime by thousands as a ring hero, 
Dixon passed away practically penniless 
and friendless. He was 37 years old, and 
for many years held the title of feather­
weight champion. He was familiarly 
known to prize fight followers as “Little 
Chocolate.”

Dixon’s first fight was in 1886, when he 
whipped a boy named Johnson, in Hali­
fax (N. S.) From that time until Terry 
McGovern knocked him out in 1900 and 
broke his spirit, no man of his weight 
ever beat him. He won the featherweight 
title in 1891 by defeating the champion, 
Cal McCarthy. Dijon’s attack and de­
fence were superlative, and his peculiar 
ability to strike a blow from any position 
made him a formidable opponent. He won 
thousands of dollans in the prize ring 
which he spent with convivial compan­
ions.

A wasted, worn, figure was brought to 
Bellevue Hospital two days ago and ticket­
ed as George Dixon. To the doctor he said 
that he had “fought his last fight with 
John Barleycorn and had been beaten.” 
He told the physicians that he had no 
friends, except John L. Sullivan. His con­
dition grew rapidly worse and late today 
he died.

Northwestern Canada 
through an eventful twelve months. The 
situation at the close of the year is very 
different from what it was at the begin­
ning. In the review of the conditions in 
western Canada published in these col­
umns a year ago a collapse in real estate 
speculation was foreshadowed. This col­
lapse occurred. Last winter in western 
Canada was of abnormal severity. It set 
in a month earlier than usual, and con­
tinued for a full month beyond the usual 
time.

Seeding Was not completed until June, 
and the absence of warm weather with 
moisture gave the crops no start until 
July, making impossible the harvesting of 
a normal crop. These conditions would :n 
themsleves have made it difficult for 
speculation in real efetate to survive; 
supplemented as they were, 
wholesale shutting down of 
by the banks, real estate specu­
lation was absolutely crushed. This has 
•been followed by much liquidation. Scores 
of real estate firms in Winnipeg and oth­
er western cities have gone out of busi- 
nes; dozens of suburban subdivisions have 
reverted to farm land; and a large num­
ber of people in Winnipeg'and elsewhere 
are confronted with obligations which will 
entail heavy loss.

This collapse of the speculative real es­
tate business has been, however, the only 
sensational result of the monetary strin­
gency. Otherwise western Canada has 
stood up under the adverse conditions in 
a manner which shows how enormously 
her reserves have grown during recent 
years. Eyen in real estate there has been 
no noticeable recession in the price of cen­
trally located urban property and of good 
farm land adjacent to railways. There has 
been no marked contraction of business; 
no closing down of industries; no failures 
of leading financial or commercial institu­
tions; and np currency shortage involving 
even a temporary suspension of cash pay­
ments. At the same time there is consid­
erable forced liquidation going on in all 
branched of business, and the long winter 
may see a good many weak establishments 
pushed to the wall.

Notwithstanding the financial stringency 
an dthe unsatisfactory weather conditions, 
the Canadian west made a steady advance 
during the past year. The immigration to 
Canada for the twelve months ending Oc­
tober 31 was 254,077, an increase of 69,000 
over the figures for the previous year The 
great, majority of these came to western 
Canada. Immigration from the United* 
States fell off 8 per cent during the year. 
Some of the European immigration, pare 
ticularly from England, is unsuitable for 
this country; and Winnipeg has the seri­
ous problem before it of dealing with a 
small army of unemployed, who have 
poured in here from all parts of the west. 
The building in Winnipeg and the civic 
improvements aggregated $8,000,000 during 
the season.

It is a matter of great satisfaction that 
the official census, taken by the dominion 
government in 1906, puts Winnipeg in the 
position of the fourth city of Canada as a 
manufacturing centre, with ‘an annual 
manufacturing turnover of $18,000,000. A 
local census shows a turnover for the cur­
rent year of $25,000,000, which would make 
Winnipeg third among the Canadian 
cities.

He re­
marked on the coincidence of the opening 
of the week of prayer being in the feast 
of Epiphany which commemorates the 
visit of the three kings to the cradle of the 
infant Christ. These three kings are ty­
pical of the Gentile world coming to the 
fold of the Christian religion, 
mation for which the church continually 
prays. Bishop Richardson then referred 
to the great need of home mission work. 
As long as the sins of intemperance, so­
cial impurity and political corruption were 
rampant there yrould be need of all that 
could be done.

