Belying the recent German boast that the British offensive from 
Arras had come to a halt, General Haig earlier this week proved that 
he had not lost his initiative. He made a successful drive to the south 
of Lens, carrying a mile of the German front north of the Scarpe.

The reverberations from this blow had hardly died away before | 
today’s attack was launched on the other side of the Lille salient.

A sharp, well defined curve in the German line, about three miles ; 
deep and the same distance across, is the immediate object of this 
new attack. In common with other sections of the line in Belgium, j 
along a front of some thirty miles, its defenses had been subjected to j 
a tremendous pounding by the British artillery for days.

The French front is comparatively quiet. The only development I 
of note last night was a German attack northwest of St. Quentin.

BRITISH PRESSING ON.

London, June 7—The British have opened an attack on a nine mile front 
between Messinea and Wytschaste and have taken all their first objectives. 
The official statement says the British progress is being continued and that 
spnÿe prisoners have been taken.

" The new British offensive is against a sharp German salient three miles 
south of Ypres. For several days the British have maintained a tremendous 
bombardment for almost thirty miles on this portion of their front. The salient 
itself is about three miles in width and the same distance in depth. An effect­
ive advance in this sector would seriously menace the German hold on Lille, 
which is about five miles from the nearest British position.

The text of the official statement follows:—
“We attacked at 3.10 this morning German positions on the Messines- 

Wytschaete ridge on a front of more than nine miles. We have everywiiere cap­
tured our first objectives, and further progress is reported to be satisfactory 
along the whole front of attack. Numbers of prisoners are reported already to 
be reaching the colection stations.”
LOSE HEAVILY TO FRENCH

Paris, June 7.—(Noon)—A strong force of Germans made an attack north­
west of St Quentin at midnight, says today’s official announcement. The at­
tackers were caught under a violent French fire and retired after sustaining 
heavy losses.

Two German airplanes were brought down on June 6. Supplementary in­
formation now at hand establishes definitely that three more German machines 

brought down by French pilots on June 3, 4 and 5.

house. So far as known there is no 
intimation of a general election but that 
may eventuate from developments after 
tlie bill is introduced.

Correspondence on the coalition ne­
gotiations showed that the premier had 
made the proposal to the leader of the 
opposition who had replied in effect that 
it should have been broached before 
conscription was announced. The pre­
mier suggested a cabinet of eight Lib­
erals and eight Conservatives with him­
self as the odd member, giving the pre­
sent government a majority of one. The 
premier also suggested that the coalition 
bill should be Introduced with the pledge 
that it would not be given effect until 
the coalition had gone to the country 
and asked for a mandate on the mea­
sure.

The two leaders were unable to agree 
apon the composition of the cabinet 
and finally negotiations came to an end 
yesterday and the deal was declared off.

NOT ENOUGH COIL“Every insertion of the probe of in­
vestigation into the Valley railroad con­
struction reveals a festering mass of rot­
tenness and corruption,

For 
example, In the case of Nova Scotia, 
authority Is given to pay from the pub­
lic revenue $25,000 yearly towards the 
expense of the commission. In Ontario 
the amount Is $100,000, in British Co­
lumbia, $50,000, and in Manitoba an 
amount to be determined by the lieu- 
tenant-govemor-in-eouncil.

If the principle of these acts is adopt­
ed it will therefore readily be seen that 
it will involve quite a large expense (al­
though, of course, not as great as in 
the case of Nova Scotia, because that 
province is larger) upon the funds of 
New Brunswick.

It may be well to say right here, that 
the insurance companies have practical­
ly been displaced from business in all 
provinces where these acts are in force, 
except in Manitoba where they are li­
censed to do business, but all rates are 
fixed, and all losses paid by the Work­
men’s Compensation Act Commission 
without reference either to the insurance 
company or to the employer.

In view of these facts we have there­
fore reached the conclusion that we are 
not by any means able at this time to 
recommend tile adoption of an act sim­
ilar to that of Nova Scotia or Ontario, 
for the reason that there is no evidence 
before us as to what the pay rolls of 
the province is, and we think it absolute­
ly necessary to determine whether the 
province is sufficiently Urge, and whe­
ther the amount of assessments which 
may be realized, would justify the for­
mation of a commission and the admin­
istration of a Workmen's Compensa­
tion Act similar to those in force in 
other provinces.

We therefore recommend in order to 
determine this point, that 
passed by the legislature empowering a 
commission to require pay rolls of 
manufacturers or employers of labor, to 
be filed for the year 1910, on or before 
the first day of October, 1917, and that 
it be imposed as a duty upon the sher­
iffs of each county, and also upon the 
assessors
and municipality, to secure such pay 
rolls within the area in which their jur­
isdiction extends, and that a penalty be 
imposed upon all employers and manu­
facturers who fail to file such pay rolls, 
of $10 per day until filed; these returns 
to be made upon blanks to be approved 
by a government commission, or any 
authority having charge of the question.

We have also, as far as the time at 
our disposal permitted, given attention 
to the acts of the province of Manitoba, 
the province of British Columbia, and a 
number of states in the American Union.

