MANY DIE OR MEET WITH
ACCIDENT IN GREAT STORM
IN THE ATLANTIC STATES

New York, Dec, 27 — Northern and
eastern New York and New England are
slowly recovering today from the damage
inflicted from yesterday’s storm. A suc-
cession of rain, snow, lightning, sleet
and thunder, winding up with a gale
that tore down wires and trees, unroof-
ed houses and gdrove shipping ashore,
caused widespre damage and many
deaths and accidents,

Telegraphic communication in some
sections was still interrupted. The signal
systems of railroad lines running north
and northeast from New York were crip-
pled and trains were not able to main-
tain their schedules.

New England suffered more severely
than New York city, and reports from
there told of severe damage to buildings
and vessels caught in the path of the
gale.

Brindisi, Italy, Dec. 27—King Peter of
Serbia has arrived here on board, an

Italian cruiser.

Paris, Dec. 27—“King Peter of Serbia,
was just brought to Avlona on an Ital-
ian cruiser? ’says the Journal’s Avlona
correspondent. “The voyage was rough
and the king had to be carried ashore in
an armchair. It was a tragic and heart-
rending e. g

to a secluded inn, opposite Italian head-
quarters, where I called upon him and
was shown into the poorly furnished
room he occupied. His clear eyes, what
depths of bitterness did they conceal.

That sorrowful countenance was
the epitome of the whole tragic epoch.

GOURNAIS. SPEAKS
OF GREEK POSITION

Paris, Dec. 27—The Athens’ corre-
spondent of the Matin quotes M. Gour-
naris of the Greek government, as fol-
lows:

“‘Greece’s policy is unchanged. Greece
is ‘a small state which does not want to
be dragged into the war, which might
involve a catastrophe like those which
have befallen Belgium and Serbia. We
are Greeks and nothing else. I am
neither a Germanophile nor-a Frencho-
phile, but just a Greek. Germanophiles
do not exist in Greece.

“*All Greece, even under the present
circumstances, remains attached to Eng-
land, France and Russia, to which she
cwes her existence and her develop-
ment. But you cannot ask that these
sentiments should go so far as to lead
us, without absolute necessity, into the
conflict, and we believe nothing now
requires us to cease our neutrality.
Greece always will feel keenly what-
ever happens, for better or worse, to
France, but we cannot do more.’

“I then asked M, Gounaris to explain
how, if the Bulgarians are the heredi-
tary enemies of Greece, the Greek people
could agree to the allies’ army falling
back indefinitely before the Bulgars on
Greek territory.

“‘Now you’re going into the domain
of the future,’ he replied, ‘and I cannot
enter into that. I am speaking®only of
accomplished facts and the attitude they
impose upon us. I cannot speak of the
future.

“I remarked that such silence might
be considered significant, and M. Goun-
aris explained, ‘I don’t even authorize
you to draw a deduction from my
silence.””

London, Dec, 27—An Amsterdam de-
spatch to the Exchange Telegraph Com-

Athens, Greece, Dec. 27—“With our
batteries of heavy artillery and the men
behind them, it is impossible to oust
the allied forces from Saloniki,” said
General Castelnau, chief of the French
general staff. in a statement to the As-
sociated Press. He gave the interview
after being received by King Constan-
tine and attending a luncheon at the
French legation. - ;

Many of the most important officers
of the Greek army and navy, and sev~
eral of the king’s closest friends attend-
General Castlenau’s
statement was submitted to the French
minister, Jean Guillemine and approved
by him.

“The situation at Saloniki today,” he
said, “is most excellent. I spent several
days examining the ground. I must say

contemplated an ‘offensive from Salon-
iki in the spring. :

On Monday, December
19, three aerial flights took place over
our lines and other enemy aeroplanes
were driven off by the fire of our’ anti-
aircraft guns.

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NOW FOR RECRUITS.
Now that Christmas is over, a more
general response to the appeal for re-

cruits is expected. Doubtless many young
men had made, up their minds during
the last month that when. the Christ-
mas holidays were over they would en-
list. It is important to have the ranks
of the five new battalions in New
Brunswick filled as quickly as possible,
for it takes many months of training to
make a soldier, and none of those en-
listing now will get fo the front until
some time next summer, unless they
choose to go earlier as drafts to rein-
force battalions in the field.