His lordship then dwelt briefly on the 
needs of the great west and on the readi­
ness of the people there to receive the 
gospel. He next turned tevthe question of 
foreign missions which, he said, was just 
as important as that of home work. Re­
ferring to the part which all might take 
In this matter his lordship urged the 
mothers to dedicate their children to God 
in this great work. There were three 
things which all could do—first, look; sec­
ond, pray, and third, give. This giving 
must be real giving and not a niggardly 
dole after so much has been set aside for 
rent, insurance and clothing. The claims 
of the church must be put on the 
footing as a necessary debt not to be 
avoided. In conclusion the bishop urged 
any present to whom God was speaking, 
to give themselves for work in the mis­
sion fields.

The great industry of this country is 
grain growing. The harvest has been the 
poorest in many years, though relatively 
the west did wonders in view of the cli­
matic conditions. Up to the middle of 
July,, it loked like complete failure. “The 
farmers won't get back their seed,” was 
the prophecy heard on every hand, 
favorable August, however, gave the crops 
a chance; and although the dreaded frost, 
falling earlier than in former yeans, caught 
enormous areas of grain in the unripened 
stage, the west still managed to produce 
a considerable crop, much of good quality. 
In 1906 the Canadian west produced 94,- 
000,000 bushels of wheat; all of it free 
from frost. (

Official figures for this year are not 
available, but the estimate of the Canadi­
an Pacific Railway is 70,000,000 bushels. 
Of this, thirty million bushels only will 
be of contract grades—that is, of milling 
quality ; the other forty millions will run 
from No. i Northern to No. 6 feed. The 
high, prices have made up to the country 
at large to a considerable degree the loss 
through the reduced yield. In the old 
settle rich portions portions of Manitoba 
there was a fair crop of'wheat of excellent 
quality, and the returns to the farmers 
have been highly remunerative; but in 
large areas in the newer provinces of Al­
berta and Saskatchewan, where new set­
tlers were struggling to establish them­
selves, the wheat is all of non-contract 
grades.

Peggy—Because if they do yoq win bThe handling of this wheat is a serious 
problem for the railways and banks. 
Much of the low-grade wheat has keeping 
qualities only for winter, and must be dis­
posed of, as feed, before M^y, or it will 
tym worthless on its owner1-’ hands. 
Banks were chary of advancing money to 
handle this wheat at all, and they also re­
stricted their, lines of credit for the hand­
ling of good wheat. These credits were 
governed by conditions compelling the 
early liquidation of the wheat by its sale 
to exporters. By the last of November 
there was almost a crisis in grain and 
banking circled:

Grain firms, with the exhaustion of their 
credits in sight, began closing their inte­
rior elevators; while stocks were piling 
up at the lake ports at a rate which in­
dicated an early tie-up, the export firms 
claiming that they could not ship the 
grain, as they could not get money to 
finance the movement. Disaster was avert­
ed by the intervention of the dominion 
government, which placed ten million dol­
lars with the Bank of Montreal for the 
benefit of the four or five big banks which 
make a specialty of financing the gram 
trade. Only a portion of this was used 
directly; but indirectly the west got the 
full benefit of all this money as the grain 
banks, satisfied that they could get help 
if they needed it, drew freely on their 
own- reserves and forwarded money to 
move the crops.
RUSHING WHEAT TO SEABOARD.'

Concerted action between the banksj 
tlie railways, the exporting grain firms, 
and the steamship companies resulted in 
the very prompt handling of export grain ; 
and the close of navigation on December 
10 saw twenty million bushels of Western 
wheat east of the Great Lakes. The Can­
adian Pacific Railroad will endeavor to 
move during the winter the rest of the 
low-grade wheat by all-rail to Ontario, 
where it is needed for feed, and to St. 
John, N. B., for shipment to Great Brit­
ain. ft announces that it expects to move 
fourteen million bushels this year, though 
hitherto 5,000,00 bushels has been its
inium all-rail annual shipment. If this___
be done tile entire western wheat crop will 
be handled at fairly profitable prices. On 
October 15 the Canadian Pacific Railway 
gave out an estimate that at the prices 
then current, the entire grain trade would 
net the farmers of the west $129,000,000, 
which is considerably more than was re­
alized last year from the larger crop. Since 
then, however, prices have fallen.

The oat crop this year amounted to ov­
er 84,000,000 bushels, but only 26,000.000 
bushels will grade No. 2 or better, while 
last year the milling grades of oats 
gated 72.000,000 bushels, 
even lightly fronted, while uninjured for 
feeding purposes, are low in germinating

DISCUSSING MINOR MAHERSMOUNT ROYAL NOW SAID TO BE SHIPPING 

DISABLED OFF IRISH COASTj iiiAdditions in the shape of an office and 
waiting room to the D. A. R. Company's 
shed were authorized on condition that the 
company paid an increased rental amount­
ing to ten per cent, on the cost. The esti­
mate is about $650.