There are three systems which are in 
operation. First, what may be called an 
Employers’ Liability law, which finds 
expression in the act now in force in 
this province.

Second, Workmen’s Compensation as 
represented by snch an act as that in 
Nova Scotia, British Columbia, and to a 
lesser degree in Ontario, in which em­
ployers are required to fyle their pay 
rolls with a commission; the industries 
are grouped and classified as hearly sim­
ilar as possible, and then an assessment 
made upon the variqus groups, in order 
to carry the liability of the employez to 
the employe.

In several acts the amount so collect­
ed is defined as one and indivisible, and 
the amount collected from all groups 
may be applied to make up the defic­
iency in any one. There is in this case 
no state liability, but the assessments 
collected are administered by a commis­
sion consisting of one or more which 
fixes the amount of the assessment, ad­
justs the liability between the em­
ployer and the employe, and pays the 
amount to the employe without the in­
tervention of any third person.

The third, is called State Insurance, 
which means that the state becomes the 
insurer, fixes rates or assessments, ad­
ministers the funds, adjusts the losses, 
and pays in like manner, as in the case 
of the second class described and this 
system is best illustrated by the act of 
the State of Washington.

In considering the question of the 
applicability of a Workmen’s Compen­
sation Act to this province, it is very 
difficult to find precedent to warrant 
the adoption of such an act with the 
information now before us.

The Province of Ontario was the first 
one to adopt a Workmen’s Compensation 
Act along the lines of the second class 
described. This passed the Ontario 
legislature on 1st May, 1914, and became 
operative as respects payments of com­
pensation on 1st January, 1915. The 
act has worked fairly well, so far as the 
evidence now before us establishes, but 
Ontario is a very large province, having 
very large manufacturing industries, and 
consequently very heavy pay rolls upon 
which assessment can be made, and 
therefore there may not be, and in fact 
there is not a complete analogy between 
the conditions in that province and those 
which obtain here.

The Nova Scotia Act, and the condi­
tions in that province more nearly ap­
proach those in New Brunswick than in 
any other, was passed on 23rd April, 
1915, and became operative 1st January, 
1917.

The act of the province of British Co­
lumbia was passed 28rd May, 1916. and 
has since become operative.

The act of Manitoba was assented to 
10th March, 1916. It will therefore be 
readily apparent that in the smaller 
provinces sufficient time has not elapsed 
in order to show clearly, and in what 
way these acts will operate, either in 
the interests of the employer or the em­
ployee, and in the case of the province 
of Ontario, the act has only been in 
force three years.

Under the two systems those of the 
Workmen’s Compensation collectively, 
and state administered insurance, gen­
erally speaking, 55 per cent of the wages j 
of injured workmen is paid, and if as 
a result of injury he die. instead of a 
lump sum payment as in the case of the 
Employers’ Liability Act in this prov­
ince, a pension is paid to the widow of 
$20 per month until re-marriage or 
death. In the event of re-marriage, in 
the majority of acts a lump sum of two 
years’ pension is given, which termin­
ates the liability of the employer or 

so far as the widow is concerned.

only building remaining intact in all the 
region of Chauny and as far north as 
Saint Simon, after the retreat of the 
Germans, was a wooden pavilion built 
upon a rise of ground between what 
was once the village of Faillouel and 
the ruins of Fiavy le Martel. A rustic 
fence around the building bears in rustic 
letters this designation: “Eitel Fried­
rich Schanz” (Eitel Frederick Redoubt.)

There is no evidence of the place hav­
ing been fortified and the supposition 
is that it served as an observatory or 
resting place for the prince between 
spells at his regime of gardening, pre­
scribed by his doctors to reduce his 
weight.

The building comprises a single room 
papered in sky blue, with gilt ornaments 
and furnished with rustic chairs and 
tables. The veranda commands a view 
of ruin and desolation.

The Second Division of the Prussian 
Guard under Prince Eitel’s orders op­
erated here and the prince had his 
headquarters in several different cha­
teaux of the region. The evidence of 
the inhabitants is that the occupying 
troops left no hardship untried upon 
them. Certainly nowhere in the zone 
evacuated by the German troops was 
the country more completely desolated.

The first positive traces of Prince 
Eitel Frederick in this region were found 
at Avricourt in the department of the 
Oise, where he occupied the chateau of 
Avricourt belonging to Count Balny at 
the end of October, 1915. French avia­
tors got the bearings of his headquar­
ters there and he left suddenly in 1916 
for Fretoy le Chateau, where he occu­
pied the property of Monsieur Dubois. 
He took with him all the furniture, 
dishes ’and plate of the -Count Balny. 
Russian prisoners of war were brought 
there to dig a deep undergroutid shelter 
from airplane bombs for the Prince.

Prince Eitel was seen every morning 
during his sojourn at Fretoy spading in 
the garden of the chateau—a physical 
exercise designed to reduce his corpu­
lence. French aviators surprised him at 
this exercise one morning in July last