The St. John young men who join the
ranks of the 115th will have the ad-
vantage of excellent -winter guarters in
this city, close to their homes. Lt. Col.
Wedderburn is a skilled commanding of-
ficer, and is surrounding himself with a
most competent staff; so that the men
in the ranks will be both well cared for
and well trained. The 115th will be an-
other “fighting” battalion, and one with
which any young man may well feel
proud to be conmected.

The great campaign to fill the ranks
of the 115th will be opened on New
Year’s Day, and the task should not re-
quire many weeks’ time. It is difficult
to upderstand how young men who are
single and free to go can hold back any
longer. Not a single argument can be
presented to support the contention that
they ought to remain at home while so
many men are leaving wives and chil-
dre behind and are going to fight their
country’s battles. Those battles must be
fought in Europe, and not in Canada.
However great the sacrifice, we must
win, or Canada will no longer be a frec
country. The young man who decides
to stay at home when he ought to be
on the firing line practically says that he
is willing to see the Germans capture
Canada so long as he is not disturbed
in the meantime. The number of such
young men there are in New Bruns-

THE WAR NEWS.

Christmas brought no truce along the
battle front. The last week has not
been marked by very heavy fighting at
any point, but the guns have thundered
on and there has been constant actlvity,
with minor casualties all along the vari-
ous fronts except at Saloniki, where it
is still uncertain whether the Bulgars
and Turks will disregard the Greek pro-
test and enter Greek territory to strike
at the Allied position.

King George, in his Christmas mes-
sage, declares that “the goal draws near-
er into sight,” but Mr. Lloyd George at
Glasgow on Christmas Day told the
trades unions that the goal could not be
won without more guns and munitions;
while a large portion of the British
press is very outspoken in the view that
there must be a change of leadership be-
fore very much can be accomplished by
the British armies.

The speech of Mr. Lloyd George at
Glasgow was not received with univer-
sal approval by the trades union offic-
ials, but when he asked one of the dis-
senters if he would go to the trenches
and talk in that vein to the soldiers
fighting his battles there was an instant
response in ‘hearty cheering, and the
eloquent and fearless minister of muni-
tions will probably carry his point.

“Time is vital,” he declared, “time is
vietory, and time is life. There have
been already 540,000 casualties, includ-
ing 800,000 since the agreement between
the trade unions and the government in
March. Further delay means further
losses, and I appeal to the workmen to
help thoroughly and quickly. Such aid
will strengthen your claim at the end of
the war, upon the British people for re-
dress’ of any grievances.”

4] cannot return to parliament,” he
sald again, “and report, through the
house of commons, to the British army
that skilled workmen won’t suspend
their rules to save their fellow country-
men’s lives on the battlefield.” &

It is hardly conceivable that the union
leaders would refuse to respond to such
appeals as these, when they know as
well as the minister that he is stating
the simple truth, and know also ow
great is the sacrifice their brothers are
making in the trenches.

Lord Derby is not less insistent in his
appeal for more men, pointing out that
with the guns must go the man power,
.and that the more men are sent the
sooner the war will be over.

That Mr. Lloyd George and Lord
Derby find it necessary to speak in such
plain terms must bring home to the
people of the whole British Empire a
deeper sense of responsibility and arouse
a stronger determination to do their
share in the struggle which involves their
liberties and challenges their loyalty and
devotion.

THE CHANDLER REPORT.

Of the lumbering operations of Mr. A.
J. H. Stewart, who is a member of the
legislature, Commissioner Chandler said
in his report, published last week:—

“The attitude taken by Mr. Stewart'

with respect to this matter of cutting
on crown' lands is’ apparently that it is
the duty of the officers of the crown to
find out if anyone is cutting on crown
land and to collect the proper stumpage
therefor and that there is no obligation
upon him as a licensee to inform the
crown officers as to his operations or to
trouble himself in any way as to the
payment of stumpage. It is very unfor-
tunate in my judgment that a public
representative should take this ground
with respect to the maiters under dis-
cussion. If an elected representative of
the people—one who actually takes part
in the framing of the laws passed for
the protection of property belonging to
the province—takes the ground that timn-
ber belonging to the crown is fair game
and that anyone cutting on crown land
under a license is under no obligation
whatever to pay stumpage unless caught
red-handed and compelled to pay by the
crown officers, one can hardly expect
that other operators on.crown lands will
not follow the example set them.”

The people of New Brumswick are
waiting to hear what Premier Clarke
and his colleagues think about Mr.
Stewart’s attitude, not only in relation
to cutting timber on crown lands but
getting a rake-off from a farm sold to
the Farm Settlement Board.