A seven year lease of a portion of Syd­
ney Market slip covering thirty-five by 100 
feet, was recommended to Francis Kerr, 
at a. rental of $100. He proposes to erect 
a $6al pocket, the revenues from the top 
and side wharfage remaining with the 
city.

There was considerable discussion on 
the last section Aid. Lewis being strong­
ly opposed to ^easing the wharf to priv­
ate parties.

The recommendations were finally 
adopted.

A fire alarm was ordered placed m No. 
5 warehouse and the supplementary re­
port was adopted.

The report of the safety board was 
adopted. An amendment by Aid. Bullock 
to refer back the section relating to coast­
ing, as no hills were mentioned, was lost.

The report of the water and sewerage 
board, which included a recommendation 
for increase in salary to a number of per­
manent employes, was adopted, with the 
exception. of a section recommending pay­
ment of $40 to John Kane, which was re­
ferred back for further information.

The report of the claims committee re­
commending the payment of $100 to Do­
minion L. O. L. No. 141, and $290 to Dr. 
John K. Hazlewood, in respect of claims 
for damages, was .adopted.

A report of the delegation to Ottawa 
was read.

Aid. McGoldrick, as chairman, moved a 
vote of thanks to Hon. William Pugsley 
for his efforts on the city’s behalf.

Aid. Baxter, in seconding the motion, 
said the decision of the government to 
build the wharves was of very great im­
portance, as it marked the beginning of a 
new policy and would enable the city to 
devote its resources to other civic needs. 
He hoped the'common council of St. John 
would be given some credit for what had 
been done, and that for once in a while 
their work would be appreciated.

Aid. Frink also spoke briefly on the 
work of the delegation.

Aid. Kelley said the government owed 
a duty to the province of New Brunswick. 
They had spent $8,500,000 on the St. Law­
rence, and it was right the winter port 
of Canada should have its share.

The mayor also spoke briefly, referring 
to Sir Wilfrid Laurier having expressed 
himself in sympathy with the wishes of 
the city. V

The motion was carried unanimously.
Communications were referred to the 

boards.
Owing to the lateness of the hour, Aid. 

Frink’s motion with reference to a com­
mission of five being appointed to manage 
the affairs of the city in place of the com­
mon council, was made the first order of 
business after the treasury board’s report 
at the next meeting.

The council then adjourned.

At the meeting of the common council 
Monday a motion to offer $75,000 of the 
new loan to the citizens in $200 bonds was 
adopted. Tenders must not be lees than 
par and will be received until Jan. 16. 
Authority was given the mayor to sign an 
agreement with the dominion government 
with regard to the wharf extension on the 
lines of the letter from the minister of 
public works. A vote of thanks to Hon. 
William Pugsley was unanimously adopt­
ed. Owing to the lateness of the hour Aid. 
Frink’s motion with reference to civic 
government by a commission was deferred 
until the next meeting. The mayor oc­
cupied the chair and the full council was 
present, with the common clerk. Marshal 
Goughian was in attendance.

The treasury board’s report on the in­
quiry into the irregularities in the cham­
berlain’s office, submitting the evidence 
and recommending that it be placed on 
file for reference, was adopted.

There was considerable discussion on a 
section of the treasury report recommend­
ing the appointment of a clerk for the 
chamberlain’s office to prosecute the col 
lection of default taxes at a salary of $50 
a month. The recommendation was final­
ly adopted with the addition of the words 
“and to do such other work as the cham­
berlain may assign.” V

Aid. Bullock gave notice 
amending his first notice with reference 
to the new 5 per cent ten year loan of 
$325,000. He gave notice that at the ex­
piration of thirty days he would move 
that debentures to the extent of $75,000 
be issued in $200 bonds and the remaining 
$250,000 in slims of not less than £100 
sterling or tE6 equivalent in Canadian cur­
rency.

The change was made, he said ,to give 
citizens an opportunity to subscribe. For 
the purpose of regulating the issue he 
moved that bonds to the extent of $75,000 
with delivery in about 90 days be offered 
for sale, that January 16 should be the 
last day for receiving tenders, that no 
bonds should be sold at less than par and 
that the council reserve the right to re­
fuse any tender.
After some discussion on the advisability 
of negotiating a temporary loan, the mo­
tion was carried.

There was some discussion on a section 
of the board of works report recommend 
ing the purchase of 40 tons of loose hay 
from A. M. Rowan at $18, which Aid. 
Frink pointed out was $3.75 above pressed 
hay. The section was finally adopted.

The St. John Railway Company was 
given authority on payment of $300 to 
double track in Paradise Row, the agree­
ment to expire on the termination of the 
charter.