Paris, Dec. 20—As I returned yester-

Those who remember the world’s first
great aviation meeting at Bethany, out-
side Rheims, where Farnam won the dis-
tance championship with 112 ‘miles to
his credit and Latha the altitude
championship at 504 feet, miracles six
years ‘ago, will be ‘interested to know
that Bethany is now in ruins. Seventeen
inhabitants still cling to their homes
which are liable to be shelled at any mo-
ment, They have several cows whose
milk is much enjoyed in the nearby
trenches.

They are
of the most modern type, turning at
right angles «every few yards being lined
with wood to prevent the sandy soil from
caving in, and floored with wood.

One of the most interesting incidents
of our visit was the capture of 17 pris-
oners the day before our arrival by
French soldiers. They were found lined
up waiting examination as we automo-
biled into certan headquarters. A Ger-
man-speaking Swiss correspondent, who
was with us, was allowed to question
them. They were with one exception de-
generate and stunted youths between 18
and 20 years of age, but appearing to be
between 15 and 17.

The largest of these are
the Canada, and the super-Canada types
of machines. When Mr. Robinson was
asked what were the plans for the air
raids upon Essen, Keil Harbor, and other
fortified German cities, he replied that
he was unable to give any information
owing to restrictions enforced by the
British government.

The possibilities of such raids were

discussed by an officer of the Royal

Aviation Corps, who is a visitor in this
city. His view is that they should not
consist of desultory forays by fifteen or
twenty small aeroplanes, such as hav€
been oc¢urring nearly every day for the
last few months.

The great raids which he thinks are
impending he expects to attain their re-
sult with a single stroke. They ought,
he says, practically to obliterate the

fortifications at which they are direct
ed.

The worked out details of the alr raids
are said to call for 500 giant machines,
each carrying not less than 8,600 pounds
of explosive. It is understood that nitro-
cellulose, which has terrific destructive
powers, is to be used.

Plenty exists in the German army;
camps, where the soldiers are fattening
on the food seized from the defenseless'
women and children, but Germany is,
doing nothing to relieve conditions. Were
it not for the Belgian Relief Committee
many would have perished aiready and
now this committee is in need of sup-
port and donations of clothing and gifis
of wheat for the widows, orphans, wives,
and mothers of Belgium’s soldiers. '

Lighteen million francs worth of corn
alone has been _taken from the Belgian
granaries and o 'million francs worth
of cocoa, both valuable articles of food,
have been seized. Sales of cotton worth!
1,100,000 francs have also been taken,;
thus removing the possibility of making,
this “ raw material into much needed
clothing, .

Sixteen million francs worth'of machin-,
ery has been seized as plunder and ship-
ped to Germany. s gy i

It has been discovered that household:
goods and other articles seized but not
required by the Germans have been
shipped to foreign countries .and sold.

“These seizures have reduced Belgium
to its present state of abject poverty.
Not only has material been removed but
the Germans have deprived the Belgians
of all means of recuperation and of live-
lihood. The Belgian women are willing
to work, are accustomed to it, but now
they are helpless and but for the cease-
less efforts of the committee they would
gtarve and their children would die, the
inpocent victims of their German op-
pressors, :

Tons of food have come in for the
relief of these people, but this is ex-
hausted and more and more is needed
Gaily. Belgium’s supply is gone and the
heroic women left at home to care for
their children face a winter of famine
and want unless more shiploads of wheat
and flour come from the Canadian and
other sources which supplied the country
so bountifully some months ago. Y

Lyndon) no doubt
accounted much for the large entry and
quality of terriers, and many thanks
to the veteran, John Campbell, who came
at a moment’s notice, and put them
pretty nearly right, and gave the usual!
satisfaction. :

In many ways it was the best show
held in St. John, over 280 dogs were
benched, and few if any a.bsentees, all
through the entries showed quality and
improvement over anything in the past

517, .in_home-breds.

Robert A. and Mrs. Ross supported us
with over thirty dogs, of very high qual-
ity. Mr. and Mrs. L. H. Powers, of
Houlton, Me., paid us their second visit,
and among their string was a trio of
Chows; a brace of Reds and a Black,
which attracted much attention. Among
the outside entries were g brace of Rus-
sian Wolfhounds from Kingston, Ont.,
and Mr. Ross’ Airedale from Winnipeg.
Ernest Fortune again favored us with
his presence, and trust he’ll come again.