The report was adopted.
On a supplementary report, the council 

authorized an agreement with the^govem- 
ment with reference to the west side 
wharves to be prepared and executed by 
the mayor under the city’s steal, the basis 
of the agreement being the letter from the 
minister of public works.

would indicate the Mount Royal to be 
found is well within the zone of trans- 
Atlantic traffic, where not less than five 
steamers pass everyday, and it is hard to 
conceive how she could have struggled 
along for nearly a month without being 
picked up by some steanfer.

In any event it is stated by officials at 
the O. P. R. it will be several days before 
any definite information is brought in re­
garding the steamer. The Lake Manito­
ba is not equipped with the Marconi sys­
tem.

The boat reported was 250 miles west 
of Fastnet, wthich is on the extreme south­
west corner of Ireland, and the Lake 
Manitoba bad to sail from Liverpool, 
which made the distance to the supposed 
place where the disabled steamer was 544 
miles, so that it will mean two days’ sail 
out and two more back before the identi­
fication can be made complete.

Halifax, N. 6., Jan. 6.—The news that 
the Mount Royal is probably safe was re­
ceived with great joy in Halifax and until 
long after midnight crowds gathered 
around the telegraph and newspaper of­
fices waiting for later information. The 
cable from Liverpool was generally re­
ceived as authentic and all were overjoy­
ed. Captain Gamble, of the Allan liner 
Mongolian, which arrived in port today 
from Liverpool, one of the best known 
marine men coming to this port, when in­
formed that the C. P. K. liner Mount 
Royal was thirty-one days out from Ant­
werp for St. John, said: “That is noth­
ing, she will turn up ay right around the 
coast of Scotland. I remember on one 
occasion when I was in charge of the On­
tarian on the Portland-Liverpool route, 
my owners had no'tidings of me for twen­
ty-nine days after I left the American 
port. The Ontarian broke her main shaft 
in mid-ocean and for ten days we drifted 
about without sighting a craft of any des­
cription. After that we saw several 
steamers pass but were never reported. 
We were finally taken in tow and the first 
intimation my owners had that the On­
tarian was safe was when she was re­
ported passing Queenstown (Ire.), in ton 
of another steamer.”

The report which was received yester­
day afternoon from Brier Island to the 
effect that two steamers had passed there, 
inwards, and that one of the steamers 
was a C. P. R. boat, raised the hopes of 
many people that one of the steamers 
might be the long overdue liner Mount 
Royal. The hope was vain, however, as 
it developed that only one steamer had 
passed the island, and she proved to be 
the Monmotith, from Bristol. Captain 
Wird, of the steamer, reported that he 
had seen nothing of the Mount Royal. 
Later came the report that the steamer 
was off the Irish coast, and fears were 
allayed.

10.33Liverpool, Jan. 6—The Spanish steamer 
Vivania, which arrived here tonight from 
Pensacola, reported "sighting on Jan. 3, 
250 miles from Fastnet (Ire.), a steamer re­
sembling the long over-due Canadian Pa­
cific liner Mount Royal. The Vivahia was 
unable to ascertain the name or read the 

, signals of the supposed Mount Royal. 
- Officials of the Canadian Pacific railway at 
t Liverpool are confident that the steamer 

sighted is the Mount Royal, and have de­
cided to send the steamer Lake Manitoba 
in search of her, assuming that she is 
crippled by reason of broken machinery.

Montreal, Jan. 6—A despatch from A. 
Piers, manager of the steamship'Unes of 
the Canadian Pacific railway, from Liver­
pool, says:
Mount Royal has been reported in a posi­
tion 250 miles west of Fastnet lights, 
southwest comer of Ireland. The Cana­
dian Pacific railway steamer Lake Mani­
toba, which has been held in 'readiness at 
Liverpool for the past ten days, was im­
mediately dispatched to the assistance of 
the Mount Royal.

This latter steamer is now thirty days 
out from Antwerp, bound for St. John (N. 
B.), and the anxiety which has been felt 
is greatly relieved by this news from Liv­
erpool, and the Canadian Pacific railway 
officials are very hopeful that in a day 
or two they will be able to announce that 
the missing ship with her passengers and 
crew has been safely towed to port. No 
details are as yet available as to the cause 
of delay, but it is generally believed to bo 
due to a breakdown of her machinery or 
propeller.