Considerable improvement was shown
in the home-breds, especially the Setters,
English and Irish, also English Bulls, the
winner a home-bred.

It would have done Charlie Mason’s
heart good to have seen the difference in
condition and quality of wires over that
of last year. The outside entry was par-
ticularly strong, and the big breeds have
not brought out anything new.

St. Bernards—John Warren’s, Dash,
winners dogs, well marked and good
size, but could do with more depth and
shorter muzzle. Guess reserve winners,
a light one, lacking girth of body, and
not so well marked as the winner.

Newfoundlands—P. Killorn’s Fly, a
grand bodied bitch, good in size and
bone, might be darker in eye, and shorter
in fbreface.

Great Danes—W. B. Evan’s Iowa Bob,
alone in his class, a young dog, fawn in
color, with a nice head and good front,
needs time to make up in body.

Bloodhounds—W. W. Sheehan’s two
dogs, Mischief, a better headed one than
the bitch, Queen. She needs more bone
and dewlap, with longer ears.

Russian - Wolfhounds—Thos. Nichols’
Brace Ch. Rosemary, a big showy orange
and white dog, deep-ribbed, nice coat and
right in front, good in shoulders and
feet, might be shorter in body and more
roach, but strong in loins. Sophia, the
bitch, much lighter; and rather light and
flat in coat, full and Jdarge in eye, but
carries more length of head with a Ro-
man nose.

English Setters—These showed a good

entry of eleven dogs of quality above the

average, including very promising local
bred ones. Robert Smith’s Wyoming
Valley Salop, first, a big upstanding Blue
Belton, nicely marked with grand head,
which is good in length and clean in
cheek, square in muzzle and nice eye,
full of substance, good mover, with nice
depth of body, could carry less weight,
with a flatter coat, but nicely feathered.

JOHN STUART
‘THOMSON AND
HIS WRITINGS

Has Dore Much to Draw China
and America Together—A Life
of Travel—A Rival of Kipling

(National Magazine, Boston, November
. 1915)
(By Myrle Wright.)

“The organ of the Philippine Society
of New York city, the Philippine Mag-
azine for April, 1915, said: “No man
has done more than John Stuart Thom-
son to draw closer together the twbd
republics of China and America.” He is
a voluminous contributor to the press
and magazines of the United Stazes,
Canada, the Far East and Europe. He
has lectured at Clark University, Wor-
cester, Mass., and elsewhere, on Orient-
al subjects, and his writings have been
translated into Japanese, Chinese, Rus-
sian, French and German.

Mr. Thomson was educated at the
Presbyterian College ‘and McGill Uni-
versity, Montrealy the latter famous for
its classical department. Although he
resides at present in Jersey City, New
Jersey, he is better known perhaps as
a citizen at various times of Montrea,
Hong Kong, New York, London and
Paris.

His father, Francis Stuart Douglas
Thomson, was a fellow townsman o
Andrew Carnegie at Dunfermline, Scot-
land, where the family lived for centiir-
ies, and he is distantly related to the
poet, James Thomson of the “Seasons.”
His cousins, the Bald family of Dun-
fermline, in the old days, ran the first
sailing packet line between Edinburgh’s
port Leith and Halifax, N. S. -

When only a youth in his twenties
he was manager at New_ York city of
the Canada Atlantic & Plant steamship
lines, running to Cuba, Canada and
Honduras. For years he was Otiental
manager (with headquarters at Hong
Kong, China) of the Pacific Mail &
Toyo Kisen Kaisha trans-Pacific steam-
ship Companies. He has traveled in
every country of the Orienf, around the
world, in the Levant, Latin America
and in" Europe.

While he is a most active expansionist

ADVANCE ON TRESTE

Must Reduce All Enemy Strong-
holds in Hills Before Grand
Attach on the Austrian’ City

Rome, Dec. 27—Italy has- 2,000,000
men in the war and is preparing to add
enother million. About a million men
are on the fighting line stretched along
the mountains from ' Trentina, in the’
Weqt to the Austrian stronghold of Gor-
iz{a in the east. v

Another million is in reserve for em-
ergencies and to fill gaps in the fighting
line as needed or for operations in the
Balkans. The third million is represent-
ed in the additional classes in process of
being assembled during the coming
months.