Never perhaps since the opening of the 
winter port here has there been a day of 
such intense excitement and painful sus­
pense as yesterday. The cause is found in 
the different rumors about the long over­
due C. P. R. steamer Mount Royal. Early 
in the afternoon a hopeful report of two 
steamers passing inward from Brier Is­
land gained currency. These two steam­
ers, it was soon reported, were C. P. R. 
boats, and one of them was in tow. The 
report received general credence and the 
office of The Daily Telegraph, C. P. R. 
offices, Carleton, and all public places 
where confirmation of the news was likely 
to be obtained, were besieged by anxious 
inquirers.

It was easy to see what a hold the fate 
of the Mount Royal had on the public 
mind. All classes alike shared in the in­
terest aroused by it, and it was the sole 
topic of discussion on the street comers 

,»2nd wherever men met together.
About 3 o’clock the first message was 

received from Brier Island telling that 
two steamers had just passed inward. It 
did not take long for the story to grow 
to such proportions as to admit of no 
doubt of the identity of one of the boats 
as the Mount Royal, for one was reported 
in tow of the other. It was first said that 
both boats had four masts, then it was 
added that both were flying the C. P. R. 
flag. The news flew like witifire, but at 7 
o’clock the Monmouth arrived ofl the is- 

» land from Avqnmouth, and hopes for the 
Mount Royal fell to earth.

Not only did the Monmouth not have 
the Mount Royal in tow, but she reported 
she was the only steamer which passed 
Brier Island at 3 p. m. yesterday.

Hopes were soon renewed again by the 
report from Montreal about a steamer, 
likely the Mount Royal, being seen off 
Fastnet, and everywhere hope was express­
ed that this should prove correct.

When the Monmouth dropped anchor 
about a mile below Partridge Island last 
evening she was boarded by a Telegraph 
reporter. She had left Avonmouth on 
Dec. 24, and had one of the roughest pas­
sages that the crew have ever experienced. 
For the first nine days out, strong head 
winds were encountered, with mountainous 
sens. Captain Ward took a southern 

»w£urse to get clear of the bad weather. 
The C. P. R. tug Cruizer went down to 
the island last evening to meet the Mon­
mouth, then lying a mile outside. The 
Cruizer went alongside and the captain

Recently the Times entered inte the 
book-eelling business by arrangement with 
an American named Hooper, and attempt­
ed. to undersell the retailers. As a result 
it became involved in a fierce war with the 
book publishers which, it is supposed, ma­
terially reduced ite advertising receipts. 
Both Lord Northcliffe and Mr. Pearson, 
the two leaders of what is called here 
“the Americanization of British journal­
ism,” are credited with several attempts 
to purchase this property.

The extent of the financial interest of 
Mr. Pearson has not been disclosed. He 
conducts the Morning and Evening Stand­
ard, and the Daily Express, and several 
magazines and weeklies. The offices of the 
Standard will be moved into the present 
Times building and both papers will be 
issued from the same plant.

Mr. Pearson says that neither a change 
in the character of the Times nor a re­
duction in its price is to be expected.

The formal statement of the change in 
the management of the Times, which will 
appear in the morning papers, announces 
that the business management of the pa­
per will be reorganized by Mr. Pearson, 
and that “the editorial character of the 
paper will remain unchanged and it will 
be conducted as in the past, on lines in­
dependent of party politics.”

The change in the organization requires 
the sanction of the court before becoming 
effective.

ly optimistic. One flight of enterprise 
follows another, the circle of expansion 
goes on widening, the superstructure on 
the foundation of credit goes higher, and 
the time is ever getting closer at hand 
when we must pause to take breath. Sup­
pose the west had had another banner 
crop in 1907 and that the grain had all 
been harvested without mishap. There 
is scarcely a doubt but that the land 
“boom” would have become still wilder 
there than it was, and when the inev­
itable day of reaction came there would 
have been a smash. But the crop of 1907 
was short, much of it was greatly dam­
aged by frost, and the land ‘"boom,” in­
stead of becoming more feverish, has eo-i 
bered down. And business generally has 
sobered down with it.

Surprising advances have taken place 
during the last few yeans in the quality 
and yield of tobacco in Canada.

WELLS UNDER THE
PACIFIC OCEAN.

In Southern California near Santa Bar­
bara along the slope of the Pacific ocean 
they have drilled oil wells under the 

along the beach. Some of the wells 
are as much as a quarter of a mile out in 
the water and long slender pipes have 
been built out into the waves. The oil -s 
dipped out of shafts run down into the 
rocks beneath the sea and is rich in as- 
jphalt.

None of the oil is visible on the surface 
of the sea but it was found that the oil 
strata ran to the water edge and engin­
eers figured out that under the water there 
must be still more of the valuable oil 
locked under the rocks. Boring under the 
water they soon reached the oil strata and 
now there are as many as thirty oil pro­
ducing wells which lie entirely under the