The military operations are best un-
derstood by making a map of Italy show-
ing ‘the northern frontiers. The Alps
sweep in a t semi-circle from the
French frontier on the Mediterranean
to the Austrian frontier on the Adriatic.
This sweep of the Alps from west to
east is a sort of natural bulwark or
boundary of Italy separating it from the
nations and races to the north now, as
it did in the days of ancient Rome.

But in two places this natural sweep
of the Alps is, dented  deeply to the
southward, first in the Trentino region
in the west and then in the Trieste re-
gion of the Upper Adriatic. Thus the
natural boundary of the Alps is broken
at two vital points and Austria by
stretching down at both these points,
has firmly established her political sway-
Austrian possession ‘of Trentino dates
from_the time of Napoleon, and of the
Trieste region ffom the War of 1866.

The first object therefore of Italy’s
campaign is to get back the two prov-

" inces and re-establish the great moun-
tain range as the strategic defense
aganist the nations of the North. This
main objective has divided the cam-
paign into two parts—one in the west
with Trent as the centre, and the other
in the east with Trieste as the chief ob-
ject. Between 400,000 and 500,000 men
are engaged in the western operations
centring at Trent, and about 600,000 men
in the eastern operations directed to-
ward Trieste.

Italians’ Main Drive

been in the eastern _
Trieste, the great Austrian port of the

Adriatic lying just across from Venice.

This rich prize is hardly more than ten

days’ march from the Italian frontier.

Also, there is a stretch of level country
fifteen miles wide around the Upper Ad-
riatic making it easy marching from the
Italian fromtier to Trieste. And yet the
war has been going on for more than
six months—since May 23— and the
Italian army is nowhere near Trieste.
The military leaders say Trieste could
Jhave been taken any time in fifteen days
—but it could not be held, as the Carso
Mountains sweep around b. of Trieste

and from a circle fifteen miles back!

from the Adriatic with Austrian bat-

teries posted at every crest of these

encircling mountains. The Italian com-
manders, therefore decided that instead

of taking Trieste, it was a military ne-:

cessity to control all the approaches and
mountain defences sweeping around
Trieste.

Most of the fighting in this region
with the Austrian town of Gorizia has

been along the Isonza River as the main |

point of attack. The Italian troops made

rapid progress at first, sweeping through |

small towns. But as they moved up the
Isonzo River toward Girizia they found
the Austrian batteries in the mountain
tops. And then began the slow and te-
dious process of first gaining control of
all’ the elevated positions which could
serve the Austrians before pressing for-
ward on Gorizia and Trieste.

This has required the movement of
troops along mountain roads end
heights by means of special machinery

devised by Italian automobile concerns.;

The Italian commanders ress sat-
jsfaction with the progress they have
made in the last six months. AH the

and all the progress has been
sn ' Austrian soil and no Austrian
troops have at any time entered Italy.

Ammunition Lacking
»

The matter of ammunition has proved
the same check on the Italians as it has
on the other Allies. They found soon af-
ter the campaign opened that they were
meking only one-fifth as much ammuni-

tain and trench warfare. The ammuni-
tion output has been increased but it is
still far short of requirements though
supplies from America ‘and Japan are
beginning to fill the gap.

Summing up what has been done in
these two campaigns, and what it means
in places captured, men engaged, casu-
alties, prisoners, etc, the situation is
about this:

In the east the Italians have advanced
about two to twenty-five miles on Aus-
trian territory, or about half way to
Trieste and have taken twelve or more
rather important towns notably Grado,
San Pietro (flanking Gorizia) Plano,
Carporeto, Montenero and Plezzo far
upon the Isonzo besides many lesser
places. .

In the west the Italians have advanc-
ed about twenty miles on Austrian soil
and have taken the main town of Ro-
verto half ‘way to Trent and numerous
lesser towns and strategic points.

Not Making a Fight

In all these operations the Austrians
have really not been making a fight as
they are too busy in Russia and the
Balkans and-the Italians have been on
the offensive with the Austrians on the
defensive.

The net results in casualties, prisoners,
etc, is about as follows:- .

Italian casualties about 45,000.

Austrian casualties (Italian estimate)
about 90,000.

Austrian prisoners in Italy about 80,-
000. Italian prisoners in Austria abéut
1,200. -

The naval side of the war has had
few notable developments thus far. The
Duke of the Abruzzi commanding the
Italian fleet, took the Austrian ports of
Grado  and Porto Busso at the head of
the Adriatic, but an attack on the great
port of Trieste has not been attempted.
Further south the coast of the Adriatic
does not offer much prospect for Italian
naval strategy. Abruzzi’s total naval ef-
fective is about 110 ships, including four
Dreadnoughts.

The Austrian effective is not much
short of this and it has the advantage of
natural coast defenses and the shelter
of heavy coast fortifications. But at no
time have the two fleets come to grips.

Despite the persistent rain, there were
notable anti-Austrian demonstrations to-
day throughout Italy in commemoration
of ‘the anniversary of the death of the
‘Trieste student, Oberdank, who was
hauged by the Austrians thirty-three
years ago for an attempt on the life of
Emperor Francis Joseph. Oberdank was
proclaimed by demonstrants a martyr to
the Italian cause.

The anniversary this yéar was the
first occasion on which demonstrators
foxii Oberdank were undisturbed by the
police.

'Irish Leader Relates Incidents of The

While John Redmond, Irish parlia-
mentary leader, was in France and

Flanders he kept a diary, in which &e
recorded all he saw and heard, Here
are some extracts from it:—

! “By ‘the ald of aeroplune photography
|our army is in possession from day to
day of elaborate photographs of German
trenches, I was shown the daily map
which is issued, on which is plainly
marked every portion of the whole in-
tricate system of German trenches, and
on which is also marked the position of
every German battery behind their
lines.®

Mr. Redmond tells the story of the
speech. which was punctuated by air-gun
shots at a Taube overhead.

“The Munster Fusiliers had marched
(on to the ground playing the ‘Wearin’
! of the Green‘don their band of Irish
| war pipes, and -carrying a green Irish
iflag. After I had spoken a few sent-
[enpes the battery on my left rang out
| with startling suddenness, and we then
became aware that there was a hostile
; German Taube aeroplane right over our
heads, -

“From that on until the end of my
speech the British guns on the ome side
{and the French guns on the other fired
!ghrapnel shells at the Taube at regular
!intervals. It was a strange experience
‘vfor me to have my speech punctuated,
{not by applause, but by the roar of
'guns situated only a few yards from
{ where I was standing. &

“While this firing was taking place
not one of the men even lifted his head
to look in the sky at the aeroplane, but
remained absolutely passive at atten-
tion. When I finished my speech the
men cheered lustily, and marched away
playing ‘O’Donnell Aboo’ At the com-
mencement of the war the men had five
green flags, Now they have only one,
and I have promised to supplv the de-
ficiency,

“We walked to a battery of two 9.2
! British naval guns, enormous monsters,
' which were trained on a building just
! behind the German lines, about three
miles distapt. I was given the privilege
of firing one of these huge guns at its

“While we were in' the Plug-street
Wood area a man behind us in ‘the
woods, who turned out, sadly enough to
have been a Waterford man, and a con-
stituent of mine, was struck by a stray
bullet and instantly killed.

“Enormous improvements have been
made in the trenches since last winter.
Most of them have boarded floors, others
have brick floors, and, although in real-
ly 'wet weather it is impossible to pre-
vent them turning into a morass of mud
and water, at the same time it is com-
paratively easy in fairly fine weather
to clear them.

“They have got a system of trench
pumps which are used to get rid of the
water; and I was greatly tmpressed by
the pipes which I saw runnin~ a mile
and a half back from the front of the
trench, supplying drinking water to the
men.

“This year the>men have been served
out with long India rubber boots, which
go right up over their thighs like fishing
waders, When g battalion is coming to
the trenches it finds in the second line
of trenches these boots waiting. The
men remove their own boots, get an ex-
tra pair of thick stockingseand put on
the rubber boots. When they are com-
ing away after their four.days in the
trenches they leave these boots at the
same station, and recejve their own
boots and socks, which have heen dried
for them in the meanwhile.”

The camp wash-houses. are Aescribed:

“The men through a door into an
enormous wash-house, where there are
great circular vats of warm water wait-
ing for them, and twelve men at a time,
each with a piéce of soap, jump in.
The Prince of Wales bathes in one of
these wash-houses with the men, the
only distinction being that he has a
separate bath to himself.

“I met the Dublin Fusiliers and the
men of a battalion of the Ulster Divis-
ion (the Royal Irish Rifles) side by side
in the trenches. =

“At the headquarters we met Lord
Claud Hamilton and the Prince of
Wales. The latter seemed in first rate
health and spirits, and he leads exact-
ly the same life as any other young
subaltern in the army. I could not help
thinking what a magnificent training it
is for him. He seems perfectly happy.”
